A family oftwelvepersons was brought
as prisoners from the Island of Lauaiou
February 21st, charged with the murder
of some members oi a family, having
three indictments against them. The
story, as told, is that remarkable curing
powers bad Been red for r*uuololo, one of
the female members of the iamiiy, the
reputation of a kaluur.a, oronepos
of supernatural powers. Acting under
the guidance of the .spirit of KinHikiui,
which had power over her, she beat her
sis.er I'uni to death with a club for qii!_s-
tioning her powers.

The furious woman also clubbed to
death her nephew Kolo, a boy of bi *
years o: age, the rest of the famuy acqui-
escing or assisting in the deed. Paa, a
brother of the woman, ami about-30 years
of ago, was then seized and held i ythe
family while Kai(iuna burned bim over
the face awl body with a Hunting torch
dipped in oii. Kabalokai, her fourth vic-
tim, was also held by members of tiic-
family while the woman beat n;m to
death with a club.

As a result of the crime the natives de-
serted Awalua, where the tragedy occur-
red.

Dr. Davison, who examined Puulolo,
found no reason to suppose her Insane,
and it is thought the murders were dct-
mitted by the family in the belief that
I'uulolo could restore them to life. Paa,
the brother who \sas burned, ishorribly

The trial ofthe family takes place shortly.

VICTORIA AND ALBERT.
How the Queen "Popped tho Ques-

tion" Herself.
A very pleasant little anecdote is told

of Queen Victoria and Albert Saxe of
Coburg, in their courting days, to the
effect that it was the Queen aiid not the
Prince who popped the question. It ap-
pears that at their :irs"t meeting they
were both aged 17. Albert was at that
time rather short and thick-set, but fine
looking, rosy cheeked, natural and sim-
ple in his manners, and of a cheerful dis-
position. Be took a great deal of inter-
est in everything about him, and while
on his visit to England he spent much of
his time in playing on the piano with his
cousin Victoria, who was then a slight,
graceful and interesting girl. She fell in
love with him at once • but he was not. it
seems, so badly smitten, lie wrote to
his uucle Leopold that he liked bis
cousin, and found her a very bright and
amiable girl. Soon afte:- this Albertre-
turned to the continent and spent some
time in travel and study, writing occa-
sionally to \ ictoria and she to him.
Meanwhile King \\ illi.uu IV. died, and
Victoria, in her eighteenth year, ascended
the K<itis;. throne.

The young Prince's next visit took
place in the year after this event, and
now Ins object was to plead for the hand
and heart of the young Queen. Victoria
could scarcely l>eiieve ber eyes when she
saw him. The short, thick-set boy had
grown into a tail, comely youth, with
elegant manners and a strikingly hand-
some face. Soon alter she wrote toher
Uncle Leopold: "Albert's beauty is most
striking, and he is most amiable and un-
affected—in short, very fascinating." A
lew days alter his arrival Victoria had
made up her mind and, sending for Lord
Melbourne, the Prime Minister, told him
th;tt she was going to marry Prince Al-
bert. The next d;;y she sent for tiie
Prince, and, "in a genuine outburst of
heartiness and love," she declared to him
that be bad gained her whole heart, and
would make her very happy if he won id
share her life with her. He responded
with warm affection, and thus they be-
came betrothed. The Queen not only
thus "popped the question," but insisted
that the marriage should take place at an
early day. This was in the summer of
K!'\ and in the early winter of 1840 the
young couple were married in the royal
chape] of St. James, in the midst oi gen-
eral rejoicing with great pomp and cere-
mony.

Busy Fruit-Growers in a Pretty

Yolo Valley—Tailored and Its
Adjoining Farms.

TN THE SPRING OP LAST YEAn
Robert A. and Xeal D. Barker associated

themselves with William McKay, all of Oak-
land, with a view of searching out a suitable
location in which to engage in the profitabtt
occupation of fruit-growing. After visiting
many localities, they decided on the Capay
Valley, Yolo County, and tiie Rhodes tract at
T: ncred.

Negotiations w^re opened with the Capay
Valley Land Company,owning the tract inquestion. With W. J[. Mills, the GeneralAgeni of that company, they arranged tor the
purchase of about 820 acres of foothill land
This being more than Wy had thought of
taking for their own asc, they spoke to a
number of friends about It. with the result
that the tract was divided anong the follow-
ing people: B. L, Bickok, 40 a. to: \V.T.
Barnett, 20 acres; N. T. Oreathead. 20 acres;
Mrs. L. Gieathead, 20 acres; W. McKay, 20
acres; N. 1). Barker, 20 acres; R. A. Barksr,
20 acres; J. P. Brownlee, 2O acres; K. n. Has-
lett. 10 acres; Joseph Barker, 10 acres; a. W.
Kelly' 10 acres, and Frederick Kelly, 10 acres.

So far this had been merely a private ven-
ture of the gentlemen above named, but in
talking up the question or dividing the land
already purchased, it was found that so mauy
more would like to join it than the area of the
purchase would admit of, that it was sug-
gested on all hands, -'Why not get some more
land and divide it up in the same way?"
Then followed the idea of a stock company to
take hold of a larger tract and arrange for the
cultivation of the whole of it.alter subdividing
it according to the requirements of the sub-
scribers. Aprovisional board was formed, a
prospectus issued, and finally, on the sth of
June, 1890, the Western Co~operati-e Col-
onization and Improvement Company was
duly registered and proceeded to business,
with the following officers: President, Will-
lam McKay; Vice-President, M. p. Brows;
Directors-H, CL Ellis. Charles Brooke sad
K. A. Barker; Secretary and General Manager,
Xeal J). Barker; Solicitor, C. E. Snook; Tr
orer, First National Bank of Oakland.

373 acres, \va< pur-
chased. A contract was entered into for the
purchase of a large number of frail tr
vines, etc. This early purchase of tr.-< was
the means of saving between 98,000 and
