Korth Winds Give Way to Unusu-
ally Warm Temperature.

GRAIN OR FRUITS.

The Prospects Exceedingly Bright for
& Large Yield, Unless Frosts or Hot
Winds Should Set In—An Aged
Citizen of San Diego Commits Sui-

clde on Account of Losses Sus-

tained by the Fallure of the Cali-

fornia National Bank.

NAPA, March 9.—The reeent norih
wind and the present unusunally warm |
weather has had the effect of bringing |
vegetation forth unusually early. The |
wind dried up the grain fields, orchards
and vineyards, baking the top ground
bard. With the usual spring raias, how-
ever, Napa will have abundant ecrops.
The damage wi'l be small unless a long
¢ry spell ensues.

St, HELENA, March 9.—A severe horth
wvind has been blowing here for several
days, but has now subsided. It has
done no special damage, except drying
the ground. Grain will suffer unless
there rain inside of a week. The
weather is very warm. Fruit trees are
in blossom. Everything looks promis-
ing unless a prolonged dry spell or late
spring trosts come to change the pros-
pects.

TEHAMA COUNTY.

Rep Bruer, March 9.—The crop pros-

ects of Tehama County were never
?ettu:'. and unless something unforeseen
occurs the yield will be large, probably
the largest ever known, The
north wind has done no damage.

CorNING, March 9.—The north wind
continued some time, but the wind bas
been no interference with growing crops,
except grass for feed. Moist lands are
nice for plowing. The high lands are
dried up and plowing is stopped. Vine-
sards and fruit trees have not been dam-
aged. Dew each night. Rain is expected.

YOLO COUNTY.

WoopraxDn, March 9.—The north wind/
which prevailed here three days gives
place to warm spring weather. No dam-
age was done to any class of grain or
fruit. The ground is somewhat dry on
top. Spring rains, if moderate, will in-
sure unusually large crops. The acreage
in grain is large. There is a large in-
crease in the acreage of vines and trees.

SUTTER COUNTY.

MARYSVILLE, March 9.—Careful in-
quiry among farmers and large orchard-
ists, both citrus and deciduous growers,
shows that the morth wind of Saturday,
Sanday and Monday did no damage
whatever, and was, if anything, bene-
ficial, as it dried up places where water
was standing. i

CONTRA COSTA COUNTY.

MARrTINEZ, March 9.—The recent north
wind has had no perceptible effect upon
the grain or fruit crops in this vicinity,
and our farmers do not appear to be wor-
rying over the outcome of the harvest,

BUTTE COUNTY,

Cuico, March 9.—The north wind which
has been prevailing for the last five days
has decreased in force. No material dam-
age has been doneto growing grain. There
is plenty of moisture still in the ground,
and vegetation in most places is high
enocugh to preserve the dampness.

SHASTA COUNTY,

RepDING, March 9.—The north wind
has not been severe yet, having no inju-
rious effect on grain and drying up the
ground. The weather has been quite
warm. No one anticipates serious re-
sults. All realize that it will rain soon
again and revive the crops.

COLUSA COUNTY.

WirLrLtams, March 9.--The general opin-
jon of farmers is that the last few days’
north wind has benefited rather than in-
jured grain. The ground was fall of
moisture, and the tender tall wheat was
growing too fast.

SONOMA COUNTY.,

Prraroma, March 9.—While the north
wind was excessively hot and drying,
but little if any damage was done in this
gection. Vegetation was forced and more
advanced. Grain drooped a little, but
the dew of the iast two nights has made it
look bright again.

SoxoymA, March 9.—The dry north wind
that prevailed in this valley last Sunday
and Monday was accompanied by the
warmest weather that has ever been
known in March in this section. No
damage to crops has so far oceurred from
the norther. Vegetation of every kind is
growing fast. Should frost follow the
heated spell great damage will be done to
the fruit crop.

MENDOCINO COUNTY,

Uxkia", March 9.—The condition of
crops in this section never was better at
this time of the year. The north wind
has not blown at sny time this winter,
and to-day it is calm. Rain would be
welcome, but is not absolutely needed.

SAN JOAQUIN COUNTY.

StockTOoN, March 9.—The weather in
San Joaquin County is delightful, and
there have been no winds to injure the
crops. The only fanlt found with the
weather is that it is rather warm for this
season of the year, but it is advancing
vegetation very fast.

GRAND ARMY OF THE REPUBLIC.

OPENING DAY OF TUE
ENCAMPMENT.

ANNUAL

Fresno Crowded With Vislitors—Gov-
ernor Markham Enthusias-

tically Received.

