
THE ALLEN MURDER.

J. D. Smith on Trial for Alleged Par-
ticipation Therein,

Harry Gordon, One of the Gang that
Waylaid Allen, Repeats Ills Story

or tlie Foul Crime.

In Judge Van Fleet's court yesterday
gaa the task of taking testimony

in the case of J. D. Smith, the ex-saloon
keeper, who is charged with having been
implicated in the conspiracy to rob
Robert Allen in May last, and which

incy was so effectually carried out
as to result in Allen's murder. The pris-
oner is represented by Alvin J. Bruner,
and the prosecution is being conducted
by District Attorney Kyan. The jury is
composed of Messrs. Peter Yager, Gen.
E. Kuchler, Harry White, Henry Derr,
Simon Ash, Daniel Fcley, Geo. Giffbrd,
Frank Miller. Ellis Kilgore, W. M. Bo» .
William Mitchell and A. C. Ford.

Tbo prisoner, as be appeared in court
yesterday, did not show any ill effects
from his several months of jail life. He
was neatly dressed, and bore none of the
outward looks of a man w howould be
guilty of the heinous crime oi which he
us charged.

All the seats in the courtroom were oc-
cupied, and the passage-ways also filled
by a crowd of interested men. There were
also a few Ladies present.

In his opening statement District At-
torney Ryan tersely recited the fa< ta con-
nected with the attack upon Allen, his
robbery and subsequent death
and long suffering. He charged
that Smith, Gordon, Haley and
Casey would be shown to be the con-
spirators al whose hands Alien was de-
spoiled Of his money and murdered, lie
Would show that tli" job was put Up in
•Smith's saloon, and that William l-'ur-
long, barkeeper for Allen, was to have
shared in the spoils in consideration of
his services in giving the information as
to when the deea should be done and the
amount of money to be obtained.

Afterdrawing a vivid picture of how
the midnight murderers lay in wait for
Allen and .struck him down on his way
home from his place; of business, Mr.
Kyan announced his readiness to begin

David Falconer, who was called into
Allen's house when the latter was taken
home, described the wound on Allen's
1. end and Identified the hammer found be-
side him.

Dr. G. L. Simmons described the na-
ture of the wound on Allen's head and
the injured man's condition up to the
time of his death. At first he did not
think the wound necessarily fatal, but the
result showed that it was.

He remained in Washington
v.nlii 1899. when he returned to San 1 ran-
ciseo. His name at that time was Milton
jlalligan. He denied that he had ever

iirested or had changed his name
lo defeat justice.

SHOT THROUGH THE TEMPLE.

A Stranger Kills Himself at a Hotel
in This City.

Ho Registers as Louis Muller—Nothing
to Show "Where He Came From—

A Mysterious* Affair.

At 6:15 o'clock last evening a man who
registered as Louis Mailer was found
dead in a room on the third tioor at the
Western Hotel. By the side of the dead
man a bulldog revolver was found with
two chambers discharged. The man was
first found by the bell-boy and a Chinese
servant, lying upon his back on the iloor
of the room.

When removed to tbo Morgue nothing
I 'was found upon his person to Identity
him other than a Knights of Pythias

I badge secured to the lapel of his coat, a
I bottle of ammonia with a New Orleans
i label thereon and some articles with New

York labela upon them. .Decease.! had
also a gold watch and some |6 in money.

Mailer was a man of35 or 40 yeara of
age, with a reddish or brown mustache,
and was well dressed and of genteel ap-
pearam c.

At the Morgue it wag found that he
was shot through the head, the ball en-
tering at the right temple. He had bled
freely from the mouth, and his face was
covered with blood. The man, to all ap-
pearances, had been dead some fifteen
hours, as the body was cold and vetv

: rigid.
The nielli clerk at the Western said

that Muuer arrived there last Wednes-
day morning on the Red Bluff train, and
registered his name only. He observed
t:.e man frequently, and he. was ap-
parently iv good spirit-, especially so on
Saturday night, when he invited the
dork to lake a drink before be retired.

It is a singular tact bhal the shot or
shots tired attracted no attention in the
bouse, and it is not known at what hour
the tragedy occurred. Mr. Laud, tho
proprietor, thinks, however, that the
<!e d must have been committed on Sun-
day evening, when tho roomers were all
absent. The custom there has been not
to have person- disturbed who sleep dur-
ing the day, but to have the beds madeup early m ti.e. evening. \\ hen the
servant went to the room last evouiug,
just before a o'clock, he saw thai the pun
was burning, and found the door locked
and bolted.

