“Something About the New
Charter’s Educational Departments,’” Mr.
Weinstock is made to say:
“One serious defect in the present

| charter is the election of the Superin-

tendent of Schools by the people. By
virtue of his election the Superintend-
ent is largely made independent of the
Doard of Fducation. So if the Board
Education should have one policy
which it desires to have followed out, and
should the Superintendent have another
policy which he is equally anxious to
have followed out in the conduct of the
schools, neither policy, naturally enough,
could be successfully put into force, and
the situation would result in a deadlock.

“The experience of most progressive
cities throughout the country has made it
plain that to obtain the highest resulits in
the cominon schools there should bea
unity of spirit between the Board of Edu-
cation and the Superintendent of Schools,
and that it is, therefore, best to have the
Superintendent selected by the board, as
is proposed by our new charter. The
of selecting that officer being
vested in the board it enables it to make
a selection from the entire country, and
in that way makes it possible for the city
Lo secure the services of the best obtain-
able talent here or elsewhere. The idea
is to take the office of Superintendent of
Schools out of polities entirely. You
