General Miles Xbrows Out Some Hints
As to Their Present Condition.

Washington, March 20.—General Nel-
i uA. Miles, in an interview, speaking of
I \u25a0 army, navy and national guard, said:

d proportion to cur wealth and popula-
t >n, the army has been reduced to the
t- :treme minimum. It is small but most
< licicnt. In intelligence, courage and pat-
ii >!isii! it willcompare favorably with any
in the world. The same may be said of
the national guard. Yet in order to have
them properly equipped and prepared,
one of two things must be done; either
Ihe press of the country must tell the
plain truth and educate the public mind
up to oar real condition and necessities
or we must meet some disaster that may
check our progress and burden us with a
national debt that would List for another
generation.

"Too much is expected ofour navy. It
is ludicrous to think of holding the navy
responsible for 4,000 miles of frontier.
'1 lie fortifications will some day receive
from the American people the considera-
tion that such delenses deserve. The
necessity for some mobilization of the
regular army and national guard must be
apparent t<> every thinking man. The
object ofthe national encampments to be
held in August, lew, will be to promote
the efficiency of the national guard, to
give the officers experience in the hand-
ling of large bodies of troops and promote
a fraternal feeling between State troops
from all parts of the country."

GOVERNMENT EMPLOYES.
Andrews' Bill to Exclude Political

Influence.
Washington, March 20.—Representa-

tive Andrews of Boston completed the
report upon his bill to exclude political
influence in the employment of laborers
under the authority of the United States,
and will submit it to the House to-mor-
row. The bill willaffect| some 21,000 em-
ployes, and will require that henceforth
they shall be appointed or employed
without regard to political considerations.
J he system contemplated by the bill will
not require certilication through the Civil
Service Commission. The only purpose
of the legislation, Andrews points out, is
to compel the appointment of properly
qualified men in the order of their ap-
plication, without delays by cumbersome
machinery.

Andrews says of the 173,7(50 employes
in the executive department, only 30,720
are subject to competitive examination.
Ihe bill proposes a wide extension and
simplification of the non-partisan system
at a much less cost than heretofore. It is
not proposed to require competitive ex-
amination or a scholastic test of laborers.
The rules according to which they are to
be employed are left to the discretion of
the Civil Service Commission, but it is
intended that the rules simply provide
lor the physical fitness and good charac-
ter of tho applicant.

Senator Hill Returns to Washington.
Washington, March 20.—Senator Hill

and party arrived in this city this morn-
ing from th* South. The Senator ex-
pressed great gratification at the hospit-able manner in which he was received
throughout the trip. Numerous invita-
tions have been received by Senator Hill
within the past week to visit various
Western and Southern cities, and he is
being strongly urged to make such a
tour later.

Police Captain .Lee Uoesn't Want the

Place A^aiii,
"Isee by the papers," said Captain Lee

last night, "that I am classed among the
aspirants for the position ofPolice Cap-
tain. Idon't know on what authority it
has been done."

"Then j-ouare not a candidate?" he was
asked.

"No, sir, Iam not; and furthermore. I
would not accept the place if it were ten-
dered me, which, of course, will not be
done.

"The police department appears to be
in disfavor with a good many pc >ple, and
with tiie city authorities as Avell; and
whoever is to be Captain will have to bear
n great deal of responsibility and have
mighty little to work with—at least it has
been so in the past.

"Why, it's like pulling eye-teeth lor
this department to get any help from the
Trustees. The books and criminal records
are away behind, and it would take a
competent clerk the better Dart of a year
to bring them up to date. There isn't
help enough, anil no way to get it. There
is a mass of correspondence that should
be attended to regularly, and there should
be a property-room and a record kept of
articles tailing into the hands of the po-lice; but who is to look after it? There is
work enough to keep the Captain busy at
headquarters most of the time, but he
cannot attend to it and do a roundsman's
duty also.

