"IJig Neck" Smith to Force a Heai-ing:

Attorney Charles T. Jones, on behalf of
.Georye (**Big Neck") Smith, presented a
petition for a writ ofhabeas corpus to Su-
perior Judge Van Fleet yesterday after-
noon.

Smith is in the County Jail, without
bail, having; been held to answer for the
murder of Patrick Brannigan by Police
Jndge Cravens. The petition sets forth
that Smith is being deprived ofhis liberty
without reasonable or probable cause;
thai the evidence given at the preliminary
examination did not show that the crime
of murder hud been committed, and, if
Smith is held at aii, ho is entitled to bail.

Judge Van Fleet ordered that the writ
Issue, and it was made returnable before
him this afternoon.

The case of Minnie Tobin, a Se.-ond-
streei oourtasan charged with having
robbed Frank Pierce, came up in the
Police Court yesterday morning. Pierce
took the stand and told his story, which
was substantially repeated by Jailer
White and < Officer Gibson.

Pierce testified that he resided in Il-
linois, but had been in this State four
yiars. ar.d was last from Los Angeles.
He arrived here on the overland tram
about9:9o o'clock last Saturday evening,
and proceeded up-towu in quest of a
place to stop over night. He selected the
Weste- 1\ !!...( ;. ;•„ ;,,r^ registering, how-
ever, hi: took, a stroll for exercise and
fresh air, after his long ride in the ears.
Not being familiar with tho more aris-
bocratic precincts oi the town, be took to
Second street.

The next thing; he knew he was ac-
costed by Minnie Tobin, who said:
"Hello, Johnny] Why, where have you.
been so long? Haven't seen you for i.
lon^ time!''

Pierce protested vainly that he was a
Btranger, a-.id that his name wasn't
Johnny, but the woman took him into
her iuir. notwithstanding, threw his hat
in the bad: room and her arm about his

ud overwhelmed him with demon-
strations of affection.

in a short time alter his escape he found
he had been robbed of the sung sum of
$140 In greenbacks and gokL He there-
upon .summoned an officer and went to
the woman's door and pointed her out.
The woman insisted Una he was mis-
taken, and that he must have been next
door. The man from Illinois was not u>
be hoodwinked, however, and the frail
Minnie was taken to the Police Station.

dencetothe court. After Officer Whitehad got tbe money Minnie claimed to
have found it on the bed in the room.

Officer Gibson appeared and testifled to
having arrested Minnie at her crib, a
door or two south of "Irish Tom's" onSecond street.

Rood, proprietor of the State House
Hotel, testified that Pierce was stopping
there and thai at ins request he con ealeu
himself in Pierces room. George, alias
"Limber," Green and Minnie Tobin, the
defendant, came to the room late at ni<ri-.t

Minnie'then promised to oome at s
o'clock and settle with him, but did notagain appear.
