all kinds of property, within and without the
city, in f«-e simple, or in trust for charitable or
ttiier purj>osi s, and do all act* necessary to
carry out the purposes ot such be
tmd donations, with power to manag<
lease, orotherwise dispose ot the same in ac-
cordance with the terms of the gift, ! •
or ; ast.
