This Government cannot consent to
have what it believes its rights destroyed
or impaired pending the determination
by an agreed tribunal, however adequate
the security offered. Reference iiinay
last note to the inconsistency of her
majesty's Government in denying the
responsibility for acts of Canadian seal-
ers was not intended to suggest any will-
ingness on our part, under any circum-
stances, to use our property converted
into a claim fordamages, and particularly
as such claim cannot now he heard or de-
termined by tlm arbitrators without
reformation of the treaty, for his lordship
must remember that while he now oilers
what he mistakenly calls security for
satisfying any damages which tho arbi-
trators may adjudge, he has already car-
ried his point in the treaty that the a-rbi-
tratora shall have no jurisdiction to
award any damages.

As to his lordship's suggestion that
Canadian sealers may havo some claim
for compensation if Great Britain re-
strained pciag.c sealing, the President di-
rects me to say he is not able to see how
citizens or subjects of either treaty pow-
ers can by any rule of law or equity sup-
port any claim against their respective
Governments growing out of such neces-
sary trade restraints as the Govern-
ments may lawfully impose to promote \u25a0

larger conditions of public good and in- |
ternstional peace.

The suggestions that tho conclusions of !
the Board ot Arbitration may not be j
reached and announced in time to govern
the conduct of parties during the season i
of 1803, is. the President thinks, fullypro- I
vided against by the treaty itself. If the
present treaty is promptly ratified and
exchanged our mutual interests would
be an absolute guarantee against delay.

The President bus found no obstacle in !
the w.iy of such consummation, except |
the belief now unfortunately prevalent j
here, that the refusal of Great Britain to !
agree to the preservation of a .status quo
Of property during arbitration, and her j
insistance that pelagic sealing shall go on 'to the injury if not the destruction oi" our
•rights, defeats tho objects of the treaty.

The President directs me to say, in
conclusion, that the n.odms ot last year is
the least this « tovernment can accept. In
reason the restraints after the treaty or
arbitration should be more absolute, not
less, .'ledoe.s not desire to protract this
discussion, and having now in a most
friendly spirit submitted the considers- \tions which support the just demand of
this Government that the property which ;
is the subject of agreed arbitration shall
not bo subject to spoliation ponding arbi-
tration, he expresses the hope that Lord
Salisbury willgive a prompt and friendly j
assent to a renewal of the modus.

The President will hear with regret
that her majesty's Government continues
to assert her right to deal with this sub-
ject precisely as if no provision had been
made for a settlement ofthe dispute ; and
in that event this Government, as has al-
ready been pointed out, will be com-
pelled to deal with the subject upon tho
same basis, and use every means in its
power to protect from destruction or se-
rious Injury the property and jurisdic-
tional rights which it has long claimed
and enjoyed.

The President transmitted the corre-
spondence without comment.

XIIK QBOUND TO ISK POLICED.
Washington, March 2/L—The instruc-

tions to naval officers assigned to vessels Jintended lor the protection of the seal in-
dustries arc- not yet completed, li is evi-
dent that the operation ofthe vessels will j
this year be extended not only to Beh-
ring Sea, but also to waters within tho j
three-mile limit along the entire Alaskan !
coast of the latitude of fifty-fiveto Ouni- j
jnak Pass, south of Behring Sea. In this !

way the seal hem going to its rookeries j
on Pribyloff Islands will be protected
along the entire course usually followed
by the poachers. Nearly 25,0(10 seals j
were caught in these waters last year, i

The revenue vessels Corwin and Alba- j
tross have already gone to Alaskan
waters, and they will soon be followed
by the Rush and Bear and several naval
vessels.

THE BSHBnrO SKA TREATY.
The Senate Committee on Foreign Re-

lations decided this morning to recom-
mend the ratification of the Behring Sea
treaty.

Sherman pointed out the advantage to
the United States from a ready acqui-
escence in submission to arbitration, and
how Great Britain, by a refusal of the
modtus vntH'ii, will be placed in an un-
enviable light.

Sherman also reported a resolution
from the committee in the nature ofan in-
dorsement of the attitude assumed by the
President, and, in substance, assuring
him the support ot the Senate. The dis-
cussion was free from jingoism, but re-
vealed a quiet determination on the part
Of the Senate to maintain the dignity of
the nation and protect its rights. There
was no belief that war would result from
the present entanglement, and for a sec-
ond time this session there was ex-
pressed an idea that as Great Britain
appeared to be stopped from acting
according toher own oest interests and
the principles ofcommon justice, through
deference to the sentiment of Canada, it
would be well to administer to the latter
a lesson by the withdrawal of that price-
less concession, the privilege of free ship-
ment of products and goods through the
United States.

