Some features of the ease looked very
dark, but no tinge of pallor could be de-
t.>\u25a0•ted in the defendant as he sat in court.
On his counsel's motion a jury was se-
lected to try the oust 1.

Mrs. Sarah Bullurd, Robert's mother,
was the prosecuting witness, and swore

that the obstreperous defendant was her
sou. While she was away at the house of
a neighbor her door was reduced to Hin-
ders. Sfce also said siie had been on un-
friendly terms with Robert lor about live
Years. "She thought the door was a good
one until Robert smashed it, and itwould
have lasted for ten years.

Mrs. Bullard had a tnood of her own

and a faculty, peculiarly aggravating to

the defendant's counsel, of replying to
Questions without hesitation, and also
vitbout either answering directly or con-
veying any special information.

The defense waxed warm in cross-
oue^tioning the witness, and called upon
tie court demanding that she be in-
structed to say something definite when
', anS \vered. The court told her to con- 1

line her replies to relevant points.
Mrs Annie Roberts, another colored

'woman, testified that she called at the
liullard mansion about the time the door
vas smashed. She heard the banging of
tuo attack, but when asked if she saw

Robert break the door, she said she only
know it was a :::an who did it, and that
be was not a white man by a great many
shades of color.

Minnie Tobin's Friend Green to be
Examined To-Day.

Formal Charges Preferred Against Of-
ficer McLaugUlln—They Will

Also be Inquired Into.

The case of George, alias "Limber,"
Green was called by Judge Cravens yes-
t< nlay. Green is charged with having
attempted to prevail upon Frank Pierce
to allow Minnie Tobin to refund money
stolen from him, and thereby compro-
mise a case of grand larceny.

Green pleaded not guilty, and asked
further time to prepare hia defense,
which was not granted.

BRANNIGAN'S SLAYER.

Habeas Corpus Proceedings in Be-
half of "Big Neck" Smith,

Going Over the Coutllctlne Testimony

Acain—Smith "Wants to Be Re-

leased en Ball.

George H. Smith, better known as "Big
Neck" Smith, who killed Patrick Bran-
ulgan on the Bth inst., appeared beibre
Superior Judge Van Fleet yesterday on a
writofhabeas corpus, which be petitioned
for in otder to be either discharged or re-
teased from the County Jail on baiL

Smith was accompanied by Sheriff
Stanley and his attorney, Charles T.
Jones. Deputy District Attorney Back-
ley and Lincoln White, special counsel
for the prosecution, were on hand to look
alter the interests ofthe people.

Smith appeared to be in good spirits
and listened attentively to the proceed-
ings.

Attorney Jones first read the return of
the Sheriff shorn lag that he had Smith in
custody on the commitment of the Police
Court without bail. Mr. Jones then said
that he supposed the only way to start in
would be to read the testimony taken at
the Police Court.

"How long is it?" asked Judge Van
Fleet.

"Something over 200 pages of type-
written matter," replied Mr. Jones.

"Is that all?" asked the court, ironi-
cally.

Mr. .1 ones then suggested that he and
the District Attorney might agree upon a
statement of the bets. Lincoln White,
special counsel for the prosecution, said
the evidence was so conflicting that it
would be impossible to agree upon any
facts.

.Judge Van Fleet said it was out of the
question to attempt to go through 200
pages of testimony in one afternoon. lle
suggested that the matter be continued
until Saturday, ami in the meantime
counsel could try and agree on a state-
ment of facts, lie would hear the appli-
cation to release (Smith on bail, but
wished it understood that he would not
discharge the prisoner. That was sonic-
thing for a petty jury to decide upon.

After some further talk it was agreed
that Mr. Jones should proceed and read
portions of the evidence which he said
was undisputed, and afterwards the pros-
ecution could go on and show what it de-
sired from other portions of the testi-
mony.

