BRC.S. The public buildings, lands and
property, all rlghta ofproperty and rights ofaction, all moneys, revenues and imome be-
longing or appertaining to the dtyol Sacra-mento, are hcrebv declared to be vested in
\u25a0aid Cityof Kaciamento.

BEC.B. The said City of Sacramento shall
continue to have, hold, use and enjoy all
I tbuildings belonging to the CltyofSae-
ramento, and lands, wharves, waters, prop-
erty real and personals rights of property,
rights ofaction, suits, ac-timi.-. moneys, rev-
< Dues, income, book.-, documents, records
archives, claims, demands, and things in
possession and action. <•( every nature and
<i x-ription, and shall be subject to all the ob-
ligations, d<-bts, liabilities, dues and duties ot
the existing municij ality.

Sec. 4. Suits, actions and prooeedingti may
be brought In the name of the City ofSacra-
inenfto lor the recovers- of any property,
money, or thing, belonging thereto, in law o:-
----equity, or dedicated to public ose therein, or
lor the enforcement of any rights o£ or con-
trasts with, said City of Sacramento, whether
made or arising or accruing before or after the
adoption "f this charter; and all existing
mits, actions and proceedings in the courts or
elsewhere to which said city Is a party shall
continue to be carried on by or against the
said City of Sacramento.

thereof, contra t or create any deb? against thecitycontrary to the provisions of this Charter,
such debt, claim or obligation shall be null
and void as against the city or any of its
funds; but everj Tr;i -tee voting in favor of the
contracting or creation of any such illegal
debt shall be held personally responsible,
jointlyand severally, tor the entire debt so
created or contracted, and shall be deemed
guilty of a nialiea^auce in oftici/,and upon
con vi«: ion shall he removed therefrom.

Twenty-third—To license ferries and bridges
under the law regulating the granting of such
license.

city shall always nave and control the distri-bul ion of water within the city limits and col-
lect the water rates therefor, and shall not.grant or lease the right ot distribution, or the
collection of water rates to any person. flrmor corporation; but the city may contract :or
a supply ol water, to be furnished for a term
not exceeding twenty years, with any peison,
linn or corporation, or may purchase, lease or
hold Its own water supply, either wltnin or
without the city limits provided,however,
no contract forfurnishing the city with water
Hball be made, unless approved by a vote of
two-thirds of ihe tit-dors voting at anygen-
eral or special election at which the pro po-
sit.on may be submitted.
