
HARASSING HARNEY.

Another Dissolute Giri Makes Charges
Against Him.

Lizzie Petri© Murray of Washington

Has a Story to Tell—Officer An-
thony's All-Nijcht"Search."

Younjr (Jeorge Harney appears tobe in
a very hard row of stum p. these days.
In addition to the girl Dollio Stone, now
under arrest at San Francisco for va-
grancy, and who blames Harney for tiie
liftshe has been leading, another girl haa
been arrested there on a similar charge
who lays her downfall to Harney. Re-
ferring to her the liuib'tm says:

"Thflpolice have taken :nto custody a

lb-year-old girl who was found in the
vicinity occupied only by women of the
lowest ciass. Sho stated that her name
was Lizzie Petrie, that she came from the
country and wan looking lor work. Af-
ter being taken to tho City I'risou she
broke down and stated that sho had run
away from her homo in Washington,
Yolo County, upon the advice of Harney.

"According to hor story she had met
the man on ono of her many trips across
the bridge into Sacramento. Ho Delated
to her iv glowing colon tho pleasure of a
liftin San Francisco, and as she was in-
clined to be wayward she readily fell into
bis trap. When he came down hero to
meet the other girl he wrote back to
Washington, and she left her mother and
came down here to meet him.

"The police wrote back to Washington
to inquire about her, and to-day Chief
Crowley received a letter substantiating
the mam points of her story. Tlio girl's
mother, however, stated that she had
washed her hand-; of her aad wished to
bave nothing more to do with her, and
that the police of San Francisco could
•end her to prison if they wished to. Un-
der tho circumstances Officer Weils wss
this morning directed to placo a charge of
vagrancy agaiust her."

Tiie Petrie girl, who goes by tho alias
of Murray, also alleges that Harney tried
to get her to seek a place in one of the

*OfficerAnthony, who escorted Harney
to San Francisco, apparently draws a
pretty long bow. The paper above
quoted states that "he searched for Har-
ney all Friday night in Sacramento and
lound him at an early hour the next
morning, and managed to catch the iirst
train for San Francisco."

The fact is that when Harney read in
the -UCOORD-U-UOH on Friday that there
was a warrant out for him he went direct
to the police station hi re and gave himself
Up. saying that ho was desirous of going
to San Francisco and mooting the charge
(vagrancy against him, and Chief Crow-
ley was notiiied. llarr.oy was at the
police station when Anthony arrived.
ami was there all night, under arrest. 11
the San Francisco officer was out all
night, as the paper states, and barely
caught the train for homo, he was evi-
dently not searching for Harney.

BALDWIN CONVICTED.
'Iho Kul.e-Wloldor Must Go to Jail—A

Novel Verdict.

.1. 1". Baldwin, an emaciated morphine
liond, was tried before Superior Judge
Catlin and a jury Saturday on a charge
of assault to murder.

Early one morning in January last
Baldwin got into an altercation with one
Andrew Markey, bis pal, and in the fight
which ensued Baldwin uscii a kuito on
Markey. Tho police stated that Baldwin
and Markey bad assisted iv robbing a
drunken man of considerable money,
and tbat their quarrel was over tho di-
vision of the spoils. The cutting took
place at Sixth and X streets.

When on the witness stand Saturday,
Baldwin testified that he was whittling a
toothpick while talking with Markey and
that when the light begun Markey ran
\u25a0gainst the blade. Be declared that he
had no intention of killing his compan-
ion. When asked why he threw his knife
into the alley alter the stabbing, Baldwin
Kiid he was frightened and did not know
what lie was doing.

Attorney William Sims made an able
defense in behalf of Baldwin, but tbe facts
were too stroll-;, as presented by Deputy

trict Attorney Buckle}*.
Tho jury deliberated a short timo and

then returned with a novel verdict. Tbey
found that Baldwin was "guilty of as-
sault to commit murder without intent to
kill." Judge Catlin said thero WM evi-
dently a mistake, and sent the jurors
back to their room. When they returned
again they banded in a verdict of guilty
of assault with a deadly weapon.

H_— Hut whatever affects the business
ot Saerarnento, like a change iv a mer-
tile house, tho closing or opening ofa bus-
mess, isol public moment. Can't you,
therefore, afford to give tne the facts about
this rumor ?

A.—Yes, certainly. There is nothing to
conceal, and there i.s nothing that at all
refleots upon Saoramento. oh, no; busi-
ness changes in my establishment tho
publio can know all about. In fact, 1
intended, in a day or two, to put itinto my
advertising space.

Q.—Wefl, then, are you going out of
business?

A.—Woll, yes and no; I am and lam
not.

Q.—How is that?
A.—This way: lam going to close

down in .some lines and continue in others
-that is, ifthe plan for disposal of lines I
waut to close out conies out all right.

Q.—Ho you mean that you may, or may
not, ret iro?

A.— Iam positively going out of many
lines, but I cannot know all that Iwill
drop until about July lst. I shall cer-
tainly drop clothing, boots and shoes,
hats and caps aud furnishing goods,,
and a part of dry goods and fancy goods
lines.

<£—You propose, then, to sell out of
these certain linos ofgoods wholly?

A.—Yea. The only way to do so is to
dispose of them at cut rates, and to buy
no moro in those lines. In this case I
shall buy no more in the classes i shall
abandon, tin,ugh 1 had ordered in mv
spring stock before 1 resolved upon thismovement.

tj.— Then the new lots go with thoso on
baud ?

A.—Yes in the lines Igive up. Imay,or course, to keep my customers sup-
plied, have to buy to some extent, say
from io to lo per cent, of my sales, butnot Largely, for my plan is to wholly givo
up sales of certain lines of goods.

Q.—Well, how about the disposal ofcertain lines of your stock?
A.—That will be announced, and the

public will then see on what goods the
change will affect. Millinery and allthat goes with it will be retained, kept
up—that is, I will carry that line; you
understand.

Q.—-Yes. But will that mean no reduc-
tion on millinery prices now?

A.—No. That flne during the closingout will have to sull'er gome with the rest.
I nderstaud, the sale wilibe general; but
the cut will be heaviest iv lines Ishall
not keep up.

Q.—Ah ! I soe now.
A.—Yos. Tho staple lines will not be

exempt from the change.
bnt, Mr. (iilman, are the reasons

tor this change, and which, you say, may
mean closing out?

A.—WeU, not embarrassment I assureyou. The chief reason is that Icannot
make a profit that repays for the effort
aud investment. Most all goods iv (Sao-
ramento are retailed now so close to the
wholesale price that when tho expenses
incident to, nnd a part of tho business are
met, there is Left no profit; none, at least,
that satisfies me. .Now my goods intheRed House consist mostly of staples, on
which the profits are light, very light.

Q.—Has trade declined ?
A. Some, and competition has become

Bharper. Ido not complain of the trade
in Sacramento t^at 1 have had. As a
rule n has been large from the first day 1
started. Bot the expense that has kept
along with it has rather increased, and as
