Instructed for Cleveland.

St. Pavur, March 31.—The Democratic
State Convention held to-day was an en-
thusiastic Cleveland indorsement meet-
ing. Resolutions heartily indorsing
Cleveland and instructing the delegates
to the National Convention to work for
him, went through with a rush. The
platform opposes protection and favors a
gradual reform of the tarift, On thecoin-

unrestricted coinage of both metals. The
repeal of the Sherman Silver Coinage Act
isjdemanded.
