Sixth Annual Exhibition of the School
of Design.

A Most Creditable Display—It is to be |

Continued To-Day, To-Morrow f

Chief Instractor Jackson of the School |
of Design says it is only necessary for the
school to announce an exhibition to in- |
sure a storm-—at least it has stormed on
most of the exhibition nights of the
school. Though last night was no excep-
tion, still there was a very good attend-
ance at the Art Gallery, better far than
was expected, in view of the severe in-
clemency of the weather.

The exhibition of the work of the
classes is arranged with good taste, the
color work upon the west wall of the
main art-room and the west half of the
north and the whole of the south walls of |
the library, and the black and white work
upon the west wall of the main room and
the east half of the mnorth wall of the
library. There is also disposed here and
there some very handsome pieces upon
easels,

The drawing in the exhibition this year
is very good, better than before, when it
is considered that in the main the pupils
are new in that class, while last yearthey
were passing out of it at the time of the
exhibition. There is work in this de-
partinent that demands more than mere
passing attention, notably the very supe-
rior interior views of the Art Gallery, the
still life studies and two or three fine |
landscapes and water effects. Most of |
the primary work in drawing from exact
figures and block designs show greater |
care and more rapid progress than inany |
previous year. !

In color work the exhibition is very |
strong. It testifies to greater sensitive- |
ness, more painstaking and sincerity than
in any previous exhibition. There are
not so many large pictures this year, not
80 many large figure pieces, but there is
no less excellence because of that fact.
Indeed, in the more modest-sized canvas
of pupils we are apt to find the best re-
sults. The attempt to cover space, as a |
rule, results with learners in sacrifice of
essentials.

The figure work, the nude from life, is |
very frequent in this year’s exhibition.
The pieces are all, we believe, studies in
color rather than in form. 7The form of |
the model was notideal,and as a result the
pieces suffer under criticism that the pro- |
portions are bad; but the classand in-
structors call attention to the fact that the
drawing is true; that it was done with
that purpose, not to correct physical dis-
proportion. With this explanation the
figure work in the nude is superior.
There is other work after the human |
figure that is worthy also of very high
praise, and we call especial attention in |
this connection to the female figure in |
drapery, a letter-reader; to several others |
in flowing robes, and to two or three half-
figures. The portraiture is good as a rule,
with two or three weak faces—weak in
execution. Butmainly theyare vigorous
and expressive,

In still life there are fruit and flower-
pieces that challenge the warmest admir-
ation, Some of them are simply ex-
quisite, and if bearing the initials of |
popular artists would sell as their work
with credit tothem. There are in still
life some collections of musical instru-
ments, basket and eggs, fish and game, |
flowers, flag ‘growth, military fittings,
etc., that are worthy of critical examina-
tion and would grace the walls of any
home. Landscapes in black and white
and in oil are not numerous, but reflect |
great credit upon the school,

Take the exhibition as a whole and it
should kindle pride in the heart of every
Sacramentan who believes the school to
be a superior and ining educational
force. Take it in detail, and it is rich in
merit and oughtto be a source of extreme
gratification to teachers, pupils and the
membership of the Musenm Association.

The exhibition will be open this after-
noou after 1 o’clock, and between 2 and 3
it will be for view by gaslight, as the wall
display excludes sunlight greatly., To-
morrow, Sunday, it will be open during |
the same hours, with the one hour by |
gaslight. As last night was so stormy, |
and a great many people were precluded |
from attending on that account, the exhi- |
bition will be opened from 7 to 10 on |
Monday evening next, that the people |
may all have an opportunity to see it. |
There will be vocal and instrumental |
music on that oceasion, vocalists, pian-
ists, and Mr. Bass, violinist, having |
kindly volunteered. Last evening Miss |
Sawyer sang twice, with taste and sweet- |
ness, Miss Yoerk and Miss Meister played :
a piano duet excellently, and Miss Belle |
Carrington sang, accompanying herself, |
with much feeling and eflectively.

The wood-carving exhibits made last
night attracted much attention and drew
out many inquiries as to class terms.
