and any official defalcation or willtal neglect
of duty, or oificial misconduet which he may
discover or which sl be reported to him,
shall be laid by him before the Board of Trus-
tees, City Attorney, or District Attorney, in
order that the public interests shall be pro-
tected, and the person in default bz proceeded
against according to law. He shall, from time
to time, give the i oard of Trustees informa-
tion in writing reiative to the state of the ¢ity, |
and shall recommend such measures as he |
may deem beneficial to its interest, He shall
see¢ that the iaws of the State, the provisions
of this Charter, and the ordinances of the ity
are cbserved and enforced. He shall appoint
a competent person or persons, expert in mat- |
ters of brokkeeping and aecounts, to examine
the books, records, eindition and affairs of
every department, board or officer, and report
fully thereon in writing, to him at lesast once
in every year, and to enioree such examina-
tibn.
