A Noted Indian Who Lately Died in
El Dorado.

He Befriended the Pioneers—Ex-Coun-

ty Clerk Hamilton Speaks Ten-

derly of the Old Chief.

Ex-County Clerk Hamilton wears a sad
expression these days, and it is apparent
that some uncommon sorrow has come
upon him. The kind-hearted "Billy"
mourns the death of one of his oldest,
truest and best of friends—old Coppa
Hembo, the Indian chief who recently
died at Chit ken Flat, El Dorado County.

A correspondent of the Georgetown

Gazette, in writing of the old chiefs
death, says: "He was chief of all the
Indians of Kelsey. Irish « reek and Mos-
quito. Many a white man will regret the
death of the poor old man, who was at least
100 years old, and many think older; as
they have no way ofrecording time, it is
;or the oldest citizens to judge. He was
a very old man when while people lirst
settled here —in '49 and ' 50—and many a
noble act ofkindness he has rendered to
die whites when they had made the long.
tedious journey across the plains, on nar-
row trails over the- mountains without
money or food. He went, without being
asked and without recompense, to pilot
those unfortunate men through, taking
With him men and food, as far as he dared
go without the interference of other
tribes. Hangtown Indians and these
were always at war then.

"Whenever his squad of Indians got
unruly and showed any unlawful demon-
strations, he would take ids stand ivtheir
snielst and cail out in bold and brave
voice and in a few moments would quell
the noise, and not a word would be
spoken while they sat and listened With
wrapt attention to his speech, which
voulu SOU cii.;. a Last forhours.

To do Wagner and his idea

Last night's performance was, perhaps,
as excellent as could be expected from
even so well equipped an organization as
that of i-'iiima Juch. Withoul arousing
any special fervor, it charmed tiie large
and critical audience, and t!
no encores were permitted, the lead-
ing characters were recalled at tiie
close of both the lirst and Boeoud
acts. r The audience could
not be otherwise than pleased. *1 no overture —a wonderful work—was
sufficient to put the audience en rapport
with the thrilling drama that followed.

Miss Juch has been heard in
Charleston before, an! in no instance bas
her voice failed to inspire admiration.

Her tones are bird-like in their
softness and purity, and their training
has been of the most painstaking char-
acter. She is one of the most
conscientious singers the American oper-
ai.ii- stage has ever known. Mr,
Stephens, tbe tenor, has a voice of sym-
pathetic timber, and with an excellent
metfa Aside from tbe splen-
did artistic work of Elizabeth, the most
effective was that of the chorus of
knights and nobles with which the sec-
ond act open^. The acts were
historically mounted and costumed, and
with that legard to detail which has here-
tofore characterized Miss Juch's pioduc-
tious."

Bid J. Black, the celebrated bicycle
tourist and performer of difficultfeats on
the wheel, willgive an exhibition at the
old Pavilion this evening.

Rwmance, and how excellent it maY ..
the permanent stage fittings and their ap-
propriateness have a great deal to elo with
tbe pleasure of the theater-goers. The-y
grow weary of makeshifts, and ot*
marred, broken, faded and scratched
scenery, and cannot reconcile the play to
Its surroundings when the iatter are in-
appropriate and so very familiar. Hence
many refrain from attendance on that ac-
count—at first a seeming absurdity, but
an actual fact, nevertheless. As one old
theater-goer expressed it: "I am done
until the royal palace of Macbeth ceases
to be used for a Boston fiat; until iios-
worth field and the skylarking ground of
negro minstrels cease to be one and the
same, and until the avenues of New York
and the streets of Loudon of four ceu-
tuiie- are no longer identical."
