In assessing solvent creds
iis not secured by mortgage or trust deed, a
reduction therefrom shall be made of debts
due to bona fide residents of the State. The
Assessor shall have power to and he must ex-
el from each person a statement in writing,
under oath, sctting forth speeifically all the
real and personal property owned by such
{» rsom, or in his possession, or under his con-

rol, at noon on the firsf Monday in March,
If any person, after demand made by the As-
Bossor, neglects or refuses (o ef‘lve under oath
1he statement bierein provided for, or to com-
¥ly with the other requirements of this Char-
ter relating to assessments and taxation, the
Assessor musi make an estlmate of the value
of the property of such person, and the value
#0 fixed by the Assessor shall not be reduced
1y the Board of Trustecs,

SEG, 74. If the owner or clalmant of any
Property, not listed by another person, is ab-
sent or unknown, the Asgessor must make an
estimate of the vaiue of such property, If the
name of the absent owner is known 10 the As-
sor, the property must be assessed in his
name; if unkuown, the property must be as-
sessed to *unknown owners,”

SEC. 75. Auy property willfully concealed,
removed, transferred or misrepresented by the
owner thereof, to evade taxation, must, upon
disoovery, be assessed at not cxceeding ten
times its value, and the asscssmentso made
must not be reduced by the Board of Trus-
tees. Any property discovered by the Asses-
#or to have esca}\ed assessment for the last
preceding year, if such property is owned or
controlled by the same person who owned or
controlled it for such preceding year, may be
ussessed at double its value.

SEC, 76. The City Assessor must prepare an
use%smem.ba)k,wllhur-pmrhme headings al-
phabetically arranged, in which must be jisted
all property within the city subject 1o taxation;
which assessment book must be compieted by
1he Assessor on or before the first sionday of
Juli of each vear., The Assessor shall also
makeé & map book, showing a plan of the vari-
ous blocks of the city, and mark thereon in
each smbdivision thereof the name of the per-
s0n to whom it is asscssed. As soon as com-
pletad, the assessment book, together with the
Inap book and stalements, must be delivered
10 the City Clerk, whomust immediately give
notice thereof, and of the time the Board of
Trustees will meet to equalize assessments, by
publication in a daily newspaper published in
the city, and in the meantime the assessment
book must remain in his office fc¥ the inspec-
tion of all persons interested.

SEC, 77, The Board of Trustees must meet
on the first Monday in July of each year to
examine the assessment-book and equalize
the assessments, It must continue in session
1or that purpose, from time to time, until the

business of eyualizatipn is disposed of, but
not later than the third Monday in July. The
board has power, after giving notice in such
manner as it may by rule prescribe, to in-
crease or lJower the entire assessment roll, or
any assessment contained therein, so as to
equalize the assessment of property and make
it conform to the true value of such property
in money. - No reduction must be made in the
valuatlon of any property unless the riy
aillected thereby, or his agent, files with the
hoard a written application therefor, verified
by his oath, and showing the facts upon
which such reduction isclaimed. No reduc-
tiom must be made unless such person,
or his agent, attends and answers under oath,
ull questions relating to the value of the
property. The board may subpena such wit-
nesses and hear such other evidence in rela-
tion to the matter as it may deem proper,

SeC, 78. During the session of the board
it may direct the Assessor (0 assess any taxa-
ble property that has cscaped assessment, or
1o add to the amount, number or quantity of
property, when a false or incomplete list has

been rendered, and to make and eater new
assessments (at the same time canceling pre-
vious entries) when any asscssment mude by
him i deemed by the board so incomplete as
to render doubttul the collection of the tax.
The Clerk of the board must record in a book
kept tor that purpose all changes, corrections
and orders made by the boasd. and must enter
upon the assessment book ail changes and
corrections so macae, and must on or before
the first Monday in August deliver the assess-
ment book, s0 corrected, to the City Auditor,

Skc. 79, The City Am{i(or, as soon as the
assessment book delivered to him by the
Clerk, must proceed 10 add up the valuations

and enter the total valuation of each kind of
property, and the total valuation of all prop-
erty on the assessment book, and must, before
the third Monday in August, report a state-
ment thereof, in writing, to the Board of Trus-
tecs,

SEC. 80. The Mayor, City Collector and City
Auditor shall constitute a Board ot Estimate,
ofavhich board the Mayor shall be Chairman,
and the Auditor shall be Secretary, Itsuall
be the duty of sald Board of Estimate, on or
before the second Monday in August of each
year, to prepare and transmit to the Board of
Trustees, accompanted by estimates and re-
ports from the various departments of the city
roverninent, an estimate of the probable ne-
cessities of the city government for the next
ensuing fiscal year, giving the amount re-
quired to meet the s{niing:md interest funds
for any and all valid outstanding debts, to-
gether with the amount needed for salaries
and the probable wants of ail the departments
of the city government in detall, an showing
specifically the necessities of each of the sev-
eral specifie funds to be provided for in the
treasury, The estimate shall also show, as
nearly as may be, what amountof income and
revenue is likely to accrue to the treasury,
and be collected, from fines, licenses, water
rates, harbor dues and all other sources of
revenue, exclysive of taxes upon property, and
shall give an estimate of what amount will be
required to be levied and collected by tax
upon all property in the city subject to taxa-
tion, in order Yo meet the necessities of such
fiscal year. Ifsuch estimate shall show that
an increased amount will be required inany
specific fund over the amount required for
such fund for the pending fiscal year, such es-
timate shall also state the reasons why such
ingrease wlil be required. The salaries per-
tilning to the respective offices held by them
shall be in full compensation for all services

