The Master Mind of Transportation
Says " Commerce is King."

LaunehinK the First Great Ship South
of Mason and Dixon's Line—An

Admirable Address.

Collis P. Iluntington, the master mind
of transportation in America, says the
Tucson (Ariz, i Sun, is generally admitted
to be the most successful railroad man of
to-day on this continent, and ere Jong
he will be known as the Prince of Com-
merce. His railroads extend from ocean
to ocean, and their branches permeate
more than one-third of the States.

From dry land he has launched his on-
tiring energies and far-seeing mind into
the commerce of the seas, and to this end
he has establishe 1 the largest shipyards
in the world at Newport News, which
includes an area of about 100 acres, and
employing about 2,000 men, in which the
merchant marine ofAmerica will receive
an impetus that will float the American
colors on every ocean and sea on the
globe.

On the loth of March just passed, tho
steamship ElSod, built for the Morgan
line, which plies between New York and
New Orleans, was launched. Its length- 120 feet; capacity, />,4ikj tons. It was
christened by Miss Louise Armstrong of
Hampton, \ a., (where are located the
weil-known Huntington industrial
works and school for the training of
negro and Indian youths. At the con-
<-lusion of the launch a banquet was
given, at which speeches were made by
(Senator Fryeand Congressmen lioutelle,Outhworth, Herbert and others. Tho

Huntington, who lias never posed as a
public speaker; but speaking from the
fullness of his heart and mind he uncon-
scioasly uncovers a spirit of patriotism
which runs all through his address that
most command the admiration of every
true American citizen.
