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BOUND FOR WASHINGTON.

Two Washoe Indians Leave Carson
to Visit the Great Father.

TERRIBLE ACCIDENT TO AN ELE-
VATOR MAN.

Presiding Judge Troutt, of the Su-
perior Court, Excuses the san ¥Fran-

cisco Grand Jury from Further

Service—Winners of the Races at

the Blood-Horse Meeting—A Man

Badly Burned by the Explosion of a

Pan of Phosphorus.

CAarsox (Nev.), April 15.--Dick Ben-
der and Captain Jim, both full-blooded
Washoe Indians, left for Washington to-
night for the purpose of interesting the
President and the Indian Commissioner
in the establishment of a reservation in
Carson Valley, or if that cannot be ob-
tained, a home for the aged and needy.
Both Indians speak English well, and
are provided with letters to the President
and Congressman Bartine, and also a pe-
tion signed by thirty-three pupils of the
Indian School praying that the Great
I"ather (Benjamin Harrison) consider the
matter well. Attorney-General Torrey-
son has handled themn from the start and
arranged reduced rates all along the line,
free transportation from Carson to Ogden
being accorded ‘them by the railroad
company. One hundred and six dollars
in silver were given them to defray the
expense of the trip. When they arrive at
Washington Cougressman Bartine has
8160 more to pay their way back to Car-
son after their mission has been accom-
plished. The depot platform was packed
with squaws and bucks as the train
puiled out,and handshaking,together with
the waving of variegated silk handker-
chiefs, was in order. They expect to be
absent about three weeks, and when they
return a grand reunion of the Washoe
Indians, a tribe that never had a reserva-
tion of any kind, will be held, and vari-
ous State oflicers have been invited to at-
tend the mass meeting. Governor Col-
cord has sent a letter on to the President
notifying him of the approaching delega-
tion, and has also given them a letter of
instructions.

SAN FRANCISCO GRAND JURY.
Presiding Judge Troutt Discharges
Them From Further Service.

Sax Fraxcisco, April 15.—Prestding
Judge Trouttof the Superior Court stated
this morning that he had fully determined
to discharge the Ceunty Grand Jury at 3
o’clock this afternoon. When asked his
chief reasons for his proposed action,
Judge Troutt said: *The Grand Jury is
composed of nineteen members, who
have been in session nearly two months
and have accomplished practicaliy noth-
ing. Eightof them have declared that
they cannot carry on any reform move-
ments, because of the opposition of the
other eleven. As it reguires twelve to
find an indictment, and as there seems to
be irreconcilable differences between the
factions, I feel justified in discharging
them.”

Promptly at 3 o’clock the jury came
into Judge Troutt’s court, when a long
report was handed in by the majority or
the jurors, composed of members other
than the eight who submitted their peti-
tion on Tuesday last, urging upon the
court the desire of such majority to be
discharged forthwith as Grand Jurors.

Addressing the jurymen, Judge Troutt
gaid :

**As the Presiding Judge of the Su-
perior Court of this city and county I do
not consider it my duty or within my
province; indeed, I have no such knowl-
edge, either official or peronal, as would
enable me to comment upon the-conflict-
ing views and opinions expressed by the
two elements, so 1o speak, of your honor-
able body.

**To those whom you represent I will
leave the question as to the merits of the

controversy which has evidently created |

serious discord among your members,
and also the question as to the value of
the otficial work you have accomplished.

“It is certainly a source of keen disap-
pointment to the court that you have
been unable to proceed in harmony, and
to complete your labors in a manner sat-
isfactory to yourselves and to your tellow
citizens.

“However, it is quite clear to the
court that the public interests will not be
subserved by any further session of your
honorable body.

“I know of no compensation that you
can expect for the valuable time you have
given and the efforts you have made as
Grand Jurors, unless it be the approval
ol your own conscience,

“And now, in accordance with the un-
animous request of the members of your
honorable body, I declare you excused
from further service as Grand Jurors,”

ELEVATOR ACCIDENT.

An Employe of a Printing Company
Has His Leg Crushed.

