Republican and Democratic Con-
ventions in Many States.

DELEGATES CHOSEN TO THE NA-

TIONAL CONVENTIONS.

Indiana's Democratic Delegation Will

Support Cleveland as Loni, as There

Is a Chance for His Nomination,

Ex-Governor Gray Dolnjr Second

Choice —Alger Declines to "With-

draw From the Presidential Race.

Special to the Recokd-Uxion.
Harrisburg (Pa.), April 20.—The Re-

publican Convention, to nominate a Bu-
preine Judge, twoCongrcssinen-at-i.urge,
four Electors-at-Large and eight dolo-
gatos-atdarge to the National Convention,
met here to-day. Tho Opera-house was
packed, General .hums \V. Latta of
Philadelphia was made temporary Chair-
man. On taking the chair General Latta
briefly addressed the convention.

The platform congratulates Rhode
Island on its late victory, declares un-
bounded conlidence in President Harri-
son as a "leader without fear and without
reproach," and says in the disputes with
Italy and Chile and in reciprocity nego-
tiations ho "acted with judicial temper
and American spirit," and couples the
name of James G. Blame with these
achievements; indorses the McKinley
law and hails with satisfaction the signs
in the recent elections that the country
has come to realize its wisdom: attacks
the Democrats in Congress lor attacking
protection peacemeal; favors the ship
canal joining Lakes Erie and Ontario; op-
poses the freecoinage of silver, butfavors
the purchase of American silver at its
market value and the isstio of Treasury
notes in payment: declares more stringent
immigration Jaws necessary.

After the selection of committees a re-cess was taken tillafternoon.
On reconvening E. K. Martin was

made permanent Chairman. A special
resolution was presented congratulating
Quay on the manifestations of popular
approval of his course. The resolutionwas received with mingled cheers, hoots
and hisses, and after an uproar which
continued for some time, a number ofpersons endeavoring lo speak without
success, the resolution was temporarilywithdrawn, but alter tho platform was
adopted it was reintroduced in a modi—ed
form, commending the earnest public
and party services ofQuay. It was then
adopted. The convention then chose
delegates at large aud alternates.

SENSATION AT PETALUMA.

SEVERAL, PERSONS POISONED
FROM DRINKING TEA

Ou tho Evo of a "Wedding Festival—

Tho Bride and (.'room Among

tho Victims.

Petaltjma, April _.o.—To-day Daniel

Shaw and MLss Annie Hinkston were to
have been made man and wife. The
groom is lying on a bed, writhing and
groaning in most intense torn.ent and
Buffering. In an adjacent room, in a bed,
suffering intense agony, was Mrs. Jlink-
st<.ii, mother ofthe promised bride, whose
condition, though quite critical, was not,
at _, v. _\u0084 considered to be absolutely
fatal. Miss Annie Hinkston, who was to
have been the bride, was pale and sick
and almost broken hear* I, while Alice,
her Bister, and an adopted sister and their
aunt, Mrs. Carter, were all suffering more
or Less from the etlects of strychnine poi-
son.

From Mrs. L. A. Carter of 47 Post
street, San Francisco, aunt of the bride,
who seemed the least allected by tho poi-
son, tiie following statemeut was re-
ceived. She said:

"My niece, Annie Hinkston, was to
have been married to-day. I came up
by invitation last night from San Fran-
cisco. When I got to the house 1 was in-
formed that Dan Shaw, Mrs. Hinkston
and Annie ICinkston had gone to a ranch
near Lakeville. They returned home
;\b iiit U o'clock, and I got supper. "A c
had a light, repast, consisting of bread,
butter, eggs and tea. The tea from which
Imade tne draught was in a jar. About
a quarter of an boor after supper Iwas
taken violently sick at my stomach and
commenced vomiting. About twenty
nannies later Miss AllieHinkston was
seized with the same symptoms. After a
time the family retired. Mr. Shaw sleep-
ing on a lounge in tl.e parlor.

"Ai about 4 o'clock in the morning Mr.
Sua -v dressed and stated t<> the family
that be was sick and concluded thai he
would m ike a lire, which he did. He
seemed in much distress, and he built a
fire and warmed up the pot oftea. He
drank it up and carried another to Mrs.
Hinkston. He and Mrs. Hinkston were
immediately taken worse, and all being
sick, were mneb alarmed. Doctors were
sent for. Then Miss Annie got up and
had made more tea for the sick people, in
hope that it would do them good, and
they drank it. The balance oi the family
all vomited, but Mr. Shaw could not.
When the doctors came Mr. Shaw was
loon.i quite unconscious, in spasms and
Buffering Intensely."

