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SEISMIC TRENORS.

Various Portions of the State Feel
the Disturbance.

ONLY A FEW TOWNS REPORT ADDI-
TIONAL DAMAGE.

A Young Man of Stockton Mistakes
Strychnine for Quinine and Nar-
rowly Escapes Crossing Over the

River of Death—Officers Elected by

the State Encampment of Sons of

Veterans.

SAN Francisco, April 21.—There was
a recurrence of the earthquake wave in
the central portion of the State this fore-
noon, which was perceptible in this city
and was noticeable as far east as Reno.
Telegraphic reports show that it was felt as
far north as Red Blufl' and in the San Joa-
quin Valley to the south. The shock was
not as severe as that of Monday night,
and the only damage of any consequence
reported was to buildings in the towns of
Winters, Woodland, Dixon, Esparto and
Vacaviile which had been weakened by
the temblor on Tuesday morning. A
survey of the damage at the towns in the
Vaca and Sacramento Valleys shows that
the buildings were of frail character of
construction, which would not have been
permitted in any city with building reg-
ulations, and a number of which would
have collapsed in the event of a severe
storm of any character. In this city the
shock was not noticeable in the strong
business blocks mnor in the Mission
churches, many of which are over a hun-
dred years old, the people, in rebuilding
now, reccgnizing the necessity to de so
with strong walls and girders. To-day’s
quake was attended with but one or two
njuries to persons, these from falling
debris,

There was another light shock of earth-
quake here at 7:15 this evening. Build-
ings trembled slightly, but no damage
was done. Shocks were also reported
this evening from San Rafael, Vacaville,
Lodi, Benicia and other places in the
State, and also from as far east as Carson,
Nevada. The tremors seemed to be very
light, and no damage is reported.

AT WINTERS,

WiNTERS, April 21.—A shake occurred
at 9:40 this morning. The Masonic Hall,
Cradwiek’s building, Bertholet’s build-
ing and Humphrey’s building were badly
wrecked. Nota brick building in town
is safe. Three persons were hurt, one
seriously. The damage to property will
run up to at least 3$100,000. There has
been no shake since the time noted above.
The people are excited, and several are
without shelter. Governor Markham
will send fifty tents for immediate use.

AT ESPARTO,

EspArTO, April 21.—A severe shock of
earthquake occurred bere this morning
completely leveling the brick portion of
town. kvery brick chimney was thrown
to the ground and wooden buildings
wrenched out of shape. W. H. Shute
was seriously if not fatally injured by a
portion of the walls of a blacksmith shop
talling on him. His leg was broken in
several places, his jaw broken and in-
ternal injuries feared. Levy & Schwab’s
brick store is almost a complete wreck.
The entire fire wall and part of the east
and west walls are down. Barnes’ Hotel
suflfered a severe loss, making a hole
eight by six in the cast wall. 'The bricks
crashed through the roof and the floor of
the balecony and the cement walk was
torn out ot shape. Mrs., J. R. Davisson
was taken out of the debris of Levy &
Schwab’s store unconscious. Her baby
in her arms was unhurt. Mrs. W. Barnes
and Nellie Davis also narrowly escaped
death by falling bricks and tin roofing.

AT WOODLAND,

Woobpraxp, April 21. — There was
another shock at 9:40 this morning which
continued thirty seconds, The vibrations
were from east to west. The actual dam-
age is not great, but many buildings were
wrenched and weakengd. The brick
coping of the Capital Hotel fell into Main
street, smashing the porch. Byrns' Ho-
tel was seriously damaged. Nobody was
injured in the town.

DAVISVILLE,

DavisviLLE, April 21.—At 9:43 this
morning another severe shock was felt at
this place, the vibrations running from
southeast to northwest. It was of brief
duration, lasting no more than five sec-
onds, vet in severity it seemed to exceed
that of the morning of the 19th, The ad-
ditional damage is scarcely noticeable,
save in the rear walls of the Masonic and
Odd Fellows' halls, where the fissures
show <-nn.~uiur;|hu'unlargmnunl, and are
now really dangerous should the vibra-
tions continue.

Dixox, April 21.—At 9:40 asevere shock
reached here, completing the wreck
which was before threatened. Only two
or three brick buildings in town are safe.
The occupants of brick buildings who re-
mained after the first shock are moving

out. No one was injured, but there were
many narrow escapes. The people are

again panic-stricken, and believe that the
ruin of the town will be completed before
the shocks cease. Every available me-
chanic and laborer is at work attempting
to clear away the wreckage and take
down condemned buildings before a fatal
accident occurs.

NEw Yorg, April 21. —James A.
Palmer was arrested this afternoon
charged with the larceny of $50,000 from
Tiffany & Co. The stealing has been car-
ried on more than five years.

The
prisoner’s father and Charles L. Tiffany
were close friends from babyhood until
Palmer’s death, several years ago. The
Palmers manufactured fine bronzed
goods for the Tiftanys. Owing to the
intimate acquaintance of Tiffany and the
elder Palmer the bills between the
houses were credited very loosely, and
for the last five years young Palmer had
taken advantage of this fact to swindle
the Tiffanys. The matter was discovered
by accident, and it is thought the amount

‘may exceed §50,000 when the books are

carefully examined. Palmer had been
playing the races and losing heavily. He
has a family, and his wife is completely
prostrated.

POLITICS.

Cleveland Indorsed by the Indiana
Democratic Convention.

