
CHINATOWN WARFARE.

A Fusillade and Bloodshed on I Street
at Midday.

A Highbinder Seriously Injured—Ono

ofthe Shooters Captured, But
the Others Escape.

The trouble which has been brewing
fer several weeks, and which has several
times been referred to in the Kkcokd-
I'mon, reached a climax yesterday after-
noon about 1 o'clock.

An incipient riot took place on Istreet,
between Third and Fourth, in which
eight or ten shots were lired and one
Chinaman'was seriously wounded. The
police captured the highbinder who did
tho principal part of the shooting, but
four other participants escaped.

HOSTII.K SOCXKTXBS.
The rival societies, the Chee Hong

Tong and tho Bing Hong Tong, kept the
more peaceable Chinamen in a constant j
state of dread for some time with their I
preparations for bloodshed, and when a I
week or so ago a truce was called and it was
announced that the differences had been
settled, a great sigh ofreliefwent up from
these Baid peaceable Chinamen.

But the truce was only a temporary
one, as yesterday's fusilade demonstrated.

Itappears that the fresh outbreak was
caused by the Chee Hong Tong Society's
aggressiveness. This is the stronger
society ofthe two and the wealthiest, its
members take delight in referring to the
Bing Hong Tong as being composed
wholly of "beggars," and naturally the
latter bear no love for tlie larger organ-
ization. Bickerings were constant, and
the police were on the gui vivo for a riot
day aud night until the truce above re-
ferred to was etlected.

on Sunday before last the Chee Hong
Tong gave a banquet to its members and
friends, and prepared for a big time.
Permission was obtained from the au-
thorities to have, in connection with the
banquet, music and firecrackers. The
affair was intended to be the "society"
event of the season, and judging from
the noise in Chinatown that day and
night it was a success.

ANOTHER FEAST.
Then the Bing Hong Tong announced

a banquet for the following Sunday (last
Sunday), and also made preparations for
a noisy event. This attempt to be as
high-toned as the Chee Hong Tong
caused tbe members oftho latter to "rile"
considerably, and they declared that the
banquet should not take place. The res-
taurant where the Bing Hong Tong\s
event was to take place is located in the
building leased by the Chee Hong Tong,
and the latter warned the restaurant-
keeper not to cater to the rival society.
Besides this, emissaries of the objecting
Chee Hong Tong went to the city author-
ities and protested against permitting
thoir rivals to celebrate with music and
lirecrackers. They said the Bings were
all highbinders anil would take advant-
age of the popping of the lirecrackers to
mix In a few pistol-shots aimed at the
peaceful Chee Hong Tongs.

But, despite the opposition, the Bing
Hong Tong banquet cams off, and there
was plenty of noise and music.

TROCUI.E AGAIN.
The other side swore vengeance, and its

fighters began to make preparations for
tiouble. The Bings, equal to the emer-
gency, made preparations too, and im-
ported some highbinders to assist in the
warfkre. One of these importations was
Hoey Yen, who holds forth at Marys-
ville. According to ono story this China-
man amused himself yesterday by chid-
ing the vengolnl Clyje Hong Tong men
for not succeeding in their attempt to
break up tho opposition banquet. He
ran afoul of several highbinders from the
othor side. Who had evidently been sent
out to quiet him, and seeing that they
were too many for him beat a re- j
treat. They followed, and despite the
la t that Lt was broad daylight and that
the sidewalk was crowded, turned their
revolvers loose.

QUITS A FTSILADE.
There was a stampede ofcourse. Eight

or ten shots were fired, and while the
awnings and sidewalk were perforated
with bullets, yet nobody except the
Marysville highbinder was struck by
the 11.\ mg pellets.

