hotel proprietor there, because she had
refused to marry him. He was shot by
bcr brother, however, one of the live
bullets sent after him taking ellect in his
1-it side, the ball filtering from the rear

and going down into the groin, where it
was cat out at the hospital hero to-day.

De Clark went to Tracy from Sacra-
mento last night, and railroad men say he
attempted to shoot the baggageman on
the train, having a grudge against him,
and in the scuffle for possession of his
weapon, the brakeraan had his hand i

hurt. De Clark then threatened to hurt J
somebody, and the railroad hands feared
trouble when he readied Tracy, as itwas
known that he had a bitter feeling against
Miss Ludwia/s lather and brother, owing

to tho breaking off of hi.s engagement lo
; c young lady.

Henry Ludwig says De Clark went to
the hotel where M iss Tillie was, and tried
to reach her room in his stocking-feet
with the purpose of killing her, but she

9 DOt in her room and he was fright-
ened away. At the door he met young
Ludwig and an ollicer, who had been
called, and on making an attempt to
draw his pistol Ludwig fired and the
fellowran, pursued by the girl's brother.
Where he tell his pistol was picked up.

Budd, who was summoned to
defend Ludwig, returned to-day, and
had tiie following copy of a note found
on De Clark when he was taken in charge i
by the officers, which shows that he in-
tended to kill tho girl:

Tin; FRUIT CKOP.
Growers oftho state WillMake Money

Ibis Year.
San F;: \NI iSO >, April28.—L. W. Buck,

Manager of the California Fruit Union,
recently finished a tour of the fruit sec-
tion ofCalifornia, preparatory to a visit
to the Atlantic seaboard, and when seen
yesterday was in a sanguine mood. "The
fruit-growers ofthis Slate." lie said, "will
make money this year. Ihave just come
back from Ynba County, and had before
that been to San Diego and through the
-:::t<j. Everywhere I found about the

same condition of things. The crop will
be only about two-thirds of what itwas 'last year, which is a good thing, because
in .si;-.e, color and quality all kinds of
fruit will be much improved. The cherry
<-mp is <jiiiie Light and about three weeks !
later than usual. It can all be handled
and no fruit will go to waste, as it usu-
ally does. Peaches are fairly go< din
quantity, but they will be comparatively
scarce tor drying purposes.

'•The pear crop is quite promising, and
shipments lrom th<> Santa Clara region
willbe large. <;ra;>os suffered consider-
ably from the recent frosts, but shipping
varieties the least of all. Apricots are
moderately light, except about Vacaville
and along the Sacramento River, where
the outlook is quite good. Gr< irers of
citrus fruits anticipate groat returns be-
cause of the failure of the orange, lime
and Lemon crops throughout the world

leptin California." Of the Horticult-
ural Board, Secret iry Lelong was pre-
i aringa statement ofthe condition of the
fruit crops. 1 !<\u25a0 said : "The value of the
fruit crop of California this year will be
about $20,000,U00, and it is not likely that
there wiil be any \ lagues or setbacks.''

WHITTJJSB UKFORM SCHOOL.

Governor Markham Pays an Oillcial
Visit to That Institution.

Whittier, April2B.—Governor H. H.
j Markham, accompanied by Mrs. Mark-
ham and Trustee F. A. Gibson, came to
Whittier yesterday to inspect the State
school. They were met at the depot by
a battalion of 200 cadets, who escorted
them to the school, where the Governor
reviewed the boys and witnessed a battal-
ion drill. In the evening the Governor
visited the machine shop and electric
plant, where twelve boys are learning to
be electricians and engineers. Tho boys
later in the evening gave an entertain-
ment in the chapel, and the Governor
talked briefly to them. He said that tho
school was winnings good name through-
out California, and that it would always
be his aim and his pleasure to further
the interests of the boys, not only while
they wore in the Whittierschool, but also
alter they were discharged from it.

This morning the Governor, accom-
panied by Trustee Gibson, carefully in-
spected every departmont of the school.
The shops, garden, barn, farm and orch-
ards were all visited. Tho Governor vis-
ited the girls' cottages, both of which aro
now crowded, and said the real object of
his present visit was to sco what, if any-
thing, could be done to increase the ac-
commodations of this department, and
that when he returned to Sacramento he
would lay the matter before the State
Board of Examiners, but what will bo
the result he could not say.

NATIVE SONs' UItAND PARLOR.

Senator. Your correspondent asked hi a
to-day ifhe was a candidate for the Presi-
dency. He said: "Iam by no means a
candidate. This is by no means saying
that I would not accept the Republican
nomination ifit were tendered to me. I
am not looking forsuch a result, if the
next California Legislature is Republi-
can, and l think it willbe, Imay retire
from tho Senate and devote all of my
time tw my university.*l

Senator Stanford dons not put any faith
in the report that Fstoe will be made
Secretary of the Interior. "i do not be-
lieve Mr. l'.stee woul.l take the place,"
said he. "1 know that he did not desire
the Japanese mission, although he cuul"
have it, for President Harrison so in-
formed Senator Felton."

BURNED TO DEATH.

