
THE REAL REASON WHY.
Traffic Manager Leeds in his recent

manifesto, which we the other day con-
sidered, explains that he refuses to make
complaint of alleged unjust freight
charges by railroad companies because
the commission would hold his complaint
and take testimony concerning it until
alter the next election. We pronounced
this plea at the time to be disingenuous.
Itis timely to now point out the illogical

position, and the false and misleading
character of Mr. Leeds' argument.

He clamors for the Railroad Commis-
sion to revise the whole freight tariff. 1f
the commission undertakes that task tho
commonest intelligence is sensible of the
fact that itwould give the Commissioners
better opportunity to work delay, if so
disposed, a thousand times so, than to
pass upon specilic cases of unjust rates.

Yet Mr. Leeds declines to point out any
one specific instance of injustice, and ask
that it be inquired into.
Itmust be clear to even the thick-witted

that if Leeds would take up one specilic
case, prefer his complaint upon its basis,
demand an inquiry into it and a judg-
ment of correction, that the commission
could concentrate its attention upon it,

arrive at the truth concerning it, and
render judgment iv accordance with it,
and that it could not, oven if so minded,
make any considerable delay.

But this does not suit the wily .Mr.
Leeds; he asks revision of tho entire
tarill", which is a schedule of growth, de-
velopment and adjustment that are the
results of experience, and that the revi-
sion shall extend to and affect all articles
carried by rail. Ifthe commission were
as diligent as it is possible to be, so as-
siduous that its labor should engross its
entire attention, day in and day out, for
all possible working hours, they could
not make such a revision in two full
years.

The truth, the simple, undeniable truth
that refuses to be concealed and will not
be hidden, however much Mr. Leeds
may seek to cloak it, is that he does not
make complaint of spociric cases, because
by so doing he would expose the hand of
the TrafficAssociation. That association,
in" other words, would be compelled to

propose something affirmative and it
would, therefore, be open to criticism.
This would lead up to a complete ex-
posure ofthe animus of San Francisco in
its antagonism to the interior. The
Traffic Association does not propose to
have any rates made for the benefit oftlie
interior, and hence it is that it does not
dare to make specifications and that it
deals in broad, intangible and evasive
negatives.

THE MIRACULOUS TO-DAY.

There is not iv this day ofreason wide-
spread faith in miracles performed
through the touch of holy relics. Waiv-
ing the point that reasou demands
proof of the authenticity of the relic of a
saint, and the point ofdoubt that the con-
ferment of post mortem honors by a can- I
onizatiou can give to a dead human be- i
ing spiritual rank, yet there remain the 1
reasons for non-belief in cures effected ,
by "holy relics."

Here we have telegraphic accounts that
in New York on Sunday, in a stated
church, portions of the arm of St. Ann
were exposed, and that when the halt
touched it they ran like young colts;

Wheu the deaf kissed it they heard: when
the paralytic bowed before it they were
made whole; when the blind pn
their lips to it their sight was restored to
them. Thus twenty thousand people
filed through the church, aud we are told
that many were the cures effected. •

Faith, the operation of the imagination,
the power of mind over matter, may, and
do, work wonders. Charlatans by passes,
"mediums" by "spirit influence," so-
called, mesmerists, hypnotists, and the
like, perform precisely the same feats.
They, too, make the sick liftthemselves
up, and even the well become subjects of
their incantations. There are none of
these so-called miracles that the hypnotic
and mesmeric healers have not paralleled.

Itis all suggestion, ecstatic frenzy, fancy,
the working of the imagination or the

assertion of the will in superiority over
the physical.

If the devout prefer to believe that the
relic of a canonized person really sus-
pends natural laws, and turns the normal

order of things out of their channels, we

do not know that i harm is j
done. Orthodoxy is a shift to the many,
Who without some such support would
be helpless, and so the beiief in -the mi-
raculous power of saintly relics may be
entertained by those who must needs
feed their souls upon superstition.

So far as St. Ann, or Anna, is con-
earned there is no proof that she was a :
person who in her life performed inira- j
cles, a precedent essential to the act of
canonization. According to tradition J
she was the mother of Mary, the mother !
of Christ, the wife of St. Joachim and
the daughter of a priest of Bethlehem, i

But really nothing is known of her life, j
She is not mentioned in the Scriptures;
the lathers in the first three centuries of ;

the Christian Era made no record con- >

cerniug her. St. Epiphanius was tho !
first to mention her, and that iv the
fourth century. She was believed to have '
died in Palestine, and her body is said to
have been transferred to Constantinople
in 710, and her head to Chartres by Louis
de Blois about 1210. The people of Daren,
of tlie Duchy of Juliers, claim to have her j
head also, and the church at Ursitz lays j
claim to a third head as tho geuuine one, |
and numerous other churches prefer [
similar claims. The church observes her I
festival in July with much importance in j
some countries, and in her honor the j
Fraternity of St. Ann was instituted in
the thirteenth century.

The prools concerning the good works
of St. Ann, which are required to be
made after beatification, and must be
sufficient to defeat the aspersions that
the advocatus diaboli makes, are really
bat traditional. They are not founded on
record or other testimony which would
go to-day to a jury with sufficient force !
to establish an alleged fact. Much less
and weaker are the proofs that any por-
tion of the body of the mother of Mary
are now in any possession whatever. The
Jews did not, in her time, preserve
bodies with the care previously exer-

cised, and that in this case there was
preservation belief can only rest upon
the faith that there was miraculous in-
terposition.

But, as we have said, if faith in tradi-
tion concerning the humble woman of
whom Mary, tho mother of Jesus was
born after twenty-one years of barren-
ness, lifts up any fainting soul, gives
vigor to the power of the will, or leads
any in the straight and narrow path alter '
touching what they believe to be a por-
tion of St. Ann's arm, there is nothing
in it at all to evoke more thau mild sur-
prise over the scene in New York on
Sunday.
