The Board of Supervisors met yester-

The principal object of this extra session
was to take some action toward placing a
new bridge across the American River in
the place of the one which recently col-

A committee of citizens consisting of
Frank Miller, Thos. B. Hall, P. C:
Drescher, L. Tozer and Robert T. Devlin

appeared before the board, with a sug- |

gestion regarding the bridge.
Mr, Hall, 1n addressing the board, read
a letter from Albert Gallatin, in which

the writer said he thought the Southern |

Pacific Company might be induced to
AID THE COUNTY

In erecting a bridge which would accom-
modate both trains and teams. In
another letter addressed to General-Man-
ager A. N, Towne of the Southern Pacific
(& copy of which was read to the board),
Mr. Gallatin goes more into detail. He
calls attention to the desirability of re-
building the railroad from Roseville to
Folsom, the development of the country
thereabouts warranting such an enter-
prise, and further points out that the sus-
peénsion bridge at Folsom has fallen into
wreck and a new one is required. Mr.
Gallatin then suggests to Manager Towne
that the building of a new bridge could
be made a joint matter between the rail-
road and Sacramento County.

Mr. Devlin also addressed the board in
favor of the plan proposed.

Frank Miller said the county could
well atford to putin $10,000 toward a com-
bination bridge.

LIKED THE IDEA.

The Supervisors seemed impressed fa-
vorably with the idea
Supervisor Miller suggested that a con-
ference be held with the railroad people
immediately. The people were

should be hurried.

Mr, Greer was particularly enthusiastic |

over the plan. The rebuilding of the old
road to Roseville, he said, would at this |
time touch one of the most important
sections in the State, and would assist
greatly in its development. Folsom, he
said, was destined to be a great manu-
facturing eity, and all it needed was more
railroad facilities to build up the sur- |
rounding country. He had no doubt
that the company would take advantage
of the opportunity presented.
Committeeman Drescher, in addressing
the board, said that, pending the con-
struction of a new bridge, the people of
Felsom and the surrounding country
should have free ferriage across the river.
He thought it was a hardship to require
them to pay for transportation to and fro,
and an ekXpense they had not looked for.

He recommended that the county em- |

ploy a ferryman to accommodate the

travel, while the bridge isin its present |

impassable state,
ABOUT THE FERRY.

Supervisor Bates reported that the Su-
pervisors were in Folsom Monday, and
were told that at a meeting of citizens

Saturday it was the unanimous de-
that a2 new bridge be erected. The
Supervisors, after inspeeting the ruined
bridge, came to the conclusion that this
was the step to take. As (o the ferry, Mr.
IBates said the parties conducting it agreed |
to demand fare only from those who were |
able to pay and to carry others free. He !
advised that the ferry feature of the mat-
ter be delayed until the railroad could he
conferred with, as had been suggested in
the correspoudence read.

I'he clerk read a petition from residents
of Folsom praying that the board con-
sider the advisability of erecting an iron
or steel bridge to replace the old wire one,
now, in the opinion of the petitioners, |
irreparably ruined. The interests of that
community, agricultural and commer- |
cial, demanded this action. 'The petition !
was over ten feet longand bore signatures
of 250 property-owners.

TO LOSE NO TIME,

Supervisor Greer moved that the old |
bridge be condemned and the prayer of |
the petitioners granted, and it was so or- |
dered by unanimous vote.

Mr. Bates then moved that a committee
be appointed, which should go to San
Francisco at once and confer with the
outhern Pacific officials about the
bridge. The motion was carried, and the
Chair appointed Supervisors Bates, Jen-
kins and Miller on the committee.

Subsequently it was decided that the
remaining two members of the board
should act with the committee, and that

action was taken.

The board decided! to adopt this
method, and on motion of Mr. Miller the
County Treasurer was directed to pub-
lish the required notice, and then proceed
with the redemption of the bonds. A
