Omaha, May IG.—Bishop Hurst pre-

sided at the Methodist Conference this
morning.

Acommunication was presented ask-
ing for a definition of tho rule specifying
thai a call fora vote by orders is to be
made by one-third of either order, and
whether it meant a third of all the mem-
bets elected or a third of those present
voting. Referred to the Judiciary Com-
mittee.

The Xorth ('orman Conference sent in
a resolution calling for more satisfactory
juvenile Sunday-school papers than those
now published by the church. Referred
to tlio Committee on liook Concern.

Dr. Hargus of Philadelphia presented
a resolution to separate those paragraphs
of discipline, viz. .."> to <>3 inclusive, re-
ferring to a plan for lay representation.
!Ie wanted those of the discipline which
were constitutional separated from those
which were statutory. Afterseveral vig-
orous speeches the resolution was laid on
the table.

Swindells offered a resolution asking
\u25a0 ongress to take action to provide a com-
petent and sufficient number of chap-
lains for the army and navy and appoint-
ing a board of three Bishops to pass upon
the qualifications of all Methodist min-
isters applying for chapiainship, and
protesting against the proposed change
in the army rules, under which chap-
lains can be hired the same as teamsters,
cooks, etc. Referred to Committee ou
Temporal Economy.

a resolution was presented from the
Women's National Council, in session at« hieago, asking that the conference come
out squarely in favor of the admission of
women to vie legislative councils of the
Church. A heated discussion lollowed.
after which the resolution was referred to
the Committee on hay Delegates.

A resolution calling for a change in the
discipline to make a readjustment of the
law relative to boards and class leaders,
and for the ejectment of members and of-
ficials of boards who prove unworthy,
nas referred to tho Committee on lle-
Visals.

The order ofthe day. the completion of
memorial services begun Friday, was
tnen resumed.

Lockout of Granite Cutters Intho N. w

England *-tates.
Nkw YOBK, May 10.—A lockout ofthe

granite cutters throughout the "New
Kngland States was declared this morn-
ing, throwing-0,000 to 30,0 (»me:i out of
employment. At the same time a num-
ber of strikes are ordered in sympathy
with the stonecutter. It is estimated
that fully 60,000 men employed in the
quarrying-stono building works are now
oat. The immediate effect in tins ci;
to bring to a standstill all building opera-
tions, with the menace of stili more
reaching effect. Many other trades will
undoubtedly be influenced ifthe straggle
isprotracted. The men say ti:
the means to continue the contest indefi- j
lately, and believe the urgency of eon- |
tracts willcompel the employers to sur- I
render.

This is the lirst occasion in the memory
of the oflicers of the Senate when tho
Catholic clergy oiliciaied In such a man-
ner.

Before the opening services the mem-
bers of the House entered the Chamber,
followed by tbe supreme Court .Judges
and members of the Cabinet, President
Barri on being out of town. Then came
the members of the dead Senator's fam-
ily and committees of the House, fol-
lowed by acolytes robed in white,bearing
lighted candles, preceded by a dozen
priests in sacred vestments.

There are no details from
the iutorior as yet practicable, as the
roads are washed out and all means of
communication cut oft From indica-
tions, however, the damage is enormous
and a number of people killed.

The Earl of Aberdeen Sunk:—Many of
Her Crew* Drowned.

London, May I(s.—The bark Karl of
Aberdeen ran ashore on the coast of
County Pembroke. It is supposed six-
teon of the crew were drowned by the
capsizing of a boat. Fourteen others have
reached Milford Haven.

Twenty-two persons in all are known
to have been saved. A seaman named
O'Neill, ono of the shipwrecked sailors
who arrived at Cardiff, says: "Alter the
bark struck an effort was made to free
her by manning the pumps, but it was
useless, and the Captain ordered all
hands to the rigging, and arrangements
were made for leaving the vessel. Two
Lifeboats were smashed, and the crew at-
tempte 1 to launch the other, which was a
difficult task in the dangerous sea run-
ning.

Other members of
the crew attempted to follow, but the
boat was torn from the vessel's side, and
quickly disappeared.

By almost superhuman
efforts the men regained the overturned
boat, an 1 after an exciting struggle
righted it and s> rambled in.

"Being thrown in the vicinity of the
ship Lhey grasped ropes and held on

I tenaciously until 6 o'clock in the morn-
ing, when they were rescued. The rest
of the crew could ma leave the rigging
to assist them, as they were clinging to it

I for their lives. Their perilous position
j being discovered from th \u25a0 shore, assist-
[ ance was Bent, and a boat from her

majesty's snip Hound rescued eleven
men from the jigger mast. A number ofothers in the mainmast rigging went
down with the vessel, and all were
