Especially is
this the ease with Black Tartarians. In fact
tiie iatt-r are as scarce as though we depended
on the New England States lor supplies and
mule teams were the only means ol trans-
portation. White Cherries are displayed, hut
the quality is very inferior. Strawberries also
suilered and the limited supply is eagerly
seized at advanced rate 6. Gooseberries are
arriving veiy slowly. With a cont iii'iance of
tf>-day"6 good weather ire may took lor Rasj'-
berrlefl making their appearum within a lew*
days, thoi:gh to a limited extent only andat
C-ticy prices. Limes are plentiful,and ie:aii |
at from 10c to 1 .">c r* dosen.

THE WEATHER.

Lieutenant Flnl<*y Tninks There will
be a Frost Thi. Morning.

The Weather Bureau reports show a
rapidly rising barometer, and fresh to
brisk northerly winds and a clear sky.
