A CLOSE VOTE.

The vote in the English Commons on
the question of woman suffrage the other
day astonished Europe. The bill pro-
vided for the enfranchisement of unmar-
ried women having a certain amount of
property. Throughout England in all
circles the measure had been long and
hotly discussed, and all the conventional
arguments were brought to the frontagain
relating to the “rights of women.” When
it came fo vote the aflirmetive had 152
commoners, and the negative 175.

The surprise we have referred to was
over the exceeding strength of the propo-
nents of the bill. The thought has been
in the last three or four years that the
proposition to give women the ballot was
on the decline, but this vote in Parlia-
ment would seem to indicate that it has
been gaining strength.

Mr. Gladstone recently abandoned the
woman suffrage cause and frankly con-
fessed his conversion to the negative.
His chief reason for change is the convic-
tion that it isunjust to invest woman with
that which she cannot physically defend,
But the great statesman’s change does
not appear to have had the effect it was
supposed it would. Mr. Gladstone is
right, nevertheless, and we believe that
the more the question is studied by men
the less they will be inclined to concede
the demand to give woman the ballot,

All weightier reasons support the oppo-
sition, as we look at it, and one of the
chief of these is that giving the baliot to
women will be to give impetus to the
current that is drifting them away from
domesticity already. The rush of woman
into business to the displacement of the
natural bread-winner is deplorable for
reasons the REecorD-UNION has fre-
quently dwelt upon. It holds to these
views in woman’s interest, because in
her ennoblement it deplores modern
tendencies, that it holds to be degrading
to womanhood.

But legislators are not, unfortunately
for human good, always strong enough
to stand by their convictions, It is prob-
able that very many men who voted
“‘aye’ on this bill in the Commons are at
heart opposed to woman suffrage, but
were either over-persuaded, driven to
the vote to escape pertinacity, or begged
into it by charming woman. And, like-
wise, its probable that the members did
not consider the measure much of an
advance for the suffragists; that indeed,
it is so mild that it will have the effect of
serving as a stop-gap and an excuse for
doing nothing more very soon for
the suffragists, the extreme element of
which was not at all satisfied _with the
mild demands of the bill. They knew
that the measure would have enfran-
chised but very few women, and the
same knowledge of its limited capacity
served probably to secure it the large
vote it received. Nevertheless, when all
is said and all excuses preferred it re-
mains surprising that the measure had
80 close a vote that had twelve of the
negative gone over to the support of the
bill it would have passed.
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THE LESS SENSITIVE.

The common belief has been that
woman because of her more delicate or-
ganization and her nervous susceptibility

Lombrosa appears to us to be supported
by reason based upon everyday experi-
ence. That women do endure pain with-
out outward manifestation of discomfort,
which in a man would result in prostra-
tion or withdrawal from usual pursuits
is of common knowledge, But it is not
entirely reasonable to conclude, now that
attention is called to it by Lombrosa’s in-
vestigation, that this apparent heroism of
women is after all not heroic? That it
neans that pain with her is less acute
though the provocation of it be equal in the
two sexes, for a wise and beneficent pur-
pose? That because man is the stronger,
more rugged and coarse-grained he is less
adapted Lo endure with complacency that
which is so wholly opposed to the scheme
of his organization? That because it is
given by nature to women to encounter
more of suffering, therefore her sensibil-
ity to pain has been most inercifully less-
ened by the constitution of her organiza-
tion,

THE NEW CHARTER ADOPTED.

The people of Sacramento yesterday
adopted the new charter by alarge ma-
jority, notwithstanding the active oppo-
sition of the political bosses, who used
every means in their power to defeat it.
The result proves that the better element
in this city can always win if alittle
effort is made. All of the well-known
ward strikers were at the polls working
against the charter all day. They paid
out a good deal of money for votes, but
it looks as if they were fooled in many
cases by those who took their money.
Under the reform ballot law they were
not able to tell whether the purchased
voter carried out his agreement or not.
The people of the city are to be congratu-
lated on the result.

WEe call the special attention of the
readers of the Rrecorp-UNioN to the let-
ter of L. T. Hatfield, published in an-
other colummu, on the railroad problem
and the action of the San Francisco
Traffic Association, It is an able pre-
sentation of tke subject, and will richly
repay perusal by all who are interested
in the prosperity of the State.

NOTE AND COMMENT.

The Colusa Herald has passed another
milestone, being now six years old. The
Herald and the people of Colusa are to be
congratulated on the fact that the last
number of the paper was all set up and
printed at home, Messrs. DuBois and
Whiting having thrown off the shackles
of the ‘‘patent outside’’ and ‘*‘boiler
plate’ dealers. The Herald has made a
gallant fight and deserves the reward it
is evidently reaping.

AMUSEMENTS.

“The Power of the Press” is the title of
a drama to be produced at the Metropol-
itan Theater on Friday and Saturday
evenings and at a matinee Saturday af-
ternoon. It is said to bea good play, well
staged, and one that is bound to catch the
public. The title, however, is mislead-
ing, as the press figures in it in a very
small degree. The scene of the play is
laid in New York, and through the six
acts a great variety is given. 'T'he action
goes from the first scene in a tenement-
house to Sing Sing, thence to the Man-
hattan AthleticClub house, back to a
tenement-house distriet, thence to a ship-
yard in Aastorig, to a corridor in a New

York hotel, thehce upstairs to the apart-
nients of an actress, thence to a private
banking office, from there to South street,
thence to a wharf on that thoroughfare,
next to the cabin of a bark and thence to
the deck. The story is a powerful tem-
perance lecture. Shephen Carson, a ship-
carpenter, marries Annie Hosford, and
in so doing incurs the enmity of Tur-
ner Morgan. The latter introduces him
into bad company, makes him a drunk-
ard and finally lands him in Sing Sing
for a burglary he never committed. The
rest of the play is devoted to Stephen’s
etforts to establish his innocence, whieh,
of course, he succeeds in doing in the last
act, und villainy meets its merited pun-
ishment. The scenery is a feature. The
shipyard at Astoria, the wharf scene and
the picture on the deck when the villain
is captured are all clever specimens of
stage art. The castis a large one. Few
of the thousands who have witnessed
‘“I'he Power of the Press’’ have realized
that the play is but a reproduction of
actual events which happened in New
York City a few years ago, and that its
characters and scenes are the result of
life studies by the author, Manager Au-
gustus Pitou.

Mr. Pitou in reading a leading New
York daily paper a few years ago was
struck by the recital made therein of cer-
tain evidence presented betore the Gov-
ernor of the State going to show the inno-
cence of a prisoner recently released from
Sing Sing, after having served an unjust
sentence of seven years in that institu-
tion.

Curiosity led him to follow up the story
and the persons it concerned, and bit by
bit he built up the real story of the lives
of the characters which he has brought
into the play he has called ‘“The Power of
the Press,”’in honor of the service done in
cause of humanity and justice by thedaily
paper referred to.

All traces of the identity of the various
characters have, of course, been de-
stroyed in Mr. Pitou’s dramatic work,
but the various men and women who
were interested or implicated in the case
referred to were sketched with such fidel-
ity that many who saw the play during
its long New York run were able to iden-
tify them.

The lifelike character of the scenes is
thus easily explained, and the stage set-
tings are equally true to life, as they have
been made and built from photographie
reproductions of the localities \'isiLeJ by
Mr. Pitou in his researches for the ma-
terial used in the play.
