FiiKsxo, May I&—Although the Demo-

cratic State < onveution convened :n 9
o'clock this morning, and was supposed
t<> he in session all day, the only actual
business transacted before sapper was the
adoption of tho committee reports and
naming a State Central Committee. The
session \\as replete with recesses, windy
speeches OH side issues and other delay-
ing interruptions. If it had not been for
tue anticipated squabble over the resolu-
tions the convention would have finished
up all business remaining before it by
this afternoon. As it was, it had to run
into a night session.

The Committee on Platform and Keso-
lutions was. despite the fact that it was
appointed for the purpose of reporting
! ack the sentiments oi the anti-Cleveland
faction, which beat out the Clevelandites
on the t Ihairmanship race, not a unit, and
ii was not till late in the evening thai it
presented a report. When the report did
come in it was accompanied by three
minority reports. These latter opposed
the majority's railroad howl, the indorse-
ment of the tricky Traffic Association
and the proposition to abolish the Hail-
road Commission. The minority reports
were rejected after a couple of hours of
speeches.

The debate gave numerous individ-
uals who had been hoodwinked by the
Traffic Association an opportunity to ex-
*.rdsa their lungs. These people took
the beet of care every time they got a
ctianoe to declare their fealty to "Cleve-
land, but at the same time the majority
committee report did not recommend
pledging the delegates to the .National
Convention to vote lor Cleveland.

The Committee on Permanent Organi-
zation in its report reversed the usual
convention programme by recemmend-
ing that alter the temporary oflieers had
been duly declared permanent officers
the election of a State Central Committee
Ije taken up. \Y. K. I'.urke ol Los An-
geles, Chairman of the committee, ex-
plained that this recommendation was j
made because the committee considered j
the election ofa state Central Committee
one <>f the most important matters to j
come before the convention, a matter
that the entire convention should act
upon.

Heretofore the custom has been to
select the committee last, and us a rulo
half of the delegates started for home

it was reached, and the matter was
improperly attended to.

Burke thought that by taking the mat-
ter up first every delegate in the conven-
tion would know the personnel of the
committee, and in selecting it would be
careful to name men who had the ability
to lead the party to victory in November,
BO far as < 'alilornia is concerned.

just prior to the election of Mr. Fekon to
the United States Senatorebip, wh. ' agre dto support the candidacy of
De Young for this year, proves to ' c en-
tirely true.

Just prior to the final vote for United
states Senator in the Joint Convention of
the Legislature, St. 11. De Young and
Harrison Gray Otis, as the De Young
party, and Charles N. Felton and Colonel
J. I. Jackson, as the Felton party, met

by prearrangement for the purpose of
reaching an agreement and the consoli-
dation of their strength and influence.

Tho conclusions of the arrangement

supported his candidacy for United states
Senator over to Felton, in consideration
Of which Felton was to support his elec-
tion to the United States Senate in the
campaign of 181fJ.

Mr. Folton accented a written state-
ment of this whole matter, and the state-
meut was made in quadruple form, each
of the parties carrying a copy. There is,
therefore, no longer any doubt that Fel-
ton and De Young entered into an alli-
ance- whereby Feltou was to be made
Senator for the short term, and for that
service was to transfer his influence and
secure the election of De Young to suc-
ceed him.

The additional fact that he was to be
the successor of Senator Stanford in the
event of death or resignation has not be-
fore been stated.

A Moonlierht Picnic Terminates in a

ratal Shooting Afflrav.
M.MtYSvtr.LK, May LS.—Last night,

after 11 o'clock, a fatal shooting scrape oc-
curred at the moonlight picnic given by
the" colored people in a grove two miles
south of this city, a number of whites
being present. The tragedy was caused
by the whites, though tho colored man
who interfered is the only one dead thus
far. Two principals are, however, dyinc.

Last evening Jesse Foulk. a youth
al out 19 years old, went out to the picnic
and there met Way Lane, the lft-year-old
daughter of William Lane, a rancher.
Shortly after his departure he was fol-
lowed by Lane and Lucien Danley, ayoung waiter. While on the picnic
grounds and on the^dancing platform
the Lane girl was most of the time
in the company of young Foulk.
As near as can he learned she danced
with Danley onof and on leaving him
went over to Foulk. A few minutes be- 'fore the shooting she left the waiter and

t Foulk.
The tatter and the girl had hardly sat

down to eat ice-cream \\ Leii Danley put
in an appearance, pistol in band, and
told young Foulk that he would have to
give the girl up to her father.

The father then appeared, and grasped
the girl by the bead and threatened to
shoot her il Bbc did not go with him.

Young Foulk said that she should not
go. and as lie said this was struck by a
pistol over the forehead and knocked
down.

1 hercuptm Henry Flowers, a colored
man, jumped Inand grasped Danley, who
was holding his pistol at Foulk and lired
before the latter had risc-u.

At this instant Lane discharged his
pistol several times at whom bethought
was Foulk, <.nly o;.e bullet taking effect.
Foulk in the meantime drew his pistol
ana tired twice at Lane, both shots taking
effect.

