Chicago, May 19.—Advices to tbe As-

sociated Press from many points west

Hooded district;

St. Louis reports that In addition to a
prospective coal famine, there ia a threat-
ened milk famine, the water on tlie Illi-
nois side having <ut off the dairy men
from the city. The deserted dwellings
in the Hooded district have been system-
atically robl ed of their contents, includ-
ing farnitore. The stealings are said to
have amounted to over $10 >,OQO.

At Sioux City, among other things, tho
Btockyfrds, \u25a0uuh the animals in them,
the corncribs and other buildings were

\u25a0 arried away by the Hood.
At Clarksville, Ark., the Hood in the

Arkansas River led to the drowning of
five people.

At St. Joseph, Mo., the river has risen
nearly two feet, and is now at its highest
point.

At Marysville, Kas., tho river, which
had been railing, is again rising, and tbe
city i» cut oil from railroad communica-
tion.

At Texarkana, Ark., the Red River
flood weakened all the railroad bridges
so that no trains run over them,and
there .has been no mail since Saturday.

At IVrryvili,-, Mo., the men employed
d ihe Bois Bruie levee have returneJ.

They report that tho water is breaking
over all along and that the bottoms wiu
soon ie tioo ted.

A tornado passed over the northwest-
ern part of Hamilton County yesterday
afternoon, plowing a furrow of destruc-
tion nearly three miles Lone. A number
of dwelling-houses and barns were de-
stroyed and several persons were injured.

ABANDONED AT SEA.

An Explosion Occurs on the Coal
Ship St. Charles.

THE CREW DESERT HER IN A SINK-

ING CONDITION.

men belonging to the ship St. Charles,
landed at Cape Pouiweather Lighthouse,
the Captain, second mate and two sailors
badly injured.

Charles wasen route from Nanaimo to
San Francisco with a cargo of coal, and
while in 126° west, i> 28 north, May
17th, an explosion occurred, causing the
crew to abandon the sinking ship. The
vessel bad -,^>i tons of Nanaiinocoal on
board, and was consigned to John Rosen-
feld's Sons, San Francisco. It was val-
ued at $9,000.

The SL Charles was built at Phipps-
burg, Maine, in 1833, and was owned by
C. >. Minottof that place. Her dimen-
sions were: Length, 225.2 feet; breadth,
ii.< ; depth, 24.8.

The explosion was caused by theaccu-
inulatiou <>t coal gas in the hold, which
was ignited by men going below with a
ii in. Captain Cliapm n was fatally in-
jured, and the second mate ami a seaman
badly braised. A hijr hole was torn in
the*ternoi the ship, but fortunately the
boats were noJ injured, and the crew yet
away before the vessel sank.

KILLING OF ABEILLE.

LINE OF DEFENSE IN THE TRIAL
OF DEACON.

Facts Connected Wiih tho (,nsi> as

ttecttod En the Ac-

onsatlon.

He probably made the
statement unaware of the fact that unless
acquitted a verdict of murder with ex-
tenuating circumstances implies at least
three years itnnrisonment. !be counsel,
who were confident of his acquittal, say
the indiscreet admission will not preju-
dice the case.

Tho wife appealed to him to cease the re-
proaches, admitted guilt with Abeille
and pleaded with ber husband for for-
giveness.

The im-
portant point is, while nations are nego-
tiating to obtain each other's commercial
favor, non.' is anxious about the favor of
Great Britain, because i.reat Britain has
stripped herself of tho armor and weap-
ons with which battles are fought. Tho
attitude which we have taken in regard-
ing ii disloyal to the glorious and sacred
doctrines of free trade to levy duties on
anj body for me sake of anything we get
thereby may be noble, but not business-
like. LCheers.]

"Ifyou int. nd to hold your own in this
conflict of tariffs you must be prepared
to refuse nations who injure you access
to your markets. Wo complain mostoi
the I nited States, and it so happens the
i pited States maintains and furnishes us
with articles which are essential to theg iod of the people, and with raw ma-
terial which is essential to our manu-
factures. We cannot exclude either with-
out serious injury to ourselves; but there
is an enormous mass of imports, such aa
wine, spirits, siii.. gloves and laces from
countries beside the United states, which
are merely luxuries and of which the di-
minished consumption could bo risked,
in order to secure access to the markets
of our neighbors. I expect to be excom-
municated for propounding such a doc-
trine, oat J :mi bound to say L think tho
free-traders have gone too far."
