
THE SHASTA STAGE ROBBERY.

A Correspondent Relates Details of ihe
Terrible Crime.

Elow the Tlobbers Were Trailed, and

One of tbem Captured bya Quar-
tet of Young Boys.

A Bbookd-Uuton correspondent, writ-
ing from Shasta, gives a graphic descrip-
tion of the events at the recent attack '

upon the stage, the shooting of the mes-
senger, Bode Montgomery, the driver,
Boise, and the subsequent capture of one
Of the robbers. The atfair caused great

excitement in the quiet, old town of
{Shasta, and when the news reached Bed-
ding .several hundred men took to the
woods in hope of making a capture of the
desperadoes.

The stage left Shasta at 5 o'clock in the
evening with but one passenger beside
the driver and messenger. What is called
tho "Sew Road," or Middle Creek road,
was made by the citizens of Shasta to

connect with the railroad at Middle < i-•» k
station, and is three miles long. Itwas

luently extended to Redding, three
from Middle Creek, and is one mile

shorter than tho old stage road from
Shasta to Redding.

Upon leaving Shasta this road follows
Middle Creek, and winds along the rocky
hillsides above the creek the entire dis-
tance to the station. No one lives on the
road, and the ridges on either side are
very eteep. Where not composed ol

- and rocky bluffs they an; covered
uith dense pine and live-oak forest and
underbrush. The point where the attack
was made is known aa "The- Bine Cut,' 1

a place where the road is cutthrough a
spar of the main ridge, a peculiar blue
rock, in which several *'pockets" or de-
posits of gold have been found. The
highwaymen took their stand :it the
lower end of this cut, where they were
hidden from view From the approaching
stage until it came directly abreast of
them.

Only one man presented himself, who
covered the driver with a shotgun, de-
manding the treasure-box, while bis com-
panion remained in the background.
The messenger, Montgomery, evidently
only saw the one man from his seat inside
the coach, and believed he could kill him

. tly, and fir< <!.
The robber was .knocked partly down,

but immediately returned Lhe (ire, shoot-
ing the driver, just as the latter complied
with his order to throw out tho box. At
the same instant the second robber fired
two or throe shots at Montgomery, with
fatal effect.

The four horses attached to the stage

then took fright,and it isawonder that
the woundeddriver and passenger suc-
ceeded in keeping them in the road,
which, from the Jilue Cut to Middle
Creek station, is a steep down-grade and
very narrow in many pla a.

Before reaching the station iho stage
wa>. met by Dr. Stevenson of Shasta,
whose wife immediately went back to
Redding and gave the alarm. In the
meantime the shooting had been heard
at Shasta, and a telegram had been re-
ceived there from Middle Creek. Inhalf
an hour after the robbery and shootings
dozen men were on the spot from Shasta,
and shortly after Cully two hundred men
were in the vicinity from various places,
a largo number going up from Redding.

AMERICAN* AUTHORS.

Protest Entered Against the Proposed

Association.
Nxw Y'okk, May 19.—An important

movement by American authors has be-
gun at the Berkeley L,yeeum, in the for-
mation of aa Association of American
authors. Acircular calling the meeting
was sent out several weeks ago, signed
by W. D. Howells, Thomas W. Higgin-
sou, Charles Dudley Warner, Moncare
I>. Conway, George W. Cable, Julian
Hawthorne, .lames Grant Wilson and
Charles liurr Told. The harmony of
the meeting yesterday was broken by an
unexpected and unpleasant incident.
Shortly after Colonel Higginsou, who
presided, had called Lhe meeting to order,
Mrs. Mary Frost ( h-.sniby excitedly asked
permission to protest acaiust the forma-
tion of a now association in the name of
the American Society of Authors, of
which Will Carlton is President.

A motion was adopted allowing Mrs.
Ormsby to address the society after the
constitution had been passed upon.
\\ hen the time came for her address she
complained bitterly of tho alleged injus-
tice to the society to which she -belonged.
She declared, among other things, that
the American Society of Authors had been
formed more than one year ago and had
more than two hundred members. Wal-
ter Besant had given his advice in its
formation and had furnished plans for
English, German and French societies of
authors. The general principles stated
in the circular of the new organization
were substantially and almost literally
the same as those of the older society.
Tudd, Secretary of tho now organization,
she said had obtained possession of the
by-laws and constitution of the older -
ciety. "We do n>t object," she added,
"to forming another society, but to the
appropriation of matter which has cost so
much to produce ami elaborate, and tho
appropriation of our society's name. 'Colonel Higginson said that he was un-
able to s-ee that the new organization hud
plagiarized from the old one or that it was
responsible to other societies.

Editors of Several Ifelislous Papers

Elected.
Chicago, May 19.—Bishop Merrill pre-

Conference. The election of Dr. Arthur
Edwards as editor of the Northwest m
Christian Advocate at Chicago by the
ballot taken yesterday was announced.

The substitute offered for the commit-
tee's report abolishing the live-year limit
on pastorates was offered, referring the
question to the annual conference, and
the 1 iiscussion was continued.

The conference then took up the elec-
tion of editor for the Califoitua Oi
Advocate. The nominees were Dr. B. :•'.
Crary, the incumbent, and l>r. W. S.
Mathews, both of California.

The conference adjourned before the
result was announced.

required for the Chinese Exclusion Act
approved on the f.th inst., of which
$50,000 will he needed to'defray the ex-
penses of registration. Estimates ofthe"
expense of enforcing tue provision in re-
gard to tito iinjp Lsonment ••>'.' < ihinese con-
victed of unlawful entry are at the rate of
$200 per capita, ora total estimated ex-
pense ofSSO,UOU per annum.
