thence to the prison.

AT THK PRISOX
i Warden Auil headed the party and

pointed out the various works of interest.
On entering the prison the relief from
the burning sun was very refreshing,
and about half an hour was spent iva
promenade about the stone corridors and
ceils.

Many of the party were? profuse in
praise of the substantial institution and
the neatness and order prevailing
throughout the groat building, with its
hundreds ofinmates. All work had been
susiKJiided prior to the arrival of the visi-
tors, and the prisoners were all locked in
their cells. It touched many a heart in
the party to see the hundreds of eyes
peering irora the slight openings in the
doors to their dungeons.

< ta the party leaving tho prison signals
were given by tho otlicers, and several
volleys were fired from the Gatling guns
in the watch towers surrounding the
prison.

The spiteful fusillade from each tower,
the patter of leaden hail on the rocky hill-
sides, and the eeh^es answering to the
crash of the guns was an impressive
thing to most of the visitors.

The train left the prison at 5 o'clock,

and dropped down to Folsom, where a
stop was made of three-quarters of an
hour. The Folsomites were very hospit-
able, and the little depot was completely
hid in its decorations of Qowerund Hags.
U'hcu the train left three cheers were
given for the Editors' Association, and
were responded to from the train.

Happily no accident occurred among
tho hundreds, includies ladies and chil-
dren, who clambered over the great stone
abutments and piers.

The train left Folsom at ~>: 15, and ran in
to the Sacramento depot at (j:JJu, where the
visitors hastily left the cars and went to
various points about town.

AMUSEMENTS.
Notwithstanding the fact that so many

Sacramentans were engaged last night in
entertaining tho National Editorial As-
sociation at the Capitol and Art Gallery,
there was a good audience at tho Metro-
politan Theater to witness the lirst per-
formance here of "Tho Power of the
Press." Those who attended were well
repaid, for the drama is a powerful one
and is staged in a magnificent manner.
The company is a very largo one, and it
takes a little army of men to handle the
vast amount of scenery which is brought
into use. In fact the splendid scenery is
ope ofthe notable attractions of the play.
There is no commonplace piece of paint-
ing in tho whole collection, while some of
the sets are striking examples of the
painters' and mechanics' art. The audi-
ence was delighted and was unstinted in
its applause.

There are six nets and thirteen scenes
in the drama, which is fullofpicturesque
characters, emphatic incidents, striking
Bcenes and vigorous motion. Tho plot
appeals to humanity, and its melodra-
matic phases are toned down by well
arranged comedy. The action never Sags,
and the audience is keptdeeplj' interested
from beginning to end.

The caste is a strong one, the many
characters being assumed by very com-
petent and painstaking people.

"The Power of the Press" will be given
at a matinee this afternoon and for the
last time to-night. Those who attend
will not regret it.
