FIRE IN WASHINGTON.

lour Blocks of Wooden Buildings De-
st roved.

Portland, May 22. — An Oregonxan
Chehalis (Wash.) special says: A fire
.started this morning on the upper lioor of
a vacant building i>n Maine street, be-
longing to George Gregg, and was not
quenched until lour blocks of wooden
buildings had been destroyed, entailing a
total loss of $111,850; insurance, $.M,UoO.
forseveral weeks past tho building in
which the lire started has been the resort
for tramps and loafers. The .Fire Depart-
ment and citizens volunteered their as-
sistance, and made a magnificent effort to
save the adjacent buildings, but with the
miserable facilities at hand were com-
pelled to become powerless spectators to
the destruction of property. The chem-
ical engine, the only protection against
fire in the <-ity. was charged and dis-
< in rged as rapidly as possible, but uc-
couiplished nothing.

A .strong north wind was blowing, and
the block across the street, together with
the buildings below, were enveloped I
within twenty minutes. Four blocks of I
wooden buildings were in the midst of
the sea of flame. Within forty minutes
:iiter ihe alarm was sounded so tierce was
the heat that the lire made its way back
against tho wind, talcing Keinhart's store,
Noftager's store and dwelling and the |
Long building and store, and the build-
ing of John Mains. The Odd Fellows'
i..iil and the Courthouse were protected
by intervening vacant spaces. Its pro--.-. as stopped by the iron roof of the
Long building, which smothered the tire
below when it fell, and saved the Court-
house and odd Fellows' hall.

At this point the Centralia steamer ar-
rived, alar v delay of nearly an hour and
a ha if, but they came too late to render
assistance. The lire was burned out. So
rapidly I.ad the blaze spread from build-
ing to building that but little was saved
by the residents and business men in the
entire district.

BANCROFT TO BLAINE.

Answer to a Recent Statement
Made by the Secretary,

CONCERNING THE WITHDRAWAL OP
THE FORMER'S NOMINATION.

The Appropriation Eills to be tlie
Leading Features of Congress the

Present Meek, There Being Only

Two Regular Bills Under This Head

Awaiting Action In the Senate.

Special to the Recohd-Uxiox.
Washington, May 22.—Frederick Ban-

croft has addressed a letter to Secretary
Blainc in answer to the statement made
by the Secretary in a recent letter to the
President, recommending the withdrawal
ofBancroft's nomination as Tinted States
Consul to Brunswick, Germany. Bancroft
says it is a remarkable fact that Blame
now assigns entirely different reasons for
Bancroft's removal from those he gave
when interrogated upon the subject.

Bancroft says: "Itwas well known in
the department that it was not until after
you resolved upon my removal and com-
missioned my successor that you began
seeking a justification for your action,
which might also serve, perhaps, as a re-
ply to the resolutions of the House. Be-
fore entering a direct reply to your state-
ments, permit me to remind you of the
important fact that you neglected to con-
sult the officer who alone has intimate
and |>ersonal knowledge of the work of
my bureau. Iquietly sought simple jus-
tice from the department, and too keenly
appreciate the difference between your
power and mine to make any threat.
You denied the request that 1 should not
be removed without an opportunity to
meet the charges; you endeavored to in-
duce me to quietly accept the Consulship.
1 merely insisted that Imust have justice,
and could not bo bribed into silence by
the oiler."

Bancroft, after explaining the cause of
the removal of two library officials, de-
clines to enter into a controversy as to
the alleged quarrel between himself and
Lake, Third Secretary of State, as the
latter has now left that office.

Bancroft further says: "Librarians of
experience will smile at your complaint

Con-J
siderintr these indisputable tacts, can it
be expected that civil service reformers
and fair-minded people in general will
really believe that tlie Department ofl
State has never changed subordinate
officers except for good and sufficient
cause?"

BEFORE CONGRESS.

Measures Which Will Occupy Atten-
tion the Coming Week.

Washington, May 22.—But two regu-
lar annual appropriation bills await ac-
tion by the Senato— the Senate appropri-
ation bill which is purposely withheld in
committee, and the diplomatic and con-
sular bill, which it is expected .will be
passed this week. Unfinished business
is the bill topunish violation of the treaty
rights by aliens, but its consideration will
probably be delayed by one ofthe pend-
ing special ordern, either the silk culture
bili, fixing the compensation of the
United States District Attorney, and the
revenue marine transfer bill. It La prob-
able that the latter measure willcome be-
fore the Senate early in the week.

