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MATIERS TN AMADOR.

Two Men Killed by Accident at the
Gover Mine.

A Brace of Enropean Dynamiters Con=-
victed—Fine Quartz Mines on
Gold Mountain.

Frank 8. Chapin, traveling correspond-
ent of the Recorp-Ux1oN, writing from
Amador, Amador County, under date of
Saturday, states that at 3 p. M. on Frrday‘
three men were working at the bottom of
a new shaft, about 1,000 feet from the sur-
face, at the Gover mine, near Drytown,
Amador County. Inresponse to a call,
the men at the top were lowering a heavy
timber sixteen feet in length, when it
suddenly broke from its fastenings and
iell to the bottom of the shaft. Duje
Mirch, an Austrian, was killed instantly.

Fred Roberts, a Cornishman, had a leg
broken and suffered severe internal in-
juries. He lingered about two hours be-
fore death came to his relief.

By some miraculous fortune the third
miner, who was holding the drill, escaped
with only a slight injury to one hand.

DYNAMITERS SENTENCED.

The two Montenegrins who were con-
victed at Sutter City, on the 19th, of de-
Btroying three mining trucks with dyna-
mite, were sentenced this morning to
250 days in jail or $250 fine. _

The danger from crimes of this nature
is such that the community demands a
change in the statute which shall make
wanton destruction by use of lugh' ex-
plosives a felony instead of a misde-
meanor. The sentiment generally ex-
pressed is that five years in the State
Prison would have been a punishment
proper in this case. !

The people of Amador County desire
from the next Legislature a law estab-
lishing a uniform system of mining sig-
nals; another punishing stage robbery
on the same principle as the recent Act
relating to train wrecking, and a third
making willful destruction of property
by high explosives a felony.

THE GOLD MOUNTAIN MINE,

Your correspondent climbed over and
under the hill where they are opening up
2 new mine that seems to pay, from the
grass roots down. There are several
claims on the ledge and the Gold Mount-
ain is working a twenty-stamp 1miil and
steadily increasing its plant.

I saw a man who had been digging
only one day, yet who had a few tons or
quartz laid aside for crushing, and in
tunmel, stopes and on surtace galena sul-
phurets in sight everywhere. Some of
the ore is 300 fcet above the mill, and the
mill is run by water from theditch, hence
this mine is worked at a very low cost,
As gold-bearing quartz crops out every-
where, and scems as good at the bottom
of the lower tunnel as on top, it is a won-
der to me that they don’t increase their
plant rapidly enough to set all the idle
men in Amador at work.

Crowds Sporting Iin the Water—Pro-
fessor Harmon’s Feats.

The Shasta County Stage Robber at
Last Convicted.

In Judge Morrow’s court in San Fran-
cisco Abe Jones, the Shasta stage robber,
was found guilty on Saturday of robbery,
but not guilty on four counts of placing
the life of the mail carrier in jeopardy.

The extreme punishment which can be
given him is ten years on each of the
four counts, but as the jury strongly
recommended him to the clemency of the
court it is unlikely that he will get the
full extent of the law.

The crimes for which he was tried are
the robberies of the Redding stage on the
nights of October 18th and 2ith last. His
companion, *“Bill” Howard, was shot
whileresisting arrest, and another man,
Rice, accused of complicity in the crime,
turned State’s evidence. The father of
“Bill” Howard will be tried as an acces-
gory to the crime next Wednesday.

This was Jones’ third trial, the jury
having disagreed in the other two. In
the first trial the jury stood eight for con-
vietion and four for acquittal, and in the
second four for conviction and eight for
n.cvt)uittal. Jones’ defense has been an
alibi,

Eps, Recorp-Ux10x: In the RECORD-
Uxiox of May 16th I saw a letter, where
an informant has reported that I make a
practice of carrying large loads of calves,
which Ido,and have had a wagon con-
structed by J. F. Hill especially for that
purpose, at an expense not usually put
into that business. It is made with a
movable rack. When I make long jour-
neys I haul with the rack, and when I
make short trips, for a few calves to the
dairies close by, I haul them the way the
dairymen have been hauling them for
the past forty years in California. When
1 get calves from the stock ranges I drive
them on horseback, when in big num-
bers, such as 1 get from B. R. Crocker’s
ranch and the Graham ranch,

I wonder if the intelligent informant of
the Secretary of the Humane Society did
not feel feverish himselt last weok. 1
know they were quite feverish around
Franklin—somuch so thatsqmedied from
it. I bave been doing business with all
the meat markets in Sacramento, with
the exception of one or two, for the past
seven years, and if the meat had been
what that informant claims they should
have discovered it before this, and before
he did, but perhaps he isan expertin
that business, and he can keep animals
cool in the same field where humans die
from heat.

Every intelligent reader knows that we
cannot have a freezing apparatus on the
stock ranches, and that in order to freeze
the beef we have first got to kill the ani-
mals, whether it be 60° or 100°,

SACRAMENTO'S  HOSPITALITY.

The General Opinion is That It is the
Right Sort.

What Others Iave to Say ol the Capital
City’s Reception to the Edi-

torial Visitors.

