UNWISE SCHOOL SHOW 3.
Something That School Boards Should

Guard Atfulnst.
[Sun Tranetseo ffsmlnar. May 25th.]

The Hoard of Education should, it ap-
peara tone, place a check upon tbe dis-
position of those teachers of the public
schools who are too eager to show off
their pupils in public exhitrftiona. So
long as these entertainments consist of
Mien performances as prove the progress
of tho scholara ln%their studies, orare
fr,dried to reoitatto— and the like, there
can ho do objection to them. The excite-
ment and amusement which the, children

, and the pleasure of parents on
seeing their little once on view, justify
tbe ordinary "commencement exercisea."
But when the thing goes the length of
drilling; tbe pupils In an opera and plays,
and putting forward tho older girls "in
stage costumes suitable for professional
actresses, the line is overstepped. The
heads oi the girls are apt to be turne i by
seeing their names linked to compli-
ments In print, and the comments made
in such notices on their physical charms
are not conducive to ttio retention of
innocence and modesty becoming to girl-
hood. Anobserving reporter writes:

"Some of Uie principals in the, opera
were photographed yesterday, and the
scene was amusing. To judge ofthe airs
and graces which the, Infantile minds
have assumed, one might prophesy that
half the young girls In the piece will
begin their career In life on the stage.*'

The stage offers an honorable career to
young women of talent and strength of
character, no doubt, but it is hardly the
profession which judicious parents are
desirous that their young daughters
should be encouraged to choose, .More-
over, it is the prof< ssion In which, above
ali others, most girls who enter upon it
fail.

Then ia another aspect of this matter
Which deserves the hoard's sharp atten-
tion. These exhibitions email an ex-
pense to parents for dress, tickets, and so
on that many of them can ill afford, bttt
which they yet bear rather than their
boys and girls should be i:iade to leel at a
disadvantage with their schoolmates.
'I be money obtained from tbe entertain-
ments la, we understand, applied to tin;

I purchase of pianos and other luxuries
and conveniences for toe schools. This

lis wrong. It is a tax on parents and the
public which should nol be permitted.
San Prancisco is rich enough to pay for
everything needed in tbe schools, and ii'
the city ia too mean to pay, tiie schools
must go without.

Intotost in this work and zeal for tbe
exhibition of their pupil*' attainments
and talents are admirable things In teach-
eta, but their enthusiasm is occasionally
liable to carry them beyond discretion.
Itis tho province of the Hoard of Kduca-
tion to step in with its restraining i;ui hor-
ity whenever this threatens to happen,

exercised.
