FrEsNo, May 26,—At the morning ses-
sion of the Prohibition Convention the
Comuinittee on Platforms and Resolutions
reported. The platform declares in favor
of suffrage based on an educational
qualification, Government ownership
and control of railroads, telegraph and
telephone lines. The platform also
favored the election of United States
Senator by a direct vote of the people,
Government control of the Nicaragua
Canal and the preservation ot one day in
seven as a day of rest.

A minority report indorsed the labor
unions,

The resolutions were taken up one by
one and discussed, one condemning the
Southern Pacific caused much warm dis-
cussion, and was finally defeated.

The Sunday observance resolution was
adopted after considerable argument.

Though the business of the convention
was practically concluded at the after-
noon session, an adjournment was taken
to this evening, when there was a big
mass-meeting.

A FARMER BUNCOED.

Deaten Out of a Thousand Doliars by
Confidence Men.

Yuna City, May 26.—A. H. Holland,
a wealthy farmer, 66 years old, living
near here, was yesterday buncoed out of
$1,000 by two confidence sharps. Last
Monday a man calling himself Judge
Love of San Jose called on Holland, say-
ing that he was on his way to Chico to
hold court and had stopped over to see
about buying a ranch. Holland bit and
showed the stranger over his ranch. The
next day the men met in Marysville and
the stranger promised to call again on
the ensuing day. He did so and when
they were driving over the ranch they
met a confederate of the stranger who
said that he was also looking for a ranch,
but he incidently remarked that he was
an agent of the Louisiana lottery. He
volunteered to explain hmy the game
could be Dbeaten. Producing several
cards he allowed Holland and the tirst
stranger to draw and, of course, they
won.

Stranger number two then suggested
they put up 31,000 each. Holland cume
to town, drew the money from the bank

and returned to the ranch, where the |

sharpers were waiting. The money was
all put in a tin box and Holland won it.
In some way the box was changed and
the strangers left, On opening the box
Ilolland tound that he had nothing but
iron washers. He reported the matter to
the authorities, but the men have not
been found.

Holland’s neighbor, C. J. Newkom,
was swindled exactly the same way a
year and a half ago. Both men are well-
to-do farmers and credited with good
judgment. -

NEVADA DEMOCRATS.

Declares Emphatically for Free Coln-
age of sllver.

WinNEMUCCA (Nev.), May 26.—The
Democratic State Convention met here
to-day. The platform which was adopted
declares in part:
monetization Act of 1873, and arraign its
authors and maintainers, their aiders
and abettors in Europe and America as
enemies of the publie weal, co-workers in
crime of legislation for favored classes to
the detriment of the toiling masses. We
denounce the demonetization of silver as
having no parallel in the wickedness of
its conception or in the atrocity of its
consummation, except in the method
nsed by a class of big and little politicians,
the puppets of the gold bug oligarchy, to
defeat the restoration of its use as money.
In this great contest we hold all free coin-
age men and parties as friends, and all
others as enemies.,”

The platform instructs the delegates to
the national convention to use all honor-
able means to secure the adoption of a
plank in the national platform declaring
explicitly in favor of the free coinage of
silver, and under no circumstances to
vote for any man tor nomination to the
Presidency unless he sball be unquali-
fiedly in favor of free coinage. It also
declared that in the event of the Chicago
convention failing to nominate candi-
dates who are unequivoecally in favor of
free coinage, the nominees of this con-
vention are abselved from all obligations
to support the national ticket. Hon.

The tunds to carry out the Act are to be
provided by the issue of Treasury notes
to the amount of 31 50 for every dollur’s
worth of gold and silver coin and bullion
belonging to the United States, The bill
prohibits banks or corporations from
taking more than 5 per cent. interest, or
4 per cent. where a loan extends over one
vear.

