Some of Those Encountered in the
Mountain Districts.

Transmitting Electric Power in a Min-

ing Locality—Why Some Towns

Prosper and Others Docay.

— Upon entering the
county a traveling companion remarked
that he used to drive over these roads
twenty years ago. and that every stone
that was in the read then was thero now.

Alter two weeks' travel we are prepared
to indorse the statement as probable, i
From Drytown to lone it takes a very
strong buggy to carry two people at tho
rate of live miles an hour. You are liable
to drop into a hole fourteen inches deep
at any time, and the vehicle must be
strong enough in spoke, hub and axle to j
stand a sudden jar that throws the whole j
weight upon one wheel when standing at

an angle of sixty degrees. Other roads |
are in condition approaching this, and ]
together they foxm a perfect impeach-
ment of the old road system by which
Leo Moulton of Colusa says roads were
made with straw, votes and whisky.

kkfokms PBOPOSKD.
As the roa>is are about to come under

the charge of the Supervisors, they are

discussing the plan of purchasing a rock-
breaker. With enough expense to grade
and macadamize thoroughly, we think a
rock-breaker could be used to make al-
most perfect highways, but In present
condition of the thoroughfares and
amount of funds at disposal, the purchaso
of a rock-breaker looks like sending
Greek lexicons to the freediHen's school.

The board will have plenty of
on hand to decide between the many ap-
plicants representing horrible roads that
are largely traveled to decide where the
funds shall be spent. Alter a specifi-
cation of work most needed has been
made as carefully as details of a buiiding
would be given ina contract and bids arc
received, a will be known how much
road work may done by tho county
funds.

OOXnCRTIOH FOU FINDS.
Instead of each Supervisor putting the

road in first-class order in front ot his
own place, or distributing the funds to
please political friends, we suggest peti-
tioners for improvementaccoinpany their
prayer with a proposition suiting what
percentage ofthe cost ofthe improvement
they are willingto raiso by private sub-
scription. In that way the petition will
show exactly how much the work is
wanted. Without private aid it will bo a
very long time before the roads ofAmador
can be put in fair condition by public
funds. Before macadamizing most of
them need to have rocks, trees and stumps
removed, tracks straightened, turnpikes
thrown up to turn water, sluices and
ditches made to carry it oil", and the
Bcraper drawn over to fillthe ruts. Many
of them would be greatly improved by
the use of a harrow. Several good bridges
have been built, but so far as the roads
themselves are concerned the A, B, C
work remains to bo done on most of
them.

ELECTRIC POWER,

In visiting the Cover mine, near Dry-
town, your correspondent was impressed
by tho economy of electric transmission
of power and convinced of its great
future. A large stream of water was
coming from the electric pump, and from
the long array of figures (that tumbled
the gray matter of his brain around in a
dizzy whirl) the writer managed to re-
member thai the work was now being
done for$£00 per year that formerly cost
by steam $175 per month.

nine is to be returned to the canal in
such a way that it will run over the water
wheel and generate power that will be
sent back over electric wires to pump out
tho very mine from whence it came.
"When in complete working order the
plant may be expected to generate
power sufficient to raise two-thirds the
amount of water that runs through the
wheel to a bight equal to the fall. So if
they will follow the water that comes
lrom tho two hundred-foot level until
they get three hundred feet fall they can j
make tho mine pump itself dry.

TUX LATK ACCIDENT AT TIIK COVER.
The -writer visited the scene on the 23d,

Haw the trucks and the stick that caused
the disaster, and WM carefully shown
precautions used lor safety. It was a
round timber, seventeen inches through
and sixteen feet long. It was fasten el to
a four-wheeled truck on which it rested
between timbers that reached half-
way up the side of the log aud was fast-
ened in its scat by four chains with a
heavy dog driveu into the log to a depth
offour inches. After the dog was driven
into the log we heard $5 offered to any
man wbo would loosen itwith live blows
of a hammer. The truck runs on a track
latd down the shaft, which runs at an
Angle of45°. The shaft is some eighteen
feet in width, and in case the men hear
anything falling they are accustomed to
dodge against the end of the shaft. One
of the three did dodge quick enough to
Have hi* life on that occasion, and the
other two were killed by the rebound of
the stick when it broke like a match as
it struck the bottom of the shaft.

