mine, and there were accommodations
ior several hundred. The guests had
their appetites with them, and sailed into
the pork and beans and coflee in a lively
manner,

After breakfast the visitors were shown
how the miners of early days started in.
I'irst they were taken to the edge of a
little canal, where a number of miners |
were at work ** panning out ”’—the most |
primitive method of mining. The guests !
were greatly interested and soon a dozen |
or more of themn were at work with pans, |
Some of them were quite lucky, and their
eflorts were rewarded by quite a show of |
**eolor.” {

One lady will be able to astonish her
friends when she reaches her l}astern
home. She worked quite a while ona
pan of dirt, losing whatever gold was in
it, and then handed it to to a bluff-look-
ing old miner who was standing near, to
put on the finishing touches. He went to
work, and, when her head was turned
slipped three or four good-sized nuggets
which he had concealed in his hand, 1nto
the pan. Of course the **iind” nearly set
the lady wild with excitement. She im-
mediately filled her pan again, and
started in to make her fortune right there;
the old miner, however, got out of the
way.

WORKING WITH ROCKERS,

A short distance from where the ““pan-
ning” was done, the visitors were shown |
the next step of progress in mining—the |
work with “rocker.” They soon learned
how to do this, too, and *‘rockers” wvere
in demand for a while.

Next, mining with the ‘‘long tom’” was |
shown, and next small sluicing and |
giants and large sluices, all of which
greatiy interested the editors. There was
a typical miner’s camp, with the miners
cooking their scanty breakfast, to be
seen, an assayer’s outfit, pack-mules and
other adjuncts of mining.

But the most interesting of all was the
hydraulicking. Aftertwo hours’ work by
the monitors, the water was shot off, and
a “‘clean-up” made in the presence of the
guests. ‘T'he ‘‘riflies” in the sluices,
where the quicksilver catches the gold
were relieved of their amalgamated
catch, and this was placed in a retort. The
“Editors’” clean-up was a bar ot gold
which was worth 46 &0, and that of
the “*‘Governor Markham’ was one val-
ued at §67 50, making 8213 10 in two hours’
work, a fact which causad the editors to
open ther eyes and to remark what a pity
it was that such a paying industry had to
e prohibited.

HANDSOME

SOUVENIRS,

The larger bar was presented to Presi-
dent Capeller of the association, by J, H.
Nefl, on behalf of the miners, Mr. Neil
made one of his usual happy speeches.
President Capeller in replying, said he
and bis companions from the East had
witnessed a scene that they could never
forget. They never dreamed that Cali-
fornia possessed such treasure beds. The
fact that they had seen for themselves
caused them to sympathize with the
miners over their inabvility to wash the
goid out, ind he promised that every one
of them would use his influence to secure
for the miners legislation by Congress
that will permit hydraulic mining to be
resumed, without injury to the rivers or
wvalleys. Mr. Capeller thanked the min-
ers heartily for their generoas giit.

The second goid bar was given to Gov-
ernor Markham, through Colonel Bergin,
one of the Governor’s stail. The Colonel
thanked the miners on behalf of the Goy-
ernor.

GRASS VALLEY AND NEVADA.

It will be presumed,
therefore, that the evidence was su!iicient
to justity the verdiet. Butin our opinion
the prosecution needed only to prove that
defendant entered the building with in-
tent to commmit grand or petitlarceny.”

The decision then goes over testimmony
which wasobjected to by the prosecution
and exclude}l by the court, and which
ruling was assigned as error; bat the Su-
preme Court declares the evidence, which
was the dying declaration of one Kings-
bury, killed at the time of the arrest, and
who was in company with Hall, to be
clearly inadmissible as a dying declara-
tion, holding that “dying declarations
are restricted to the act of the killing, and
to the circumstances immediately attend-
ing it, and forming a part of the res
gestw.” The declaration oflered in evi-
dence had no relation to the death of the
declarent.

The Supreme Court further sustained
the ruling of the lower court on a number
of minor points, and in conclusion says :
*“We find no error in the record, and ad-
vise the judgmentand order be atiirmed.”’
