tatiou Company to Liverpool and Lon-
don. Mr. ilutehins suggests, and we
wish to reiterate our statement of two
weeks ago, that only the best fruit j
handled in the best possible manner
tiuouid bo thought of in connection with
this foreign trade. It would be mani- ;

fatly a loss of time and money, ai
us a stupid neglect of opportunity, to
undertake to put an inferior article upon
that distant market.

It is Mr. Hut' hiiis' opinion that the
trade thus opened will result in an outlet
of 1,000 to 2,000 cars of fresh fruita each
season, if those who handle the fruitob-
serve tin; requisite care in all the details
of picking, packing and shipment.

PROTECTION FOB DISTRICT KKIM TAI li.'N.

While the law Of trade-marks may gi^ 8
a reasonable protection to individual or
corporate reputation, it is not adequate to
reach districts >>r special Localities and
communities. The need' of such protec-
tion under the law is lelt in many, i; not
all, ofour most progressive fruit-growing
districts. This evu has doubtless
felt most keenly in the orange-growing
sections ot the State, but it is more or less
a subject of just complaint from nearly
all we:l-known fruit yieldingci ntera. Any
locality which, by unusual diligence aud
ndustry in a Special direction, achieves

the higpest success in fruit production,
tiiould certainly bo entitled CO the com-
mercial value of such well-earned suc-

and unscrupulous persons should be
bylaw estopped from trading for their
own advantage in the enviable reputation
of another person or place.

To this end we favor a stringent law,
.i\in<; heavy and certain penalties for the
false branding of fruits oi ail kinds
live to the places where produced aim
packed. The etlect ol such a law would
be manifest for good in at least two di-
rections, it would serve i<> protect merit
against fraud, and would also serve ass
stimulus to producers ana shippers oi
iruit to emulate the best output ofrival
sections.
