How the Good People Honored the
Nation's Dead.

A Procession and Ceremonies That

Did Them Great Credit—Auburn

Overrun With Visitors.

Ed«. Rf.<'ort>-Union~ : Your corre-
spondent found tho thriving towu of Au-
burn alive and full of visitors gathered
to witness the Memorial services to be
held on Monday. The parade nas formed
sit the Opera-house. The school chil-
dren, to the number of 300, led the pro-
fession, with their hands full of llowers.
Ifeilowing them came the two fire com-
panies, the lireinen in their bright uni-
forms: next came tlie members of Bel-
mont Post, No. 101, (t. A. X., with their
visiting comrades to the number ofsixty:
then c;mie Judge J. M. Walling ofNevada
City, Orator of the l>ay, accompanied by
Judge Kincaid, Judge Pruitt, Banker
Uolienbeck, followed by many citizens
and members of the Relief Corp*. The
Hoasar Band of Auburn led the van, dis-
coursing patriotic airs. Much credit is
due them.

The line of march was about tbree-
fourths ofa mile in length, through Main
street, which brought the procession to
the cemetery, where all formed around
the plat oi the (J. A. R. The band opened
the services with a dirge, finely rendered,
alter which the Adjutant read the orders
ofthe day, when the members of the G.
A. EL ReliefCorp* and friends rendered j
with much effect the beautiful hymn,
"Cover Them Over With Flowers." The
usual services of the (i. A. EL were then
rendered, interspersed with singing and
music by the baud.

At tho close of the services tho school
children formed in line and marched by
tne graves, depositing their flowers antil
the graves were completely covered. The
littleones seemed to enter into the lull
spirit ofthe occasion. Volleys were then
tired over the graves, after which the pro-
cession formed and inarched back to
town and disbanded.

and friends assembled at the opera-house,
to witness the usual exercises for such
occasions, which consisted of vocal and
instrumental music, with recitations,
which were finely rendered. The feature
of the evening was tho eloquent address
by Judge .1. M. Walling of Nevada,
which was delivered with a fervor aim
depth of patriotism which could only be
expected from one who had been him-
self through the scenes In- depicted.

[As a rule we do not in this department
print receipts for the kitchen—but try
this: One small bunch of celery, one
pint of stewed tomatoes, one onion, three
carrots, lour turnips, a little salt. Chop
all the vegetables except the tomatoes
very fine, and place them in the pot over
the fire, with about three quarts and one
pint of hot water. Let them ec ok slowly
an hour, then stir in tho tomatoes, and
boil about half an hour longer; remove
from the lire, and rub the mixture
through a colander; then return the soup
to tlie fire. Now stir in a tablespoonful
of butter and half a cup of milk, with a
littlecornstarch or flour mixed with it.
Let the soup boil up once, and it will be
ready for the table.]

LEGS NOT AN EQUAL LENGHT.
The llcason Why Peoplo Lost In tlie

Moods "Walk in a Circle.
The fact that people lost on a desert or

in a forest invariably walk in a circle is
i due to slight iuequality in the length of
, the legs. Careful measurements of a
I series of skeletons have shown that only
j IU per cent, hail the lower limbs equal in
length; 35 per cent, had the right limb
longer than the left, while in 55 per cent,
the loft leg was the longer. The result of
one limb being longer than the other will
naturally be that a person will, uncon-
sciously, take a longer step with the
longer limb, and eonsequeiuiv will trend
to the right or to the left, according as the
left or leg right is the longer, unless the
tendency to deviation is corrected by the
eye. The left leg- being more frequently
the longer, as evidenced by measurement
of the skeleton, the inclination should
take place more frequently to the right
than lo tho left, ana this conclusion is
quite borne out by observations made on
a number of persons when walking
blindfolded. Further, adds l\-ar* \u25a0,/\u25a0
Weekly, on measurement of the arms, it

is found that in 12 per cent, the right arm
is lunger than the left, w^iile in 24 per
cent, tho left arm is the longer, showing
that a considerable majority of persons
are right-handed and lelt legged. The
inequality in the length of the limbs is
not confined to any particular sex or
race, but seems to bo universal inall re-
spects.

As the practice grew ofhanging "bells"
in the towers, people reminded them-
selves ofthe fact by changing the word
"berfry," into ciie modern "beliry." In
modern times, witn our wide diffusion of
education, the spread ofbooks, and the
steady influences ofpi inling, the tendency
illustrai id above to sacrifice accuracy iv
terminology to simplicity in form and
sound cannot much longer hope to tind
illustration.—Chambers' Journal.
