
THE IJALT.OT LAW AND |THE
LEGISLATURE.

A citizen who has been traveling in
many counties of the State in the inter-
est of one form of ballot booths expresses
to us his astonishment at the ignorance,
•stupidity and willful stubbornness of
many officials res ar iing the new election
law. He declares that it is simply amaz-
ing to find County Supervisors stub-
bornly refusing to even read the law,
much less to comply with it. In many
oases officials say, "We will pay no at-
tention to the law ; the next Legislature
Will get a chame at it and knock it out."
In other cases they sneer at the statute,
declare the old way the most social, and
the new to be unnecessary. In other
cases still, they appear to be ignorant of
ih" law, and refuse to be instructed or to
inform themselves.

On the other hand, snys our informant,
Qm people outside of the officials, are for
'he law; they like it well, and the r at

- of ilu'in understand it. old-time
politicians arc chief among its oppo-
nents, ami very largely inspire such
county officials as are its enemies, with
heir opposition bo it.

A prevalent error, or rather a common
argument in t!ie mouths of tho enemies
>f the law, is that itcannot and does not
vholly prevent the niscalirom selling his
rote. Bat this weak-kneed reasoning is
Invariably downed by the statement of
he truth, that reform ballot laws are not

passed to make bad men honest, or cor-
upt ones pure, or to prevent the venal
:i IB from selling the birthright ofhis c.it-

ixenship, but toprotect the honest voter
from the domination, cow, browbeating
..nd roguery ofthe rascal, the striker, the

>osß and the boss hireling, as also from
flie frown and threat ofthe employer, nnd
ihe menace of power over those who are
at the mercy of others for their bread and
butter.

We arc aware that the beliet is enter-
lained. Indeed it is shouted loudly, that
\u25a0he Legislature willrepeal the new ballot
\u25a0aw. It is doubtless true that an attempt
to cripple the law will be made in the
next Legislature. But neither willit ho
repealed nor hamstrung. Legislators will
lot be chosen this year who are suspected

ofenmity to the new law.
In every county in the State the law

has friends sufticient in number to ap-
ply the test of question and exacted j
answer from every candidate for Senate
KBd ASSSmbly. These candidates must
declare themselves. Ifenemies or doubt-
ors of the new law, the voters will be in-
'.'onned ot the fact, and the ambitious ,
ijentlemen in eithor case will be shelved. I
A is possible that a J<tate conference of
the leaders and workers in securing the
law for California and its friends will be
iidd, and that to every candidate the
question will be plainly put whether he !
is for or against the reform ballot system, j

Ism Democratic party is pledged to the
law by its platform, and is entitled to the
lull credit of declaring plaiuly and em-
phatically in its favor prior to its passage
In the Legislature. It is unlikely that it
willrecede from that position. The Re-
publican party cannot afford in the com-
ing campaign to place itself in an equiv-
ocal attitude concerning the law. Itmust
be pronounced for it, since the law moves
upon the lines of progression which it is
the boast of the party that it follows by
the very nature of its existence. It is,
therefore, unlikely that the scheming of
the enemies of the law will prove very
formidable or dangerous.

A SHEAF EXHIBIT.

We are row upon the edge of the time
-when the grain in the fields is to be cut.
Every grain-grower who has good stands
ought to cut one sheaf which he believes
will liairly, creditably represent the ca-
pacity of the soil for grain growth upon
Ms farm.

This should be securely bound, labeled
with the name of the grower, the precise

locality where grown indicated by town-
ship lines, a note concerning the character

of the soil from which taken, and re-
marks upon other material conditions.

. ety, in trust for exhibition among the
J World's Fair exhibits to bo preliminarily
i made at the State Fair in September and
j thereafter to be exhibited in the Califor-
nia building at Chicago in 1893.

The importance of these sheaf exhib-
its tan scarcely be overestimated. They
"will give viewers an excellent idea of
growth in the stalk upon our soil, will
serve the purpose of decoration, and will
supplement materially the exhibition
of graiu in the sack which is to be made.

j To each tfrowur the cost of preparing and
! forwarding a sheaf will be practically
j nothing, involving only a little care in
j selecting, binding and labeling.

It is to be hoped that this matter will
1 not be neglected, but that sheafs or bun-
| dies of wheat, rye, barley, corn, etc., will
jbe sent in from every farm where the
growth is such as to be creditable, all

! conditions considered. There is no fear
j to be entertained that there will be too

j many of these bundles; on the contrary,

i several thousand can be most advan-
• tageously used in the preliminary exhi-
tion, from which the selections can be
made for the Columbian Exposition.

Goldwin Smith, in the North Ameri-
can Review, declares that party advantage
so far dominates as a political motive this
year in the United States that genuine
national interest has very little, if any,
attention in Congress. While it ia true,
and notably so in Presidential years, that
in large degree governmental administra-
tion is crippled and paralyzed because
parties lie in wait for each other, seeking
opportunities to make for party advant-
age, Professor Smith's statement is alto-
gether too sweeping. Maneuvering for
coin of vantage is unquestionably a hin-
drance to wise legislation, but it is ofrec-
ord that even in Presidential years some
ofthe wisest and most potential measures
that have ever shaped national policy
have been passed. That these are due
frequently to the potency of pood sense
outside of Congress is certainly true; but
equally it is true that good legislation
and sound policies have been adopted as

the direct result of party watchfulness
and jealousy. That political parties lie
in wait for advantages over each other
very frequently results in party conduct in
Presidential years that under other cir-
cumstances cannot be had. While the fear
ofestrangement from party may and does
operate to produce timidity of action in
administration, it also serves to intensify
party policies and present issues more
sharply and clearly to the people. Pro-
fessor Smith believes that amidst the
fluctuations and distractions of party
anything like a farsighted and steady pol-
icy in external affairs is impossible. De-
spite the opinion of so distinguished a
publicist and political critic, we submit
that the history of the country does not
justify such a drastic conclusion. The
republic has passed through the trials of
many Presidential years; all its legisla-
tion, has been had under party govern-
ment, watchlulness and jealousy; what-
lver bu< cess has been achieved by the na-
tion bus felt the whip and spur of party;

through all the nation has grown,
Strengthened and waxed great, and its
policies, foreign and domestic, have taken
definite shape. Party government is not
tht; best of systems, but in free govern-
ment party is and must remain the means
for the definition of policies.

Murat Halsteao, writing of the af-
i lliction in Russia, puts into these simple
: sentences a world of truth and a whole
] essay of wisdom uponmonarchism: "The
I famine is a crime chargeable largely to
I the form of government that takes from
! men the incentives for exertion, discour-
i ages the intelligence that is prescient and
i executive, and cultivates a fatal subinis-
siveness. Associated with personal ROY-, srnment must be popular incapacity,
which, under the pressure of militarism,
becomes a heavy indifference."

Some Eastern wiseacres declare that
the anti-snap Democratic Convention in
New York has damaged Mr. Cleveland's
chances for the Democratic nomination
instead of au«jmen:ing their strength.
The truth is that an honest protest against

fraud and trickery is always timely and
harms none not guilty. Mr. Cleveland
was not and Mr. Hill was guilty of
political chicanery that could not be al-
lowed to go unrebuked. No; the sincere
protest is never harmful to the guiltless.

Hawaii has had another colicky
spasm of revolution or threatened re-
bellion. Ithas collapsed and nothing im-
mediate willcome of it. But it is another
proof of tho existence of a strong sen-
timent in the island kingdom favoring
union with and annexation to the United
States.
