COMMERCIAL DEPRESSION AND
RAILWAY AGITATION.

Mr. William C. Roberts, in a caustie,
well-considered article in the News Letter
on business depression in San Francisco,
calls attention to the fact that if there
was prosperity in the metropolis we
should hear nothing of what is termed
anti-railroad complainings,

That is to say, the present commercial
depression and anti-railroad agitation is
the result of self-imposed restrictions
upon trade, and in their anger over their
own folly the agitators are striking out at
the largest head that can be hit, and that
is the railway industry of the State that
has done beneficence for the State which
San Francisco ignores and has had no
part in.

Mr. Roberts says of San Francisco :

It is the fact, that commercial and indus-
trial enterprises receive and have hitherto re-
ceived an absurdly insignificant support,
utterly inadequate an aid, and insufficient
stimulation, from the milhions of accumulated
and still accumulating caplital, the savings
and surplus funds of the people; which acen-
mulations are to a considerable extent di-
rectly drawn from the very fruits and pro- |
ducts of these industries,

He goes on to point out that San Fran- [
cisco investment has not been broad, but |
confined; that it is the practice to acecu-
mulate, to loan upon the necessities of
others and to speculate in metropolitan
property.

Thus it may be said these millions are for
the most part diverted directly away from the
eneral commercial and industrial undertak-
ngs; and so far as assisting the desired devel-
opment of mercantile enterprises they might
as well seek the seclusion of the United States
Treasury vaults and there afford inactive as-
sociation and companionship to the many
other miserably misdirected millions therein
absurdly and unjustly imprisoned, 3

It is impossible, he adds, to utilize sur-
plus capital in right directions, and have
them practically invested in real estate at
the same time. Had there been, through
a judicious system of commercial bank-
ing, application of money to the encour-
agement, increase and advancement of
the legitimate, secure and progressive
mercantile and industrial enterprises, an
entirely different condition of affairs to
that which now exists would have been
presented.

When San Francisco manifests that!
concern for interior development which |
a true market center should feel in its
tributary area, the metroplis will have
risen into the atmosphere of a true con-
céption of what constitutes a great com- !
mercial city, with the advantage of a |
great port at its feet, and a boundless
world-trade at its command, of both of
which the city by the sea appears at pres-
ent to be wholly oblivious.

DEPRESSED MANUFACTURES AND
THE CAUSE.

A San Francisco newspaper pretends to
quote the REcorp-UNioNx wherein we
said of the San Francisco manufacturers:

They are either insisting upon too large
projits or are conducting their business at too
yreal cost and in o small volume. So the
reason that San Francisco feels depression is
because it is behind the Eastern age in the
matter of profits and of manufactures. The
competition with the East is direct, and it
cannot meet it, and the rates of freight trans-
{:g;wuon are so low that the competition |

rs heavily. |

The journal referred to did not printt
the words in italics above, but only those t
in Roman type. It thereupon declares |
that the Recorp-UxI1oN says that Sanf
Francisco manufacturers cannot make?
any profit. I

This instance of disingenuousness is
net phenomenal; very few of the San
Francisco press appear to be able to
quote truthfully; the habit of garbling
has become chronic with most of them.

The words quoted referred to a fact
which no San Francisco journal has or
dares to take wup, to wit: That the South
San Francisco Improvement Company,
having a large order for ironwork for its
abattoirs, took bids of San Francisco and
of Eastern foundries, and discovered
that with the usual—normal, not special
—freight across the continent added as |
cost to the Eastern bids the latter were
still 15 per cent. lower than the San
Francisco bids, On the basis of that in-
disputable fact, wo said:

The fault then certainly is not in the freight
rate; it is nota barrier to home maufacture
because of its cost. The rates are low, or
reasonably low, and no complaint can be
made of themm on that score. But the fault
was or is in the price at which San Francisco
establishments are willing or can afford to do
the work.

The fact is a sermon, the conclusion is
inevitable truth., From neither is it pos-
sible to escape. They answer unmis-
takably the question ‘““What is the matter
with manufactures in California?” This |
answer the REcorp-UNION has over and
over again formulated, and which may
be again thus stated.

Our manufactures are menaced by well-
known conditions that give the Eastern
manufacturer a large percentage of ad-
vantage. This percentage is the result of

1. Difference between the populations
served and consequent assurance of mar-
ket for exceeding large output of Eastern
manufactures at a small margin of profit.

