Minneapolis, Juno B.—The Presiden-

tial situation took a significant turn to-
night. An extended conference, lasting
nearly three hours, was held by tho
i daino leaders in the Colorado heath;uar-
ters, and nearly all the chief politicians
>f tho various State delegations were

s .immoned into tho presence of the coni-

i dttee. At the meeting there was dis-
used tho availability of taking measures

id bring one or nine dark horses into tho
tield in order to draw off the Harrison
>oteand thereby effect the demoraliza-
tion of his forces, and result ultimately
in nominattng Blame or one of the dark
horses.

Several Harrison delegates from lowa
were invited into tbe conference, and tbe
suggestion delicately conveyed to them
that if the entire vote of the State of lowa
were cast solidly for Allison he would re-
ceive the vote of Delaware and possibly
other scattering votes. The lowa delega-
tion, however, did not receive the sugges-
tion with enthusiasm, aud appeared dis-
posed to abide fullyby the result of the
afternoon's conference, wherein it was
decided that Allison should not be
brought out until after tho first ballot if
it should fail to effect a nomination.

Certain McKiniey men of the Ohio del-
egation were also summoned and the in-
timation conveyed to them that perhaps
the Blame people might look favorably
upon the candidacy of McKiniey if the
< >hio Harrison delegates would give him
(McKiniey) their loyal support on the
opening ballot. This time the sugges-
tion was received with willingness, but
no arrangement perfected, as one or two
gentlemen summoned wore unable to
speak authoritatively for their Harrison
colleagues ofthe Ohio delegation.

Harrison delegates of several other
States wero also interrogated as to the
disposition to furnish a dark horse, but
the conference finally came to a close
without a definite agreement.

ft At the conclusion it was noticeable that
tiie McKiniey boom in some mysterious
way had received an impetus, as the
i.overnor's eligibility was freely dis-
cussed inall quarters.

A midnight report from the Indiana
headquarters says: We held our lines
unbroken, notwithstanding the terrific
assaults made upon them to-day. Our
n turns show 521 votes for Harrison.
This does not include the contested seats.
The result of the day's work leaves us
without tho loss ofa single vote, and eon-
i'.rms the accuracy of the work already
done. We are ready at any moment to
meet our opponents in nominating and
balloting, but they, fearing the results,
are making desperate attempts to post-
poue it. *

WILD RUMORS AFLOAT.
June P.-At 1:30 o'clock this morning

ex-tiovernor Forakcr was hastily sum-
moned to the Colorado headquarters im-
mediately after tbe adjournment of the
Committee on Resolutions, and is in con-
ference with the anti-Administration
leaders.

Among the wild rumors afloat, is that
in the event of the probable defeat of
Blame a compromise candidato in tbe
person of McKiniey, Allison or Sherman
is to be spruug on the first ballot.

ENTHUSIASM SUBSIDING.
Itcan safely be asserted that the past

quarter of a century never witnessed a
convention where there was such a rapid
subsidence of enthusiasm as is notice-
able here on the eve of the critical day
which should decide the contest. Tbe
delay in reaching a ballot has caused
every faction to realize that the citadel of
opposition is not to be carried by assault
after all, and they now await the result of
tbe ballot. Those who but twenty-four
hours since were hilariously parading
the streets, are now walking dejectedly to
and Iro and wondering how matters are
going to end. Tbe loyal toot ofthe horn
and triumphant blast of the bugle and
Inspiring music of bands that buoyed the i

enthusiasm have almost departed from
the contest.

Tbere is evidence of consciousness on
the part of the average layman thai he i
is somediing of a puppet iv this battle :

for a political master, and the retlection is
not gratiiying to the sovereign American i
elector, so that to-night it is not uncom-
mon to see quietly conversing together a
couple of privates, who, but a day
or two ago, were arrayed in op-
position factions and fiercely com-
bating Presidential preferences. As
they compare notes, each one linds
that the other does not know much
anout the mysterious motives and un-
fathomable purposes of tbe gentlemen
who are the ruling spirits of his particu-
lar < rovvd.

