Enthusiastic Ratification Meeting of
Local Republicans.

When thft news from Minneapolis ar-
rived at the Recoko-Union office yester-

y afternoon, the gentlemen having

instantly.

The booming of the cannon told the
people of Sacramento that tiie delegates
at Minneapolis had chosen a standard-
bearer, and it was not long after when
everybody knew that Benjamin Harri-
son was the nominee.

THE RATIFICATION.
All arrangements were complete for a

big ratification by the local Republicans,
and the details were carried out admir-
ably. At about 8 o'clock in the evening
they gathered in great numbers at Second
and J and Seconu and Iv streets, where
they were supplied with torches, Etonian
candles, blue-lights, rockets and other
fireworks. Colonel Guthrie bad charge
of the K-street delegation, while F. !•'.
Tibbets and George Newman managed
the J-street wing. At _:__ the two pro-
cessions started, each headed by a brass
band.

All along both routes enthusiastic citi-
zens burned red-tire, exploded fireworks
and cheered lustily, while the marchers
lairly yelled themselves hoarse.

Both lines headed for the Clunie Opera-
house, where tbe speech-making was to
take place, and they arrived there about
fc:_o o'clock.

AN ENTHUSIASTIC GATHERING.
The theater was filled to overflowing

with an enthusiastic assemblage, includ-
ing many ladies. It was evident from
the start "that those in the auditorium had
brought their lungs with them, and in-
tended to uso them. Enthusiastic cheer-
ing would burst forth every few minutes,
and when the processions arrived the
uproar was deafening.

One ofthe processions carried a trans-
parency, on whicb waalettered, "Triedand
not found wanting," and on the reverse
nide, "Success at the polls assured.*' The
other delegation's transparency bore the
b gends, "tine good term deserves an-
other,'" and "We again honor our soldier
statesman."

The appearance of these transparencies
on the stage was the signal for more wild
cheering from the assemblage.

CALLED TO ORDEIt.
When quiet was obtained, Ed. F. Tay-

lor, Chairman oftbe local National Re-
publican League, called the meeting to
order and briefly stated its purpose. The
standard-bearers of tho party for the
coining campaign—Benjamin Harrison
and Whitelaw Keed—had been name i, he
said, and it was eminently proper that all
Republicans should celebrate the event.
