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OPPOSED 70 HYDRAULICKING.

Farmers Who do Not Believe in the
Caminetti Bill.

The Committee From the Miners’ As-
sociation Was Not Heard Because
it Did Not Walit.

There was a meeting at Pioneer Hall
late yesterday afternoon of prominent
farmers from Sutter, Yuba, Butte, Yolo,
Colusa and Sacramento Counties for the
purpose of declaring against the Cami-
petti mining bill, now pending in Con-
gress.

The meeting- resolved itself into the
“Sacramento Valley Convention.” The
convention was the outcome of a Farm-
ers’ Alliance meeting held in Colusa on
the 28th of last month. At that meeting
resolutions were passed protesting against
the passage of the bill referred to, and a
convention of the counties interested was
called for yesterday.

TEMPORARY ORGANIZATION.

Robert Cosner of
meeting to order and stated its objects.

Nominations for temporary Chairman
were declared in order,and Will S, Green
of Colusa was unanimously elected to
that position. Mr. Green, in taking the
chair, stated that since the recent River
Convention in San Francisco the im-
pression had gone abroad that the farm-
ers had given up their fight against
hydraulic mining. But this was not the
case, and it was to inform the country
that this was not the case that this meet-
ing had been called. **We don’t want any
licensing of hydraulic mining and the
ruining of our lands and rivers,” said he.
“Weare not opposed to hydraulic mining
asan industry. We would like tosee it go
ahead, as it would be 2 good thing for the
State, but we don’t want our lands buried
beneath their tailings, and we don’t want
our river beds filled up. We don’t be-
lieve that hydraulic mining can be re-
sumed, however, without injury to us,
and if they experiment, we don’t want to
be the sutterers by a failure.”

Robert Cosner was elected temporary
Secretary, and Committees on Creden-
tials and Permanent Organization were
appointed—one member irom each county
delegation represented.

The Caminetti bill,
he said, would never be passed by Con-
gress, and then the miners wonld say
that the farmers had turned around at the
last minute and defeated their measnre.

A. H. Rose also wanted to hear the
committee. The matter was discussed
pro and con for gome time, and a vote
was finally taken. It was decided by a
large majority to hear the committed,

Senator Johnston was appointed as an
escorting committee to bring in the min-
ers, He returned in a few minutes, how-
ever, and announced that he had been
unable to find the miners’ committee.
The latter had become tifed of waiting,
and as they had to take the evening train
for San Francisco, bad left the hall while
the convention was debating.

A recess was then taken until 8 o’clock,
in order that the Committee on Resolu-
tions might have time to prepare its re-
port.

Evening Session.

The convention was called to order at
8:45 p. M., when Chairman Rose of the
Committee on Resolutions said the com-
mittee had not had time in which to pre-
pare its report. The subject was an im-
portant one, and hLe believed the com-
mittee would not be able to give the
matter the desired attention before the
following morning,

On motion the committee was given
until 8 ¢’clock this morning in which to
report.

A member then asked what had be-
coine of the miners’ committee that was
to have met with the convention.

William Johnston of Sacramento re-
ported that he had been unable to find

any of them save Judge Niles Searles of |

Nevada County, who was present and
could speak for himself,

Judge Searles said the miners’ com-
mitiee had met and resolved that as the
convention was one of but a few counties,
they felt they had no business there. He
wished it considered that he was not
present. He had made it the study of
many years—this hydraulic mining
question—and when the proper time ar-
rived he would be pleased to express his
views thereon, He would then tell them
‘how there are ceriain fixed laws of na-
ture that they could not avert, and which
they would bave to meet.

On motion of Mr. Rose of Colusa the
convention then took a recess until 8
o'clock this morning.

AN OLD ROAD CONTEST.

At the afternoon session the old Dun-
shed road contest was taken up again,
and a couple of hours were consumed in
hearing testimony and arguments, J, R.
Dyer and others petitioned to have an old
road opened which was formerly in
Placer County, but which now, under the
last survey, lies—or rather a portion of it
does—in Sacramento County. George
Nicolas, through whose land some of the
road runs, closed up that portion ot the
road in this county, and Dyer claims
Nicolas had
an attorney with him yesterday, and
they made a vigorous protest against
opening the road. They declared that it
never was a publiec road, but the other
side produced evidence from Placer
County to show that some twenty years
ago it had been formally opened by the
Supervisors of that county.

After hearing the statements of both
sides, the board declared that the road
should be kept open, and ordered Road
Overseer Berry of that district to remove
the fences that Nicolas had blocked the
road with.

The remainder of the afternoon was
consumed in the examination of bills.
As this work was not concluded, there
will be another session this morning.

SACRAMENTO'S OUTLOOK.

Edwin K. Alsip Says it Is a Decidedly
Hopeful One.

A representative of the REcorp-UnrtoN
recently interviewed Edwin K, Alsip, the
well-kaown capitalist of this city and
San Francisco, on the ‘subject of Sacrae
mento real estate. Mr. Alsip said: “Prop-
erty has been selling at an advance over
prices of a year ago, and at present is
cheaper in our city than in other places
in the State. It pays a better rate of in-
terest than property in San Francisco and
Oakland.”

When asked the effect of suburban set-
tlement on Sacramento real estate, he
said:

*Oak Park has opened a field for people
who could not have bought a lot in the
city. A man can get a2 house and lot in
Oak Park for the price of the ground
alone in the city. "Itis an advantage ra-
ther than a detriment. It has infused the
idea of buying into the minds of many

eople and stimulated improvement.
Men have gone out there on the electric
cars and seen others buying and improv-
ing, and on their return to their homes
have either purchased a lot for themselves
or improved what they already owned.

““The only way population can go is
southward and southeast, The future
settlement of people will be from G to R
streets.”

With regard to how our internal im-
provements compared with those of other
cities, he said: *‘*We have not as good
sidewalks as those of Oakland, nor are
our streets macadamized. The time is
not far distant when we will see that we
should have macadamized our streets

| with basalt rock, and then later to have

covered the macadam with bituminous
rock. We have better streets than Stock-
ton and better than Marysville,

“In regard to the future of Sacramento,
I think it vastly encouraging. In five
yvears we shall be out of debt, and the tax
rate, at present rather high, will decrease
to almost nothing. In owning our sys-
tem of water works we have a tremen-
dous advantage over other cities. Why,
in time and with the additional users of
ihe water we shall have, we will be able
to run our city government from the rev-
enues of that alone.”

James Touhey, the well-known con-
tractor, has caused the arrest of W, J.
Thompson, a colored man and special of-
ficer, on a charge -of battery. Thompson,
it appears, complained to Touhey of the
latter’s boy, who was accused of having
thrown a stone into Eli Mayo's house,
but Touhey defended the boy.

The man bad some words, and yester-
day they met again, Touhey being in his
buggy. Hesays that Thompson threw a
rock and bhit him in the back, and
followed him up, compelling him to take
refuge in Ruhstaller’s brewery.