Fres~yo, March 9.—The twenty-fifth
annual Encampment of the Grand Army
of the Republic, Department of Califor-
nia, began to-day in this city. Never
before in the history of ¥resno has it con-
tained so many strangers, and the city
has assumed a metropolitan air. The
number of strangers in the city must be
about 2,000 at least, and Fresno’s hospi-
tality is taxed to the utmost. The train
arriving this morning was in two sec-
tions. The Veteran Guard of San Fran-
cisco, accompanied by the Presidio band,
arrived in three special cars. Adjutant-
General C. C. Allen and stafl’ came on the
same train.

Governor H. H. Markham and party
arrived on the noon train from Pasadena,
and was met at the Souathern Pacific
depot by the Reception Commitiee. The
Veteran Guard of California, headed by
the Presidio band, escorted him around
the principal streets of the city to the
hotel. There was much enthusiasm,

The organizations represented at the
encampment are the Grand Army of the
Republiec, Woman’s Relief Corps and
Ladies of the Grand Army of the Repub-
lic. Each met at different places, having
sessions both morning and afternoon.

The G. A. R. met in executive ses-
sion this morning and afternoon. The
morning session was presided over by
Senior Vice Departinent Commander J.
F. Cunningham, General Barnes, the De-
partment Commander, being unabie to
attend. Junior Vice Commander Ennis
of Sacramento, took the chair of Senior
Vice, and C. J. P. Boscovich was assigned
to the chair of Junior Vice. Rev. M.
Morrison was appointed Chaplain pro
tem., in the absence of Rev. A. T. Need-
ham of San Francisco. The meeting was
an executive session, and not open to the
public. After the appointment of vari-
ous committees, adjourned till the afler-
noon.

At the afternoon session the commit-
tees reported. The Committee on Cre-
dentials’ report and the roll-call showed
that a third of the whole number of dele-
gates were present.

The acting Commander was anthorized
to invite Governor Comrade Markham to
take a seat in the convention. 'T'his was
a courtesy to the Governor, who, though
a member of the Pasadena Post, is not a
delegate.

Comrades Watts and Salomon were ap-
pointed to escort the Governor to the
halil.

The most important action of the vet-
erans to-day was the passage of a resola-
tion expressing confidence in General
Alger.

TARIFF DUTIES

The House Takes Up Consideration
of the Revenue Bills.

REPRESENTATIVE M'MILLIN OPENS
THE DEBATE.

He Declares That the Tarifl Act of the

Last Congress Imposes the Highest

Tariff Taxes Ever Levied in This

Country—The Democrats Resolved
to Have a Réduction in tihe 2ate of

Taxation.

WasmiNaron, March 9.—The tariff «
cussion of the Fifty-second Congress v
opened in the House to-day, with Me)
Iin of Tennessee leading the tarifl’ reforin
forces and Uingley of Maine defending
the McKinley law. To Represc
Blount of Georgia, a parliamentarian of
twenty years’ Congressional experience,
was awarded the honor of presiding over
the proceedings of the Committee of the
Whole,

In the days of long political wrangle
that are to follow in the Committee of the

Whole Speaker Crisp will find the respite |

he has so much desired. To-day he occu-

pied a seat in the galiery, and was as in- |

terested an auditor as any of the other
2,000 visitors who bent eagerly forward to
catch every word of the partisan orations.
The press and diplomatic gallerics were
crowded, but the crowning indication of
the importance of the discussion was the
deep attention the members
gave to the speakers.

During MecMillin’s speech Burrows of
Michigan and a few of his leading Re-
publican colleagnes vacated their seats
and gathered on the Democratic side 10
be near the Tennessee gentleman as he
arraigned their party from a Democratic
standpoint, and deiended the justi
the Springer wool bill and various mea
ures-reported from the Ways and Means
Cominittee to reduce the duties on -
poris.

When Dingley, although not a member
of the Ways and Means Commitiee,
opened the discussion on behalf of the
Kepublican side. no less was the flatter-
ing attention paid him by his Democratic
opponents.

Houses the tarifl debaie was revived,
found the ocecasion of such charm t he
lett his seat in the upper body and wasan
attentive listener to the eloquent argu-
ment of Representative MeceMillin, No
vigilant was the attention with which
ex-Speaker Reed noted every argument,
not only of his friend, but of his political
opponent as welil, now and then there
being a twinkle in hiseye as he meditated
on and stored away in his memory a re-
sponse to be made tothe Democraticargu-
ments when his day should come.