Then ho and the bell-boy forced an en-
trance .md (bund Muller lying as de-
scribed, lie had evidently stood before a
large mirror when the shot \v;is lited,

j an;i tell backward upon the !io;>r.
lie w Dt lo his room ou Sunday morn-

ing under the iniiueuceuf liquor, but was
not in the room at -1 o'clock thatafter-

i noon. Hence it is supposed be came in
early in ihe evening, lit the ga^ and then
tired the fatal shot.

11 was stated at the < orouer's oiiice that
; a thorough examination of the body
would not be made until to-day. There
may, therefore, be another wound found,
to correspond with the two empty cham-
bers of the revolver; but it is more than
likely that the shot which took effect in
the temple caused in-taut death.

The only eltects oi the deceased are a
small hand-satchel and an overcoat. No
papers ofany kind werefound that might
shed any light upon lhe mystery sur-
rounding the man's suicide.

THERE ARE CROOKS ABOUT.
They Make a Raid au.l (.rack tho Safe

in a Furniture srtore.
A very bold burglary wan committed

early yesterday morning. The thieves
j entered at the rear of the Capital Furni-
ture Company's store, tilti J .street, aud
breaking open the company's safe ob-
tained about §100.

John M. Avery, President ofthe com-
pany, says the linn was fortunate in
having just paid oil' its employes on Sat-
urday ni^ht, or a larger amount would

j have been obtained by the robbers.
Some repairs are being made to a wall

; ill the rear of the store, and the burglars,
i who seem to have been familiar with the; premises, got through into the basement,
|aud by piling up tables got up through

a trap door in the main lloor. once
there, they obtained easy access to tho
office in the front of the room and at-
tacked the safe.

A pillow was used to deaden the sound
of the heavy sledgo used to break oif the
combination ofthe lock. After obtaining
the contents of the safe the thieves es-
caped through the work-room in the rearor the store, and out into an alley.

.Some boxes taken from the safe wero
found in the alley; containing valuablepapers, among which was an indorsed! check for *v~>o. Mr. Avery thought the

I burglars very considerate'in having left
j these behind them.

The only dew to the robbers, so far,
consists of a sledge-hammer and cold-! chisels stamped with the railroad marks.
Certain suspicious characters are being
watched closely however.

Officer Rider testified that tho juvenile
Henry was a good sprinter, having out-
run him upon several occasions, and that
the youth was in the habit of stealing
beer from Schamberger's cellar.

in This City-How lie

bore on*charge of obtaiaiug goods by
false pretensi .s.

Koine time ago the arm of Holbrook,
Merrill .v Stetson received a loiter from
Oakdaie ordering a small quantity <>f
hardware. The name of George Caeuin
was signed to the letter. The. goods were
paid for promptly ami then another order
was received. So i: went on until Cauhin
had established quite a good credit. Then
he ordered %£M worth ofgoods, lie paid
all but *l 11 of this and then nothing inure

was heard from him.
Later on the local linn received another

letter. This lime it was signed Anna
I'ai-hin, am! the writer informed the
hardware bouse that Uoorge Cuchin was
dead.

Kd Simpson, one of the inn's traveling
men, was seul to (>ik..uie to levy upon
the Cochin estate, but upon arriving there
he was surprise:; to team that iio .such
person as (u-lnn ever lived In Oakdale,
or had died there.

Ii wa.s evident to Simpson then that the
firm had been duped. Hut be sot out
bravely to dv .some detective work ou his
own account, aud succeeded admirably.
From the freight agent at (tekdale be ob-
tained v description of the Individual
who had received tl— consignments and
who hud represented himself as Cacbin.
From Oakdaie Simpson traced the mys-
teriooi Uacbin to Stockton, where he lo-
cated him.

So cleverly did Colt operate that the
only man who could positively swear
that Colt and Caehin were one and the
same person, was the freight agent at
I ;akduie. in Stockton bii oj orations had
not been discovered at all.

Simpson telegraphed the facts he had
had ascertained to this city, and on .Sun-
day a warrant was issued fort 1, it's arrest.

It is said that the prisoner did some
work similar to that for which he is under
arrest some time ago in Martinez. There
he had the goods shipped to him under
the name ot Petrlcan.