"Ifanybody thinks he willhave a bed of
roses to lie on," concluded the Captain,
"in this position, he who accepts it un-
der existing conditions will soon rind his
mistake." Referring to his etlbrts to so- j
cure a patrol wagon for police use, the I
Captain said:

"Look at the fixwo are in regarding the !
matter of getting drunks to the .station.
The Trustees have kicked so about bills
for hauling them that the trackmen and
cabmen will not take a drunk unless the
officer puts up the fare. An oiheer can't
pick up a helpless drunken man and
pa<:k him to the polico station. All he
can do is to drag him oil" the sidewalk
into the nearest doorway and let him lie
there. You see these helpless creaturesevery night lying about, but there is no
help for it. The dives keep up the supply
right along. I have done all in mjr
power to have the worst dives closed, as
the records of the Trustees should show,
but it hasn't been done—they all get
licenses.

"No, I've have had enough of it, and
am tired of being abused for the exist-
ence of the present condition of things.
I'm not in the scramble for the position
of Police Captain, and Iwish you would
say so."

Evidence Connecting Deeming

With the Crimes.

HE ALSO LED A NOTORIOUS CAREER
IN SOUTH AFRICA.

The jßoport That Chancellor Caprivl

Has Tendered. Ills Resignation De-

nied—The Strike on tlie Canadian

Pacific Assuming a Moro Serious

Phase —The Engineers Object to

Carrying "Scub" Crews, and Xow

Threaten to Join the Strikers.

Pkuth (Australia', March 20.—Deem-
ing Avas aguin before the magistrate to-
day. The cour! house was packed. Tho
prisoner, who persists in calling himself
Swanston, entered the dock with a jaunty
air, but became nervous and lidgety dur-
ing the reading of tho charges. Alter the
giving of formal evidence in regard to his
arrest he was remanded.

Deem ing's luggage has been examined.
Among the articles found were a card
certifying to the membership of Emily
Mather in Kainhill Baud of Hope, a time-
table of trains between Kainhill and
Liverpool, an autograph album belong-
ing to Emily Mather, a book ofaddresses
of persons in England, a pocket-book
bearing the monogram "B. P. I>."and a
lettered silver card case and prayer-book
containing the name "Emily." Among
the addresses noted are "McDonald, New
York, Birkeuhead"; "Marshall, New
York," and others of persona in Hull,
Liverpool, and Hartlepool, proving the
indentity ofWilliams, Deeming, Lawson,
etc

Itwas learned that Deeming, who de-
clared his name to be Swauston, con-
fessed to the police that he is the same
man who lived at Windsor, a suburb of
Melbourne, under the name of Williams.
Evidence is daily accumulating showing
the past iile of Deeming to have been one
of constant fraud and robbery carried on
under the pretense of wealth and bon-
hommie.

KNOWN IN#UTH AFKICA.
Livepkooi., March 20.—Thousands vis-

ited Kniniiill to-day. Weverai accidents
occurred and ooveral tights as well. The
vicar of Kainhill alluded to beaming's
crimes in his sermons to-day. Various
persons acquainted the police with in-
stances where robbery was suffered at
the hands of Williams.

A telegram from Cape Town, South
Africa, states that Deeming became no-
torious in Johannesburg in lssy in con-
nection with an extensive jewelry swin-
dle and some mysterious murders oc-
curred there about that time.

CAXADIAN PACIFIC STRIKE.

The Engineers Threaten to Join In the
Movement.

Winnipeg, March 20.—The Canadian
Pacilic strike has taken a more serious
phase to-night, owing to the fact that the
engineers threatened to go out, as they
object to carrying "scab" crews. Ithas
also become reported that there is trouble
on the Pacilic and Western Divisions,
where a state of affairs similar to those
here exist. The result of the interviews
which the engineers had with Superin-
tendent Whyte is kept secret. Since
Tuesday all trains on the Pacific Division
have been run by Superintendents, and
other oflicials acting as conductors and
brakemen. Special Constables have been
sworn in to protect the company's prop-
erty. Interest centered here to-day ID
the arrival of Chief Clark of the Order of
Conductors. 'Ihe effect of the strike is
already being felt in business circles.

Caprivl llus Not Resigned.
Berlin, March 20.—Emperor William

has summoned Chancellor Yon Caprivi
to come to him at Hubertustock. The re-
port that Caprivi has resigned is denied.