No action was taken to-day on the sub-
ject. The indications are that after fur-
ther discussion the treaty will be ratified.
Any idea of the complication being used
as a means of affecting political issues
was negatived by the attitude of thy
Democratic Senators, who. if possible,
were more ardent than their Republican
colleagues in arguing for a most hearty
support of the Executive.

KXOLANIi's PACIFIC SQUADRON.
Nkw Yokk, March 24.—Tho 9un'a Lon-

don cablegram says : Itis stated to-day
that Hear Admiral Hot ham of the Pacitic

| squadron has received instructions to
protect Canadian sealers, in the event
that no arrangement can bo arrived at
with the United states. Lord Salisbury
professes to have been not inclined to
t.ike this step and simply to leave this
matter alone, letting the Canadians take
the chances of escape from the American
revenue cutters and litigation in the
American courts. To this >iv Charles
Tupper, Canadian High Commissioner,
strenuously objected. He paid such a
course would bo in dishonorable contrast
to the strong foreign policy which char-
acterizes Salisbury's Government in
otlur regions of the world, and the lailure

jto protect British subjects engaged in an
occupation asserted by Great Britain to
be lawful would be the virtual abar.don-

jmeat of all claim to Canadian loyalty.
I Advices have been received that the War-
spite, the flagship of Kcar Admiral

jHotham, is now on the way to North
! Pacific waters, and a strong tleet will be
I marshaled at fSsquimalt to be ready for
i any hostile demonstration on the part of
jthe United States.

NATIONAL CAPITAL.

One of the Most Interesting Days

of the Present Congress.

BLAND S SILVER EILL TREMBLED
IN THE BALANCE.

A. Motion to Lay the Measure Upon

the Table Lost l>y a Tie Vote—All
the California Keprepcutatives Vote

Against Free Coinngo Except Cam-

Inettl and Bowers—Loud's Speech

in Opposition to the BUl—Remarks

by Hatch Creates a Sensation.

Sporinl to the Record-Union.
Washington, March 21.—To-day has

been one of the most interesting of the
legislative days of this session of Con-
gress. The fate of Bland's silver billhas
been trembling in the balance. Demo-
crats here appreciate the fact that the
crisis in its aflairs is at hand, and party
leaders are apparently vwy much dis-
tressed and anxiously awaiting results.
Briee, Gorman, Hilland others were on
hand early, awaiting each scrap of news
from the House of Representatives. Tho
Democratic party lies in sore extremity,
and the issue is awaited anxiously by
thousands. This episode suggests a pop-
ular story wherein the population of
"lied Dog" sat outside of "Cherokee
Sal's" cabin, in which an interesting
event was looked for and awaited the
issue, expectantly making wagers as to
whether tho principal would livethrough
it all, and side bets as to the complexion
of the coming stranger.

The question of great moment at this
hour is what will be tiie issue of to-day's
labor, and will the Democratic party live
through it?

Representative Loud distinguished
himself again to-lay by another short
talk in favor ol honest money. Sfessrs.
McKenna, Cutting, Loud and Geary have
voted constantly against the moves of
Bland's people, but Kepreseutatives Bow-
ers and Cainiuetti have supported every
proposition made by the free coinage
men. There has been a tie vote on two
motions to table Bland's bill, and Cami-
neui"T Bowers could have decided the
contest either time by voting with their
colleagues from California, but they i
stubbornly refused to do so. Mr. Low- i
ers has been paired with an anti-free
coinage Representative.

The galleries were again packed when
the silver debate was resumed, and thero
was a very fullattendance on tile part of
the members.

Bland announced that he would post-
pone the motion for the previous ques-
tion till f> o'clock, to givo an opportunity
lor greater debate.

Williams of Illinois, a Democratic
member of the Coinage Committee,
opened the debate in favor of the bill. |
Williams elicited applau.se when ho ex- \
claimed: "The unit of value is a creature
of the law, and the power of declaring
what shall constitute the unit of value in
the United states is vested in Congress
alone." He criticised the Administra-
tion for working against the bill,and pre-
dicted that if the measure passed the
House the Administration would exert j
all its mighty influence to force gold to a
premium, creating trepidation, to pre-
vent a like action by the Senate.