Attorney Jones then stated that the un-
disputed evidence was that Smith and
Brannigan were friends, and had been
such for years prior to the killing: that
they never had any trouble prior to the
day of the homicide; that on the Bth of
March there was a city election; that
Smith's voting place was at the Third-
street polls, when; the killing took place,
while Brannigan's precinct was at
Eighteenth ami P streets, and he hud
no political business down town; that
Brannigan was under the influence of
liquor on that day, and was quite abuse-
ive.

Mr. Jones then took up the transcript
of the Police Court testimony and read
the evidence of James A. Browne, to the
efieot that Brannigan was telling Smith
an hour or so before the shooting that
Warren Drew "was a , and
he could lick him; that Smith toldhim
to look out, as Drew was a good man and
might lick him, whereupoa Brannigan
beg;: n to abuse Smith; that Smith pushed
Brannigan away irom him, and the latter
declared that lie would not have done it
had he (Brannigan' been heeled; that
smith tried to make peace, but Branni-
gan only grow the moro abusive. The
evidence of George Wittenbrook, C.
Wagner, William Leeman, Ed. Cassel-
man and others was read, as it corrobor-
ated that of Browne.

The testimony ot Fred Gotobed with
reference to Brannigan's declarations
that he was "going homo and get a gun to
kill the big with," was read
in full. Particular stress was laid on that
portion of Gotobed's testimony wherein
the latter told about trying to get Bran-
nigan to go home and not kill anybody.

The evidence of those witnesses who
stated that they saw Brannigan reach for
his pistol before Smith drew his weapon,
was also read.

When Mr. Jones had concluded Attor-
ney White, for the prosecution, proceeded
to read some testimony. He confined
himself principally to those witnesses
who saw the shooting, and who did not
nee Braunigan reach for his pistol when
Smith began to shoot.

The evidence of James Foster was to
the effect that he saw the last two shots
fired, and saw no pistol in Brannigan's
hand. Charles Farren's testimony was
to the effect that Brannigan was button-
ing his coat when Smith commenced to
shoot: thn.t Smith bold Braunigan he was
his friend; Brannigan said he was not,
and Smith said, "lam not. am I?" and
immediately drew his revolver.

The reading of these scraps of testi-
mony consumed the entire afternoon,
and at 5:30 o'clock the attorneys had not
concluded. The court was hungry and
postponed further hearing of the matter
until 1:30 o'clock to-day.

BEAUNSWEIGER'S STORY.

He Makes a Startling Statement in
Court Under Oath.

An Alleged Attempt to Settle a Case—
The Cutting of Eberliiic Re-

lated Again.

The trial of Gustave Braunsuveiger, the
German piano-player, who slashed
J. H. Eberling with a knife in E. Gruhl-
er's saloon on Xstreet in November last
—and who is charged "with assault to
murder —was commenced before acting
Superior Judge Prewett yesterday.

Grove L. Johnson appeared for the de-
fendant and District Attorney Kyan con-
ducted the prosecution. The jurors sworn
to try the case were: A. Popert, George
E. Kuchler, Frank Dupoister, Adam
Damm, B. C. Trefry. EL l'addison, C. 11.
Denton, W. H. Devine, W. H. Luther, P.
S. Hotchkiss, Daniel Foley aud Louis
Loth hammer.

The evidence for the prosecution showed
that both Braunsweigerand Eberling had
bin n drinking considerably, and had a
row in the above-named saloon. Eber-
ling was "guying*1 the defendant, when
the latter finallygot mad. and, drawing a
knife, proceeded to make mincemeat of
the prosecuting witness.

braD nsw r. toss's srouY.
None of th^ testimony was of much in-

terest until Biaunsweiger took the wit-
ness-stand to testily in his own behalf.
He is somewhat deaf and talks very
loudly aud in broken English.

In answer to questions from his attor-
ney, Braunsweiger said that he had been
In tJruhler's saloon about three-quarters
of an hour before Eberling came in. The
latter had his hat on the ba;-k of his head,
"likea bully—like dot,*' as the witness
illustrated it. I'jon seeing Braunsweiger
he said, "i*ere vas dot veller now," and
pointed scornfully at him. But Braun-
sweiger said he kept his temper and said
nothing. Eberling continued to taunt
him, calling him a "bum," and saying he
wan "no goot." Finally, said Braun-
sweiger, he could staud it no longer,
"unt hit him in de yaw." Eberling
seized a chair and defendant then "went
lor him with his knife.