-or:‘ormed By the members of sald Board of
Sstimate,

SEC, 81. The Board of Trustees shall estab-
lish a generdl fund, and may, also, before fix-
ing the rate of the gunual city tax, by ordi-
nance establish sich special and separate
funds, representing the several fanded obliga-
tions of t&\e city, if any, and the several de-
partiuents requiring municipal expenditure,
28 may be necessary, which speeial tunds shal
not be diverted to any otuer purposes than
that for which they have been specifica'ly
created, except of balances in excess, at the
end of the fiscal year,

SEC, 82. The Board of Trustees must, on or
before the first Monday in September, in each
year, by ordinance, fix the rate of taxes to be
ievied, and levy the taxes for general muni-
cipal purposes upron all property subject to
taxation in thecity, and shall also at the time
of making such levy, levy such direet special
taxes tor the special and separate funds cre-
ated or provided for as sball be necessary to
raise susficient revenue to carry on the vari-
ous departments of the municipal government
for the current tiscal year; provided, that the
levy for the general fund shall not exceed one
doliar for each one lundred dollars upon the
assessment book. KEvery tax has the effect of
& judgment against the person, and every
lien created by this charter has the efiect ofan
execution levied against all property of the
delinquent, and the judgment is not satisfied
nor the lien removed until the taxes are paid
or the property sold therefor. Every tax due
upon personal property is a llen upon the real
property of the owner thereof, from and after
twvelv® o'clock noon of the first Monday in
March In each year. Every tax due upon real
property is a lien azalnst the property as-
sessed; and every tax due upon proye-
ments on real property assessed to others than

SEC. 58. As soon as the Board of Trustees
has fixed the rates of taxes for the year, the
Auditor must compute and enter in a separate
column in the assessment book the respective
sums, in dollars and cents, rejecting the frac-
tions of a cent, t0 be paid on the property
therein enumerated, and foot up the columns
showing the total amount of such taxes, and
om or before the fourth Monday in September
he must deliver sald corrected and completed
g@ssessment book to the City Collector, and
charge the Collector with the full amount of
the taxes levied.

SEC, 88, On the third Monday in May of
each year, the Collector must attend at the
office ol the Auditor, with the assessment

taxes, in which list inust be set down in nu-
merical or alpbabetical order ali matters and
things contained in the assessment book and
relating to delinquent persons or property.

SEC. 839, On or within flve days before or
afier the first Monday of Junhe in each year,
the Collector must publish the delinquent list,
which inust contain the names of the persons
and a deseription of ihe property delinquent,
and the amount of taxes and costs due, oppo-
site each name and deseription, with the iaxes
due on personal property added to the taxes
on real esiate, where the real estate is liable
therefor or the several taxces are due from the
same person. The expense of the publication
stiall be a charge against the city. The Col-
lector must append to and publish with the
delingquent list a notice that unless the taxes
delingquent, with the costs and perceniages,
are paid the real property upon which such
taxes are a lien will be sold at public auction,
at a time and place designated in the notice.
The time of sale must not be less than twenty-
one nor more than twenty-eight days from the
first publication, and the place of sale must
be in front of the County Courthouse of Suc-
ramento County. The publication must be
made once a week for three successive weeks
In some daily newspaper, or supplement
thereto, published in the city. A copy of the
publication, with the affidavit of the Collector
attached thereto that it is a true copy of the
same, that the publication wag made in a
newspaper, or suppleicent thereto, published
in the city, and the date of each appearance,
sball be filed with the City Auditor, which
aflidavit shall be prima facle evidence of all
the facts stated therein,

SEC. 90, The City Collector must collect, in
addition to the taxes and percentages due on
the delinguent list, tifty cents on each tract of
land separately assessed, as costs for prepar-
ing the list,

SEC, 91. On the day fixed for the sale, 6t on
somesubsequent day to which he may post-

pone it (of which he must give notice by at
ecast one publication in a daily new
published 1n this city), the Collector, bei wee
the hours of 10.0’clock A. M. and 3 p. M., must
sell at public auction the property advertised,
commencing atthe head of the list and con-
tinuing in the order published until completed.
He may postpone the day of commencing the
sale, or tue sale, from day to day, but the sale
must be completed within three weeks from
the day first fixed.

SEC, 92, The owner or person in possession
of any real estate otfered for sale for taxes due
thereon may designate, in writing, to the Col-
lector prior to the sale what portion of the
property he wishes sold, if less than the whole;
but if he does not, then the Collector may des-
ignate 1t; and the person who will take the
least quantity of the land, or in ease an undi-
vided mterest is assessed, the smallest portion
of the intercst, and pay the taxes, pertentages
and costs due, including fifty cents for the au-
plicate certificate of sale, shall be the pur-
chaser.