Sax Francisco, April 15.—Benaven-
tura Cienega, a middle-aged Mexican,
Liad his leg badly crushed in an elevator
at 413 Market street this aflernoon.
Cienega was employed by the San Fran-
c¢isco Printing Company to run the ele-
vator in the four-story building occupied
by the company. He had been to dinner,

and upon returning heard a call for the |

elevator on an upper floor. Just as he
“stepped in the elevaior started up rapidly.
He glanced up in time to see some one
looking dowu, and tried to climb in. Be-
iore he could get upon the elevator his
left leg was jammed between it and the
sccond floor.  He called loudly for help,
but the employes of the company and the
person who caused the accident ran off’
and left him there suffering the most
terrible agony.

An examina-
tion showed that Cienega had suffered a
compound fracture of the left leg below
the knee, The whole limb was terribly
crushed.

- THE BUGLE SOUNDED

Wild Rush for Lands in the Sisse-
ton Indian Reservation.

MUD AND WATER HAVE NO TER-
RORS FOR HOME-SEEKERS.

Towns Along the Border Almost De-
serted—Five Thousand Settlers Now
on the Reservation—People Spring
Up from Every Conceivable Spot
When the Crack of the Carbine An-
nounced the Opening—Good Order
Prevailed.

St, PauL, April 15.—Reports from the
Sisseton Reservation indicate the weather
all that could be desired for the opening
to-day, but the conditions under foot
were most unfavorable. The whole
country is a sea of mud and water, and
the race for choice selectionsis to beto the
strong instead of the swift. Several town-
ships are submerged over large tracts.

Daylight found lines of filers at Fargo |-

and Watertown. Sunrise also diseclosed
long lines of homeseekers and townsite
boomers stretched along the boundaries
of the reservation, held back only by the
guns of the soldiers, and the fear that
their claims would be thrown out it they
crossed in advance. So thick were they
that the long line of restless people
seemed living marks set to show the
boundaries. Major Bernard laid his
plans well to give all an equal chanece,
The various oflicers compared theirtime-

| pieces, and promptly at noon the signal

guns gave the word “‘go.” Major Ber-
nard’s bugler announced it at Brown’'s
Valley, and as the notes resounded from
the hilltop the rapid firing of muskeiry
along the lme carried the word to the
eager multitude, who started off at a
break-neck pace for the promised,land
throungh mud and slush., Mud had no
terrors for them, and pools of water, even
small lakes, did not deter them, if by
driving through them they could reach
the coveted quarter-section the sooner.

The towns near the border, so tull of
life all the week, are now almost deserted,
Even those who have no interest in the
lands have gone to watch the hustling
crowd.

At Watertown all the land-lovers have
gone except 1,000, who {felt secure in the
validity of the filings over the claims of
squatters.

During the night there were continual
scenes of activity, and before 10 o’clock
the muddy streets were jammed with
vehicles of every character. At 11 o’clock
fully 3,000 people were collected along the
reservation at the head of Lake Traverse,
and the cavalry bad difficulty in keeping

were becoming decidedly uneasy.
Some settlers’ outtits were unique and

interesting. A large claim shanty with
red window-blinds, on wheels, was

drawn up to the line, a family living in it,
Covered wagons in large numbers drew
up and prepared for the race. Sack feed,
bunch hay and spades composed the out-
fit of some, while others had wagons
loaded with lumber for shanties, sur-
mounted by a small stove, blankets,
chairs, pans, and kettles.

The ubiquitous country editor, doctor,
clergyman and county-seat policeman
were all in line, waiting for the signal.

Five hundred teams plunged madly
forward across the prairie when the open-
ing was announced, with drivers regard-
less of direction. Horse-back riders soon
took the lead. Far up the lake a large
party crossed in boats, and succeeded in
entering the reservation five miles ahead
of the crowd, but even others got in before
them. It is estimated that 1,000 people
made the rush from Brown’s Valley,
about 500 from Travare and some 600
from Wheaten. In spite of the efiorts of
the owners of a private bridge to stem the
flood of boomers across the bridge, the
police force was overwhelmed and lost in
the struggle for the bridge. A large
crowd also set out for Ledgerwood.