At • o'clock tiiis afternoon all were able
to he up and around except Mr. Shaw
and Mrs. Hiiskston, although they are all
suffering more or less from the result.

There can bo no doubt but from the
symptoms that those people are sutiering
from strychnine poisoning. How it was
a (ministered and by whom is a ques-
tion. It is triii- that poison was in the
tea, as those who drank most are the
greatest sufferers and in tiie greatest dan-
g jr. fhe balance of the tea lift in the
jar lias been carefully sealed, and will
be subjected to an analysis, and the mat-
ter will be in\ estigated.

During his lucid moments Mr. Shaw,
realizing his critical condition, and con-
sidering his chances for death, desired to
be wedded to the bride. Rev. Mr. Part-
ridge, who was io nave performed the
ceremony, was at the residence this after-
noon, rendering al! consolation and com-
fort iv his power. Tiie family were a.i in
accord, and the wedding was approved by
allot' its members,and atao'ciork they
wire married.

KILLING OF ROBINSON.

Details of the Defense in the
Trial of Hetheriugtoti.

Testimony of Captain Bartletr of the

United States StenmshSp Marion

Concerning a Conversation Hud
With Robinson as to Why Ho Per-

sisted in Forcing Ills Attentions

I*pon Mrs. Iletherington When Ho

Know Her Husband Was Away.

Special to the Recokh-Uniox.
Vakoouvbb (B. C), April 20.—Mail

by the steamer Empress of Japan brings
details of the defense submitted in the
trial of Lieutenant Hetherington, U. S.
N., for the killing of Go ver Robii s« n,
before the United States OonsularC'ourt
in Yokohama. The ease had not been
concluded at t". date of the steamer's
sailing, on March 31st Mr. Tison, for
the accused, made a presentation of the
facts and produced numerous witnesses.
He said be had found great trouble in
procuring material witnesses, as most of
the persons he wished to produce were
travelers, and could not bo brought be-
fore the court. Mr. Tison said he would
produce testimony to show the relations
between Gower Robinson and Mrs.
Iletherington, the former's dishonorable
conduct, and the justification which
Lieutenant Iletherington had in taking
stringent measures to protect the honor
of his lamily, and also that the feelings of
accused were su wrought upou by the
conduct of deceased that the act was un-
premeditated.

Evidence was then introduced to show
that notes bad passed from Mrs. ilether-
ington to Robinson in November last;
that they were carried by regular mes-sengers ofthe Grand Hotel, where Mrs.
Hewerington stopped, and that there
was no secrecy about them. Heihering-
ton returned irom a cruise in December,
and owing to what he had learned of
Robinson's conduct toward his wife in
his absence he went to Mrs. Bartlett, th»
wife of Commander Bartlett of the
United States, steamship Marion, and
asked her to take charge of his child as
he considered that bis wife was not a
proper person for that purpose.

The accused later in the day told Mrs.
Bartlett that he bad agreed to live with
his wife the same as ever, on account of
his child. At a ball on January 23d
Kobinson took up Mrs. Hetherington,
dance card ami wrote on it, and shortly
afterward left the ball-room aione. It
was also Bhown that he entered the hotel
by a back door that night and went to
Mrs. lletlieringlou's room.

The evidence ef Captain Bartlett
showed that Iletherington made a con-
fident of him, and that on the same day
that he asked Mrs. Bartlett to take charge
Of his child, he told Bartlett that ho
wanted to horsewhip Kobinson. Bartlett
told him that he would not allow such
scandal, and Iletherington agreed that if
Robinson left Yokohama ho would be
satisfied, but that if he did not go he
would have to take the conseQiiences.
Bartlett went to see Kobinson, and asked
him to leave Yokohama. The interview
was an animated one. Robinson said he
was going to leave on January 9;h, and
had made arrangements to sell out on
Mrs. Hetherington's account, and had
even refused to attend the ball because
Mrs. Hetherington was to be there.