Inpranvaroris (Ind.), April 21,—The
Democratic State Convention met here
this morning to nominate a State ticket
and choose delegates to the National Con-
vention. Senator Turpie was made per-
manent Chairman. On taking the chair
he made a speech in which he declared
the convention meant the condemnation
and overthrow of all force bills and Fed-
eral returning boards. He noted how
there were no recent reports of Southern
outrages since the defeat of the force bill.
The convention also meant a reduction of
the tariff rates in the interest of working-
men as against the banditti of tariff trusts
and combinations; that the farmer should
no longer give part of his crop as a com-
pulsory tribute to the protected monopo-
list. The convention further meant the
retrenchment of public expenditures and
the condemnation and political death of
the advocates of extravagance. 'The
speaker arraigned President Harrison as
*‘the tlesh and blood embodiment of the
completest personification of the errors,
falsehoods and fallacies of the Republican
party.”

At the conclusion of Turpie’'s address
the platform was read and unanimously
adopted. The greatest enthusiasm was
caused by the resolution declaring for
Cleveland, but indorsing Governor Gray
as the choice of Indiana should Cleve-
land’s nomination become impossible.
The adherents of both tried to outdo each
other in frantic cheers at the mention of
their favorite’s name. A plank in the
platform commending labor unions and
declaring the Democratic party a friend
of the laboring man also received cheers.

NATIONAL CAPITAL.

Geary’s Anti-Chinese Bill Brought
Up in the Senate.

SHERMAN VIGOROUSLY OPPOSES
THE MEASURE.

He Claims That Its Passage Would be

a Violation of Our Treaty Relations

Relations Between the Two Coun-
tries and Destroy the Commerce

With the Flowery Kingdom.

WasHINGTON, April 21.—The Senate
took up the House exclusion bill, on mo-
tion of Dolph. Chandler moved to amend
by making the term of exclusion fifteen
years instead of ten.,

Dolph said he disagreed with Sherman
in the opinion that the existing IExclusion
Act would not expire till 1894, and de-
sired to have some practical legislation on
the subject secured without delay.

Felton of California agreed with Dolph
as to the necessity of legislation on the
subject. He thought it better that there
should be legislation to exclude the Chi-
nese. He
but for the fact that he represented in part
a constituency that has suffered from the
evil for a third of a century. It is a
moral, social and .economic question.
Felton’s speech was composed largely of
an indictment against the Chinese race,
which he sald had sovereign contempt for
Western civilization and religion, an}l
objected to the existing law because it
had no practical etiect. ) i

Shermau opposed the House bill. When
the bill went before the Committee on
' Foreign Relations he said it had been
deemed best, instead , of passing a severe
law, to postpone action upon it, and pro-
vide for the continuance for ten years of
the present regulaiions restricting Chi-
nese immigration. The opinion of the
Committee on Foreign Relations was that
‘the present restrictions would not expire
until 1824, He advised that the Senate
sbould agree to an amendment extending
the present legislation for ten years, and
let the Dbill go to the Conference Commit-
tee, where the matter might be fully con-
sidered. The House bill, Sherman added,
was against the spirit of American civil-
ization, contrary to all ideas which have
been taught as to the rights of every man
of every race and c¢lime, and was un-
christian. The passage of such a bill, he
added, would break off all diplomatic re-
lations between the United States and
China. What then would become of
American commerce? The United States
depended on China for tea, and the com-
merce with China amounted to several
millions a year. Sherman denounced the
bill as a violation of the treaty with
China, and said any nation violating a
treaty unduly and without ecause would
be regarded as acting against the civiliza-
tion of the world.

After further debate the Senate ad-
journed.

THE COLORED RACE.

A Committee Waits Upon the Presl-
dent in Relation to Outrages.

WasmiNGTON, April 21.—The New
York delegation of colored men sent to
Washington to memorialize the President
regarding Southern outrages were intro-
duced to President Harrison this morn-
ing by Hon. John Lynch, Fourth Auditor
of the Treasury. Dr. William B. Der-
rick stated the objects of the delegation
and presented resolutions adopted at a
recent mass meeting at Cooper Union.
in replying the President explained just
how far he could exercise his authority
under the Constitution, stating very
clearly the ditference between State and
FFederal authority in regard to crimes
committed in any particular State. The
President advised the delegation to col-
lect details of lynchings for a year and
present them to himand the public press,
and said he would assist in creating pub-
lic sentiment against the lawless meth-
ods of punishing colored men in the
South.

LABOR AND CAPITAL.

The Situation In the Reading System
Growing Serious.

NeEw York, April 21.—The labor situ-
ation on the four great railroads, allied
under the Reading deal, resembles a
smoldering volcano, which may break
forth at any time. The gravity of the
situation is likely to become apparent
very soon, says the Herald, When the
deal was consummated which put into
the hands of the Reading Road by lease
the Lehigh Valley and the Central Rail-
road of New Jersey, and brought into the
combine by the control of stock the Dela-
ware, Lackawanna and Western, it was
predicted there would be a great curtail-
ment in the pay rolls on the railroads and
in the mines, but it was denied by the
railroad folks that there would be any ex-
tensive reduction. E.nough, however,
has been done in that direction to indicate
what the policy of the combination will
be, and to fill the labor organizations with
alarm. Indeed, it is charged steps are
already under way to weed out the labor
organizations. When this is generally
attempted it will speedily bring about the
struggle. Few union men are employed