Chief of Police Rodgers aud several
officers hurried up I street to about tiie
middle of the block, between Third and
Fourtli, where tho fusilade had taken
place, but, as usual in such cases, all the
participants had disappeared, and none
of tho crowd of Jabbering heathens
would give any information. Alter
a lengthy search, however, the ofil-
cers finally found the Marysville China-
man, Hoey Yen, in a little room on
the second floor of one of the rook-
eries, where he was suffering trom the
effects of two pistol-shot wounds—one in
the left buttock and the other grazing the
back. Tho wounded man was taken to
the Receiving Hospital, where he WSS at-
tended to by City Physician C. B. Nich-
ols, The wound was a painful one, hut
not necessarily dangerous. Yeu gave
the names ofthose who had pursued him,
nnd said that itwas a ballet from Fong
Ah Shung's revolver that struck him.

THE SHOOTER CAI'TIKED.
Police Ollieers Maley and Talbot and

Deputy Sheriff Alter espied Fong Ah
Sluing on tho street shortly after the
shooting aud started forhim. "lietook to
flight aud dashed down tiie alley to
Fourth street, with the ollieers in piusuit,
and sought hiding in the store veal the
cornerol"J, kept by Wing Wall i'hung.
After a loug search the ollieers l'ouud the
man hidden under a cot in one of the
small rooms back ofthe store. The pris-
oner admitted that his name was Fong
Ah Shung, but denied that he had done
anj- shooting. He was taken to the Police
Station, however, and was positively
identified by the wounded man as being
the one who had shot him. The prisoner
Is a hard-rissged heathen, and lias been
kept under watch by the ollieers detailed
in Chinatown lor seme lime, it being
known ihat lie was one of tbe principal
lighters ofthe Chee lb ng Tong Society.

three more highbinders were arrested
by the police late in the aiternoon, but it
was found that they had taken no part iv
the shooting, and thej* were released.

Dr. Nichols stated last night that the
Wounded Chinaman was hy no means out
ofdanger, and may die. The bullet had
passed almost through the body sod im-
bedded itselfinto the bone.

MOKE SHOOTING LOOKED FOR.
The Btreeta ofChinatown were deserted

last night and most of the stores were
closed and shuttered, lt had been the
general :alk during the afternoon that the
rioting had only commenced, and that

\u25a0 •ne mora bloody work could be looked
for during the night; consequently tho
merchants closed up, so as to be but of
harm's way. Chinamen wbo had no bus-
iness on the street kept indoors too.

The police received information that
both ot lhe warring societies had sent to
san Francisco and other places for re-
inforcements, and in consequence they
kept a sharp lookout for new snivels,
asWellaslo patrol the Chinese quarter
in search ol local highbinders, all night.

"I have not seen a highbinder on the
streets to-night," said. Special officer
Kider to a reporter shortly before mid-
night. "That lsi always an ominous
sign. >> hen the highbinders are out on
the streets we never expect trouble, and
there never is any as a rule. But when
they all keep indoors, as they are doing
to-night, trouble is brewing. Itis always
a bad sign."

Up to an early hour this morning
though, no further disturbances had oc-
curred. — \u2666

NOT ADAM WAGNER

A Case of Mistaken Identification at
the Mor_jue.

The body found in the river on the 20th
inst. and identified as that ofAdam Wag-
ner, a former cook at the Belvidere Hotel,
was wrongly Identified.

When the inquest was held on the body,

April21st, several persons identified it to
lie that of Wagner, but the body was in
an almost unrecognizable condition, and
they based their judgment oa the fact
that Wagner was missing and the body
was dressed in clothes resembling those
worn by Wagner.

Adam Wagner reported at the Cor-
oner's oflice yesterday, in order to estab-
lish that the body found was not his.

The identity of the corpse found in the
river will dbubtlos not now be dis-
covered.

A singular fact in connection with the
above was that Chris Heinsman testilied
St the inquest held on the body that he
had known Wagner for ten years and
tliat be had been troubled with a -ore leg
—his left leg—which was kept bandaged.
An examination of the body found re-
vealed a bandaged left ieg. and this in
connection with the clothing seemed to
affirm that the body was that of Wagner.