NINE LIVES LOST IN THE PHILA-
DELPHIA TIIEATEK FIRE.

Sixty-Three stores and Dwellings Dc-

stro3Tetl by Flro In tho Town
or Chase, Micjiiieon.

Phii.ai>f.i,im:ia, April28.—The destruc-

tion of the Grand Central Theater by fire
last night proves to be far more terrible
in results than was anticipated. Six
members of the Devil's Auction Com-
pany lio beneath the fallen walls, and
there aro nearly three score of people in
the hospital suffering from burns.

Of the men and boys in the hospital
seven are in such a serious condition that
their recovery is doubtful, of the mem-
bers of the audience, beside those who
were seriously enoxigh hurt to remain in
the hospitals, fully filty others were
treated for minor injuries.

The members of tiie company who lost
their lives arc: Thomas Lorella (grotes-
que) and his wife Flora iballet dancer i,
Vincentina Chitten ipremicre danseuse),
ono of tlie Chitten sisters; Fancheon
Couiters (juvenile), Sarah Golden (ballet
dancer), William L. liruoks (leading
man).

The injured likely to die are: Harry
McClcskey, aged 16 years; JamesPhreon,
14: Ainoer Hinchtiile. 1G; Hand Patter-
son, in; Albeit Cleainbacker, 6; Thomas
Atcbison, 37; Ralph Frazer, I<>.

Samuel Wallace, a boy of 15, wboat-
tended the "Devil's Auction" perform-
ance at the Grand Central Theater last
night, is reported missing and it is be-
lieved that ho also was buried in the
ruins, making tho seventh victim of tho
tire.

l.orella mot his death in a heroic at-
tempt to save the lifeof his wife. Hoe s-
caped safely from the theater, supposing
his wise had preceded him. Not linding
her he returned to the theater, and with-
out heeding the remonstrances of those
about him, plunged into the dark, smoke-
filled alley and uid not reappear.

No attempt at recovering the bodies
has yet been permitted,owing to the dan-
gerous condition of the ruins.

Men are at work on the debris in front
of the 'i'mes annex nig.it and day. and a
dangerous wall eight stories high, over-
hunging the street, will be pulled down
and then the work of recovering the
bodies will lie commenced.

None ofthe injured have died, and all
to-night are reported doing well.

Tiie \u25a0/V/,1.-.' 10-s is considerably smaller
than first reported, as the cellar had
double arches and preserved the presses
from the weight of a hundred tons of de-
bris, so the presses and other machinery,
valued ats2oo,ooo, escaped with compara-
tively little damage, 'ihe building,val-
ued at 514!',-i.n, is a total wreck.

TIN PLATE.

Lauto Increase in the Business Re-
ported In This Country.

Washington, April 28.—Ira Ayer,
Special Agent of the Treasury, submitted
to Secretary Foster an exhaustive report
on tho tin plate business of the country.
The manufacture of tin plate and the
growth of tho industry makes the follow-
ing showing: For the quarter ended
September 30, IS9I, rive manufacturers

i reported tin plates, 152,152 pounds; terne
plates, 674,000 pounds. Total—B27,ooo
pounds. For tho quarter ended Decem-
ber 31, IS9I, eleven manufacturers re-
ported tin plates, 216,000 pounds; terne
plates, 1,194,000 pounds. Total—l,4lo,ooo
pounds. For the quarter ending March
.51, 1892, nineteen manufacturers re-
ported tin plates, 1,101>,0U0 pounds; terne
plates. lfyo4,t)OO pounds. T0ta1—3,004,000
pounds.

These figures do not include the pro-
duction of sheet-iron or sheet-steel, used
in the manufacture of articles tinned or
terne plated, estimated at 2,000,000 pounds.
Ayer figures that American manufact-
urers, in order to maintain a duty on
tin plates alter October 1, is:>7, must pro-
dace in one of the six years ending at
that date 50,000,000 pounds of tin and
terne plates, weighing lighter than sixty-
three pounds to the square foot. Ayer
says the indications under the existing
conditions are tlnit tho production of the
country before the close of the second
fiscal year will bo in excess of the an-
nual rate of 200,000,000 pounds.

PIOXEEKS PASSING AWAY.
Death Announced of judgo Ethclbort

Burke.
San Francisco, April 28.—Etbelbert

Burke, a pioneer of tliis State, died here
to-day. In 18*9 ho came to California by
the overland route and went at once to
the mines. He was elected to the Legis-
lature from Tuolumno County in 1854,
and two years later became the rirst
Judge of the Thirteenth Judicial District.
This ollice ho tilled for several years, re-
signing it in IM>J to accept the appoint-
ment of Deputy Collector of tho Port of
San Francisco. He held this position for
eleven years. He was then elected Jus-
tice of the Peace, and with the exception
of the intermission of one year beheld
that onice for seven years. For the last
three years he had been suffering from
kidney trouble, which caused his n tire-
isent to private life and ultimately his
death, at the age of7t> years. In 1837 he
married in Sacramento Miss Cole, sister
of ex-United States Senator Cole. Of
three children, but ouo daughter survives
him.