Flowers was sh"t in tlie stomach and
bled to death in a very short time.

Both Lane and young J milk were
brought to this city and surgeons were
callea in. <>ne bullet was extracted from
Lane, but the otner cannot be located,
and is one which the doctors say will
prove ratal.

TERRIBLE RUSH OF WATER.

Enormous Destruction to Life and
Property in lowa.

SIOUX CITY ALMOST COMPLETELY
INUNDATED.

Eight Tlionsaml Pcoplo Forced lo

Leave Their Homes to Seek safety

on Jliffher Grounds — Sixtv-Threo
People Reported to Have Been
Drowned, ;i:iila Million and a Half

of Property Destroyed.

Bpeeial to the Recobb-Uviow.
Omaha, May 1&—An Omaha Beespeo-

ial from Sioux City, la,, says: Early this
morning s great wave came down the
Floyd River, whfeh Hows through the
center of the city. The water spread over
the banks to a depth of three feet, and in
a lew moments had risen above the first
floors, and several thousand people fled
in terror to higher grounds. Warning
was given but a short time before tlio
Hood came, and only a low ofthose in tlio
lowlands received intimation. The water
rose four feet in an boar and a half, and
continued to rise rapidly. Probably one
thousand people live on the lowlands
wuich are overllowed. The rise was so
rapid that a number were unable to es-
cape, and the work of rescue was busily
carried on.

At 12 o'clock eleven persons were re-
ported drowned, and there must be many
others. The only names obtainable so I
far are Nellie West, Mrs. Louise Bonier j
and two children.

All the boats from the boathouses on \u25a0

the Sioux Rivor tire being used to save
life and property. Tho stockyards and j
packing-houses are situated at the con-;
tluence ofthe Mission and Floyd Rivers,
and they were inundated. About
2,000 head of livestock were drowned.
Many carcasses are also floating down \
the Floyd. Tho railroad yards and j
switching track district is under water. !
The roundhouse uud railroad property is j
considerably damaged. Tbe roundhouse
ofthe Chicago, St. Paul, Minneapolis and
Omaha is damaged to an extent of$40,000.
Trains left Sioux City to-day. The Hotel
Fowle and Boston Investment Com- 'pany's building- are surrounded by \
water. The union depot was cut off at
'J o'clock.

It is estimated 8,000 people were driven
from their homes. All business is sus-
pended. The Chamber of Commerce or- j
ganized reliefwork this morning, and by \u25a0

noon tho ladies had soup and lunch-
houses open for the sufferers. The loss is
large, but as yet it is impossible to esti-
mate it.

A later dispatch says the damage will
reach a million and a half. The loss to
the Sioux City and Northern is £200,000.

The scenes along the edge of the water
-was pitiful. The loss of lire will be very
large, although it is difficult in the con-
fusion to learn the names.

At Spriugdale a woman stood in tho
second story of her house, 000 yards out,
holding a baby up over tho waters, ana
she was still there at 9 o'clock to-night.
Two men have already been drnvued in
attempting to rescue h«T.

A gale Of wind added greatly to the
misfortunes of tho city, houses being
broken up all the time, ami there is
neither gaslight nor electric light, l:oth
plants being under water.

St. Louis, May 18.—The river is still
rising, and the danger and damage is
augmenting, though to-day no marked
accidents were noticed. From above and
below come stories ol addition to the area
overflowed. Two unknown men were ;
drounpd at Alton by the capsizing of a j
skiii to-day. The Alton Water Works I
will soon have to shut down, as will
practically all manufacturing establish-
ments there. The town is also cut oil" i
from railroad connection with St. Louis,
and mails are sent by boat.

The damage in the American bottoms is 'almost inconceivable. In Monroe County
alone not le^s than 65.000 acres of culti-
vated iands are ruined for the season at I
least, entailing a loss*of not less than a
million dollars. Many resiliences are in
danger. Water surrounds thehomes and
the people are dependent up >n s<;eh help
as is .sent them. Nearly all tho homes
are abandoned, however, and thieves are
taking advantage of the opportunities.

Iv Last St. Louis the water is higher
and still rising.

It was reported to-day that R. K.
Chamberlain, wile and two children were
drowned near Cahokia, 111. The lumber
companies in North St. Louis have been
compelled to cease business, with a few
exceptions. The Farmers' Elevator Com-
pany's building is in thirteen feet of water,
and operations are suspended. The river
is encroaching upon the hanks, washing
away large sections, and necessitating .
hard work to prevent serious couse- :
(juences. In this vicinity hundreds of
poor people living in the low lands were
•\u25a0ompelied to move. Along the levee in j
front of the city the Mississippi is work-
ing its way higher into the lust doors of
buildings, and allbusiness is transacted
by boats to the second lioors. Boats
are still able to take in cargoes,
but if the r.iise continues business
will be suspended pending the fall.

other light material were tossed about by
the rising water. The Missouri Pacific's
southern yards are in serious danger, and
all manufactories at the south end are
shut down.