The House willresume consideration of
tho sundry civilbill as unfinished busi-
ness to-morrow. Through the discour-
agement of the party managers, whose
previously bright hopes of bringing
about acomparatively early adjournment
was dimmea by the slow progress oftlie
bill, an effort will be made to hasten tho
bill and make up lost time by more
prompt action on two appropriation bills
now waiting to enter the House, namely,
the fortification and Postofiice appropria-
tion bills.

The passage ofthese bills, unless Hatch
succeeds in antagonizing them with the
anti-option bill, constitutes the pro-
gramme, of the majority o! the House for
the next week. Alter they are finished
only the legislative, executive, judicial,
agricultural and general deficiency ap-
propriation bills remain to be considered.

RECEDING WATERS.

The River Fails Several inches at
This Point.

Freoport People Protect Their Levee

and Check the Overllow—Weak

Spots Protected.

For the past three days the farmers
living along the river south of this iiiy
have been considerably alarmed lest the
waters of the ti-eming river should burst
the levees and Hood the low lands, winch
have this season been planted to various
crops. The probability is, however, that
all cause lor lear on that score is past, as
the river began to fall again last night,
after reaching a hight of litJ feet 5 inches.

On Saturday the water began to run
over a low place in the levee on this side
of the river and a short distance north of
Freeport. The citizens and their em-
ployes turned out in large force, however,
and by working like Trojans night and
day had sucv-eeded yestoiday afternoon
in raising the levee sutiiciently to stop
the overllow. In the meantime the water
ran over the read to such a depth as to
almost put a stop to travel by the Free-
port road.

A telephone message from Mr. Riehl last
evening stated that the Freeport people
then felt quite hopeful that all uatu>erwas past, especially as the river had begun
u> fail at Sacramento, although it was
still at its highest point down there.

J. W. Houston of Courtland reported,
in response to an inquiry by telephone
from this ollice, that they were having no
trouble down that waj% and none was
aniici'^atoJ.

E. M. Sheehan came up from drnni
Island yesterday and reported the levees
all secure down that way and tho island
in no danger whatever; in feet, tiie
island is dryer than it was a month ago.
The water in the road was so deep at one

place below Freeoort that his buggy
almost tloated.

Joseph tireen, who came up from
Conrtland yesterday in his steam launch,

i stares that there are several weak places
! in the levees on either side, which will
require watching umil tho river falls
somewhat.

A Kkcokp-Uniox reporter visited the
Yolo side of the river yesterday, but
found the levees weli above the swollen I
stream and apparently in no dauger.
However, the citizens are watching the
embankments closely, and have patrol-
men out day and night. What troubles
them most just now is the seepage from
the river, which is very great. Besides,it weakens the new levee considerably.

Tho people of Washington and down
along the river have expended a great
deal of money and labor in raising their
levee, and it would be a misfortune ifany
portion of it should yield to the euor-

I muus pressure against it.
Last evening the river had fallen to

20 feet 1 inch opposite this city. The tem-
perature having cooled materially, the
melting of the snow In the mountains
has been checked somewhat, and there is
every reason to believe that the river
willfall quite rapidly from this time on.

IiATSR.

Rumor That tho Levee on the Yolo
side Has Broken.

Shortly before midnight last night P.
G. Riehl of Freeport telephoned to the
Ri:conn-U>'iON that the water was falling
too rapidly there to be accounted for
unless by a break in the levee above
there. He said there had been a contin-
uous roar heard coming from the Yolo
side for two hours, and they were sure
there was a break somewhere.

ARecord-Union reporter at once set
out for Washington, across the river, and
meeting Judge Newton, asked him ifhe
had heard ofany break. He replied that
he had not, but said that if the water was
falling so rapidly there must be one. He
accompanied the reporter to the river
bank, where it was found that tho river
had fallen about eight inches since even-
ing.

"That settles it," said Newton. "There
is surely a break, and Ithink it must be
about eight miles down the river, opposite
the ranch of Manuel Jacinto, a Portuguese
gardener. There was a weak spot there,

j and Itold them when the new levee was
built-there that if high water should

| come the bank would give way. They
| had no chance to give tho levee at that
point a good base.

"Ifthe break is not there it must be at
West's place, two or thveo miles this
side," continued Mr. Newton. "There
was another poor spot there. Yes, I'm
sure tho water is going through one of
those places."

"But," asked tho reporter, "would not
someone have reached Washington with

j the news by this lime?"
"No," replied Newton, "a person could

not get here. No one would try to come
up the levee at the West place, as the
water was running over the top of it this
afternoon. The only way to get word
would be for someone to go down the
other side and cross over to Freeport
with the news."