The correspondent of the San Franeisco |

Chronicle accompanying the Eastern ed-
itorial excursionists sent the followit

account on Friday of their reception by
the people of this city:

“Sacramento ‘saw’ evervthing that
Stockton had. done tor the Eastern edit-
ors and went her a tew poiuts better in
some respects, As far as the weather was
concerned it was about a tie, but the Capi-
tal City managed to have a little the most
breeze stiring. There had goue down to
Stockton to meet the visitors a committee
who went through the trains and pinned
upon the breast of each excursionist a
white badge, signilying that its wearer
was the gaest of the city ot Sacramento.
What this meant was partially disclosed
by the distribution to everybody of a
ticket for luncheon and dinner at any
hotel or resturant in the city. Subse-
quent events added further evidence to
the magunitude of Sacramento’s hospital-

Ly.

“*When the trains reached the Capital
City, carriages were at the station to drive
the visitors to the eating places which
they had decided to honor with their
presence, and each driver, who in most
cases was a member of the family by
whom the carrizge had been volunteered,
asked upon depositing his burden, when
it would be convenient for him to call
and take the same parties for a drive
around the city. Add to ail this the fact
that none of the street railways charged
fare for anyoune with an association hadge
on, that even the swimming baths were
free, and that there is also to be 2 {ree 5
o’clock breakfast at the depot to-morrow,
and it will begin to be apparent what a
royal welcome the people of Sacramento
extended to their guests.

“Many of the visitors took a trip by
special train out to Folsom under the
guidance of a committee from that town.
They were shown the State Prison and
the water power, and many were the pre-
dictions hazarded by the people from the
East that the time was not far distant
when that power would furnish zll the
elecirical and other motive power for the
Capital City. The Eastern people won-
dered most that so much time had been
already lost in this direction.

*“T'hose who remained in Sacramento
found a very delightful place to spend the
afternoon at the State Capitol. This fine
building was literally transformed by the
abundance of tlowers and foliage grouped,
massed and festooned along the stair-
ways, in the alcoves, and in fact in every
available nook apd corner. The greater
abundance of decorating is on the second
floor and in the Senate and Assembly
Chambers, but the stairways reaching it
are veritable greeneries.

““At the entrance and foot of the two
main stairways are potted palms. while
the balustrade is almost concealed with
mosses and ferns and rushes. The rail-
ing of the rotunda and all the archways
leading to it are festooned with ropes of
evergreen, while the alcoves each contain
some rare shrub in pots. But the most
attractive feature is the great number of
magnificent bouquets with which the
Senate and Assembly chambers are dec-
orated. Upon the desks and window-
ledges are placed masses of bright-hued
flowers, making the rooms, which are
wont to resound with eloquence or
pathos, as charming and attractive as a
lady’s boudoir. 'lhere were also very
I)retty and tasteful decorations in the
ibrary.

“From 2 to 4:30 r. M. the First Artillery
Band played in the Capitol grounds, and
hundreds sat under the spacious shade
trees enjoying the musie, but some pre-
ferred to ride about the city. This was
easily possible, for notice had been given
that the carriages set apart for the visit-
ors were theirs for the day, and any one
was welcome to hail any ‘reception’ car-
riage on the street and was sure of a
hearty welcome and a good ride.

** A noticeable feature of the Sacramento
style of receiving the guests was the ab-
sence of formality and the eflort to have
the visitors feel at home, This was par-
ticularly noticeable all during the day,
and the reception at the Capitol and the
Crocker Art Gallery seemed to have been
planned expressiy with the object of
baving the citizens meet and talk with
their guests,”

EARLY MORNING HOSPITALITY.

The Eraminer’s correspondent, writing
from here on Saturday, said:

*“There was almost too much of a good
thing to-day, too much hospitality. Sac-
ramento began it with a breakfast at 5:50
A. M. That's early for breakfast, but the
starting time of the trains was 6 o’clock,
and the people of Sacramento didn’t pro-
pose to send their guests away hungry.
They were up in time to serve a cheering
repast, and this fact moved Senator P,
Gray Meek, President of' the Pennsylva-
nia Editorial Association, to say: *You
Californians beat the worid. If1 needed
anything to convince ine of that fact this
breakfast furnishesit. Idon’t know any
other place where the people would get
up at such an unconscionable hour in the
morning to see that a crowd of strangers
were fed. In our country I’m atraid the
guests would go hungry. In fact, [ know
they would.””?

A SINGLE EXCEPTION,

While all the San Francisco papers,
with a single exception, spoke truthtully
and in coinmendation of the reception by
Sacramento of the National Editorial As-
sociation, it remained for the San Fran-
cisco Bulletin to say that the visitors
found this eity so populous with mosqui-
toes as to be destructive of comfort. As
a matter of fact such a statement is made
out of the whole cloth of untruth. The
mosquito did not interfere with the com-
fort of guests in Sacramento, for the very
excellent reason that the pest is not ob-
servable in the city. It is barely possible
that here and there one was heard to sing
his song, but so, too, he is found along
all the streets of San Francisco below the
slope of the hills. Itisevident that the
DBulletin is at the mercy of an imaginative
traveling correspondent.