Morgan resumed his argument on his
silver resolution. He did not conceive
that the President ot the United States,
an avowed bimetallist, would undertake
to set up his judgment finally, and in the
form of a veto, against the expressea will
ot both branches of Congress. The Pres-
ident, he hoped earnestly, would defer to
the judgment of the people, and would
espouse with pride the idea that the
American people intended, in their final
legislation, not oniy to take the lead,
which woula answer their domestie pur-
poses, but also to control the other nations
of the earth to a large extent in their
There is no ques-
tion to-day before the people ofthe United
States that came so near to their hearts
and pockets as the question of the free
coinage of silver. The people were not
agitated about the changes of the tariff,
W e had other Presidents veto silver bills,
and what became of them? There is a
very prominent gentleman mnow before
the country, whom every Democrat in
the United States honestly loves and re-
veres for his manly integrity, his broad
statesmanship and his splendid admin-
istration of government; yet because the
Democrats love the people better than
they do him, they would see him go to his
political grave in one moment rather than
take him and put him where he could
have opportunities to join hands with the
Senator from Ohio in inflicting a final
death blow to silver. The Democrats of
this country would not know, in the
event of Grover Cleveland being at the
head of their ticket and of the Senator
from Ohio veing at the head of the other
ticket, which to prefer in regard to their
attitude to destroy silver. I suppose the
gratitude of these men who have been
enabled to expand and contract the cur-
rency of the country would give the Sen-
ator from Ohio the preterence over the
ex-President.

At the conclusion of Morgan’s address
Sherman took the tloor to reply, and con-
tinued until the morning hour had ex-
pired, when the resolution went over
without action.

Stewart moved, in order to afTord Sen-
ators to have a test vote, to take up the
bill introduced by him and reported ad-
versely by the Committee on Finance,
“to provide for the free coinage of gold
and silver.”

The motion was agreed to—28 to 20.
Hill was not in the chamber.

Stewart’s bill provides in substance
that the unit of value bea dollar of 412}
grains of standard silver, or 258 grains of
standard gold, said coins to be legal
tender for all debts. Any owner of silver
or gold bullion may deposit the same in
any mint of the United States, to be
foreed into standard dollars for his benefit
and without charge, but it may be lawful
to refuse any deposit less than $100
valuegof base bullion.@mSection 3 of the
Act of February 28, 1875, is made applica-
for, the
certificates provided for to be of denom-
inations not less than 1,040 nor more
than $10,000, and to be redeemable in
coin or standard value. These certifi-
cates, and those already issued, to be re-
ceivable for all taxes and dues and legal
tender for all debts. The owners ot
bullion deposited for coinage have the
option to receive coin or its equivalent
in certificates provided for, and such
bullion is to be subsequently coined.

Debate on the bili was opened by
Stewart, who was followed by Teller.
The latter contradicted the statement
quoted by Sherman to the effect that it
silver went up to §1 29 per ounce the
product of silver in this country would
be quintiuled. There was no possible
excuse for such a statement, sai(f’he. yet
the Senator from Ohio gave it the sanc-
tion of his authority, and the United
States delegates to the international bi-
metallic conference would be met with it
at the first meeting of the conference.
What the silver men complained of was
that the Act of 1873, demonetizing silver,
bad appreciated gold at least forty per
cent., while it reduced the price of agri-
cultural products, value of farms, houses
and bands and wages of the people.

The Senate went into executive session,
and soon adjourned.

How Dust Gets In.

When the air around us becomes con-
densed—shrinks into a smaller volume—
it becomes heavier, puts greater pressure
on the surface of the mercury, and makes
ivascend in the tube; then the mercury
is said to rise. When the air expands—
swells into a larger volume—it becomes
lighter, the pressureon the mercury is
less, the mercury sinks in the tube, and
the barometer is said to fall. Therefore,
every change of hight of the quicksilver
which we observeis a sign and measure
of a change in the volume of air around
us. Fuarther, this change in volume tells
no less upon the air mmside our cases and
cupboards. When the barometer falls,
the air around expands into a larger vol-
ume, and the air inside the eupboard also
expands and forces itself outat every
minute crevice. When the barometer
rises again, the air inside the cupboard,
as well as outside, condenses and shrinks,
and air is forced back into the cupboard
to equalize the pressure; and, along with
the air, in goes the dust. The smaller
the crevice, the stronger the jet of air, the
{ farther goes the dirt. Witness the dirt-

WASHED BY WATERS.