Mr. Hale of the Keystone mine says
that they had a similar disaster louryears since, and that he always used
clevises for fastening his timbers after-
ward. It would not seem possible for a
timber, fastened as the one was last Fri-
day at the Gover, to come loose, but it
did, and the men are dead.

Instead of looking upon it as an in-
scrutable dispensation of Providence, it
is the duty of the Miners' Association to
give the matter careful and early atten-
tion and adopt and enforce any* method
that seems likely to promote the safety of
miners, at any increased expense neces-
sary.

MINES DBOWCTED IN THE SALOONS.

They seemed,
us a rule, men ofgood ability and educa-
tion and qualified for their positions by
long practical experience at every branch
of the work.

In marked contract to
liiis condition, he once \isited another
county on the same lode and of natural
advantages quite as good where every-
thing seemed going to decay, industries
dormant aud citizens discouraged.

He found that Mining Superintendents
had generally been saloon patrons, who
wasted time that should have been de-
voted to business while Property went to
ruin, owners became discouraged and

alyzed.

The saloens went down with the rest,
and we could not see that 0:1 r historical
friend was very far wrong in his retlec-
tion that a wise saloon-keeper would re-
tuse to sell stimulants in a way calculated
to befog the brain, waste the time or de-
stroy the character of a Mining Superin-
tendent.

It is to be hoped that the mining engi-
neers to be graduated from the special
departments of our great universities
may be men of character, as well as tal-
ent, when it is so apparent that tho pros-

pority of whole communities, as well as
great properties, depends on their fidelity.

MISTAKEN ZEAL.

Somebody Should Revise Senreant

Sergeant Barwick, the Weather Bureau
Observer and Director of the State
Weather Service, during his many years'

residence in this city, has done a vast
amount of good work, which has made
him justly popular, but fan his last
monthly bulletin for April (if it secures
any general circulation in tho Easti he
has done more harm to California than
he ever did good, or ever will.

The first twelve pages of the bulletin
are devoted to the usual meteorological
data, temperature, precipitation, hail,
thunder-storms, snowfall, prevailing
winds, frosts, etc., and the reports of ob-
servers on all the slight earthquake
shocks felt in theStateduringthatmonth.

AH this is right and proper, but tho
Sergeant does not stop there. He pub-
lishes twenty pages of what he terms
"Earthquake Literature," in which ho
goes back to the horrors of the destruc-
tion of Sodom and Gomorrah, as related
in the Bible, and of Pompeii and Hercu-
laneum in the year 7it, as an introduction
to an account ofall tho earthquake shocks
ever felt in California. Then ho quotes at
length exaggerated and sensational ac-
counts of the earthquakes at Vacaville
and Winters.

Just what good Sergeant Barwick
imagines can be accomplished by thepub-
hcation ofsuch a pamphlet as this "Bulle-
tin No. S," is hard to conceive. And this
"earthquake literature" is printed at the
State Printing Office, and paid lor by tho
taxpayers of the State, whose property is
depreciated in value by the publication
of such grossly exaggerated and mislead-
ing statements.

No one objects to the publication of the
facts in regard to the late earthquakes,
but many statements in this documentare not lacts, and even the facts are so
colored as to be entirely misleading.
Some one ought to revise Sergeant Bar-
wick's copy before it goes into print
hereafter.

SCHULTZ'S GAMBLING MANIA.

He Sells $1,300 Worth of His Em-
ployer's Jewelry.

"Uncle Ike" Sued for the liecovery

of the Samples—Schultz to

Be Prosecuted.
—_

George Greensweig, a jewelry dealer of
• San Francisco, commenced suit in the
Superior Court yesterday against Isaac
Zemansky to recover twenty-eight silver
and gold-filled watches valued at §500
and IG3 gold rings valued at $,-00.