2. Lowness of freight rates between the
East and the California buyer.

3. Lower rate of wages, less cost of ma-
terial, greater number of artisans,stronger
and more favorable social, industrial,
commercial and financial conditions.

4, The policy of the mass of Eastern
manufacturers to choke off incipient
manufactures upon this coast by selling
in this market at cost until control can
be had and a subsequent profitable mar-
ket be established.

Every one who knows anything about
the conditions and is cognizant of the
facts knows these statements to be abso-
lutely correct in every detail. Every one
who knows anything about the facts
knows that a low outgoing rate on our
products, and a proportionately Ligher
rate of transportation upon the products
of Eastern industry seeking entry here,
is a policy indicated by the situation as |
one that will confer upon us the benetits
of profitable industry.

HAVE NO GRIEVANCE.

It is Only the Politicians Who Are
Making War.

Calm View of the Situation Taken
by a San Francisco

Newspaper.

[San Francisco City Argus, June 4th.]

The attack made upon the Southern
Pacifie Company by the Fresno Conven-
tion has prompted President Hunting-
ton of that corporation to write an ‘‘open
letter,” in which he sets forth some facts
that ought to set the people of California
to thinking. Mr. Huntington very truly
declares that the earnings of his road
barely cover its fixed and current ex-
penses; and, this being so, it is very ap-
parent that rates cannot be reduced by
legislation, or in any other sudden or
arbitrary way, without bringing trouble
to the railroads and "lso to the people
who use them. Mr. Huntington then
points out a way which would bring
about a reduction of rates. He calls at-
tention to the fact there should be more
manufactories established here. Fiber
should be gathered from the islands
and Eastern Asia

wool and other forms in sufficient quanti-
ties to supply to a large extent the trade
of the country. Then, too, there are
many things which conld be grown in
this State, and manufactured here, which
are not, if the people would turn atten-
tion in that direction. But this, of course,
would necessitate a completo change of
the policy now pursued by most of the
wealthy people of California, who at best
take but little interest in the building up
of the State. With manufacturing enter-
prises in operation the railroads would do
their part in the distribution of their
products over the United States without
other profit than that gained in the estab-
lishment of the industries that would be
built up, out of which something could
be made. We quote:

*These things all seem so clear to me
that I think they must be apparent to all
who take time to examine the subject,
and therefore I cannot help but believe
that the spoilsmen and demagogues who
raise the cry of ‘Monopoly ! do it to de-
ceive the people, hoping thereby to raise
themselves or their friends into places
they are unfit to fill, and in other ways to
reap without sowing, or to find some
place where they can take up something
without laying anything down. 1 be-
lieve that every place in the State where
railroads have been built the country has
been largely benefited by such improve-
ments, and I am satistied that the great
mass of people in the State who earn their
bread by the sweat of their brow are
making little or no complaint; but this
outery that is raised against corporations
is mostly made by such men as Leeds
and others who think it an easier way to
get their bread than it is to earn it by
honest industry, and perhaps he should
be excused for making this outcery when
we consider that he gets $10,000 a year as
compensation for the noise he is malk-

m%”

There can be no question that the
Southern Pacific Company has done far
more for the State of California than the
State has done for it. Wherever a mile
of track bas been laid property has more
than quadrupled in value and ail classes
have greatly profited; and could an hon-
est vote be taken to-day, it would be
found that the great majority of the peo-
ple of this State have no grievance against
the management or methods of the com-
pany. Itisonly the politicians who hope
to gain position, or otherwise feather
their nests, who are making war upon
the company. Now that its managers
are endeavoring to keep the road out of
politics, these demagogues fear that there
will be no **sacks’ for them if they aliow
it to succeed, and it was for this reason
that the Fresno resolutions were incu-
bated. It is also a matter of cold fact that
the howl fora competing road is prompted
solely by a hope that the railroad will
silence with coin the howlers., 1f a dozen
competing roads were built eastward it
would in no way tend to reduce rates of
fare or freight, for capitalists do not put
money into railroads for the sole benefit
of the people. They want to eat some of
the pie, too. And everybody who knows
anything is well aware of the fact that if
one road canmnot do more than make
both ends meet at the present rates, that
two or more would only make matters
worse, for they would not be able to live
on the percentage of the patronage they
would take from the Southern Pacific,
unless they increased rates. When the
people of California are made to realize
the fact that until they {Jut their money
into industries that will bring labor to
this State, and make business for the
railroads, they cannot hope for reduced
rates—they will turn over a new leaf in
that direction, and both the State and the
roads will prosper, and the end desired
will be attained.