DIPLOMACY OF THE ELAINE FOBCKS.
The diplomatic triumphs of the Blame

element in securing control of the organ-
ization of the convention and the com-
mittees, which are to play such an im-
portant part in its labors, Es the sensat on
of the day. No one, not even tho leader

j of the Harrison forces, appeals to know
exactly when the conspiracy had burst
or how carried into execution, but it,
forced itself upon every man tbat there
is adeep motive, and that the plans of
tiie Blame leaders were cautiously laid.
The most is made of tiie advantage of the
situation by the conscant declaration of
the Blame managers that as they have
control of the convention, they v. id be
able to control the nomination.

The Committee on Credentials is pro-

ceeding slowly and evidently not inti tid-
ing to make a report until tbe opportu-
nity is aiiorded to judge of the im-
portance which their recommendations
may have in determining the result of
the convention. Of the contests disposed
of by this committee Blame delegates
were seated in every instance.

There is a possibility that the Commit-
tee ou Credentials may not be ready to
report by to-morrow, and if this should

I be the case there is pretty sure to be a
j row in the convention when the Chair-
man submits a request for further delay.
The Harrison leaders are much irritated
Over the Blame policy of delay and ap-
pear determined to force a ballot as soon !
as possible. It was stated to-night that l
when tho Committee on Credentials
makes a partial report to-morrow, as is '
probable, they will move to adjourn for ;

an hour or two with instructions to the
committee to wind up its business and
report at that time. This may afford an
opportunity for the lirst direct test be-
tween tbe two factions.

BOTH CLAIM GAINS.
The narrison people claim to have

gained a delegate or two to-day in Ore-
gon, and say they won back a couple of
the Texas delegates who yesterday went
over to Blame. The Blame managers
claim gains in Kansas, Illinois and Rhode
Island, besides several other States which
they failed to mention.

BOLD MOVE CONTEMPLATED.
The leaders of tbe Blame faction to-

night aro contemplating a movement
which is very bold, and if carried out
will be a farewell greetine to the short-
lived harmony and good feeling of the
past twenty-four hours, whatever the ef-
fect may bo in controlling tho nomina-
tion. They have au agent selecting from
the list of delegates and alternates those
who are officers under tbe Harrison ad-
ministration. They expect to compile a
list, and add thereto the names of admin-
istration office-holders on the ground as
helpers to effect the renomiuation of the
President, and who are not delegates to
tbe convention. Tho list will be given
out as an indication of the pernicious ex-
ample being set by Harrison of the effect
of the administration to perpetuate Itself
in power. The Blame managers also in-

I sist that ex-Senator lugalls has been
promised the Russian commission, re-
cently vacated.
WHO "WILL MAKE THE NOMINATINO

SPEECHES.
The Blame people state this evening

that it has not yet been decided whether
the name of their candidate will be pre-
sented to the convention at all. It may-
be found advisable to vote for him with-
out the formality of a nomination, but in 'case it is decided to place him formally in
nomination, ex-Governor Foraker of I
Ohio will certainly make the leading:
speech, and George A.Knight of the Cal- ;
ifornia delegation has been selected to
second the nomination ofBlame.

When asked this afternoon ifhis speech
would be a long one, and if he had yet
prepared it, Knight replied: "I never
prepared a speech in my life. Iintend to j
whoop it up without manuscript for
about five or ten minutes. That is my '
idea of business.''

Harrison will be placed in nomination
by the venerable ex-Secretary Richard
W. Thompson of Indiana, and tbe nomi-
nation will be seconded by Hon. Cbaun- ;
cey M. Depew of New York. Other
nominating speeches will probably be
made by ex-Senator Sp< oner ofWiscon-
sin, Hon. John D. if—My of Delaware. j
Hon. Lewis K. McComas of Maryland,
and possibly by ex-Senator John J. In-
galls and others.

Colonel Henry M. Dufiield, leader of
the Alger forces, claims that his candi-
date has seventy-five votes assured, sixty
on the nr>t ballot and certainly fifteen
move on the second.

m'kinley as a dark house.
Governor McKinieyof Ohio continues

to be the favorite among all compromise

candidates whose names are mentioned.
The Harrison people are not evincing ;
any particular preference for McKiniey
as a dark horse, but the generally ex- i
pressed belief is that it would be wiser
lor Ids friends to keep him out bf the
Presidential contest for a few years until
the exact effect of the McKiniey bill is
determined. The Biaine delegates on the
other hand, are apparently very friendly,

with the possible exception of some of
ex-Governor Foraker's friends in Ohio.