Both speakers were frequently ap-
plauded by their party colleagues, and as
each resumed his seat he was the recipi-
ent of warm congratulations and a mam-
moth bouguet.

The morning hour having expired, the
House went into Committee of the W hole
on revenue bills, Blount of Georgia pre-
siding.

Representative McMillin, in the speech
opening the debate on the tarifl in behalf
of the majority of the Committee on Ways
and Means, referred in the beginning ot
his remarks to the work of the last Con-
gress. He declared it imposed the high-
est tarift taxes ever levied in this coun-
try, and made the most extravagant ap-
propriations ever made ina time of peace.
This Congress, he said, was sent here to
correct botls evils by imposing less taxes
and by spending less money.

Continuing, he said: *“I'he tariff law
now has been in operation for one year
and five months. Where are the bene-
ficial effects that were to follow from it?
Where is that magniticent price the
farmer and the wool-grower are to realize
from it? Where are the increased wages
the laboring man was to get? I say the
farmer realizes from 2to 3 per cent. less
on the pound from his wool than he did
before, and I challenge any Hepresenta-
tive here to point toasingle line of mann-
factures in which laborers’ wages have
peen increased by that law.”

MecMillin said vhe bill was passed under
the pretense of a desire to benefit the
laboring man, but what benetit has it
been to him? He then took up wool,
and said: “The whole matter may be
summed up in the fact that after twenty-
five years of experiment with the high
rates of duty on wool the result has been
a reduction of one-half in the number of
sheep in the States east of the Mississippi
and Missouri Rivers and a reduction of
about one-half in the prices of wool. Nor
have the resuits been encouraging to wool
manufacturers. They have been re-
stricted as to the quality of the wool they
could atiord to buy by reason of the
tariff; they have been restricted in mar-
kets substantizally to their own country;
they have been forced to use shoddy as a
substitute for woolen goods, and the
sheep husbandmen have derived no sub-
stantial benetit.”

The speaker declared: *“Now that
more than two-thirds of the expenses in-
curred during the late war have been
paid, every legilimate excuse for an in-
crease in rates has disappeared. But not
only has there been no reduction in tarift
rates, but they have been vastly in-
creased.”’ .

Touching on sugar, McMillin said:
“The authors of the bill take much credit
to themselves for having placed sugar on
the free list. They did, it is true, place
some and most of the grades of sugar on
the free list, but the finer grades are still
taxed heavily ifor the benefit of the
manufacturer, and he is left with more
protection by that bill than by the rates
imposed in the Mills bill. True, fifty
odd million dollars were taken off the
sugar tax, but this was no free-will offer-
ing, for the same measure provided for

themselves

the payment of $12,000,600 to the pro-
duecers of sugars as bounties. Again,

while fifty odd million dollars of the tax
was taken oil sugar, an increase in duties
amounting to about $65,000,000 was put
on other things, and generally on the
necessaries of life. They removed a
sugar tax, which yielded eight-ninths of
its benefits to the treasury and buat oue
to the manufacturer, only to place many
millions more than the sugar tax on
other things, where but one-fourth of the
law’s exactions went into the treasury
and three-fourths went into private cof-
fers of favored manufacturers. It will be

We neither allow our citizens
to buy ships abroad mor build them at
home. Such are our laws, that if an
American citizen, who eannot bnild a
ship at home at a rate that enables him to
compete with others in the carrying
trade, goes abroad with American money,
buys a ship, mans it with American sea-

men anud oificers, hoists above it the
Ameriecan flag, puts on it a cargo for
American consumers and steers into an

American port, his ship is seized and he
is arrested and not permitted to clear
from the ports of his own country with
his ship again.

“If the same citizen takes the same
money, goes abroad and buys the same
ship, mans it with British subjects, hoists
above it the British flag, loads it with the
same cargo of coffee and casts anchor in
an American port, his ship is protected
and defended, and the American navy, if
it need be, called out to defend his foreign
tflag and his foreign ship. Allthat Amer-
ica requires by her laws is, that if her
citizen buy a ship abroad he shall hoist a
foreign flag over it, give the right to a
foreign Government to use it against the
United States in time of war under cer-
tain circumstances, and heis secare in his
possession of his ship and the pursuit of
his vocation. 'There is another provision
of the present law that should be
amended. One allowing those who are
opulent enough and have leisure to go
abroad to bring in free of duty quantities
of clothes as wearing apparel.””