London, March 20.—The Tunes' Berlin
correspondent says: "Far from resign-
ing, Chancellor Yon Caprivi is seeking to
prevent a disruption of the Cabinet, lie
willendeavor to effect a compromise by
disposing of the education bill in putting
it by until after tho elections. If the
country should approve of his action the
present crises will be ignored. If the
verdict is adverse a new course will be
shaped."

Gnozbnr;* Bank Failure.
Paris, March 20.—It is now ascertained

that the liabilities of tho (Juezburg branch
bank hero are «ot large. It is learned
that the bourse interests of the suspended
Bauque (ieneraie Chemin de Feret In-
dustrie amounted to nothing. The nomi-
nal capital was only six and a quarter
million francs and tho clients investors
of the smallest scale. The directors were
men of no financial mark. It appears
that Ducouran, President of the bank,
who committed suicide, was an honest man
but was victimized by his colleagues in
the directorate, several membersoi which
have bad reputations.

Americans Banqueted.
Libau, March 20.—A banquet was

given last night in honor of the Ameri-
cans accompanying the steamer Indiana.
The American Consul, officers of tho In-
diana, members of the Relief Society and
all city authorities were present. Captain
Sergeant was presented with a silver
souvenir cup. Felicitous speeches were
made by the Russians and responded to
by the Americans. At luncheon to-day
an illuminated address was presented to
the Americans. A dinner was given last
evening to the crew of tho Indiana. The
Indiana sailed this afternoon on her re-
turn voyage.

Anarchists in Belgium.

Brussels, March 20.—The police have
made a further seizure of anarchist docu-
ments. It is reported that the recent
mine explosion at Audreuuis was the
work of a spileful miner. At Liege to-
day an infernal machine was discovered
on the threshold of the residence of the
Chief of Police.

The Portuguese Debt.
Lisbon, March 20.—The Minister of

Finance has signed the 'scheme for the
settlement of the Portuguese debt. The
plan includes a reduction of interest by
50 per cent., raising ol a loan of .&su,uou.uuu
redeemable in liiiten years, and the as-
signment of customs re\ euue to tho serv-
ice of the debt.

Minister and Mrs. Reid.
Paris, March 'JJ.—General Meredith

Head gave a farewell dinner to-day to
United States Minister Reid. »From iiow
on until their departure Mr. and Mrs.
Reid willattend dinners given in their
honor nearly every evening. They in
turn willgiv farewell breakfasts.

Severe epuls*3 to the British.
London, March 20. — Advices from

Sierra Leone state that the British expe-
dition to Tibo met with a severe repulse.
It is reported that Captain Robinson and

a private were killed and all the officers
and thirteen man wounded.

United States and tho Arsrentino.
Londox, March UO.—A Times Buenos

Ayres dispatch says: The effusive ex-
change of civilities between the Ameri-
can fleet and Argentine authorities has
given origin to a report of the existence
of an alliance between tho Argentine and
the United States. During the Chilean
dispute the Argentine authorities un-
doubtedly coquetted with the Washing-
ton Government, but subsequent events
stopped further advances. The Argen-
tine Minister at Washington has been re-
called.

Purely Speculative Reports.
Rome, March 20.—1t is learned at the

Vatican that no date has yet been fixed
for the next consistory, consequently all
reports of promotion to Cardmalatc aro
purely speculative. The radical Italian
press can obtain no news from the Vati-
can worth discovering. Tho Pope's
health continues good.

Infernal Machines.
Paris, March 20.—Two infernal ma-

chines were found in this city to-day.
One machine, with a burning rase at-
tached, was found in a letter-box in
Hue Taibout, and another in Rue Temple.

Tin Works CloHlner.
London, March 20.—The Abercarno

Tinplate Works have dosed. The Aber-
tillery Works havn given a month's no-
tice of closing. Three thousand hands
will be thrown out of employment.

No More Bank Failures.
Loxdox, March 20.—A semi-official dis-

patch from St. Petersburg denies that
there has been fresli bank failures there,
or any embarrassment requiring treasury
help.

Paris Hospitals to be Endowed.
Paris, March2B.—ln memory of Miss

Josephine MedflL who died here in Jan-
uary last, her father will endow beds in
the Paris hospitals for the use of Ameri-
cans.

Clemencenu IMvorce.
Paris, March Lo.— Mine. Clemenceau's

divorce from her husband, the well-
known Radical ueputy, is publicly an-
nounced.