In a sharp passage-at-arms which now
ensued between Wike of Illinois and
Williams, the latter maintained that the
silver coin in Europe is already at a par
with gold, and that the United States is
capabable of taking care of the bullion
yet uncoined.

Cochran oi New York, the well-known
Tammany leader, opened for tho oppo-
sition to the bill, which he vigorously
attacked. He nevertheless complimented
Chairman Bland's report, and declared
he had no patience with Mr. llarter, who
had said: "I credit him (Bland) with
gross ignorance as the only excuse for his
attitude." Cochran said that while dis-
puting the conclusions of Mr. Bland he
desired also to dispute the statement of
Mr. Harter. if there had been ignor-
ance displayed upon the* floor it had not
been by the gentleman from Missourri.
The thrust at Harter was greeted b}' ap-
plause, and Cochran continued his speech
at length.

Cochran was followed by Cuminings
of New York, who said his constituents
were opposed to the bill, and he would
therefore vote against it.

Dingiey of Maine also spoke in oiiposi-
tiou to the bill, saying that its effect
would bo to giveTo tho silver mine own-
ers ofthis Nation twenty-one million an-
nually more than they are now receiving
for their product. In addition to this
our mints would be 1100 led by silver im-
ported lrom abroad.

Hatch of Missouri made a strong party
speech in favor of the bill, announcing
that he was in favor of niakiug the bill a
mutter of party fealty. He told Will-
iams of Massachusetts that he did not
know the first principles of Democracy,
and wJtien Williams asked him ifhe was
reading him out of tho party Hatch re-
torted that Williams said the time was
coming when the Democratic party
would have to choose between the Dem-
ocrats of New \ork and the Alliance of
the South. He (Hatch) was willing to
make the choice if necessary aud would
swap the barefooted statesman from Kan-
sas (Simpson) for the gentleman from
Massachusetts, and ifanother swap were
wanted he would take in Ihe erring
young Democrat from Georgia (Watson Jand throw over another Massachusetts
Mugwump. The speech created almost a
sensation.

Loud of California said the first and
most potent reason why he should vote
against the bill was that in the platform
of the Republican party tbyre was en-
grafted a piank against the free coinage
ol silver; furthermore, in the laws of his
Mate, in obligations of almost every
OOuntrv and in all notes and contracts
were provisions making them payable in
gold. To assume that the people of Cali-
fornia were in favor of Iree coinage of
silver, would be to assert that they were
a living lie. He remembered when, as
a mechanic, he had to take his §100 a
month in silver and exchange it at a loss
of^i before paying the butcher and baker.

Kartine of Nevada, leader oftho Repub-
lican freo coinage men, made an able and
comprehensive speech, reviewing tiie fis-
cal policy of this country and Europe on
the silver question during the past cen-
tury, and combatting tire arguments
against iree silver. He did not pretend
to believe that everything abnormal in
the social and industrial conditions ofthe
day had resulted from silver demonetiza-
tion. Neither did he claim that its ro-
xnonetization would convert the Ameri-
can continent into a terrestrial paradise
and rili the land with eutopian bliss, but
he did believe its general result would be
all in tho line of beneficence: that it
would encourage enterprise and lead Jo a
moro even distribution of wealth.

lUuler of Jowa closed the debate by
Baying that when the Act of 1?O had
brought the farmers into a condition of
suffering, the gemleman from Illinois
t,Taylori. a millionaire, arose and with a
comical substitute added insult to in-
jury, and mocked the farmers in their
suffering.

Bland then den*?ndetl the previous
question.

Burrows moved to lay the pending bill
on the tabie, aud the clerk called the roil

on his motion. The excitement tras in-
LoiiMjno ILo call progressed. When tho
> I rk completed the recapitulation, the
Speaker arose to iiuuonnce the result, but
before doing so directed the clerk to call
his name, and then availed himself of his
right and east his vote in the negative,
amid the deafening applause of tho advo-
cates of the measure.

Bland was not aware that the Speaker's
vote had saved his measure fromiminedi-
ste annihilation. He changed his vote
from the negative to the.affirmative in
ortler to have an opportunity to move for
a reconsideration, but being advised in a
moment that the motion was defeated by
a tie vote, again changed to tho negative.