"Why did j-ou draw yourknife?" asked
Attorney Johnson.

"Vy? * Pecause he vas hit me mit a
shair."

"Were you afraid of him?"
•'Yah. Look at l?r size of him!''
This caused the spectators and attor-

neys to smile audibly, as ]$raunsweijjer
only weighs about 220 pounds himself.

But the sensational part of Braun-
sweiger's testimony came out when his
attorney asked him if there had been any
attempt to settle the case. The de-
fendant said there had and proceeded to
explain. Shortly after the cutting, he
said, somebody told him that he had bet-
ter go and see Bberling. He did so, and
Eberling intimated that the matter could
be settled by a money payment. They
agreed to meet the next day at the oftico
OfAttorney W. A. Anderson, and did so.
The attorney, said the witness,

APVISEM HTM TO SKTTLK
The case, but the witness said ho had no
money. He told Mr. Anderson, though,
that be had a brother in Shu Francisco
who was a wholesale liquor merchant,
and the attorney said the money might
be forthcoming irom him. Braunsweiger
s.iid he then asked the attorney bow
much money would be required, and was
told that |500 would be necessary. Ho
said he might I>p able to get it, and, so he
testified, the attorney told him that tho
money must be produced within threo
days. The money was not produced,
and Braunsweiger said he was immedi-
ately arrested.

After the testimony for the defense was
all in District Attorney Kyan made the
opening argument for "the people. Mr.
Johnson followed for the defense, but had
not concluded at the adjournment hour.

WILL HAVE A NEW WIGWAM.

The Local Red Men Preparing to Put
Up an Elegant Structure.

A Stock Company Formed—Proposed

Big Few-Wow of Northern

Kraves in May.

The Red Men of Sacramento are to have
a now building, and they say that when
it la completed it will bo second to none
in the city, in point of elegance and de-
sign.

The necessity of a new building was
made apparent by the growth of the or-
der in this city, and the matter wt;s

discussed for several months in the
various tribes, but no definite action
was taken until this week. Jt being
ascertained that the tribes were a unit on
the subject, itwas agreed that each should
appoint a committee, and that that com-
mittee should meet and agree upon a plan
of procedure.

There are four tribes in Sacramento—
lied Jacket, Owosso, Cosu nines and Red
(loud—and each selected three delegates.
These delegates met night before last. O.
N. Croukite was elected Chairman and
Mr. Grothen Secretary. After a lengthy
conference the committees agreed that
they should organize as the Red Men's
Hall Association and incorporate! The
amount of the capital stock was not de-
cided upon, but it is said that it will be in
the neighborhood of|160;000.

When the details are completed, each
tribe will bo expected to subscribe as a
body for a share of the stock. Afterward
the individual members may subscribe
for as much stock as they choose. Itis
understood, however, that no stock will
be permitted to go into the hands of per-
sons other than Red Men. The site of
the proposed building will be agreed
upon as soon as possible, and the work of
construction will follow immediately.

(ieorge E. Mitchell and Captain A.
Moger of Newcastle, and George W.
Armstrong of Auburn, prominent Red
Men of llacer County, were in Sacra-
mento yesterday, endeavoring to induce
the local tribes to join in a grand pow-
wow in Auburn on the lJth of May (St.
Tammany's l>ay). Itis proposed to have
a gathering of all the tribes in the north-
ern part of the Mate. There are twelve
tribes who are expected to join in the
movement, including those of Marys-
ville. Grass Valley, Nevada City and
Dutch Flat, beside those of this city,
Newcastle and Auburn.

Owosso Tribe has already expressed
itselfas being highly in favor of the pow-
wow, and there is no doubt that the other
three in this city willfall in line—at least
the opinions of the individual members
of those tribes who were seen by the vis-
iting committee yesterday would so indi-
cate.