SEC. 94. Before delivering any certificate of

nrl{ nurhber the descriptions on the margin
of the book and put a corresponding number
on each certificate, which bLook must be de-
livered to the Auditor. Such book must be
open to publie inspection, without fee, when
not in actual use. After receiving the amount
of taxes, percentages and costs, the Collecior
must make out and sign, in duplicate, a cer-
tificgte, dated on the day of sale, statinz (when
known) the name of the person assessed, a de-
scription of the land sold, the amount paid
therefor, that it was sold for axes, giving the
amount and year of the assessment, the name
of the purchaser, and spccifying the time
when the purchaser will be entitled to a deed.
One copy ot sueh certificate shall be deiivered
to the purchaser and the other shall be tiled in
the otlica of the City Auditor: and upon the
iling of such certificate the lien of the eity
vests in the purchaser, and 1s only divested by
the payment to him, or to the Uity ‘1'reasurer,
for his use, of the purchase mouey and fifiy
per oent, thereon.

SEC, 95, chom?uon of the property sold
may be made by the owner orany party in in-
terest within twelve months from the date of
the sale, Redemption must be made in gold
or silver coin, and when made to the Treuas-
urer, he must credit the amouaunt to the person
named in the Collector’s certiticate, and pay ig
on demand to him or his assignee.

SEC, 96. On presentation of the ree:ipt of
the purchaser, or of the Treasurer for nis use
of the total amount of redemption money
Auditor must mark the word ‘redeemed,”
the date and by whom redeemed, on the cer-
tifleate and in the margin of the book whaere
the entry of the certificate is made.

SEC. 97. If the perty is not redeemed,
the Collector, or his successor in office, must
make to the purchaser, or his assignee, a deed
of the property, reciting in the deed substan-
tially the matters contained in the certificate,
and that no person has redeemed the property
during the time allowed for its redemption.
Such deed, duly acknowledged, is }\rima facie
evidence of the regularity of all the proceed-
ings had from the assessment by the Assessor
pu toand inclusive of the execution of the deed,
and that the grantee named in the deed is
owner of the property described therein., The
deed conveys to the grantee the absolute title
to the lands desecribed therein as of the date of
the expiration of the period of redemption free
of all incumbrances, except the lien for taxes
which may have attached subsequent to the
sale. If properiy sold to the City of Sacra-
mento for non-payment of taxes is not re-
deemed, the Collector or his successor in office
must make to the city a deed of the property,
the same as in the case of other purchasers; in
such case the former owner may repurchase
such property from the city at any time with-
in three years next afier the issuance of the
deed, upon paying to the city five times the
amount of the purchase price paid by the city
therefor, together with any other taxes and
assessments unpaid thereon, and in the event
of such repurchase, the Mayor shall execute
a deed at the expense of the purchaser, con-
veying to him the interest of the city in and to
such property., Ifthe property is not repur-
chased within three years, it shall, at such
e as the B.mrdX of Trustees direct, be sold
atauction to the highest bidder, aiter at least
ten days’ notiece by publication in some daily
news of the ¢ity, and the proceeds of the
sale shall belong wtbolty,md be paid iato
the treasury.

SEC. 93, The City Collector shall, after the
first Monday in February in each year, collect
the taxes due on personal property, except
where real estate is l3ble therefor, by seizure
ana sale at public auction of any personal
property owned by the delinquent. e sale
must be made, after dive days’ notice, given by
publication, or by gosung in three public
places in the ¢ity, and must be of a suficient

amount to the taxes, percentag.s and
ocosts, For ng or selling personal prop-
er.y, the Coilector may charge in each case the

sum of three dollars custs, On payment of
the price bid, the delivery of the property,
with a bill of sale, vests the title in the pur-
chaser. All excess over the taxes, percen

and costs of the proceeds of any property so
sold must be returned to the owner, and until
claimed must be deposited in the city treasury

SEC 99. The City Collector must, on the seo-
ond Monday of July, of each year, attend at
the office ot the City Auditor with the delin-
mt list, and the Auditor must then care-

compare the list with the assessments of
persons and property not marked “paid” on
e assessment book, and when taxes have
been paid must note the fact in the appro-
priate column in the assessment book. [he
Auditor must then

main on file in the Auditor’s office. Interest
must be collected on all such delinquent tuxes
at the rate of two per cent. per month from
the time delinquent until paid.