There was a wild rush from Hankin-
son, # solid line south of there awaiting
the opening, and in several instances
halt a dozen made for the same claim,
and trouble is feared. At Waubay, on
the southwest, some five or six hundred
people joined in the rush. ¥rom Wil-
met there was a great rush, and the train
on the Milwaukee road pulled to the end
of the track, at the signal from whence
the boomers rushed to the lands on fast
mustangs, which were provided by In-
dians at big prices. In fact, the Indian

vas a great man all over the reservation
to-day.

On-rushing boomers from the north,
west and east met in the reservation, and
if there is any trouble it will come from
difliculties over choice sections to which
the settlers raced from different direc-
tions.

Every section in Coddington County,
of which Watertown is the county seat,
was occupied by {rom one to five squat-
ters before 1 o’clock. Numerous alterca-
tions ensued, but no bloodshed is re-
ported. It is believed the Deputy
Sheritis and militia will be able to*mzin-
tain order. Many squatiers have already
begun the erection of houses, but the ma-
jority commenced settiement by digging
wells and cellars, or by plowing the

| soil.

At Fargo 100 filings were made in the

{ course of the alternoon, Rev. Vanhorn of

the Baptist Church, Presiding KElder
Cooper of the Methodist Church and a
lady being among the number. A num-
ber of filers will probably lose their
claims through squatters reaching the
land first,

Three thousand men were inline before
the Land Office at Watertown. 'The first
place in the line was sold for $3,000, and
the 126th for §200. Everything passed off
quietly. Lee Stover, a local attorney,
who purchased the first place at exactiy
noon, filed one declaratory, and tendered
110 others, which were rejected. The fii-
ing proceeded rapidly, and it is thought
the line will be exhausted by night,

CHEYENNE RESERVATION LANDS,

EL Rexo (0. T.), April 15, —Boomers
continue to pour in along the border, but
the crowd will not be as great as that
which entered Oklahoma. The boomers
do not seem to have cash, though most
have flour and bacon, and hundreds real-
ize that they are not in condition to hold
down claims, but hope to secure a good
piece of land and sell it out in a day or so.
Ifthey fail, they will be reduced alnjost to
starvation. Perhaps 12,000 people are
ready to enter from the east, 8,000 from
Wichita County, while about 3,000 Texans
are drawn up on the south line. There
are not many people on the west side,
but some 3,500 east of Cantonnet and 1,50
west. No trouble has yet been reported,
and none is anticipated.

TWO “SOONERS” REPORTED KILLED.

KINGFISHER, April 15.—There is an
unconfirmed rumor that two ‘“*sconers’”’
were killed yesterday in the Chevenne
and Arapahoe Reservation for resisting
arrest. Dense crowds of colonists con-
tinue to come by wagons and trains. The
excitement increases. People of all
classes ire preparing for the wild rush
next Tuesday. .

A LIVELY RUSH.

Browx’s VALLEY (Minn.), April 15.—
The shmx, clear note of the bugle at noon
to-day, the simultaneous ecrack of the
carbine, then a volley from the whole
far-reaching line of cavalry, and the

Sisseton Reservation was open. I'rom
the brush along the shore of the Minne-
sota River, from ravines hitherto sup-
posed unpopulated, from every conceiv-
able spot bordering on the reservation
that could shelter a man, horse or wagon,
there sprang a horde of home-seekers,
and the race for land began. There are
now fully 5,000 settlers in the reservation.
They are evenly divided between the
northern and eastern borders. The
squatter is monarch of all he surveys,
and the filer is literally out of the run-
ning. The rush was made with all sorts
of conveyances—on horseback, in bug-
gies, wagons, and om foot., The riders
and drivers lashed their horses to top
speed in the struggle to get there first,

Ida Burnett, who graduated at the Uni-
versity of Minnesota, a strikingly hand-
some girl, with a dash of Indian blood,
by this time is the possessor of one of the
choicest quarter sections about the town-
site. She was the first on the field, and
behind the fastest steed obtainable. She
staked out the claim, and at once went to
work erecting a shanty.