Captain Bartlett gave the following ac-
count of the ensuing conversation : "I
asked Kobinson to explain his attentions
to and his persecutions of a married
woman, and why be followed her when
he knew that Mr. Hetherington was
away. I said : 'Kobinson. Hetherington
wrote you early in December in an hon-
orable and gentlemanly way. You wrote
a letter in answer, also in an honorable
and gentlemanly manner, in which you
said you would give him no more cause
for anxiety, and yet, after giving your
word of honor as a gentleman that yon
would leave Mrs. Hetherington alone,
no sooner was her husband's ship out of
harbor than you go to the Grand Hotel.'

"To this Kobinson replied: 'But she
wrote me a letter that morning, asking
me to come and see her. she is always
setting her cap at me. Every day she
persecutes mo. She has followed rue,
trying to get me to pay her attention.' 1
said: 'Would it not have been easy for
you to have sent some of those notes to
tho husband, and tilings could have l« en
settled at once? You blame this woman—
you, a man who knows that a woman can
never be blamed since the days of Eve.'
Tor the first time, Ilost my temper. I
I called him a d d coward to try to fix
the blame on the woman. Itwas very
trying, and I continued: "D n you,
d n you; you scoundrel and villain, if
Ibad been in Mr. Hetherington'a place I
would have put a bullet through you at
sight.'

"Robinson turned to mo and said: 'I
believe Lieutenant Hetherington is justi-
fied in bis conduct. 1 deserve shoot-
ing; I deserve anything. I have been
expecting Lieutenant Hetherington to
shoot tne.' i said I would not allow any
shooting here, and I continued, nor will
1 allow any horsewhipping ifyou behave
yourself, but if you misoehave again,
tii. d I will be present aud see you horse-
whipped. I said it was my belief now
that instead of the woman setting her
cap at him, he bad deliberately laid siege
to her from the tirst day she landed.

"Robinson promised not to attend any !
ball or dinner to which Mr<. Hethering-
ton was invited, and if by chance he
should meet her to feign illness und
leave, but at that time I learned that
Robinson had made arrangements to fol-
low Mrs. Hetherington, should her hus-
band take her away with him. Kobin-
son had softened in his —tanner during
the conversation, and he said he deserved
to be shot and expected it."

Captain Kartlett's evidence further
showed that Robinson had exnectod that
Hetherington, accompanied by Bartlett,
was going to horsewhip him, and that his
friends assembled to protect him. They
afterward persuaded him to go to Kobe,
but he returned.

Though Robinson had promised never
again to meet Mrs. Hetherington, on New
Year's Eve, while driving past the <'rand
Hotel, he looked up at the window in
which Mr.-. Hetherington was, and
smiled and kept smiling until his car-
riage was out of sight. Lieutenant
Hetherington was in a passion over this,
and was going to horsewhip Robinson

•niing, bat friends persuaded him
not t< > dj I so.

Robinson was shown to have proposed
a scheme offlight to Denver, and to have
sent the not.' to Mrs. Hetherington _
room by a friend. He told the hearer
that the note asked Mrs. Hetherington
not to send any more letters to him.

The evidence for the defense showed
many acts on the part ofRobinson trad-
ing to compromise Mrs. Hetherington,
and that he had spoken sneeringly ofher
to his friends, and said she was forcing
her attentions on him. He also stowed
her letters to his friends, it wa
shown that during this time Kobinson
continued sending letters to Mrs. Hether-
intiton, which she refused to accept from
the messengers.

SI'NSATION OX THE BOURSE.
An Employe of the Kothsohllds a De-

faulter to a Eargo Amount.

BsSUN, April _O.—A sensation lias
boen caused on the Bourse by a report
that Ilerr Jaeder, chief cashier of the
great banking house of the Rothschilds
at Frankfort is a defaulter for over 1,000,-
--000 marks. Some time ago he was missed
from his post, and as time (lapsed and
he did not appear, a partial examin-
ation ofhis books was made. This re-
sulted in the declaration tiiat ho was an
absconder. The examination of the
books is not yet concluded. The exact
amount of the defalcation is no; known.
No denial, however, was mado of the
statement that the stealings reached
1,000,000 marks. It is said Jaeder lias a
greater part of the stolen money in his
possession, and under an assumed name
is endeavoring to reach a foreign country,
probably the L nited Mates.

The Czar Returns Sincere Thanks.