KNOCKED FROM A TRESTLE.

William XoblliiK Seriously Injured by
a Moving Train.

Aman giving his name as William No-
bling was knocked from a trestle near
Webster's station by a wrecking train !
yesterday afternoon at 3:45 and badly j
hurt.

Nbbling was crossing the trestle when j
overtaken by the train and he swung !
down under the trestle, holding on with
his hands, to allow tho train to pass.

For some reason, doubtless thinking j
the train had got by, he raised his head :
and was struck by the trucks, which |
knocked him off into the water below.

The trainmen happened to see the man |
fall, and hurrying to his rescue succeeded !
in rescuing him from drowning, and
brought him in on the train.

He was taken to the Receiving Hos-
pital, where his head was tound to be
badly cut and the man half drowned.
His head was bandaged and he was pro-
vided with a changeof clothing and after-
ward removed to the < ounty Hospital.

While he was badly hurt it was not
thought his wound was fatal.

How the City Loses Money on Her;
Street Sprinkling.

t
A Claim that Better Servico Can be

Had and Ten Thousand Dollars

a Year Saved.

There is considerable talk going on
among citizens concerning the street 'sprinkling system of this city tpid the i
necessity for reform therein. The pres- j
ent plan of having the sprinkling done I
by contract was probably the more feasi-
ble one when it was inaugurated, and
for many years thereafter; but Sacra-
mento lias outgrown many customs that
should be abandoned, and some of which
will be relegated to the past by the adop-
tion ofthe new charter.

Among these is the street sprinkling
custom. It now costs the city some
§10,000 a year to have the streets sprinkled
in a manner that would not be tolerated i
in any other city of its size on the eonti- j
nent. It is not necessary to specify the j
shortcomings of those who receive the
contracts to do the work, as the public, i

I as well as the city officials, are only too Jwell informed on tho subject. lt is j
' enough to >ay that tlie city gets miserable
service for the money expended.

I It is argued that the city could have j
Brat-class work done, and for one-
(bird tbe present outlay, by owning her j
own sprinkling wagons and employing
men and horses by the day.

First-class modern sprinkling wagons,
constructed on the best-known principles,
can be purchased forabout $450 each. It is !

, estimated that ten of these wagons would |
be capable of doing all the citysprinkling, j
and doing it well, by being run say eight
Or ten hours each day. Tin se wagons do '
not liave to be returned to certain points
for refilling, but are so constructed that,
whenever the tanks become exhausted,

\u25a0 they can be refilled from the most con-
veni( nt lire-hydrant.

Tiiere are plenty of men in the city, it
is said, who would be glad to give their
own services, with teams, at say *?•> SO per
day each. Ten men ami teams at this

; liguro would amount to less than Sl.lHHi a i
month, or about 15,000 lor the six sum-
mer months lor which contracts are
usually lei. Then, when it should be-

' come necessary to have the streets
sprinkled during the winter or early
spring months, the additional cost would
be Imt a mere trifle.

Counting in the lirst cost of modern
sprinklers with tlie hire of men and
teams, and it would amount for tlie lirst
season to only 110,000, or about two-
lifths of what the cityhas paid out the
past year for sprinkling alone.

This is a matter which should interest j
every taxpayer in the city. If better

| service tan be had for $5,00 I a year thau
I tiie city is now receiving for three times
that sum. what is the use of throwing
away $10,000, or even one-half that sum,
each year?

Tne evils of the present system have
grown upon the community so gradually
as to have almost escaped notice, beyond
the too-apparent fact that the people'were
being swindled by contractors who
shirked their work or employed tho most
miserable style of sprinklers that could
be devised, but the authorities can no
longer close their eyes to (he facts.

To-day the City 'lrustees are to award
contracts for street sprinkling for the en-
suing six months. It is to be hoped these
willbe the last contracts of tho kind to
be let.