"Well, well, it's too bad !" soliloquized
the Judge. "Ifthe levee is gone at either
of those places it will ruin scores of per-
sons who have planted gardens all

I through that rich section this season, be-
lieving that there was no danger of the
river coming upon them again.

"The rushing waters will cause great
loss in that section, and I suppose the
new back levee built by Dr. Dixon will
be injured, if not washed away, but that
will depend on just where the break oc-

j curred —if there is one—and there surely
is, or the river would not fallso rapidly."

A later telephone message from Kiehl,
at Freeport, stated that a messenger had
been sent up the river on the Sacramento
side to where the supposed break had oc-
curred.

NOT A GLOWING SUCCESS.

Bad Roads Interfere With the

Great Relay Bicycle Race.

GENERAL MILES' MESSAG3 VERY
MUCH DELAYED.

The Tllders Have a Hard Time Battling

With tlio Elements—Ono of the

Participants Faints on His Wheel—

Tho Condition of Mrs. President
Harrison's Health Very Much Im-
proved.

New York, May 22.—After a hard

struggle with Lad roads and blinding
rain the last relay in the great .bicycle
journey from Chicago to 2<ew York was
assisted from his wheel more dead than
alive at 1:(K> this morniug. Tho run from
Albany was made with little loss of
time, but it was impossible to make up
thu nine hours lost before reaching that
point. The message left Poughkeepsie
at 4:25 p. m., Peekskill 4:07 r. X., Sing
Sing 8:44 and Tarrytown D:4l. On tho
last relay coming in Tarrytown Hairy
Evelan fainted on his wheel, liis com-
panion, George Smith, seized the dis-
patch and rushed forward, leaving Eve-
ian to recover as best he could.

Hundreds of riders shared in tho un-
dertaking from Lumsden. The wheel-
man who boro the message away from
the Pullman building too. U^uick came

! rushing over tho slippery Broadway
pavement to-night a long succession
Of crack wheelmen] struggling through
darkness and dampness uniil tuo
relay was accomplished. . Sometimes
they made the racers race, yet again at an
ox-team puce. He was sometimes com-
pelled to leave the machine mired and
broken and run on foot to the next relay,
occasionally being compelled to swim a
river where swollen lioods had carried
the bridge away.

One thing which the undertaking illus-
trates is the general depravity of Ameri-
can roads, and this is most certainly ac-
complished. That the race excite*! inter-
est is evinced by the stories of the riders,
which are to the effect, if they are to be
believed, that the fences along the coun-
try roads were loaded with excited
countrymen who were waiting, even at
midnight, each with a lantern in one
hand and an umbrella in the other. In
the large towns the streets wero lined
with a similar curious throng.

Notwithstanding the lateness of tho
hour a larye crowd was waiting on Park
Row, where the race was finished.
Lieutenant Troat, Aid-de-Camp to Gen-
eral O. O. Howard, was in waiting. He
aoickly took the message and conveyed
it by a specially chartered tug to General
Howard at Governor's island.

He
said an average of over ten miles per ;
hour was made and could not be beaten
by infantry in similar weather, and tho
travel for cavalry would be impossible.

TRAIN ROBBERS.

Ail Express Messenger Loses His Lite
Hut Saves the Treasure.

Jacksonville (Fla.), May 22. — The
north-bound train on tho Jacksonville,
Tampa and Key West Hail way was held
up at Sanford yesterday morning by four
masked robbers, who, in a desperate at-
tempt to rob the Southern Express I
money-box, killed Express Messenger j
Saunders and badly wounded Solicitor
Agent T. M. Cook. The trainmen rallied
and drove them away, preventing a rob-
bery.

Agent Cox of tho Southern Express
Company, who was in the car with -Mes-
senger Saunders, reached here this even-
ing. He said that just this side of San-
ford ho noticed a man standing on the
platform of the express car and asked
Saunders who it was. As Saunders
opened the door two men stepped in and
ordered "hands up." Saunders and Cox
grappled with them, but as both were un-
armed, while the robbers each had re-
volvers, the struggle was an unequal one.
Cox succeeded In throwing his man out
and closing the door, after Saunders had
received a mortal wound. In the excite-
ment Cox did not realize that he himself
was wounded.

Baggagemaster Gilbert says whon he
heard the shots ho went forward, but the
robber on the express-car platform
shoved a revolver in his face and said,
"There's one man lying dead there, an-
other wounded in the car, and if you |
know what is healthy for you you'll get

! back in a hurry." Gilbert did so. The

! ably $10,000 or *12,<00 in the safe, but the
robbers did not get a cent.