A Cloudburst Causes Vast Damage
in an Ohio Village.

MUCH PROPERTY DESTROYED AND
SIX LIVES LOST.

A Crevasse In the Levee on the Mis-
sissippl Resuits in the Overflow of
Several Parishes in Louisiana, Do-
ing Great Damage—Bankruptey and
Starvation Inevitable—Twelve Col-
ored Yeople Drowned by Floods In

Arkansas.

Ni1LEs (Ohio), May 26.—A cloudburst at
Kinsman, a small village twelve miles
northwest, in one of the most prosperous
farming communities in Northern Ohio,
on Pymatuning Creek, last night, re-
sulted ina tlood, which caused the death
at least of six people, and the destruction
of'a vast amount of property and stock.
Physicians from here have gone to the
scene, After two hours of a downpour,
which flooded the stream, a large dam
above the village broke, sending down a
solid wall of water. No one was warned
till the flood was on them. J. B.Rob-
bins, wife, two children and K. Stewart
and son were caught in the rush of waters
and drowned.

A CREVASSE IN LOUISIANA,

VicxksBURG (Miss.), May 26,—The crev-
asse which has occurred at Craig’s Land-
ing will overtfiow large portions of Last
Carroll, Madison, T'ensas and Concordia
parishes, which are among the most pop-
ulous in the State of Louisiana. 'This
means bankruptey for the planters and
siarvation for the laborers and tenants.
The levees are being guarded by armed
men, as there is reason to fear they have
been purposely cut. All passers are com-
pvllm{ to give an account of themselves.
At Gunnison a white man was caught
trying to break the levee with dynamite,
and was shot dead,

COLORED PEOPLE DROWNED IN ARKAN-
SAS.
MorrinLrowNx (Ark.,), May 26.—A

large number of people have been res-
cued from the flooded homes. A colored
family of nine persons and three other
colored men were drowned.

BLAINE OR HARRISON?

It is Said That the Former Would Ac-
cept the Nomination.

New Yonrk, May 26.— Congressman
Hiscock visited Secretary Blaine to-day.
He subsequently said: *“Blaine will ac-
cept the Presidential nomination if heis
nominated, and 1 am sure that he will be
nominated. Ie will write no more lot-
ters of declination. While he is not quite
as well as I expected to find him, he is
improving daily. I am satistied that he
is strong enough to undergo a Presiden-
tial campaign.”’

Ex-Governor Oliver Ames of Massa-
chusetts had a talk with Blaine to-day,
but said to-night that politics was not
mentioned. Ames added that Chauncey
Depew had told him yesterday that Mrs.
Blaine was anxious to have her husband
accept, and he (Depew) considered that
pretty strong evidence. She reported
Blaine strong enough to endure the cam-
paign. Depew and Ames agreed that
Blaine is the strongest man in the party.

The rumored conference to be held at
the Fifth Avenue Hotel by Blaine men
has been abandoned, but it is understood,
nevertheless, thataplan to capture the
Minneapolis Convention for the man
from Maine has already been decided
upon; that every eflort will be made for
his nomination on the first ballot, and he
will not be consulted as to whether he
will permit his name to be used.

Of the expected anti-Harrison contest,
the 7ribune says: Clarkson favored a
conference of leaders so the situation
could be fully discussed. It has been de-
cided, however, to postpone it until
probably Saturday, June 4th, at Minne-
apolis. The plan of the Blaine men is
said to be a carefully conceived style of
filibustering in the convention until it is
definitely settled that nomination is im-
possible, then, when all hope of nomi-
nating Harrison or settling on any other
candidate 1s abandoned, Blaine will be
called upon as the only man to break the
deadlock, and will be nominated with a
hurrah.