Groeusweig is the employer of Edward
Schultz, the young drummer who shot
himself night before last. As was stated
in the Rboobd-Uhxon at the time of the
attempted suicide, Schultz had been
gambling during his stay in Sacramento
and lost heavily. It appears that he not
only lost all of his own money and that
which ho could borrow at the hotels and
other places, but in his mad desire ho
pawned all of his samples and lost the
proceeds on the green-baized table.

Greensweig came to Sacramento imme-
diately after he learned of Schultz's rash
act and made an investigation. He first
examined his employe's trunk at the
hotel whero the young man had been
stopping, and discovering that the jew-
elry was gone, laid the matter before
Chief of Police Rodgers. The two then
started out aud traced the jewelry to the
establishment of Zemansky, or "Uncle
Ike,' 1 as he is called. It was ascertained
that Schultz had sold all of the samples
hero for something like §3»x>. Greeu-
sweig informed Zemansky that the jew-
elry did not belong to Schultz, aud th;it
the latter had no right to dispose of it.
He demanded the return of the property,
but Zemansky liatlyrefused togive it up.

Greeusweig then consulted the law
tirm of Johnson, Johnson it Johnson
aud the result was the commencement of
tho suit above-mentioned.

Schultz is still at the County Hospital
and is mending rapidly. It is thought
that ho will be out in a few days, as the
wound he inflicted upou himself was but
a superficial one. He otters no excuse
for robbing his employer, simply saying
that he "did it, and that's all there is
about it." It is said that he willbe ar-
rested aud prosecuted for the crime as
soon as he leaves the hospital.

ZemaiMky says he asked Schnitz no
questions in particular when purchasing
the jewelry, believing that the young
man owned it. It seems that Schultz
tried to sell the samples to Herman
Steinman before applying to Zemansky,
but Steinmau refused to have anvthiug
to do with him unless he could establish
a title to the jewelry.

APPELLANTS WORSTED.

Two Appealed Judgments Affirmed
by the Supreme Court.

A Nevada County Land Case—Unfore-

seen Accidents Not Sufficient

Cause for Damages.

The decision of the Supreme Court in
the case of Hudepohl (appellant) vs. Lib-

| erty Hydraulic Water and Mining Com-
pany et al. was tiled in Deputy Clerk
Govan's ollice yesterday. The action
was brought in Nevada County to set
aside an execution sale on the ground
that the property, consisting of several
disconnected parcels ol" land, was sold en
masse.

"The court below sustained a demurrer
to the complaint, and we think its action
was right," says the Supreme Court. "The
plaintiff's right to maintain the action
rests upon his claim to be a redomptioner
by virtue of a judgment rendered in his
favor against the defendant corporation
in the Superior Court of San Francisco,
of which a transcript of the docket was
filed in the County Recorder's ollice in
Nevada County, on March 28, 1887. The
property had, however, been sold by the
Sheriff of Nevada County, October 'J,
1888, upon a judgment against the same
defendant in favor of one Todd, and the
defendant Marshall, who also held a
judgment lien against the saino property,
and redeemed the property from the sale
on the 13th of October, ISSti.

"First—The complaint shows that
Marshall, the redemptioner who re-
deemed the property from the purchaser,
sold and conveyed all his rights, includ-
ing the right to a deed from the Sheriff,
to defendant, Anna E. Smith, before
plaintiff's judgment became a lien on tho

I property, and it is not alleged that she
[ (Smith) had notice of any irregularity in
the sale. Innocent venders of the orig-
inal purchaser will always be protected,
whether proceeded against by bill or mo-
tion. (Freeman on ex., 2d cd., Sec. 2i*i>;
Mixer vs. Sibley, 5o 111., 01; Nelson vs.
Bunnenberg, 81 Ind. 199.) Tho doctmie
of the Indiana case cited by appellant—
Piel vs. Braver—has been expressly
repudiated in that State. (Jones vs.
Kokomo Building Association, 77 Ind.
344.)