Among tho Western aud Northwestern
delegates a friendly feeling is manifested
toward Rusk. The feeling comes princi-
pally from the Western Harrison dele-
gates. When the name ofthe Secretary of
Agriculture is mentioned for first place
it is generally in connection with White-
law Held or some other prominent New
Yorker for Vice-President.

CALIFORNIA UKI.KOATION.
The State of California, always a strong

Blame State, is sorely disappointing to
tho friends of the Plumed Knight. To-
day the Harrison managers started out
by actually claiming a majority of tho
delegation, and for a time it seemed as
though the claim might be well founded.
A reaction occurred this morning, when
National {Committeeman De Young, also
a member of the delegation, received a
telegram advising him that the State

Committee passed resolutions de-
claring it to be tho overwhelming senti-
ment of the people of the State that Blame
should be selected as the standard-bearer.
The result of tho telegram was the issu-
ing of a call lor a meeting this afternoon.
Great interest was manifested in the
outcome, but no very substantial resuits
were realized.

The telegram received by Do Young,
as well as the text of the resolution ol tie
tstate ( antra! Commiti, c, was spread be-
fore the delegation and the matter frilly

discussed. A \ote was filially taken and
the California delegation was definitely
ascertained to stand live for Harrison,
eleven lor Blame and two wavering and
uncertain. Both factions to-night are.
claiming these wravering and uncertain
delegates, but the gentlemen themselves
are very noncommittal :is to preferences.

General Otis, of the Massachusetts del-
egation says they stand nineteen lor Har-
rison and cli yen lor Biaine.

A POLITICAL BOSS OVKRT_IBOW!f.
The selection of R. C. Kerens for Na-

tional Committeeman from Missouri is
significant, as it indicates that the Keren-;
men have succeeded in overthrowing
Chauncey I. Fillcy, who for years has
been the boss of Missouri politics. In
the present fight Filey is for Blame and
Kerens for Harrison. There \\ as an ex-
citing scene in tie meeting of ihe .Mis-
souri delegation when Kerens was
chosen, and Major Warner and District
Attorney Reynolds, both Harrison men,
-'\u25a0amo to blows. Reynolds was knocked
down. A reconciliation was afterward
effected.

They Receive a Set-Hack in tho Cre-
dentials Committee.

Minneapolis, Juno H.—The Blame
people met a surprise this afternoon in
ihe Committee on Credentials. Thoy
found a counter-plan at work to defeat
their purpose to approve the proceedings
of th_e National Committee in the matter
of contested seats, and when a vote was
takou on delo_-ates-at-larg" and one dis-
trict in the Alabama contest they found
themselves in the minority, after having
confidently looked to a continued victory
in all the contests. Itwas only by one
vote they lost, and subsequently pulled
themselves together anl carried a motion
to adjourn, with another motion to re-
consider pending.

The Hlaine men admitted the set-back,
but predicted that before the report was
prepared for submission to the conven-
tion they would again be in the majority.
They said the tight would be renewed,
and they would seat the anti-Moseley
faction in Alabama, who were given seats
by the National Committee. The news,
however, gave great satisfaction and en-
couragement to the Harrison men.

Itis not pro!table the work of the Cre-
dentials Committee can be completed
and a report made before to-morrow
evening, and a night session to-morrow
must be ordered if a third day of the
convention is to see it permanently or-
ganized and in full working order. This
will throw the nominating speeches over
until Friday, and later, if it be a hard
light against the report, as threatened by
tho Harrison men.

Upon reassembling after the adjourn-
ment, the Alabama contest was again
taken up, but left for a time, and the
fifth Kentucky taken up, Matthews and
Winstell being seated. Matthews is
usually classed as a Biaine man, out it is
not positively known.

It was decided unanimously to seat the
delegates from the Ninth District of Lou-
siana, no contest being made ou the one
Harrison delegate.

DISORDERLY SCENES.
Blame nnd Harrison Adherents Causea Small Riot.

Minneapolis, Juno B.—Tbe white
wings of harmony which fluttered over
the convention to-day were put to flight
in tho tumultuous sceue ofdisorder at tbe
West Hotel to-night. Late this after-
noon it was announced by the younger
men of the Biaine faction that advantage
would be taken of the beautiful evening
to make a monster Blame demon-
stration with banners and other insignia
of the Plumed Knight, headed by bands
of the various cities.