In closing the speaker said: **The peo-
ple have resolved, and they will make
that resolution good, that they will have
a reduction in the rate of taxation, or a
still further reduection of those in Con-
gress who favor higher taxation. This
battle is on and is on to the finish. ©On
one side is arrayed the Democratic party,
in favor of just taxation; on the other
side its opponents, clamoring for excess-
ive and unjust taxation.”

In* the course of his speech McMillin
was interrupted by Kaines of New York
with a suggestion that the New York
State elections have not been of a charac-
ter to encourage the Democratic party.

MeMillin retorted that the ex-Speaker
on Monday referred to “‘the triumphant
march of truth.,” That march was em-
phasized by the fact that the gentleman
from Maine (Reed) no longer occupied
the chair, but was relegated to the floor,
where he could do nothing but eurse and
cery. [Laughter.] The city of the gentle-
man from Maine had gone Dewmocratic
the other day. [Applause.]

Reed, who was in the cloakroom when
his name was mentioned, strolied down
the aisle making an apology that he had
not been present, because he knew the
gentleman from Tennessee was speaking.
[Laughter.]

MeMillin replied that he did not care
what the gentleman’s reasons were for
his absence.

MeMillin spoke for an hour and a half,
then Dingley of Maine took the ftloor to
reply on behalf of the minority of the
Ways and Means Committee. Dingley
ridiculed the Democrats for their failure
to do more than attack three little items
of the McKinley tariff bill out of 2,500,
after threats and promises to sweep
every line and word of this ‘“‘unholy
taritt”? from the statute books and sub-
stitute a measure of *“‘tariff reform,” from
which shall be eliminated all “‘class leg-
islation,’” all *‘robbery.”” ali **protection.”
These *‘three little bills,” said Dingley,
“embrace all the tariflf reform the Demo-
cratic majority of 140 has offered in re-
demption of all the pledges and promises
made before the last election. Voters
who bad been cheated once wounld like
to know, aund they have . a right
to be informed, now and here, by the 140
Demoeratic majority of this House, ex-
actly what kind of a tariff bill the Dem-
ocracy would substitute for the existing
McKinley tariff. People demand that
this Demoeratic House shall present such
a measure as they profess to be ready to
substitute for the McKinley tariff before
the election, not after. They ask that |
they may have full information of exactly
what is proposed, while they have a
chance to express an opinion of it, and
not after it is too late. The fact that the
Demoeratie leaders have not and wiil not
present sach a complete tariif measure is
practically a confession that they dare not
let the people see what they propose to do.

Dingiey defended the McKinley Act
eloquently, and at length argued that the
threce bills proposed by the Democratic
majority of the Ways and Means Com-
niittee could result in nothing but injury
te the farmer. The free wool bill, he
said, proposed free trade for the most
{ iniversal product of the farm, and con-
tinued protection for the manufacturer of
wool. It would certainly reduce the
price and destrov the wool indusiry.
Every evil production relating to the
McKinley tariff, said Dingley, had been
disproved by the march of events, Ilvery
prediction of its benefits had been made
gocd. Protection, which more than

Trouble had been brewing for some
time between the whites and blacks in
the lower quarter of the city, and the at-
tack on the Deputy Sheritls brought mat-
terstoa ¢ The negroes had Leen
expecting a raid, and were armed with
Winchesters and shotguns. A posse of

Deputy Sheriffs who had been searching \
for Stuart and who were in the immediate |

vicinity eame to the rescue, and fifteen of
the blacks were placed under arrest.
Fifteen minutes afler the
iired every white man was armed with a
Winchester. ''he wounded men, all of
whom were at first thonght to be fatally
shot, were taken to the hospital.
Cole is in a dangerous condition, how-
ever, and will hardly survive. The oth-
ers, it is now believed, will recover.

The police placed fourteen more ne-
groes. under arrest, charged with com-
plicity in the shooting Suunday.

Last night a mob broke into the Shelby
County Jail and took away several of the
negroes who were under arrest. There
were seventy-five men in the mob, all
masked. The men broke in the big doors,
secured Calvin MeDowell, Tom Moss and
Will Stuart, leaders of the negro gang,
and, rushing them out of the jail,
quickly disappeared with them.

The morning’s light disclosed the dead
bodies of the threc negroes riddied with
bullets, and partially covered with brush,
lying in an open lot about one mile and a
half from the heart of the city.