Anti-Foreign Spirit In China.
Shanghai, March 20.—The anti-foreign

spirit has been suppressed inChaagsha,
but is still rampent in othor Hunan
towns.

Trudo Relations of Prance and Spain.

Paris, JdaTcli 20.—The commercial
treaty negotiations between France and
Spain are about to be -renewed.

DR. DIXON' OX RIOTS.

Something Radically Wrong at the
Heart of Civilization.

New VYroRK, March 20. — Rev. Dr.
Thomas Dixon preached to-day on the
riots in Berlin and elsewhere. Said he:
"Tho secret of tho trouble must bo deeper
than more politics, and there is some-
thing radically rotten at the heart of civi-
lization itself. Should not men of wealth
read in these signs a new, deep obliga-
tion laid npon them to rescue and save
society? Can we feast, dance, and ban-
quet while our brethren starve? No
man haw the right to do what he pleases
with what he possesses. He has only a
right to do what he ought to do."

ELECTRIC PLASHES.

News from Ascencion, Paraguay, is to
the effect that the BoveranfMit is expect-
ing from day to day a revolution. The
general feeling is that before long there
v ill be a most serious outbreak against
(he present rulers, whose course has
given dissatisfaction.

Aspecial from Ilolbrook, Ariz., gives
news OfUk* capture of a baud of rene-
gades Apaches, who infested the borders
of the White Mountain Reservation. The
band number five bucks, six women and
children. Throe men wore killed and
the remainder surrendered.

Sir George Powell, one of the British
Commissioners on the Behring Sea arbi-
tration, says arrangements are not yet
completed, but willbo shortly for a new
modus vicendi lor the coming year, pend-
ing the final settlement. lie is confident
the matter ultimately will be amicably
and satisfactorily arranged.

Asingular casualty attended the suicide
of an artilleryman in the Government
barracks at Vienna Saturday. Tho man
shot himself with a ririe. The fatal bullet,
alter passing through thesuicide's breast,
plowed through the head of a second
soldier, killing him, and then imbedded
itself in the arm ofa third soldier, inilict-
ing serious injury.

Henry C. lyes defeated Jacob Schftefer
in .-I. billiard match for the championship
and a £1,000 purse at Central Music Hall,
Chicago, by a score of 800 to 4!iy. The
winner, before he can hold the title to
world's champion, willhave to again con-
test it with George F. Slosson, the latter
having already issued a challenge and
posted a forfeit for a match to be played
within sixty days at the outset.

Eight persons were terribly burned,
one of them fatally, by a lamp explosion
at Lynn, Mass., on Saturday evening in
tho home of Mrs. Cohig. Her daughter,
Mrs. Carter, in moving the lamp, dropped
it on the stove and it broke, covering her-
self and her babe with kerosene. Their
clothing caught fire and then Mrs. Carter
fell unconscious, dropping her babe.
Another sister saved the babe, but was
badly burned herself. Several others
were burned in endeavoring to extinguish
the flames which enveloped the sister,
who soon died from her injuries.

Edward Einmons, generally known as
the ossitied man, died at Port Jetlerson,
New York, Saturday morning at 4
o'clock. From time to time for years ac-
counts of him have appeared in the news-
papers. For nearly eighteen years ho
had lain in his bed, almost as rigid in
form and limb as a log of wood. He
ascribed his condition to inflammatory
rheumatism. The hardening started iii
tho toes of one foot, aud tho disease crept
up from joint to joint to the upper por-
tion of the body, tinaily locking the jaws.

Sensational Murder at Hopland,
Mendocino County.

SHOT THROUGH A WINDOW BY UN-
KNOWN PARTIES

Latest Intelligence From the Sealing

Ukiak, March 20.—News of a sensa-

tional assassination reached hero yester-
day afternoon from Hopland, sixteen
miles south of this town. About two
years ago there arrived in that village*
Armstrong McCabo, who speedily found
employment as a barkeeper. His duties,
however, wore not onerous and he found
ample time to court and finally win Mrs.
Ilonry Willard, « full-blooded Indian
and the wealthy widow of a -white man,
from whom she inherited §50,000. She was
also blessed with a large family, consist-
ing of four stalwart sons, when she be-
came a bride for a second time.