Enloe of Tennessee suddenly strode
into the Bouse and saidhedesired to have
his voto recorded, but th.> Speaker re-
fused, Enloe having been absent at a ses-
sion of an investigating committee.

Herbert ofAlabama, who had also been
absent, failed to get iiis vote recorded.

The motion w;js lost by a tie vote of
148 to 148.

< Hithwaitc ofOhio at once moved to ad-
journ. Lost -99 to 198.

Johnson of Ohio moved to reconsider
the vote by which th • House refusod totable, and Bland moved to lay Johnson's
motion on the table. The motion to table
the motion to reconsider was rejected—
145 to 149, and the antis applauded with
vigor.

The aieaker' stated that the vote re-
currod <Ti the motion to reconsider, and
Reed sprang to bis feet and demanded the

ud nays. The roll was called. The
Speaker, without ordering a recapitula-
tion,announced that the motion torecon-
sider was defeated by a vote of 148 to 148.

i ochran demanded a recapitulation of
the vote. The Speaker stated that the de-
mand came too late. The confusion was
them redoubled, and the Speaker was
compelled to call in the services of ilie
Sergeant-at-Arms to restore order. Fi-
nally the vote was recapitulated by unan-
imous consent and was announced—ayes
ISO, noes 148. The result was loudly ap-
plauded by the ahti-silverites.

The question was then on the motion to
lay the pending bill on the table, and af-
ter a scene of wild disorder the v< to was
announced—ayes 145. noes 140. So the
House refused to lay the bill on the table.

The Chan- announced that the question
recurred to Bland's motion for the pre-
vious question on tho bill and amend-
ments.

A motion to adjourn was lost—SO to 202.
Motions to adjourn, take a recess, ad-

journ till Saturday and adjourn tili Mon-
day were voted down.

At 12:40 \. v. Hland saw tfeat it was
useless to continue tho nghc He saw
that the tempo r o: tiie House would not
permit his Mil's passage. at this-time, and
moved to adjourn. There was a grout de-
monstration by the anti-free coinage
Democrats, who cheered lustily and
threw up their hats. Even some of those
Democrats who bad voted with Bland all
day were celebrating the defeat of the
bill. They wore voting for buncombe,
but at heart were opposed to tho passage
of a silver bill at this time.

To get his bill up again Bland willhave
to get auother day set by the Committee
\u25a0 n Mules, and it is considered doubtlul
whether he can do this.

COMMISSIONER BATJM.
Further Testimony Taken Before the

Investigation Committee.
Washington, March 21.—The Tension

Investigating Committee this morning
examined a large number of papers from
the official files of the Interior Depart-
ment, among them an indorsement and
recommendation (signed by Senators Cnl-
lom and Farwell and Green B. Raum) of
Examiner Taylor, against whom Raum
later brought charges.

Commissioner Haum was called to the
witness stand again, and. having said he
didn't approve of Secretary Noble's ac-
tion in his (Katun's; son's case without
giving him a fair trial, Enloe asked
what he thought of his own action in
discharging seven special Examiners
without a fair trial. The Commissioner
replied that he believed they were fur-
nishing information to newspapers, to
one Fleming, a newspaper writer, who
wrote articles intended to injure him
the (Commissioner).

Speaking of having askeel for the re-
tirement of General .lames Dugan from a
position in the Pension Office, the wit-
ness said Dugan had made a remark to
the effect that Loman was Commissioner
and Raum his deputy. This witness re-
garded as disrespectful. When Senator
Palmer of Illinois came to him in Du-
gan's behalf, ho (Raum) saiel he had no
personal feeling against Dugan, and if the
latter would make a suitable apology he
would brine the matter before the Secre-
tary of the Interior with a view of rein-
statement. Later, however, he was shown
a letter written by Dugan to a newspaper
assailing General Bussey, and the matter
ofreinstatement was eiroppeel.

THE DISCOVERY OF WINE.
it Was Due to a Persian—Called tho

"Delightful l'olson."
"Wine is reputed to have been discovered

by Jemsheed, the Grander of Persepolis,
the famous capital of ancient Persia. Ho
was a great lover of grapes, and in order
to have them all the year round had large
quantities packed away in enormous
earthen jars. After standing for some
time one of the jars was opened and the
grapes were found in a state of fermenta-
tion.

Jemsheed imagined that the resultant
liquid was poisonous and accordingly
had it placed in other jars which were
labeled "Poison" and conveyed to his
bedchamber.