SEC. 100, Any mx«mI percentages or costs
erroneously or illegally collected may, by
order of the Board of Trustees, be refunded by
the Treasurer,

SEC. 101. The City Assessor, between the
first Monday in March and the first Monday
in July in each year, must collect the taxes on
.all personal property; when the owner thereof

has no real estate, or when, in hisopinion, said
taxes are not a lien on real property sufficient
to secure the payment, he may enforce such
collection by seizure and sale of any per-
sonal property owned by the person liable to
pay the tux, Suchseizure and sale shall be
conducted in the same manner as provided to
be done by the Coliector by Section ninety-
eight hereof. The Assessor and Collector are

overned, as to the amount ot taxes so col-
ected on personal property, by the rate of the
previous year. When the rate is fixed for the
year in which the collection is made, then ifa
sum in excess of the rate has been collected,
the execss shall be repald by the Treasurer to
the person from whom 1t was collected, and if
a sum less than the rate has been collected,
the deticiency must be collected, as are other
taxes on personal property.
SEC. 102. The Assessor must settle with the
City Treasarer, and pay into the treasury

bre-

viations, and figures may be made use of, and
no assessment, or act relating o IS8eSS
ment or eollection of waxes, is illegal on ac-

count of informality, nor because the same
was not completed within the time designated,

SEC, 104, All taxes assessed before this
Charter takes efiect must be coliected at the
time provided tor, and under the laws in
force at the time the assessment was made,
and all suen taxes shall be valid and coilecti-
ble the same as if this Charter had not becn
adopted,

Sec. 105. Nothing in this Charter shall
ever be construcd as permitting or author-
izing any portion of the taxes levicd and col-
lected for the respective speeial tands, which
the Board of Trustees are authorized to estab-
lish, to be made use of in payment of any in-
debtedness of the city which existed prior to
January 1, 1885, nor shall the total amount
of taxes coilected and made use of in any one
year in payment of any indebtedness of the
city which existed prior to January I, 1888,
ever exceed fifty-five cents on each one hun-
dred dollars upon the assessment bock.

Sic, 106, Should the Beard of Trustees at
any time deem it necessary for the interest
aud protection ot fhe city at large, or any por-
tion thereor, or the property or health of the
citizens thereof, or any other matter or thing.
the object of which would be to advance the
interest of the eity, to contract and create any
debts orobligations against the city tor mate-
rials furnished and laborand services perform-
ed, without having the funds in the treasury to
payv the same, the sald board may enter into
contracts, and create debts or obligations,
without interest, and are hereby empowercd
and authorized to levy and collect a special
tax, annually orirone levy, to pay such debts
and oblizations so created, and provide the
mode and imaunner of their payment; provided,
that no such debts, obligations, or elaims shall
be contracted or created agaiust the city,
without first having been voted upon by the
qualitied electors thereof, unless expressiy
provided by this Charter. Notice si‘mll be
given of such elections by publication for not
less than two weeks therelofore, in some daily
uewspaper published in the city, in which
notice the contemplated repairs or improve-
ments, and the cost or estimated cost of the
same and the manner it shall be paid for, shal
be distinctiy stated. If two thirds of the
Votes cast at such election be in favor of
the proposition named, then the board sball
be authorized to proceed with the work and to
create the liabllity against the city to the ex-
tent so voted for. For all debts and obliga-
tions so contracted and created, the said board
shall issue warrants therefor, under the seal
of the city, and s1e'ifying therein the date of
the election by \vnu'hme’issuuncc thereof was
authorized, and the total amount of warrants
then issued under and by virtue of such au-
thority.

ARTICLE VIIL
Bonded Indebtedness.

SEC. 107. The Board of Trustees may con-
tract bonded indebiledness as follows: Said
board shall, by order duly passed, by yeas
and nays, recorded in its journals of proceed-
ings, specity the particular purpose for which
the inaebtedness is to b>» created, and the
amount of bonds which is proposed to be is-
sued. The board shall then provide for sub-
mitting the question of the issue of said bonds
to the qualified electors of the city at a special
municipal election to be called by the beard
for that purp.s2, and it shall be held as nearly
as possible in conformity with the general
laws of this State. Notice shall be given of
such election by publication, for three weeks
next prior thereto, in some daily newspaper
published in the city, in which notice the
amount of such bonds proposed to be issued,
the term of years to run, tiie object for which
the indebteuness is to be created, and the rate
of interest to be paid, shall distinctly
stated. The ballots shall be printed: *“For the
issue of bonds, yes"”; “For the issue of bonds,
no.” If two-third of the electors of the city
~0 voting atsuch election shall vote in favor
of issuing bonads, and not otherwise, the board
may procead to issue the amount of bonds
specified, in manner as follows: Said bonds to
be in sums of not less than one hundred dol-
lars, nor more than one thousand dollars
each, having not more than forty years to
run, and bearing interest at a rate per annum
not exceeding six per cent.,, payable semi-
annually; the said bonds to be payable and
redeemuable at any time at pleasure of the city,
which said bonds shall be substantially in the
following forni:

Whenever bonds issued under
this Charter shall be duly executed, num-
bered cousecutively and sealed, they shall be
delivered to the City Treasurer and his receipt
taken therefor, and he shall stand charged on
his official bond with all bonds delivered to
him, and the proceeds thereof, The Treas-
urer shall then procced to sell said bonds, for
not less than par, togetiler with any accumu-

SEC. 111, The Board of Education shall
meet on the drst Monday after the tirst day of
dJanuary next afier the election of its mem-
bers shall have been officially declared, and
oigantze by clecting one of the umber
President, whose tecin of office, as Prosident,
shall be two years. The board shall ho'd rog-
ular meetings at least once in exch month, and
at such times as shall be determined by its
rules. Special meetings may be calied at any
time by the President, any three of the
bers, or by the Supcriniendent, S1X memoers
of the board shall constitute a quorumn for the
transaction of business, and the aifirmative
vote of nive members shall be necessary 1o
pass any measure, but a small>r namber may
adjourn from time to time. The board may
determine the rules of its proceedings, and the
yeas and nays shull be tasen when demanded
by any member and entered on the record: of
the Loard. Its records shall be open to publie
Inspeetion. The Mayor shall fill all vacancies
occurring in the board, until the next regnlar
munieipal election. Al meetings of the bouard
shall ve publie. All elections held by it shall
be viva voce.