Governor Mellette had 250 Deputy Sher-
iffs on the reserve heavily armed to main-
tain order.

Wells are being dug everywhere, and
all the squatters apparently intend to live
on the land. Plows will soon be going
everywhere, ”

AFTER A TOWNSITE.

WrxeaToN (Minn.), April 15.—At noon
the guns fired for the cpening of the
land. An anxious crowd of 1,000 men,
women and children made a rush. The
greatest race seemned to be for the exten-
sion of the Milwaukee road, from Wil-
mott, in the endeavor to locate a town-
site. Crowds are still seen coming from
the north.

SENSATIONAL REVELATIONS CON-
CERNING THE ARMY.

The Troops Said by High Authority to
be Utterly Unfit for Service in

Case of War.

[Copyright, 1802, by N. Y. Associated Press.]
Loxpon, April 15.— The revelations
made before the committee inquiring into
the state of the British army have-been
the sensation of the week. The leading
military chiefs have concurred in the
opinion that there is hardly a single in-
fantry battalion at home that is not af-
fected. The revelation will lead to active
agitation in Parliament as soon as the re-
cess is over, the Secretary of War having
promised that he will not obstruct a full
discussion and secure reforms. s

Adjutant-General Wood deciared that
50 per cent, of the men encamped at
Aldershot are uniit for camp uty and
for a day’s service, on account of youth
and lack of stamina, The Duke of Cam-
bridge, Commander-in-Chief, indorsed
the startling statemwnent, adding that if
called npon to mobilize two army corps
on short notice it would be impossible,
and he did not think it possible to mobil-
ize one corps composed of twenty-tive
battalions of infantry.

In response to a query if the battalions
were fit for home defense, Lord Wolseley
replied ; *‘If we were invaded to-morrow,
they would be little better than nothing.”
He saidgthe volunteer force was the most
important factor in home defense.

The Duke of Connaughtsaid it his com-
mand was ordered to seryice, not half of
them would be allowe to go on account
of unfitness. The main cause of weak-
ness of the home battalions is stated to be
the depletion of the best men for foreign
and colonial service.

Lord Wolsley likened the forces toa
squeezed lemon.

'he Duke of Connaught held that
grown men would not join the service, as
wearers of the Queen’s uniform are
socially ostracized and because the sol-
diers are burdened with excessive sentry
duty. In regard to strengthening the
home battalions, the concensus of opinion
favored more liberal pay and better pen-
sions.

sSalisbury clinched the hold on the
Khedive by inciting him to an open quar-
rel with the Sultan in requesting the
withdral of Moukhtar Pasha.

Gladstone announces that he considers
the Newecastle programme a detinite
platform for the cmniug' (‘lel't'it)ll:l.

WASHINGTON NOTES.

Interchangeable Rallroad Ticket Bill
to be Favorably Reported.

WasmiNgTOoN, April 15.—The House
Committee on Commerce to-day deeided
to report favorably the bill providing
that nothing in the Interstate Commerce
Act shall prevent the issuance of joint in-
terchangeable five-thousand mile tickets,
with special privileges as to the amount
of free baggage which may be ecarried
under such mileage tickets, not to exceed
250 pounds,

The House Patents Committee has had
under consideration for some months the
omnibus patent measure, which proposes
several changes in the existing laws. The
committee proposes to iake foreigners
pay the same in this country as charged
inventors abroad for patents, and have so
constracted a bill, which will be unani-
mously reported next weelk.

POSTOFFICE BILL.

Aggregate of Appropriations to be
Carried by the Measure.