Washington, April 20.—Tho Secre-
tary of State is in receipt of a dispatch
from Charles Emory Smith, United
States Minister at St. Petersburg, re-
counting an interview with tho Czar, in
which the latter said: "i am very much
touched by the interest and kindness
which the people of the United states are
showing in sending ships of Hour to my
suffering people. I desire you to convey
to tho American people my sincere
thanks."- The Czar presented Captain R.
W.Sargent, commander of tho Indiana,
with an enameled goblet in recognition
of his services in bringing tho cargo to
Russia.

Anareliist Editors Under Arrest.
London, April20.—Editor Nichol and

publisher Mowbray of the Anarchist pa-
per, Commonwealth, were arrested to-day
on a charge of inciting to breach of the
peace, and remanded without bail. Mow-
bray declared ho disapproved of the in-
cendiary article at the time it was pub-
lished, but his objections were overruled.
Thereupon he severed his connection
with the paper. He appealed to the mag-
istrate to allow his relea.-e on bail, that he
might attend bis wile's funeral. The
magistrate refused bail, but permitted
Mowbray, accompanied by an officer, to
attend the funeral.

Russian Peasants.
Berlin, April20.—A very large num-

ber ofdistressed Russian peasants have
arrived at the Russian frontier, where
they are trying to evade the guards sta-
tioned there to prevent them from enter-
ing Germany. Their object is to obtain
means from the emigration societies to
proceed to the United States. According
to an order recently issued emigrants ol
this class are not allowed to cross the
frontier and the guards are vigilant.

Government Vlctony.
Melbourne, April20.—The results of

the elections for the Legislative Assem-
bly are known in sixty-fiveout of ninety-
five districts. The figures indicate a
victory for the Government, which gains
thirty-nine seats. The opposition won
sixteen seats and the labor party ten.

Damage to French Vineyards.
Paris, April 20.—French vineyards

bavo su liered immense damage from the
icy storms of Easter. The crop was de-
stroyed in many parts ofBurgundy. It
is expected that 75 per cent, of the grapes
will be lost in Touraine District. Cognac
District also suffered severely.

Death of Biiron Schafler.
Viknna, April 20.—Baron Schaffer,

once Austrian Minister to Washington,
is dead. He was recalled from Washing-
ton on account oi the dispute between
Austria and the United Mates, and at
once retired to private life.

ANTI-CHINESE BILL.

Action on the Measure Ajain
Postponed in the Senate.

SHERMAN THINKS THE PRESENT
BILL CARRIES TILL 1894.

Orders Issued by tho Treasury l)c-

they would not expire until July
"< >ther members of the committee," aaid
Mr. Sherman, "concur in this opinion.
Tbere seems to bo no great hurry, there-
fore, to take any additional action, th >ugh
1 wiil say that I willask consideration for
the Chinese bid before long, and 1 would
like for certain Senators to be pi
when the bill is considered."

Senator Sherman held iv ids hand thoreport of the Sub-committee on the Judi-ciary, prepared by Mitchell, to the effect
that after careful examination of the law,
in response to tiie resolution introduced
by him in March, 1891, be had at last tail's
session prepared tne above report. L
must be considered only as his individual
report, prepared by him as a Bub-oom-
mittee of one, at the request of the com-
mittee, and not in any sense the report <>f
a full Committee on the Judiciary, al-
though he was confident thai it would be
agned to by the lull <• unmiti

"Senators Sherman, Teller and other
members of the committee have exam-
ined the laws on the subject, and they
concur in my report," said Mr. Mitchell,
"although it has iv.l been formally pre-
sented to the Senate. Yet, in fact, 1 must
say that I came very reluctantly to the
conclusions that I have reached; but,
lawyer, i could not decide otherwise.
knowing that such a report, ifpublished,
would tend to delay or prei \u25a0•ut any addi-
tional Chinese legislation, 1 asked the
Committee on Judiciary to hold there-
port in confidence. You may say for me
that lam in favor of Geary's bill,with
some few amendments. Geary's bill is
almost identical with the one introduced
by myself on this subject at one time."

"When do you think the Senate will
consider the < hinese bill?"

Mr. Mitchell. "Itmay be taken up wh< D
my colleague returns from Massachu-
setts."

Senator Felton said that if Sherman
did not call up the bill within a very
short time alter Dolph's return, he would
take the liberty of doing it himself, al-
though not a member of the Committeeon Foreign Relations.