DEEMING HANGED.
Pays the Penalty for Brutally

Murdering His Wife

DENIED TEAT HE WAS GUILTY OP
THE RAINHILL MURDERS.

Ono Hundred and Twenty People

Drowned by tlio Sinking: of a Bra-
zilian Turret-Ship — Elections In
Belgium Result in Xo Changes in

tho Political Complexion of the
Various Parties.

MiM.r.oritNi:, May 23.—Deeming was

hanged at ono minute past 10 o'clock this
morning.

Deeming passed Sunday in writing,
calmly discussing at interval* his ap-
proaching doom. Sunday night be thrioe
swallowed eagerly small allowances of
spirits, after which he slept soundly un-
tilawakened at 7 o'clock this Monday)
mozning; Then, lor the first lime since
his arrest, the manacles on his wrist wore
removed, and, smoking a cigar, he con-
versed with those around him. He de-
clared that he was resigned to his fate
and had no fears in regard to tho future.

To the Governor of the prison be Bald
he made peace with God. lie per-
sisted in denying that ho was guiltyof
the RainhiH murders, and never de-
clared that he lost self-control in England,
as he had since he arrived inAustralia.
He expressed gratitude to the Governor
and ail the prison officials for the consid-
eration they had shown him, and also to
Lyle, his counsel, and to all concerned
in the defense, lie said he thought he
would not falter or make any scene on
the scaffold.

Afew minutes before the time set for
the execution Deeming was allowed a
glass of brandy, which he swallowed at a
gulp, and was told he might have more
if the prison doctor so ordered. Tho
doomed man was then led to the gallows,
and in a few minutes all was over.

The drop was seven lVet. Tho execu-
tion was witnessed by a large gathering,
including Government and civilofficials,
magistrates, police and clergymen. There
was an immense crowd outside the prison
from an early hour in the morning until
long after the execution was over. Order
was maintained by a string force of po-
lice.

On the arrival of the hangman and
Deputy Governor at the doomed man's
cell. Deeming was praying fervently, re-
peating again and again, "Lord, have
mercy on my soul." He continued mut-
tering the prayer as ho was led to the
scaffold. He wore a cap which partially
shaded his face from view.

A few minutes before the time for the
execution the Sheriff to Deeming s
ceil and formally demanded that the
body of Deeming be delivered to him.
The prisoner was then led to the scaffold,
after being pinioned, on the scaffold he
shook hands twice with the Sheriff. To
the tatter's query whether be hud any-
thing to say, Deeming replied taintly,
"May tho Lord receive my spirit." Tho
black cap was then drawn over his face,
and the prison chaplain read the i/uriai
service, at the conclusion <>i' which me
holt was drawn and the body dropped.
1»oath was instantaneous, and alter tho
lirst momentary swaying of the body no
further movement was noticed.

Among the witnesses at tho execution
were a number ol reporters. The hang-
man wore a false, white beard. There
was DO public demonstration outside of
the jail.

WAR VESSEL. SUNK.

Over Ono Hundred Lives lieported
Lost.

LONDON, May 22.—A dispatch from
Montevideo says the Brazilian turret ship
Solimoes was wrecked otf Capo Santa
Maria while en route to Matto Grosso,
and but five members of the crow were
saved, one hundred and twenty being
drowned.

The Solimoes was one of the vessels
sent by the Brazilian Government to sup-
press the rising in the State of Matto
Grosso. Captain Casorao was drow oed.

A JlcraliC.s Montevideo (1 ruguay) dis-
patch says: Just as the Soliinoefl was
off Potonce Island, near the point of
Negra Castillos, she struck a rock
violently. The sea was very rough
at the lime. All of tho crew were
under the hatches, except four sailors
and pilot. Through an immense hole
made in the hull tiio water rushed so
fast and furious that the vessel sank
almost immediately. Of all the crew
only four sailors who were on deck saved
their lives. Tho pilot and others, who
were on deck, saved their lives. Ono
hundred aud twenty-throe lives were
lost. It was unfortunate the men did not
even get a chance to gain the deck. They
drowned like rats in a hole.

As the .waters poured in the victims
seemed instantly to realize their danger,
and made a irantio but unavailing eiiort
to dash open tne hatchways. Their cries
were heartrending. The Solimoes was
a two-turretcd monitor, built of iron in
England and launched in 1876. Her dis-
placement was 3,700 tons.

Tho
changes resulting are not sufficient to
affect the respective majorities of the dif-
ferent parlios. There was some rioting
at Lovain to-d;:y between students and
s..>ciaii.->ts. Forty persons were art
Many were injured. Tho day passed
quietly elsewhere.