HARRISON WILLING TO SERVE AGAIN.

New York, May 26.—The World prints
an interview with President Harrison,
had by its Washington correspondent, in
which the President is reported to have
gaid that he does not beiieve gindividual
disappointments will control the conven-
tion at Minneapolis.

SILVER CONVENTION.

Advocates of Free Coinage Assemble
at Washington.

WASHINGTON, May 26.—In response to
the call issued May 23, 1802, by the Na-
tional Silver Committee for a national
convention of *‘all who earnestly favor
the immediate restoration of free bime-
tallic coinage in the United States,”’ two
hundred delegates assembled at noon
and were called to order by General A.
J. Warner, Chairman of the National
Committee.

ieneral Warner stated the objects
soughnt to be obtained by calling together
the silver men of the country.

M. M. Parker, President of the Wash-
ington Board of Trade, delivered the ad-
dress of welcome,

On motion of S, Clark Wheeler of Colo-
rado, Judge Isaac B. Morris of Indiana
was elected temporary Chairman. He
spoke at some length. The only proper
question for the United States to agree
to consider in the International Mone-
tary Couference, the speaker thought,
was the question of the world’s legal
ratio. ;

Committees on Credentials, Permanent
Organization and Order of Business were
chosen and a recess was taken.

General A. J. Warner of Ohio was
elected permanent Chairman.

Addresses werg made by Messrs. Mec-
Ginnis of Montana, Bryan of Nebraska,
Bartine of Nevada, and Senator Stewart.
The latter made known the fact that the
Senate had just agreed to take up and
discuss a plain free silver bill, “and?®’
said he, ‘““we will press it toa vote. We
will see who are our friends and who are
our enemies, and if we can, will send it
to the President and compel him to sig-
nify to the people of the country whether
he 1s in sympathy with the gold trust or
willing to sign a biil for the emancipa-
tion of the American ple.”” Stewart
opposed the proposed international con-
ference.

COLORED CITIZENS.
Those of Democratic Faith Meet in
Convention In New York.

ArBaxy (N. Y.), May 26.—The Colored
Citizens’ State Democratic Organization
met in convention here to-day. About
150 delegates were present. Temporary |
Chairman Landing of Brooklyn made a |
speech warmly eulogistic of Cleveland.

A platform was adopted which declares
that by the political division of their vote
the colored citizens will not jeopardize
their advancement so long as it is founded |
upon honest ditierences of opinion on |
vital questions of public policy, and that
the greatest hope of prosperity for them
in common with all people lies in the
trivmph of the principles of the Dem-
ocracy. There are in the country 1,407,-
000 legal colored votes, and the accident

of color should not control tke
way in which men should vote.
Southern outrages are deprecated,

charged to Republican administrations,
the platform saying: “Under a Demo-
cratic administration for four years peace
and prosperity prevailed, demonstrating
the intiuence a Democratic President
could rightfully exert.”

The platform further declares in favor
of a free ballot and an honest count; equal
educational advantages in schools for col-
ored children of the South, and asserts
that the Democratic party is the poor
man’s party.

A resolution was adopted protesting
against the action of the present Republi-
can National Administration in failing to
give representation to the colored people
of America on the World’s Fair Commis-
sion.

Quarter of a Century of Statehood.

Lizcony (Neh.), May 25.—The people
of Nebraska to-day celebrated the achieve-
ments of a quarter of a century of State-
hood. The anniversary ceremonies
proper were held on the Capitol grounds
to-day, Governor Boyd presiding,
Speeches were made by the Governor,
also by Hon. G. M. Lambertson. Ioi-
lowing the exercises was an industrial
parade, with representatives from all the
principal eities and towns in the State.
To-night an electrical display and band
contests concluded the celebration.

Chicago Stock Yards,

Crrcaco, May 26.—The terms of the
stock yards settlement have been made
public. Litigation has been dropped,
giving the new International Company a
chance for stock subseriptions of $300,000
in income bonds and $100,000 given up
by the stock yards company. Small
packers agree to hold the bonds for two
years and stay at the stock yards five
vears. The Stickney property does not
figure in the deal, but a separate dicker is
being made for it by the belt railway for
warehouse purposes.