"Second—lt is not alleged that the pro-
ceeds of the sale wore less than tiiey
would have been if the land had be*.n
sold in separate parcels. Unless it is
made apparent to the court that a larger

I sum would have been realized from the
sale if the property had been sold in
parcels, or that tbo sale of less than the
whole tract would have brought sufficient
to satisfy the writ, the sale will not be set
aside. The question is not, what would
the property bring if sold now or in the
future, but whether the proceeds would
have been materially increased or the
execution satisfied by a sale of less than

j the whole, if the laud had beou offered
and sold in parcels.

"Third—It is not sufficient to allege
merely that several separate tracts were
sold in the lump by the Sheriff. (Kiduell
vs. liarrell, 71 uaL 282.) Such sales are
voidable, not void; and one who seeks to
have a sale en masse set aside should

j show that none of the conditions which
would authorize the sale of all the parcels
together existed at the time ofthe sale.

"There was no lien on the property,
except that of the judgment creditor, at
the time of the sale. The salo may have
been made in solulo by express direction of

I the judgment debtor, or it may have been
j offered in parcels and no bids received.
The judgment debtor may by parole
waive a sale of the laud in parcels and
give authority to sell ex masse. (Smith

! vs. Randall, 6 Cal. 52; S. F. vs. Pixley,
21 id. 59; Smith vs. Meldren, 107 Pa. St.
848.)

"The judgment is affirmed."
A HORSE CASK AKFIHMED.

A decision was also filed in the case of
George Kueier (appellant) vs. Fred Wat-
rous. The action was brought in San
Joaquin County to recover tho value of a
hor.se which was in pasture in charge of
one Lowry at the Learned <fc Harris
ranch.

The defendant also had a horse at tho
ranch on pasture, and went there without
permission and drove up a number of
horses to the corral. Tho plaintiff's ani-
mal became irightened when defendant
proceeded to catch his horse, jumped
the fence, and was killed. The real ques- !
tion in the case was as to whether the de-
fendant was responsible.

The plaintiff appeals from an order re-
fusing a new trial, but the Supreme
Court aflirins the order.

IN THE NICK OF TIME.
The Governor Commutes a Sentence

and Save* a Homestead.
Governor Markham commuted the sen-

tence of Fraucisco Bergalla yesterday
under peculiar circumstances.

It appears that Bergalla was convicted
of adultery in El Dorado County in Feb-
ruary last and sentenced to 125 days' im-
prisonment in the County Jail. Since then
it appears that one Emery Bigelow, with-
out consent of Bergalla, built a cabin on
the latter's homestead premises; that
Horace Bigelow, father of Emory Bige-
low, preferred the charges against Ber-'
galla for the express purpose of remov-
ing him from the homestead until such
time as he would lose his homestead
right, anil thereby Emory Bigelow to
obtain the land by residence thereon un-

| der the homestead law. A petition
signed by Judge N. I). Arnot. who pre-
sided at the trial; Premiss Carpenter,
District Attorney, and many prominent
citizens, has been received, urging Ber-
galla's release.

The Governor, in summing up the case,
says: "Believing that said Bergalla has

i already been sufficiently punished for
said crime, and further believing that
private gain rather than public good was
the motive which actuated the said Bige-
low in causing the arrest and conviction,
Icommute the sentence to 109 days."

This means that Bergalla will be re-
leased from prison to-day and can return
to his land before his homestead right has
been forfeited.

KINNEY AND HIS GUN.
Chief Rodc^rs Disarms and Arrests

an AlleyTouch.
While Chief Rodgers was investigating

a case of alleged destitution in the alley
between Third and Fourth, L and M
streets, yesterday afternoon, his attention
was called to a woman named Barber,
who ran from a house in the alley, pur-
sued by a man named Tim Kinney. The
latter, the woman said, was trying to
shoot her.

As soon as Kinney got into the alley
the Chief wont up to him and demanded
his weapon. Kinney replied that he had
no weapon but a pocket-knife, but Chief

' Rodgers did not believe him, and diving
ja hand down in one of the fellow's pock-

ets fished out a big revolver. He arrested
Kmney and locked him up in jail.

Iho woman claims that she has been
supporting Kinney for months, but the
county will probably take the job oil" her
hands.