The Harrison people heard of the pro-
gramme, and although the managers did i
not advise a counter demonstration.
the young element determined thai-
President and cause should not bo en-
tirely lost from sight in the hilarious
Blame demonstration. Both "factions
turned out and marched through fee
streets, and finally both headed for tho
hotel. There they met and marched :
around in circles to the tune of discordant \u25a0

yells and rival shouts for Biaine and j
Harrison.

Atthe head of ihe Blame column was a
banner carried by an Indiana man, bear- !
ing the Inscription, "IfBlame is nomi-
nated he will carry Indiana by 10,000.,:
Another Blame man carried a similar
banner bearing a still more irritating in-
scription, "IfHarrison is nominated he
will lose Indiana by 'J),.k>." «

The oanncrs excited the ire oftbe fiery
young Harrison men of Indiana and a
rush was made. Before the Blame peo-
ple had an opportunity to defend their
colors the two banners were torn down
and pulled to pieces. Instantly the
Blame people retaliated by an onslaught
on the Harrison forces, and banners bear-
ing the portrait of the President and in- j
BGtiptkma certifying to his political j
giaudeur were also pulled down and toru j
to pieces and trampled underfoot. J

This, of course, provoked a bad feeling,
and for a time it seemed as though there
would be a general fight. Tbere was
considerable scutfliug, and the men were
jostled against the rlarble walls, and
there were also two or three fistic en-
counters of short duration, but the riot
which for the time threatened was hap-
pily averted.

For two hours the hotheaded rival
factions thronged the hotel rotunda, and
made it impossible for the guests to pass,
but shortly after 10 o'clock dispersed
without personal damage to anybody,
but after having created a great deal of
serious discord in the ranks of the Re-
publican party, particularly of the rival
factions of the Hoosier Stato.

THIRD CANDIDATE STORIES.
An Effort to Create a Boom for Ex-

Spi'akcr Reed.
Minneapolis, June B.—James Fair-

child of Boston, an enthusiastic Reed
man, made an effort this morning at tho
meeting of tho Massachusetts delegation
to commit the Bay State to Reed. A.
motion to that etfect was made, but im-
mediately a counter-motion to adjourn
went through by almost Unanimous con-
sent, and the Reed voie was prematurely
checked.

The growing prominence of McKiniey
as an available candidato is alarming the
leaders of the Biaine and Hair sou :ac-
tions.

A report was in circulation io-night
that New Hampshire, Vermont and Con-
necticut were in a combine to support
McKiniey. Senator Cullom also came in
for a charge of.the third-candidate stories.

PEA-FORM COMMITTEE.

Tho Chief JMflioultios Confronting the
Convention Solved.

Minneapolis, June B.—The chief di:*;i-
Culties confronting the convention in tho
matter of'the platform was solved this
afternoon. There waa a livoly time pro-
ce ling this solution. Sdver was the rock
upon which the committee nearly split,
which would result in discord and ma-
jorityreports to the convention.

When the Platform Committee assem-
bled this afternoon no reconciliation had
been effected in the sub-committee ap-
pointed by Chairman Foraker to consider
the silver problem, The first matter com-
ing before tho full committee was the
tariff,and the silver advocates doggedly
set out io contest every inch of ground

mbarrass the opponents at every
of consideration of the platform.

'lU'- bold tactics proved successful, for nt
4:30, when the Platform Committee took
a recess, the victory waa won. Instead
ofa free coinage platform, separate and
distinct, they so shaped the tariffpara-
graph in accordance with what is
supposed to be the heart's desire of the
so-called silver State.-. Freo coinage is
let go by the board, and, instead, tho sil-
ver men are gleefully accepting the clause
pledging the Republican party to a policy
of protective tariffon lead.

After the decision tho report of the
sub-committee on Miscellaneous Sub-
jects was received. Tiiis committee dealt
with tho Nicaragua Canal and reported a
plank recognising the Nicaragua Canal
as of transcendent importance to the
United States in view of its necessity iv
time of war and great utility iv forward-
ing tho interests of American produc-
tions and commerce, and recommending
that all proper steps bo takeu to procure
its building by Anntricao capital.

The two planks already completed were
placed in the hands of the Revision Com-
mittee, composed of Gore of Nebraska,
Piatt of Connocticii', Teller of Colorado,
Brackett of Massachusetts and Thomp-
son of Minnesota.