About 3 o’clock this morning seventy-
five men, all wearing masks, appeared
suddenly on Front street near the jail.
By a ruse three men obtained entrance to
the jail-yard and overpowered Watechman
O'Dowell, whom they bound and gagged.
The others were then admitted, and a
search for the negroes begun. A guard
in the meantime had been put over the
watchman. There were twenty-seven
negroes there, all under arrest for com-
plicity in Saturday night’s aflair, and it
was no easy task to distinguish the three
negroes wanted. The men went from
cell to cell, the thoroughly alarmed in-
mates coming to the cell doors and un-
wittingly aiding them in the search.

Alice Mitchell heard the noise, and from
her cell on the upper tier peered down on
the strange and silent crowd.

Moss, the mail-carrier, was the first
man identiiied. Ile was taken from the
cell and bound, and soon after McDowell
and Stuart were found and taken care of
in the same way.

The captives being ready, they were
dragged. pushed and hurried out of the
jail. In a few minutes the suburbs of
the city were reached, and in an open
field near Wolf River the negroes met
their doom.

A shot from a revolver crashed through
the cheek of Moss. This was the signal
for the work, when a terrible volley was
poured in upoa the shivering neggoes,
who iustantly fell dead.

The bodies presented a horrible sight.
McDowell’s jaw was entirely shot away,
and back of his right ear was a hole large
enough to admit a man’s fist. 1ifis right
hand, too, was halt blown off. Stuart
was shot in the mouth and twice in the
back of the head and his body riddled
with buckshot. Moss had ap ear shot
off and several bullet-holes in his fore-
head.

The mob turned about, after it com-
pleted its terrible work, and coming
toward town scattered and disappeared.

The bodies of the dead negroes were
bronght to Walsh’s undertaking estab-
lishment this morning. In less than fif-
teen minutes the place was surrounded
by about twenty negroes, all afraid to
talk, however, on account of the prox-
iity of the whites.

Aninquest was held at 10 o’clock and
the bodies were then sent to their homes
at tha “Cuarve.”

At 10:15 word reached the city that the |

negroes were assembling in large num-

bers at the *“Curve,” and Judge Dubose |

immediately eqguipped 150 men with
Winchesters, and they have lelt the city
for that locality.

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CORRESPONDENCE
THE SENATE.

Lord Salisbury Sees No Reason for a

Renewal of the Modus
Vivendi.

Special to the RECORD-UNION,
WasniNaron, March 9.—The President
to-day sent to the Senate the correspond-

ence in regard to the Behring Sea ques- |

tion, covering the period from April 20,
1891, to the date of the recent correspond-
ence. The correspondence includes all
letters exchanged between the two Gov-
ernments since April 20, 1891. Most of it
has been heretofore published. There
are numbers of letters between Mr.
Blaine and Sir Julian Pauncefote, of
which the following is the most import-
ant:

Sir Julian informs Blaine that Salis-
bury does not admit, as has been pre-

viously indicated by Blaine, that the de- |

lays have been greater on the part of
Great Britain than those caused by the
United States. He says that the British
Commissioners have reported that there
is no danger of a serious diminution of
seals and that therefore the necessity of
the modus vivendi is not apparent.

Still he would not objeet to the prohibi-
tion being limited to a zone of not more
than thirty miles around the Pribyloft
islands, provided that the catch on the
islands be limited to 30,000,

In his note of March 7th, Sir Julian
presents arguments in support of Lord
Salisbury’s retusal to accede to another
modus vivendi.

He says that it was first agreed to, un-
der stipulation, that the measure could
not be repealed, and that there is no ap-
parent danger to the seal species.

He adds that the zone proposed is more
extensive than that mentioned by Blaine,
on March 16, 1891, and the anticipation of
conflicts, which was considered in the
note of May 4, 1891, has been met by the
provision of the Behring Sea Act of the
Supreme Court and the order in counecil,

In his response, sent yesterday, Assist-
ant Secretary Wharton states that the
President notices with the deepest regret
the indisposition of her majesty’s Gov-
ernment to agree upon an etfective modus
vivendi for the preservation of seals in
the Behring Sea, pending a settlement of
the respective righte of the two Govern-
ments in these waters and in the fur seal
fisheries therein.

A letter of February 29th from Paunce-
fote to Blaine acknowledges the receipt of
Blaine's note of the 24th respecting the
renewal of the modus vivend: and states
that its contents has been telegraphed to
the Marquis of Salisbury. Salisbury’s

reply was stated to be that *‘he (Salis-
bury) had received no information to
show the necessity for renewing the

The letter of March 7th renewed the
proposal containea in Pauncefote’s letter
of February 20th to prohibit, as a pre-
cautionary measure for this season, all
killing of seals within a zone extending
not more than thirty naatical miles