It was well known that these pros-
pective heirs to her property bitterly op-
posed the marriage to McCabo and en-
deavored by every possible means to
prevent it, but without avail.

Mc( 'abe married her in July last, and it
Avas not long: beforo he had secured con-
trol of most sill her property. The feel-
ing of the boys against their stepfather
\u25a0was further intensified by a knowledge
ofthis fact and they allowed their hatred to
carry them to the extent of making fre-
quent and open threats against their
mother's husband 1. The latter paid little
attention to these, however, and made no
effort to reconcile his declared enemies.

With the full knowledge of these facts,
tho residents of this city wore not greatly
surpiised to learn yesterday that MeCabe
bad been murdered by some unknown
party. Of course, the Willard boys are
strongly suspected.

It is learned th;tt he was shot down in
his saloon Friday night without warning.

I The fatal bullet was lired from a Win-
chester through a wiudow.

Should the ass;issin be caught there will
probably be a summary trial and execu-
tion.

CIIIXESK AT WAR.
Boycott r»oolared Upon an Alaska

Packing Company.

Sax Francisco, March 20.—The.Wah
Yip Hong Society has declared a boycott
on the Kariuk Packing Company and is
using strenuous efforts to prevent the
Chinese from entering into any contracts
with that company. About 140 Chinese
in Chinatown aver that they have been
unjustly deprived of their last season's
wages by tho Kariuk Packing Company,
and are preparing to institute suit for the
recovery ofthe money, which they claim
was due at the close oflast season's pack-
ing. Wong Ah Yuen, a Chinese con-
tractor, drew 87,000 from the Kariuk
Company and decamped to Victoria, B.
C, without paying his countr3'inen he
had employed. The Kariuk Company
sent a lawyer to Victoria and used all
possible IUCHHB to bring him back to
American soil, but without avail.

Every one of the unpaid laborers held
the company responsible for the con-
tractors' doing, and when a few day ago
iiwas learned that Horn Wan and Cheung
Ling, two contractors, were endeavoring
to procure laborers to go to Alaska for
the Alaska Packing Company, Chinese
circles were greatly excited, because it
was claimed that the company was the
Kariuk Company under another name.

Those out of pocket applied to the Wall
Yip Hong Society, of which most were
nrembers, for redress and a spocial meet-
ing was called. As a result a circular has
he^n posted on the bill boards of China-
town declaring in effect that the com-
pany must pay up betore any Chinese
wili be allowed to work for it. Friends
of Cheung Lingand Horn W ah attempted
to te.ir down the postern, but the
"Hatchet" gang of highbinders was
employed to thwart them, and the posters
ai1? still in place.

At the proent time the Chinese believe
an engagement to go to Ala-ska would be
at the cost of their lives.

TRAGEDY AT SAN JOSE.
ADiscussiou Over Polities Leads to a

Fatal Shooting.

San Jobs, March •_•;>.— Saturday after-
noon C. B. Wilcox,a contractor of this cny,
shot and fatally wounded John Coombs,
ex-County Surveyor, and James Dough-
erty, the latter's assistant. The wounded
meu were in a saloon talking over mat-
ters iii connection with the city election
to be held April llth. Wiloox entered
and took part in the discussion. All were
more or lean under the intluenoe of
liquor. Coombs died shortly after the
shooting.

An inquest was held this afternoon on I
; the romains of John Coombe. Anumber i

of witnesses were examined. Nothing
was developed further than the fects
above. All the witnesses agreed that tho
tragedy -was the result of a hot discussion
over t\ie issues of the approaching city
election. The verdict of tho Coroner's
Jury was simply that Cooinbe's death
was caused by a gunshot wound intlicted
by Wllcox.

Dougherty is still alive. His recovery
is a matter of conjecture.

An Oflleer Attacked by Prisoners.