* APPORTIONMENT ACT.
An Endeavor Will He Made to Oust

Hold-Over Senators.
Los Anuklks, March 24.—1t is stated

that an effort will be made to unseat the
hold-over State Senators, on the ground
that their districts have been, in many
cases, changed by the new Apportion-
ment Act, and that some of them repre-
sent pans of districts which will elect
Senators this year under the present ap-
portionment.

Stephen M. White, in discussing the
matter, said: "There is such an effort
and it willbe settled by a test case. Itis
manifestly wrong for Senators under thenew apportionment to attempt to repre-
sent districts they do not reside in and
have no interests in. About half the
Senators are hold-over Senators. Iftheyare permitted to hold their places under
the new apportionment, many districts
will not bo represented and some will
have double representation. Under the
old apportionment San Diego and San
Bernardino formed a Senatorial District.
Now, under the new apportionment. San
Bernardino and Orange Counties make a
Senatorial District. San Bernardino's
Senator holds over. Under the new ap-
portionment it willget another Senatorwhile San Diego willbe left in the cold,
with only the hold-over of San Bernar-
dino to represent it. This is manifestly
an injustice to San Diego. Itis not right
for a man living in one part of the State
to represent another part of the State or
represent nothing. A test case will be
made of the matter in the courts. If

(Governor Mnrkliam fails to is.-sue a pro-
clamation for a Senatorial election under
the. new apportionment he will be man-
damnsed and the whole matter will be
legally reviewed and tested. There is no
doubt in my mind but that the result will
l:e an election of a new set of Senators
under the new apportionment."

JOHNSON WILL, CASE.

Contestants Reach an Amicable Agree-
ment.

Stockton, March 24.—W. B. Miller,
one of the local attorneys in the Johnson
estate contest, who went East a few days
ago to submit the compromise papers to
the heirs in Kansas and Missouri, to-day
telegraphed that the papers have been
signed.

ord under the rules prescribed by the
General Superintendent. Cards repre-
senting postortices willbe distributed by
routes or counties, and the number of
separations per minute, the cards cased
correctly per minute, the error-slip rec-
ord and the car work will be given due
weight in passing upon the clerk's gen-
eral record.

THE DEAD RESCUED.

Victims of the Hill Farm Mine Acci-
dent.

Duxbar fPenn.^, March 24.—The dead
have been rescued from their untimely
tomb, and all that remains now is to
atford Christian burial to the miners who
met their fate in the Hill Farm mine on
June 10, 1890. Twenty-three bodies were
found yesterday and were brought to the
surface for burial to-day. The six more
unfortunates cannot be recovered until
all the water is pumped out.

When found the bodies wore huddled
together, showing that the imprisoned
miners had fled as far from death as pos-
sible. The bodies were contorted in
ghastly shapes, indicating that the min-
ers had Buffered most horrible tortures
before death. The owners of the mine
have expended $100,000 in accomplishing
the rescue ofthe bodies.

MINISTER REID.

Farewell Banquet by the American
Colony of Paris.

HIS SERVICES EULOGIZED Of A MOST
FELICITOUS MANNER

Discovery of a Diabolical Plot Among
Anarchists in Paris to Put to Death
People Who nave Incurred Their
ITatred—They Attempt to Hire Out
as Servants, With the Object of
Poisoning the Food ofthe Family.

Special to the ReookikUniot?.
Paris, March 24.—A farewell banquet,

yiven by the American colony to Mr.
Heid, the retiring United States Minister,
took place this evening at the Hotel Con-
tinental. Tha guests included most of
tho prominent members of the American
colony and many famous Frenchmen,
among them several members of the
Cabinet. The music was furnished by a
band ofthe National Guard. John Har-
jes, tho toastmaster, began the speech-
mafctag by proposing the health of Presi-
dent Harrison. "Hail Columbia," by
the band, followed. Then came a toast
to "The President of the French Re-
public." The toast was followed by play-
ing tho "Marseillaise."

Inproposing tho health of the guest of
the evening, Mr. llarjes reviewed the
great work accomplished during Reid's
Miuistership, and continued, saying:
"In wishing you, on the eve ofyour de-
parture, an affectionate farewell", permit
me to add that, in returning to your
home, we hope on your onward march of
usefulness your country may intrust you
with new honors and further distinc-
tions."