SEC, 112, The powers and dutles of
Board of Education are as follows:

FFirst—To establish and maintain common
schools, which shall inelude high, graminar,
primary and Kindergarten departments; to
change, or consolidate the same; to manage
and control the school property; to establish
scnool distriets, and to rx and alter the
boundaries thereof.

Second—To employ, pay and dismiss teach-
ers, janitors and such persons as may be neces-
Sary 10 carry into effect the powers and duiies
of the board, and to fix, alter, aliow and order
paid their salaries or compensation, and to
withhold, for good and sufli"xclvnt cause, the
whole or any part of the salary or wazcs of
any person or persons employved as aforesaid.
There shall be an annual election for teachers
at such time as the board may deterinine;
provided, however, that no election or ap-
pointment of any teacher, janitor or other
employe shail constitute a contract either as
to the duration of the office or as to the
amount of salary or compensation to be paid,
but the board shall always have the power to
dismiss any or all teachers, Jjanitors or other
employes,aand to alter the amount of salary
or compensation,

Third—To make, establish and enforce all
necessary and proper rules and reguiations
for the government and progress of the com-
mon schools and for the investigation
Charges azainst any person in the eumiploy of
the deparument, and for carryin:s into eilect
the laws relating to education; »lso to estab-
lish and regulate the grade of schools and de-
termine what text-books (in addition to those

the

published by the State), course of study and |

mode of iunstruction shudl be used i swuid
schools; but any text-book determined upon
by the board shall not be changed within a
period of foar years after its adoption.

Fourth—To provide for the School Depart- |

ment all necessary supplies, and incur such
otherincidental expenscs as may be necessary
1or tne welfare ot the department.

Fifth—To build, alter, repair, rent and pro-
vide schoolhouses, and to furnish them with
proper school furniture, apparatus and appli-
ances,

Sixth—To purchase, sell or exchange school
lots, and to take chargé ot any and all real
estat: and personal property that muy have
been acquired, or may hereatter be acquired, for
the use and benetit of the common schools of
the city; and to make, in the name of the ecity,
conveyunces of i)ropcrty belonging to the city
andsold by the Board of Education; provided,
that no real estate shall be bought, sold, or
exchanged without the consent of the Board
of Trustees, evidenced by ordinance; and pio-
vided turther, that the proceeds of any such
sale or exchange of real estate sball be ex-
clusively apphied to the purchase of bther lots,
or the erection of schoolhouses for the use o
this department.

Seventh—10 appoint School Census Mar-
shals on or before the first day of May of each
year, whose duties shall Le as prescribed by
general law,

Eighth—To sue in the name of the' city for
any and all property aequired or claimed for
the use and benedt of the Sehool Department,
and to prosecute and defend all actions at iaw
or in equity, necessary to recover and main-
tain the ruil enjoyment and possession of said
property, and to require the services of the
City Attorney in all such actions.

Ninth—To examine every demand payable
out of taeschool fund, and for good cause to
reject any such demand, or to allow the same
in whole or in part, and to compel the attend-
ance of witnesses before the board, or any
committee thereof, in any matter under in-
vestigation.

Tenth—To discharge all legal incumbrances
now existing, or which may hereafier exist,
upon any school property.

dleventh—To prohibit any child under six
vears of age from attending th2 common
schools, provided in Kindergarten eclasses
chilaren of four yearsof age may be admitted,
:(;ud to suspend or expel pupils for miscon-

uct,

Twelfth—To dispose of and sell at public
auction upon not less than five days’ notice
by publication in a daily newspaper puab-
lished in said eity, such personal property as
shall no longer be required by the depart-
ment. All moneys realized from such sales
shall be paid into the treasury to the ecedit of
the School Faad.

Thirteenth—To receive and manage prop-
erty or mouey acquired by devise, bequest
donation in trust for the beneilt of any
school, educational purpose, or school prop-
erty.

Fourteenth—To exclude from the schools
and schiool libraries all books, publications
or papers of scetarian, partisan or denomina-
tional Tharacter. :

KFifteenth—To furnish books for the children
of parents unable to furnish them. The books
80 furnished shail belong to the city, and
sball be returned to the Superintendent at the
close of each term.,

Sixteenth—To make an annual report on or
before the rirst day of July in each year 1o the
County Superintendent of Scuools in the
manner and form and on the blanks pre-
scribed by the State Superintendent of Public
Instruction.