WasHINGTON, April 15.—The postoffice
appropriation bill was completed in com-
mittee to-day, and will be reported to the
The appropriations ag-
gregate in the neighborhood of $60,000,000.
For the current fiscal year they were
$77,907,223, the estimate being $30,323,400,
The committee did not strike at the
present subsidy law by withholding
appropriations for its execution. Action
regarding subsidies will be taken up in
the general bill. The committee appro-
priated $201,830 for foreign mails, besides
the unexpended balance. The appro-
priation of the last Congress for
this purpose was $1,250,000 and $100,000
unexpended in the treasury. -The com-
mittee appropriated ¥196,614 for special
railroad facilities to defray the expenses
of fast mail to connect with West Indian
ships at Tampa, IFla, The amount of
compensation allowed allland grants and
subsidy railroads was fixed at 50 per
cent., the usual contract price.

Major Bonebrake’s Successor.

WasniNgToN, April 15.—Representa-
tives Geary and Caminetti have decided
to submit the name of Mayor A. W. Bar-
rett as a member of the Board, of Gov-
ernors of the National Home for Disabled
Soldiers, to succeed Bonebrake. The
House Committee on Military Affairs,
which makes this appointment, under
the bill now pending, of course has it in
their power to name a Democrat to suc-
ceed Bonebrake, but Representatives
Loud and Bowers think it would be man-
ifestly unfair. The Committee on Mili-
tary Afiairs met to-day, and it is under-
stood that Bonebrake’s name was with-
drawn by Bowers, but no appointment
will be made till the next committee
meeting.

Government Currency Paper Burned.

WAsHINGTON, April 15.—The Secretary
of the Treasury has been notified that the
paper mill at Pittsfield, Mass., at which
the distinctive paper used by the Govern-
ment in printing paper currency was
manufactured, was burned ldst night,
with nearly all the stock on hand. The
stock of paper now in the hands of the
Government is limited, and A. P. Hunt-
ington, Chief of the Division of Loans
and Currency, bas gone to see about
starting another mill, and to prevent any
of the unburned paper getting into un-
authorized hands,

Two Men Murdered.

OcAaraA (Fla.), April 15. — Two men
were murdered to-night at or near Hor-
nando, Citrus County. Their names are
Robert Stevenson, Paymasier of the Em-
pire State Phosphate Company, and Mr.
t'ayne, a mail-carrier. "They are said to
have been killed for money, as Steven-
son was in Ocala to-day making up the
pay-rolls, and took $I1,800 with him to
pay off to-morrow. The bodies were
found warmn.

A Pittsburg Citizen Drops Dead.

PIrrsBURrG, April 15.—William Smith,
one of the city’s prominent citizens,
dropped dead at his residence this morn-
ing. Until the panic in 1873 he was
owner of the National Pipe Works, where
the castings of shells used by the ironclad
Monitor against tne Merrimae were made.

Swallowed Three Ounces of Laudanum.
St. Louts, April 15.—Harry Lee, son of
a prominent banker at Wheeling, W.
Va,,and nephew of General Fitzhugh
Lee of Virginia, attempted suicide here
this evening, swallowing three ounces of
laudanum. He is not expected to live.

Train Robbers still at Large.
A»ite Crry (La.), April 15.—The out-
laws who held up the Illinois Central
train last night have not yet been cap-
tured, and no great effort is being made,
as no reward is otlered.

PLOTS OF DYNAMITERS

The Conspiracy in Which Rava-
chol Was Implicated.

HOW THE DEATH-DEALING BOMES
WERE MANUFAOTURED,

An Epldemic of Black Small-Pox Rage
ing in Poland, Most of Those At-
tacked Dying on the Third Day—
Minister DeGlers at Death’s Door—
Measures Adopted by the Russian
Council Indicate That Active Prep=

arations are Being Made for War.

Parrs, April 15.—The indictment of
Ravachol, anarchist, and his five accom-
plices, including Mariette Loubert, mis-
tress of Dealer, one of the accomplices,
was presented to-day. It gives the first
connected history of the conspiracy in
which the prisoners are implicated. The
facts of the case open in April, 1891, when
De Camp, an associate of Chaumartin,
was convicted of wounding a policeman
in an affray. De Camp’s followers met at
Chaumartin’s house and arranged a pro-
gramme of revenge. The first victimn se-
lected was Judge Benoit, who presided at
the trial, which resulted in De Camp’s
conviction, and the second Boulot, who
prosecuted him. The indictment details
the story of the stealing of dynamite and
the making of bombs by Ravachol, who
filled them with a mixture of dynamite,
nitro-glycerine and iron.