NEw Yorx, May 26.—The flagship Chi-
cago, of the fleet which sailed for Sonth
American waters six months ago to be on
hand in case of war with Chile, has ar-
rived from Montevideo. Rear Admiral
Walker, in command, says everybody he
met in South America sympathized with
the United States in the quarrel with
Chile, because Chile was.always ready to
fight and her neighbors would like to see
her whipped.

WasHINGTON, May 26, — Frederick
Stevens of Auburn, Cal,, has been nom-
inated for Postmaster.
Mus. Sabina A. Hale was confirmed as
Postmistress at Walkerville, Mont.

OMama, May 26.—A special to tha
Omaha Bee from Lincoln says: Charles
E. Montgomery, President of the German
National Bank, was shot and killed at
breakfast in the Lincoln Hotel this morn-
ing by W. H. Irvine, a real estate broker,
and former partner of the murdered man.
Irvine claimed that his wife and daughter
had been seduced by Montgomery. The
dining-room was thronged at the time
with people from all parts of the State in
attendance on “the quarter centennial
celebration of the admission of Nebraska
into the Union. Irvine surrendered to
the police.

Irvine is now a resident of Salt Lake
City and a member of the Utah Terri-
torial Legislature.

Irvine was taken to the Central Police
Station amid the mosttremendous excite-
ment. There he broke down utterly,
mouning and crying constantly. After a
time it was thought best to remove him
to a more secure place than the light city
Jail, and he was taken tothe penitentiary,

Montgomery was about 40 years of age,
and extremely popular. Irvine has also
borne a good reputation always in the
business and social world, He arrived at
Lincoln a tew days ago from the West,
and went on to Chicago. There, it is al-
leged, he found the evidence spoken of
by bim after his arrest, and came back to
Lincoln post-haste to tind Montgomery.
This morning he walked into the dining-
room, pulled a revolver and fired two
shots into Montgomery’s breast, 'The
latter got up, walked to the door and
there teil dead.

CorENHAGEN, May 26.—To-day being
the golden anniversary wedding of King
Christian and Queen lLouise the culmina-
tion of the fete was reached, Atan early
hour this morning all the church bells of
the city rang out joyous peals, bands
were playing in every direction, and all
parts of the city gay with decorations.Soon
after all the chorus societies of the city
proceeded to the palace and serenaded the
royalties,

King Christian lifted his great grand-
child, Prince George, intant son of the
Crown Prince of Greece, and stepped out
on the balcony and thanked the singers.

At 10 o’clock there was a grand proces-
sion of royal personages to Christianburg
Church, where divine services were held.
The procession included the King and
Queen of Denmark, Czar and Czarina,
hing ana Queen of Greece, Prince and
Princess of Wales, Duke and Duchess of
Cumberland, and a number of lesser
note.

I'he route to the church was literally
packed with humanity, and the wildest
enthusiasm prevailed. Dozens of mag-
nificent trinmphal arches spanned the
rondway, every one of them a trinmph of
design and art,

The scene in the church was a most
brilliant one, and the services, which
were entirely musical, lasted about an
hour.

On the way back to the palace the pro-
cession was halted to receive the addresses
presented by the various deputationus and
municipal authorities. King Christian
was deeply moved, and warmly ex-
pressed his thanks.

At high noon the King and Queen re-
ceived a Parliamentary delegation, the
entire body, with the exception of the S0~
cialists, calling to offer the heartiest con-
gratulations. The King responded to the
addresses, assuring his hearers that he
would do his utmost to foster pleasant
relations between hinmselfand the people.

This evening the Crown Prince enter-
tained a large number of guests at din-
ner, and, toasting the health of his par-
ents, made a speech full of filial attfection
and gratitude. After dinner the party at-
tended a performance at the theater,
where inteuse enthusiasm was displayed.