Arecess was taken till 8 o'clock, and
upon reassembling tiie silver men were
apparently satisfied and stuck to their
previous declaration tlut, With lead taken
care of, the silver States could bo
carried by the Republicans, but as
soon as the committee was fairly
under way discussing what should
be the second plank of the plat-
form, the silver men trotted out free sil-
ver as fresh as ever. Another hot light
ensued, and a second victory resulted for
tho silver men, though, as before, not
what they aimed at. The New York and
New England committeemen Droved far
too strong to get anything like a flat-
footed declaration for unlimited coinage
or anything similarly radical.

The upshot was an agreement that the
second plank should deal with the silver
question. A compromiso as to language
was that the declaration should be sub-
stantially as follows: •'Tho American
people, by tradition and interest, are in
favor of the bimetallic coinage ofgold
and silver; one dollar should be as good
as another dollar; that silver shouhl be
coined at a ratio to bo fixed by legisla-
tion, and the forthcoming international
conference indorsed as probably furnish-
ing a satisfactory solution of the vexed
financial questions."

The following is the silver plank of the
platform to be submitted to the Conven-
tion to-morrow: "The Amorican people,
through interest and tradition, are in
favor of bimetallism, and demand that
both metals shall be used as staudard
money, under such regulations and pro-
visions as may be established by the
legislative department of the Govern-
ment to establish and maintain tho parity
of metals and to make each dollar,
whether of gold, silver or paper, the
equal of any other dollar. We commend
the wise and patrfotic policy inaugurated
of calling the international conference to
establish the concurrent use of gold and
silver throughout the commercial world."

SECOND DAY'S SESSION.

Permanent Organization Effected—
Chairman MeKlnley's Speech.

Minneapolis, June B.—Although the
convention was announced to meet at II
o'clock it was nearly noon before Tem-
porary Chairman Fas>ett's gavel rapped
the assembly to order.

As yesterday, while the delegates were
assembling, the conspicuous members of
the convention were received with ap-
plause when they appeared.

The Illinois delegation brought in and
posted conspicuously a bright blue stand-
ard, with gold lettering and inscribed,
"Lincoln, Grant, Logan."

The proceedings were opened with
prayer by Bishop Whipple of Minue-
apoiis.

Hon. L. E. Walker of Beatrice. Neb.,
on behalf of the Nebraska delegation,
presented Temporary Chairman Fassett
a gavel made from trees grown on tiie
first homestead in Nebraska. The gavel,
he said, was of wood of hard ingrowth,
inlaid with silver.

Chairman Fassett, in expressing thanks.
mentioned the n_n.,i o;' Nevada instead
of Nebraska. Amid much laughter lie
correct-.-d himself by saying the mistako
grew out of the Curt there waa so much
silver in the presentation speech.

CogsweU of Massachusetts, Chairman

Spooner of Wisconsin was instantly on
his feet to spar for an advantage lor Har-
rison, and having the advantage of the
fact that Cogswell himself was an Ad-
ministration man.

Cogswell said it was a matter of per-
sonal opinion, but if the proceedings
were attended with reasonable success he
could not hope to report before to-mor-
row.

A wild scene ensued when E. C. Lock-
wood of Idaho of the Committee on Per-
manent Organization presented tho name
of Governor McKiniey of Ohio for Per-
manent Chairman.

Fessenden of Connecticut, Spooner of
Wisconsin and Mahone of Virginia were
appointed a committee to escort McKin-
iey to the chair.

A magnificent ovation greeted the Gov-ernor when he stepped upon the plat-
torm.

Temporary Chairman Fassett thanked
the convention for its courtesy to him
and presented McKiniey of Ohio, while
j rand after round of applause for the re-
tr.ng and incoming Chairman resounded
through the building. Before McKinlev
could say more than "Gentlemen of the
convention," some one called "Three
cheers for McKiniey," and the building
lairly shook with the response.

"Second—Free wool to the manufact-
urer and tariffed cloth to tho consumer.

"Third—Free cotton ties to the cotton
States, and tariffed hoop iron to all the
rest of the States; that is their idea of
tariff reform. Gentlemen of the conven-
tion, how do you like it?

"This contest that we enter upon is for
the maintenance of protection and reci-
procity [applause], and Iwant to say
here there is not a line on that tariffbill
that is not American. There is not a
passage that is not patriotic. There is
not a page that does not represent true
Americanism, and the highest possibili-
ties of American citizenship. [Great ap-
plause.]