Xouth Yakima (Wash.), March 20.—
While giving the prisoners their supper
in the County J.ijl this afternoon Deputy
Sheriff Dillywas set upon by two pris-
oners -Mil!>orn, charged with burglary,
and Levering, who is accused of forgery.
A desperate struggle ensued, in which
the orlieer received a severe scalp wound
from a slung-shot in the hands of Lever-
ing. Dillyfinally freed himself and lireil
one ineffectual shot, after which he drove
the prisoners to their cells. Levering is
well-known both in Oregon and Califor-
nia. The crime he is held on is for ob-
taining f506 from the First National Hank
Of this city on forged drafts. He was
caught ia Xew York. Since thr> attack of
this afternoon he is feigning insanity.

Bulldosr and L.vnx.
Carson (Nov.), March 20.—A bulldog

and Lynx light came off to-day at the
race track, sometime before the adver-
tised hour, in order to evade the officers,
who were to be on hand to stop proceed-
ings. The instant tho animals saw each
other the lock was deadly. Tho bulldog
took hold of the right foreleg and held on
until the lynx died. The fight lusted
nearly an hour. The dog was [rightfully
torn by his antagonist, and bled pro-
fusely. He afterward broke away and
cleaned out a number of dogs in China-
town. Few spectators were present,
owing to Iho rushed proceedings.

Rabbit Drive at Traver.
Tbavxs, March 20.—The fifth drive of

the season took place this afternoon
south of town. The weather was cold
aud disagreeable, and the rabbits kept
well to their holes in the ground. Never-
theless, some 1,500 were killed. A largo
crowd was present from Visalia and
neighboring cities. A grand barbecue
and drive will take place here on April
Bth. Each wing of the corral is to be
made two miles in length. Weather per-
mitting, it will doubtless bo the largest
drive ever held in the State.

Stole Ills Lust Jfide.
Tacoha (Wash.), March £o.—Frank

Farriugton, while stealing a ride on a
freight train yesterday, was jolted off
when the train was near Meeker Junc-
tion. The train ran over him, cutting off
both his legs closo to the body. He was
brought to this city and taken to the hos-
pital, where he died to-day. Nothing is
known about him.

Cold and Unsettled "Weather.
Bakersfielk, March 20.—The weather

has been cold and unsettled here for tho
past twenty-four hours, and very stormy
in the mountains. Occasional showers
have fallen in the valley, and this after-
noon there was a hailstorm, with thun-
der.

German Bnker Drownod.
Sax Francisco, March 20.—Aiwin

Vuilfunger, a German baker, while un-
der the influence of liquor, went to sleep
while sitting on tho railing on the Sausa-
lito ferry-boat San Rafael, lost hi3bal-
ance, fell overboard and was drowned.

Transcontinental Freight Association.
San Diego, March 20.—The Transcon-

tinental Freight Association will convene
at the Hotel Eel Coronado to-morrow for
a two or three days' session. A number
ofmembers arrived to-day.

Man-of-Wnr Sighted.
Sax Dikoo, March 20.—A man-of-war

has been sighted oil" the harbor. Itis be-
lieved to bo the cruiser Boston on her
way to San Fraucisco.

LEGISLATIVE BRIBERY.

Money Freely Used to Pass a Bill Le-
galizing: a Trust.

New York, March 20.—Last Friday
the Iterald charged the use of a cor-
ruption fund of at least £3,000,000 raised
by interested capitalists and stock-job-
bers to bunco tbe passage of a bill legal-
izing the coal combination of the Read-
ing railroad. To-day the Herald returns
to the subject, and states that "not
more than half of the hideous secret
is laid bare. There was bribery, and
enormous bribery at that. Proof of it
was furnished on the word of State Sen-
ator Maurice Alexander Rogers of (Jamp-
ton County, and his word will be ac-
cepted unqiu'slioniiigly from one end of
the State to the other."

Senator Rogers of New Jersey, In an
interview at Cainden, is quoted as saying
that at 10:30 a. m. the day the bill passed
he was oliered and refused 310,000 for his
vote on the bill. The agent returned and
offered more than 125,000, though Rogers
does not state the oxaot figures. Senator
Rogers whs asked to expose the man who
tried to bribe him. He replied: "The peo-
ple may blame me lor withholding
his name. but I would be caus-
ing greater pain to my feelings
if Itold it than any public praise could
assuage. I sat there in the Senate
and saw the bill pass, knowing how
many votes were bought. I suspected
bribery before, but then I knew it. I
was almost stunned, and did not know
what to do. The bill came up, and Sena-
tor Gardner in a speech, showed clearly
that it was a most outrageous piece of
legislation, forcing on the people a
monopoly of the necessaries of liie and
providing for an arbitrary confiscation of
the stock of the shareholders who ob-
jected. Not a word was said on the other
side. They simply voted it through, and
that was the end of it."