Harjes then requested General King,
Consul-General, t<> read an address dedi-
cated to the honored guest. The address
reviewed Mr. Reid's diplomatic career atlength, and eulogized his services in tho
most felicitous language.

Reid responded in feeling and grate-
ful language for tiie honor done him. He
said he went abroad with the idea of tak-
ing a vacation, but now after three years'
bard work be was going back to NewYork to get that vacation, .-speaking of
what had been accomplished by him, he
said: "If there has been any success it is
largely due to the clear, positive and per-
sistent policy of the home Administra-
tion.' 1

Foreign Minister Kibot responded to
the toast, "The Two Republics,'* and in
the course of his remarks, referring to
the McKinley law, said if the I'nited
States grants any concessions they will
be met here with equal concessions", even
to the point of tree trade.

Colonel Stuart Taylor ofSan Francisco,
Senator Jules Simon and M. Tiardux also
spoke.

BRITISH COMMONS.

Punishment of Soldiers for Wearing:
tho Shamrock.

London, March 24.—1n th<» Commons
to-day Secretary of War Stanhope ex-
plained the matter of the punishment of
>oldiers at Aldershot for wearing the
shamrock on St. Patrick's Day. It ap-
pears that a private named O'Grady had
a shamrock on. It did not occur to the
officer that it was St. Patrick's Day, and
he ordered O'Grady to remove the em-
blem. O'Grady in a most insubordinate
manner replied, "I won't." [Cheers
from the Irish members.] He was sen-
tenced to forty-eight hours' hard labor,
not for wearing the shamrock, said Mr.
Stanhope, but for his reply to the oificer.
The House Secretary added that he would
agree with the Government that the pun-
ishment was justified. [Cries of "No"
from Irish members.]

Patrick O'Brien, a Parnellite, will in-
troduce a bill entitling Irish, English and
Scotch soldiers t<> wear national em-
blems, respectively, on St. Patrick's, St.
George's and St. Andrew's Days.

In a discussion of the bill to facilitate
tho acquisition of small agricultural
holdings, this evening. Gladstone ad-
mitted that tho bill was an honest effort
in the right direction. Though falling
short of the actual necessities of the case,
he trusted that the House, acting on com-
mon ground, would produces measure
that would result in enormous good to
the i eople. Balfour reciprocated the
spirit Gladstone advanced. Tho bill
passed a second reading.

Noland, McCarthy and Sexton brought
up the shamrock incident again to-night,
lialfour said the last thing the Govern-
ment wanted to do was to wound the
sentiments of Irish soldiers. The ollicer
forgot about St. Patrick's Day.

McNelll regretted that Stanhope- had
forced the discussion, instead of admit-
ting, as Balfour did, that tho officer com-
mitted an indiscretion. Re hoped Stau-
hope would vow say no black mark
would be recorded against O'Grady.
Stanhope thereupon promised that tho
sentence would not be recorded.

WILL CHANCRE THEIB METHOD.

Anarchists Resolve to Iso Polsou In-
stead of Dynamite.

Pakis, March 21.— Lr Journal <te<? J)e-

bats stated this morning that the head
anarchists responsible for tho recent
dynamite explosions have resolved to
DB6 poison fur tiioir destructive work in-
stead of dynamite, which has caused but
a trifling loss of liic. The dynamiters
huvu beer, experimenting to discover a
poison which would enuso death without
the risk of detection. Asample ofpoi-
son was found during tbe search of lodg-
ing-houses.

A number of documents written in
cipher were found in the possession of
theanaruuistsarrested to-day. Theofii-
cials discovered a key to the cipher, and
gained confirmation of tho story the
Journal dcs Debatx published. When
the man was arrested ho waa seeking
employment as a servant in an aristo-
cratic family, who incurred tho hatred of
anarchists, and a sentence of death was
pronounced against them, and tho man
arrested was selected to carry out tho evil
design by poisoning all foods and liquids
on the first favorable opportunity. The
discovery of the diabolical plot has
greatly increased the feeling of alarm
caused by the recent anarchist demon-
strations.

2-*raiice Refuses to Apologize.

Pakis, March 84.—M. Kibot. Minister
of Foreign Affairs, has iniornied Lord
Dufferin, British Embassador, that, after
a close investigation, the Government
has concluded no blame attaches to the
police lor arresting Purdie and his
brother, recently taken info custody at

Earl Russell Again In Trouble.
London, March 21.—Earl Russell is in