Seventeenth—To make a report whenever
required directly tothe State Superintendent
of Public Instruction of the text-books used in
the city schools,

Eight®enth — Each member of the board
shall visit every school in the city at least
once in each term and exainine carefully into
its managiément, condition and wants.

Nineteeath—It shall be theduty of the board
to prescribe a course of study that will fit and
prepare the students therein to enter any of
the departments of the University of the State
of California. Such course shall be Known as
the High Scliool course.

Twentieth—The board may provide depart-
ments for the training of papils in the in-
dustrial and mecbanical arts, and domestic
and commercial avocations and shall have
power to furnish such departments with nec-
essary tools, apparatus and appliances.

Twenty-first—And generaily to doand per-
form such other acts as may be required by
geneml law applicable to the city, and as may

e necessary and proper to carry into force
and eflect the powers conferred on said board,
and to increase the eficiency of the common
schools in the city.

SEC. 113. The City Auditor and City Treas-
urer shall keep a City School Fund into
which shall be paid all moneys appropriated
to it under any law providing city school
moneys; all moneys received from the State
on account of the city’'s share of any appor-
tionment of the State school moneys, and the
city’'s portion of all county moneys collected
or set apart for school purposes, and neither
the Board of Trustees nor City Auditor shall
allow any claim payable out of the City
School Fund untit after such ¢iaim shall have
been audited and allowed by the Board of
Education.

SEC: 114. The Board of Education shall
annually, on or before the first Monday in
August, make and report to the Board of
Trustees a statement in detail of the receipts
and expenditures for school purposes in the
city during the year then last past, and shall

SEC. 116. Any School Director, otficer, or
other person connected with the School De-
partment or drawing a salary from the Board
of Education, who shall be’interested either
directly or indireetly in, or who shall gain
any advantaze or benefit from any contract,
rayments under which are to be made in
whole orin part of the moneys derived from
the Common School Fund, or raised by taxa~
tion or otherwise for the support of the com-
mon schools, shall be guilty ol a felony.

SEC. 117, In case of disaster from tire, riot,
earthquake, or public enemy, the Board of

Iducation may, with the approval of the
Mayor, and the Board ot Trustees, incur ex-

SEC. 130. Exceptasotherwise in this Charter
prescribed, the Mayor in making appoint-
ments of members of the police force shill be
guided solely by the fitness of the appiice
and no person shall ever be appointed 1o, or
removed trom the police force for oron account
of partisanship, or for or onaccount of his
political opinions. No member of the Police
Department shall take any part whatever in
any political caucus or convention, nor bea
member of any political club, or committee,
or take any part in any general or pri-
mary e.ection, except to vote; and any officer,
member or emaploye in said department vio-
lating any of tne provisions of this section
shall forteit his position.

SeC. 181. No member of the police force
shall be allowed to receive any money, gratu-

Such extra policemen
shall be resident electors of the ward for which
they are appointed, and be employed therein
in somie regular and steady occupation. Such
extra policemen shall at all times be diligent
in preventing and suppressing disturbances
of the peace und in arresting public offenders,
with or without warrant, and they shail,
whenever called upon, aid the Chief and regu-
lar police officers in making arrests and quell-
ing disturbances.

:C. 124, The Chief of Police shall have
command and control of the police force, sub-
Ject to the gemeral supervision of the Mayor.
He shail have power to suspend any police-
man for disobedience of any lawful ocder, for
the violaiion of the rules of the department,
neglect of duty, drunkenness, or misconduct
as a policeman; and he shall, upon suspend-
ing a policeman, promptly ceriify the fact,
with the cause thereof, to the Mayor, who
shall forthwith report the same, in writing,
tozether with the charges preferred against
such policeman, to the Board of Trustees, and
if such policeman be found guilty by the
board, he shall be dismissed from the police
force.

Sgc. 125. The Chief of Police shall observe,
and ecause to be observed and enforced, all

any law, and all his lawfal orders shall be
promptly executed by the police officers. In
addition to the powers and duaties herein
enumerated, the Chief of Police shall have
such other powers, and perform such other
duties pertaining to the Police Department, as
may frm time to time be couierred or {m-
posed upon him by ordinance.

SEC. 126. The Chief of Police shall keep a

ublic otfice, to be provided by the Board ot

rustees, which ofiice shall be kept open, and
at which he, or a police officer designuted by
him, shall be in attendance at all hours, day
and night. The Chief of Police shall d=vote
his entire time to the discharge of the duties
of his offiee, and shall not absent himseif from
the city without urgent necessity, unless in

ursuit of persons who have commitied pub-
ic ofienses within the limits of the city. If
such abscence from the city be upon any other
than business immediately connected with his
office, except on vacation (and then only by
written consent of the Mayor filed with the
City Clerk), he shall forfeit his salary tor the
time of such absence, and the proper amount
shall be deducted from his next salary war-
rant by the City Auditor. He shall designate
one of the licemen to attend constantly
upon the Police Court, and to execute the
orders and process thereof; but any police-
man shall have authority to execute the or-
ders and process of the Police Court and of the
Court of the City Justice of the Pence.