The conspirators also planned to blow
up the Police Station at Clichy on March
7th. l(':.l\'a('hol, Simon and Beatot went to
the Police Station, carrying with them a
saucepan loaded with dynamite. They
had a number of fuses ready for use.
When they arrived at the station they
found an otiicer standing in the doorway.
His presence foiled their design.

_The indictment next details the explo-
sion at the residence of Judge Benoit in
Boulevard St. Germain, and how it failed
to kill the Judge. They made a second
attempt. Ravachel and his fellow-con-
spirators, working by receipts, which
they procured from the Jniernational
(newspaper), made a bomb, filled it with
nitro-glycerine, mining powder and se-
bastine. The evidence of a woman named
Chevalier is embodied in the indietment.
She dqsunbc.s how, upon entering the
room in which the conspirators were at
work, she suw Simon holding a vessel as
large as the crown on his hat, while
Ravachol was pouring drops of some-
thing into a receptacle and Chaumartin
was stirring the x;li.\ture with a spoon.

Kavachol, the indictment states, alone
effected the explosion at the residence of
Prosecutor Boulot, in Rue Clichy. He
placed the explosive compound “under
the staircase, in the belief that none of
the inmates of the house could possibly
escape death.

The indictment also reveals the fact that
the prisoners were engaged in a plot to
blow up the Palais de Justice at tlie time
when it was the most erowded.

Mexico Notes.

City or MEexico, April 15.—1It is re-
ported that the escape of prisoners at
Belem is unfounded.

Preparing tor War.

ST. PETERSBURG, April 15.—The coun-
cil of the empire has adopted a series of
drastic measures which indicate that
preparations are being made for war. All
the private railways and steamers are to
be taken by the Government in case the
troops are ordered to be mobilized.

The severest penalties are provided
against giving iniormation of the plans of
the Government abroad.

Afghan Victory.

Loxpox, April 15.—Information was
received here of an engagement that has
taken place between the forces of the
Ameer of Afghanistan and a force of the
Khan of Junaot. The latter was defeated.
The Atghanscaptured the town of Aswmar.
By this victory the Ameer was enabled to
command Dora Pass, one of the two
passes leading through the Pamircountry
to India. The other pass is held by the

ritish.

High Water avt Winnipeg.

WixNirrG, April 15.—The water has
continued to rise all day. If it keeps on
twelve hours longer the city will be par-
tially covered. A large portion of the
Northern Pacific track is under water.
Joth the electric light and the gas com-
panies are nearly flooded. Advices from
above say the river is rising and the dan-
gar of a tlood 1s increasing.

By the Use of Bogus Certiflcates.

OTTrAWA, April 15.—The Minister of
Customs has discovered a plot by which
an organization in China is smuggling
Chinamen igto Canada on bogus certifi-
cates, and it is believed a large number of
Chinamen have been run into the United
States in the same way. A large number
of fraudulent certificates have been dis-
covered.

Radlcals Exliled.

Lispox, April 15.—A Rio de Janeiro
dispatch states that twenty-eight Radi-
cals, who are supposed to have partici-
pated in tbe recent disturbances, have
been exiled from the province of Ama-
zonas, Eighteen others were imprisoned.

De Glers Dying.

St. PETERSBURG, April 15.—The con-
dition of De Giers, Minister of Foreign
Affairs, who is suffering from an attack
of erysipelas in the head, ulcer in the ear
and pleurisy, bhas become worse. It is
supposed he is dying.

Virulent Smallpox.

VIENNA, April 15.—An epidemic of
black smallpox is raging in Poland, es-
pecially on the Galician frontier. The
disease is very virulent, the most of those
attacked dying on the third day.

Will Only Hold Indoor Meetings.

Maprip, April 15.—The Socialists to-
day promised the authorities that they

would only hold indoor meetings on May

Day, which quiets the anxiety of a pos-

sible demonstration.