I declare ourselves upon the question ofa
free ballot and a fair count." [Applause]

The speaker continued at some length
in eulogy of the protective tariffand in
ridicule Of tariff reform, as exemplified
in tho eilorts in that direction by th 9
Democratic part}', and was loudly aud
frequently applauded.

the \\ indward Islands, and Brazil. These
represent a population of 21,500,000 souls,and an annual, commerce of $juu,<juo,ooo.I Partial arrangements of a like character
have been made with France and Ger-many. "More extended ones are still un-
der way. Similar arrangements are in
negotiation with other nations. The
duties upon sugar, coifee, and hides im-
ported irom Venezuela. Colombia andHayti have been restored by proclama-
tion of the President.

The value o! these treaties must depend
as the value of everything depends underour Government, upon private sagacity
and enterprise. Itis too soon to calculatethe enormous advantage ofthese new re-lations. But even in their infancy wocan see something of their results. Our
exports to Brazil have increased morethan $1,000,000 in value in the past eleven
months, in spite of the disturbed politi-
cal condition of that country, which has
passed through three political revolu-
tions and a serious financial crisis. Ourexports to Brazil have gained _0 per cem.
in eight months in a constantly increas-
ing ratio. The export of Hour to Brazil
for February increased from $18.3,5.1 to
405,409 as compared with last year. The
proportion of the imports of Brazil fur-
nished by Great Britain was 71 per cent,
of the whole iv 18901. In 1891 it was 60.11per cent. The United States increased in
that year from 8.50 per cent, to 14.40 per
cent, our reciprocity arrangement with
Cuba has been in force but six months.
Iv that timo our exports have increased
lrom $6,805,037 to §10,155,085. Our ex-
ports of Hour alone to Cuba have in-
creased from 3454,<i__ to §93:', 154, although
as has been stated, the price of flour has
fallen 20 per cent.—Senator Hoar, in
Forum.

The conduct of the Democratic House

SAN DOMINGO EXCITED.

Reported Cession of Sainana Bay
to the United States.

Pakis, JuneS.—A dispatch from Kings-ton, Jamaica, says great excitement has

been caused in San Domingo by the an-
nouncement that tho port of Samana
Bay, ia the western part of the island,has been ceded to the United States and
the cession confirmed. The Haytian
Minister is alarmed, owing to the fact
tbat American Minister Durham of
llayti, and in charge of atlairs at San Do-
mingo, has takeu up his residence in the
city of San Domingo. The German Con-
sul at Port-au-Prince has received in-
structions to come to an understanding
with the representatives of France and
England in regard to steps to safely
guard tho autonomy of San Domingo.

BIRKENBFRG MINE HORROR.
Officials Charged With the Responsi-

bility ior the Loss cf IJt'e.
Vienna, June B.—The Austrian Social

Democratic Congress has made a report
on the Birkenberg mine disaster, in
which it is alleged the immense loss of
Ufa was duo to officials driving miners
back from tho shaft when they were try-
ing to escape just after the lire broke out.and insisting there was no danger. Tho
key to the lire-engine house could not atonce be found, and time was lost insearching forIt, instead oi breaking down
tne doors. When tho key was found,
however, the engines were of no use. as
there was no water for them. The firewas caused from ignition by the lighted
tapers ofa small wooden altar erected in
the lower galleries iv honor oftho patron
saint of Bohemia.

PRICE OF SUGAR.

Wholesale Grocers Want a Uniform
liasls Established.

New York, June B.—The wholesale
grocers from all the large Eastern cities
are arriving'to attend the, conference to-
morrow to secure from the Sugar Trust
the adoption of a uniform basis upon
which tho Sugar Trust can establish a
"limited price," from which a rebate of
one-quarter of a cent per pound can be
returned wholesale dealers who maintain
the price. The proposition calls for a
uniform price for each day by all the re-
finers of the trust, tho telegraphic advice
of the daily market to each jobbing cen-
ter, and the equalization ofprices forcom-
petitive points through a system ofsched-
uling or freight allowance to retailers.
A letter lrom President Havemeyer of
tiie trust says the trust is disposed to co-
operate with the grocers toward securing
to them a fair compensation, and saying
they must first agree on a plan.