Chicago, March 20 .—The Kre>hin> n
class of'94, at the College of PhyaicftMM
and Surgeons, are in open n
against tho instructor in anatomy
whose hands they claim unfair treatment
in receiving too short a notice of tin
amination. A committee irom the daw
waited on the faculty and advised them
that they had decided not to take the pro-
posed examination. The coininiticeo
were requested to return later for an
answer, which they received in terse
form to the effect that all who refused to
take the examination would be plucked.
The class will meet again to-morrow, and
it is thought willsecede from the institu-
tion.

Senator From Texas.

Sprcla! to the Hecord-Untojt.
Piuladki.phia, March 20.—A morninicpaper prints the history of the political

campaign of 1888, and Senator Quay's
alleged thwarting of ballot frauds in New
V ork City at the risk of his life, t^uay, it
is .-aid, canvassed the lower wards of New
York, mapped and censured them, and
when in October the Democrats learned
of this, the story aliirms that Mr. Quay's
life -wn.s threatened, and his friends
alarmed, oilicers wore kept constantly
watching for his welfare day and night.
By the aid of Police Commissioner
French, Quay was said to get eariy elec-
tion returns and blockud^the alleged pur-
pose of the Democrats to change tho
ligures in New York and Brooklyn if
occasion should seem to require.

The story contains these assertions:
Chairman Quay had not been long in
harness before he discovered that Blaise
carried the State in 1884. The Demoearticmanagers knew this early in the evening,
aud ciianged the ballots necessary to elect
Cleveland. Ben Butler was running that
yen-nn the third ticket, and polled sev-
eral thousand labor votes in New York
City. It was tho easiest thing in the world
for the*ballot thieves to tarn Butler bal-
lots over to Cleveland. This was actually
done. Quay unearthed the fact before he
had been long m command, and tho dis-
covery received the indorsement of (Jun-
eral Builtr himself. Three Jays before
the election the sum of 5>215,U00 was
handed over to the Democratic workers
in the State above Harlem River. This
was entirely from lue amount
used by Tanmu.ny in th,e city.

NEBRASKA DEMOCRATS.

Cleveland Has First Call, With Boles
as Second Choice.

"Nebraska will send an
miinstructed delegation," said Mr.

•'Our club and the Democracy
State are divided on the Presidential
question. We shall, however, sUui'l l>y
the nominee, whoever ho may be, and
with some possibility of obtaining
a lew electoral votes. Thejji was
sonio talk of gaining tho .State i[< c-
tiou by liichiganizing the State,
but Judge Boyd refused to uall
a special session of the Legislature. We
shall therefore bring about a fusion be-
tween the I armory' Alliance and Demo-
crats. With the Farmers' Alliance we
willunquestionably carry the titate, and
if they nominate Van Wyek for Gov-
ernor he will be our next Inited JStates
Senator beyond question. The Repub-
licans are no longer in it, so far as Ne-
braska is concerned."

In regard lo tiling papers reopening the
Governorship question, Mr. .steriisiiorti'
said: "Thayer has gone crazy. That's
the only explanation I can find for his
actions. Even if the disgraceful and ri-
diculous contest was allowed to goon, it
could not end until the term of otlice ex-
pired, and Jioyd's official acts would be
declared legal."

Company mude the lowest bid for fur-
nishing fuel to the World's Fair, on a
basis of three barrels of fuel oil to the
ton. The coal company offers fuel oil at
the rate of 70 cents per forty-two gallon
barrel during l^'.'l, and 72j cents in 1893.
The lowest estimate of coal required was
7r>,i)o.i tons, and bids from the coai dealers
ranging from £~ ! 1 to &> 95 per ton were
received. It is therefore probable that
the Standard Company will get the con-
tract.

Strike to Take Plnce.

take place to-morrow on two large Astor
hotels which are being built on Fifth
avenue, the Waldorf and New Nether-
lands.