| the fitness of the applicant, and no person

in the city, appoint not to exceed fifteen spe-
cilal policemen to serve not to exceed two
weeis, who shall receive the same compensa-
tion for their services as is paid to regular po-
licemen. The Mayor, may also, by and with
the consent of the Board of Trustees, npon the
petition of any person, firm or corporation,
appoint at any timea special policeman for
special service to be paid for by such person,
firin oOr corporation; provided, however, that
hie locality where such special policeman is
to act shall be described in the warrant of ap-
pointment; and,s provided, further, that no
such appointment shall be” made until the
Board of Trustees, by aflirmative vote of at
least six members, authorize the appointment
ot a special policeman for such locality. The
policeman so appointed shall not receive any
pay from the city. All special policemen
shall possess all the powers und discharge all
the duties of regular policemen, and be under
the direction and control of the Chief of Po-
lice, and be subject to and obey all rules and
regulations of the Police Department. The
term of office of any special policeman shall
not extend beyona one year, nor shall such
special policeman continue to act as such fora
longer period than one year unless reap-
pointed.
SEC. 135. The Board of Trustees shall pre-
scribe the badge of ofice and uniform to be
worn by the members of the police force.

ARTICLE X.
Fire Department.

SEC. 136. The Mayor shall have supervis-
fon over the Fire Department and shall ap-
point, by and with the consent of the Board of
stees, a Chief Engineer, Assistant Chief
“ngineer, Superintendent of the Fire Alarm
System, Engineers of Steam Flre Engines,
Drivers, Hosemen and all other officers, mem-
bers and employes of the Fire Department,
and all officors and members shall retain their
posftions during good behavior, unless re-
mwoved for cause, or for the improvement of
the public service, as in this Charter provided.
No person shall be appointed to any position
in the Fire Department unless he be a man of
good moral character, and of good repute for
honesty and sobriety, a citizen of the United
States, and a resident of the eity for at least
two years next preceding his appointmeni.
Nor shall any person be so appointed who has
ever been convieted of a felony, or who is un-
able to understandingly read and write the
English language, or who is deficient in
strength, activity and lmrc-pidn.\; and, ex-
cept those in service in the Fire partment
at the time this Charter takes efiect, every ap-
pointee hereafter shall be not less than twen-
ly-oue years or more than forty years of age,
and_maust before being appointed, present 1o
the Mayor a certificate from the City Physi-
cian that the applicant is in sound health and
free from any physical disability that would
untit him for such position.

SEC. 137. The Mayor In making appoint-
ment of oficers, members or employes of the
Fire Department, shall be guided solely by

shall e be appointed to, or removed from,
any position in the Fire Department for or on
account of partisanship, or for or on account
of his political opinions.

SEC. 133. The Mayor shall exercise general
supervision over tihe Fire Department, and
see that the officers, members and employes
faithfully discharge their duties, and that the
laws, ordinances, rules and regulations re-
lating therelo are carried into etfect; report to
the rd of Trustees any inefliciency neg-
lect of duty or misconduct on the part of any
officer, member or employe in the department
that may come to his knowledge; and he shall
reconumend to the board the adoption of such
ordinances, rules and regulations a8 may be
calculated to secure great<r safety to life and
property and improve the discipline and effi-
ciency of the Fire Departinent.

SEC. 139. The Board of Trustees shail have
full powerand authority over the oganization,
government and discipline of the Fire De-
partment, prescribe the duties of the officers,
members and empioyes; preseribe the uni-
form and badge of oilice to be worn by them
and shall have control of all property an
ec}uipmenls pertaining to or belonging to the
Fire Department. The said board shall make
all rules and regulations necessary to secure
discipline and efficlency in the Fire Depart-
ment, and any officer, member or employe in
said department guilty of violation of such
rules and regulations, neglect of duty, disobe-
dience of orders, absence withbut leave, or
conduct injurious to the publie peace or wel-
fare, immoral conduct or breach of discipline,
shall be liable to punishment by reprimand,
dismissal from the departmentl forfeiture o
pay or the withholding thereof, when found

ilty of the offense ¢ ed, by the Board of

rust«é upon a trial held for that purpose;
provid that not more than thirty days’ pay
shall be t’orfcned or withheld for one offense;
and, provided further, that by affirmative vote
of seven members of the Board of Trustees,
any officer, member or employe of the Fire
Department may be dismissed at any time
without trial, when, in the judgment of sai
rd, the public service or eficiency of the
department will be improved thereby.

SEC. 140. No officer, member, or employe in
the Fire Department shall take any part wiat-
ever in any political caucus or convention,
nor be a member of any political club, or
coramitiee, or take any part in any general or
primary election, except to vote; and any
officer, member, or employe in said depari-
ment violating any of the provisious of this
section shall forfeit his position.

SEC. 141. The Chief gineer sha®l be the !
executive officer of the Fire Department, and
it shall be his duty and that of the Assistant
Chief Engineer to sce that the laws, orders,
rules, regulations and ordinances concerning
the department are observed and carried Into
effect, and he shall also attend to such dutles
as Fire Warden as may be prescribed by the
Board of Trustees, and see that all laws,
orders, reguiations and ordinances to secure
protection t fire are enforced.

'he Chief Engineer shall be re
sponsible for the discipline of ali officers,
members, or employes of the Fire Depart-
ment, and may suspend any officer, member,
or employe for incompetency. insubordina-
tion, misconduct, or for violation of the

SEC. 148. The Chief, or in his absence the
Assistant Chief Engineer, may, during a con-
fiagration, cause to be cut down or otherwise
removed, any building or structure when nec-
essary for the purpose of checking such com-
flugration.

SeC. 149, Until otherwise provided by the
the Board of Trustees, there shall be attached
to the Fire Department three steam fire engine
companies, each to consist of one foreman,
one assistant foreman, one engineer,one driver
of engine, one driver of hose cart and eight
hose men; also one hook and ladder company,
Lo consist of one foreman, one driver, one til-
lerman and five hook and ladder men; also a
tire alarm system, to be under the immediate
charge of a superintendent. Nothing in this
section shall be so construed as fixing perma-
nently the number of men comprising each
company, but the same may be increased or
diminished, at any time, and may apply to
one only or to all the companies in the depart-
ment, at the pleasure of the Board of Trustees.
SEC. 150. The Chief and Assistant Chief En-
gineer shall devote their entire time to the
Fire Department, and shall not engage in any
other occupation or business requiring their

ersonal astention; and neither shall absent
imself from the city without first obtsining
permission from the Mayor, in writing, which
permit must be flled with the City Clerk; and
in no case shall both the Chief and Assistant
be absent at the same time; and it is further
provided, that the engineers of steam fire en-
gines and- the drivers thereof, also the drivers
oI Lthe hose carts and hook and ladder trucks,
and tillermen, together with such other mem-
bers or employes as the Board of Trusices may
from time to time designate, shall devote their
entire tinke to the duties of the department,
and shall at all tlmes, day and night, remain
at the engine houses or stations, except when
granted a leave of absence by the Chief En-
gineer.

SecC. 151. There shall be provided suitable
sleeping-rooms in the several engine houses for
the use of the permanent members of the de-
artment; and there shall be a general oflice
n one of the department buildings, where the
Chief and Assistant Chief Engineer and Su-
perintendent of the Fire Alarm System shall
make their headquarters daily during ofh
(l;uurs. when not otherwise engaged in offi

uties.

SEC. 152. Thereshsllalso be attached to the
Fire Department a fire-alarm system, which
shall be under the immediate gharge of a Super-
intendent, who shall devote his entire time 10
the duties of his oifice. It shall be his duty to
report to the Chief Engineer in writing, at
least once each montu, the condition an

workings of the system, and at any ti
when such system is not in perfeet work
order, the Chief Engineer must be immedi-
ataly and fully advised thereof. The Super-
intendent shall make such other reports s
perform such other duties as may from timse
to time be preseribed by the Board of Trustees.
All electrie light or power, telegraph or tele-
phone wires, erected or maintained in this
¢ity, shall be subject to the supervision and
Inspection of said Supeilntendent, and shall
be located, laiq, erected, and maintained only
in such manner as may be approved by him,
and so as not to endanger or interfere with the
wires or apparatus of the fire-alarm system.

SEC. 1538. The Board of Trustees may, by

ordinance and upon the recommendstion of
the Chief Engineer, enlarge the Fire Depart-
ment, by the purchase of chemical, electrical,
steam, or other engines, hook-and-ladder
truck, hose carts, horses, hose and other ap-
purtenances or apparatus; purchase or erect
other and necessary buildings; extend the fire
alarm system, and increase the number of
companies, officers, members and employes,
atany time, when in the judgment of said
boaru greater security against fire, loss of life
and property demaud it.
SEC. 154. Every claim against the Fire De-
partment must first be certitied to by the Chicf
rngineer before being presented to the Board
of Trustees for approval. The monthly pay-
roll of the department shall be made up by the
Chiet, certified to by him, and presented to the
City Auditor, who shall verify the same be-
ore passing it to said voard for approval.

ions.

SEC, 158. Noemploye in the Water Works
Departinent shall take any part whalever in
any political caucus, or conventicn, nor bega
meniber of any political club, or committee,
or takeany partin any general or primary elec-
tion, except 0 vole; and any empioye in said
department violating any of the provisions of
this seciion shail forfeit his position.

SEC. 159. The Board of Trustees shall have
full power and authority over the organiza-
tion, government and disclpline of the Waler
Works Department, and shall have contiol of
the water works and all other property per-
taining or belonging thereto,
SEC. 160. The Board of Trustees shali make
such rules and regulations as may be neces-
sary to secure efficiency in the Water Wonks
Department; and any emplove guilty of vioia-
tion of such rules and regulations, negicét of
duaty, or disobecience of orders, shali Le liable
to suspension, without pay, or dismissal trom
the department, when found guilty by the
Board of Trustees of the oileuseoiarged, upon
a trial held for that purpose.

The City Tapper shall, ander
control of the Board of Trustees, have charge
of all water mains and pipes, siand pipes,
tanks, gates, valves, fire hydrants and taps,
