Second-—The field of Christian activity
is not only the place to get good, but it s
the place to do good. *“It is probable
that you willthrow your life away, if you
do not engage actively in the Logd’s
service,” said he. Ex-Vice-President
Wheeler said in the church at Malone,
New York, that his life had been a fail-
ure, because he had not done zealous
work for God.

Thirdly—Youth is the time to learn to
do things—the time when ruts are made
along which run the thoughts of men.
Mr. Mills once got his boys a dog about
15 years old, and was amused at their
eflorts to teach the superannuated canine
tricks. The boys and girls can give
many years to God. Hence the great im-
portance of saving them. They can also
do the most efiective service. Thespeaker
related several instances of persons who
had been saved through the intiuence of
little giris, and spoke in terms of praise
of what assistance had been rendered
him by boys in his pastoral work. le
never knew an intelligent boy 10 years of
age who did not know how to be a Chris-
tian as well as anybody could tell him.

Taking into account all the meetings of
yesterday, there were more than 500 por-
sons who signed consecration cards. The
signers included not only Sacramento
people, but others from Alabama, Mis-
souri, New York, Illinois, Iowa, Canada,
Utah, Oregon and ditferent parts of this
State. The denominational preferences
comprehend nearly every church in the
land.

A number of commercial travelers from
abroad were amonge the number. Over
700 persons have signed the consecration
cards to date, and the Christian people are
jubilsnt.

a condition of disturbance is to mie a con-
scious desire for truth, for eniightenment,
for an elevation of humanity, for a desire
that all may advance to the benetits and
peace of mind derived from a good,
healthy philosophy.

Vo do witness how political affairs are
managed, the laboring men’s, the stock
gambiers’, and numerous otlier organiza-
tions, but we don’t in any way consider
thieir methods a criterion for moral action.
It is a generally believed and admitted
fact that the conversions made at a re-
vival are not of permanent henefit, except
a few exceptional cases, and it is known
that the excitement developed at such
gatherings is very injurious to the sensi-
tive, nervous temperaments, and insanity
is not an infrequent consequence. Some
are [‘-urmam‘miydemeutm{. and- a good
many are only temporarily so, but kind
nature usuaily restores themn after a brief
period.

I do not deny “that thera is an inberent
sense of power to control our actions,”
but it is of great variety of degree.

I siill adhere tomy conelusion that “the
source of a thing must be responsible for
its result,”” and I here add that man is
ywi to be an imperfect being—born so;
but there has been a gradual evolution in
him, going on for ages, in which he has
been greatly improved. During this evo-
lution he has fzllen into all kinds of
error; but when the evoiution has gone
far enough he gradually conceives and
drops ervor.

1t is the presumption assumed by pro-
fessing religionists that they are right-
eous and we are “‘sinners’; that they are
elected to be saved, and we are lost; that
they personify all that is good, and we
tie reverse. ‘That makes us revolt.

We observe the daily lives and outward
conduct of professing Choristians, and fail
to discover any superior manifestions or
power; simply a determined desire that
all should believe and do as they say.
Judging from the countenances of the
most ardent, their creed has driven out
most of the joyousness and pleasure of
life, and only in the anticipation of that
seat on tiie right hand of Jesus do they
derive any apparent consolation,

Ido not doubt but that Christ was a
man of puré and beautiful nature, and
that he tanght many good precepts, but
many of them were to be found in con-
temporaneous religions. Coanfucius enun-
ciated the ‘‘golden rule” long before
Christ appeared. If Christ really was a
savior of mankind, why was His coming

Religion, until quite recent periods,
has been maintzined prineipally by force,
fearand prejudice. Inancienttimesit was
the power supreme over all others, and
there still remains a desire to have it so
continue.

All encroachments of learning and sci-
ence which conilicted with religicus dog-
as were repuised with sovere punish-
ment. One of the many examples of
which was tho persecuation and imprison-
ment of Galileo, who was brought before
the Inquisition and condemned for teach-
ing that the earth revolved around the
sun, which fact was contrary to Scrip-
tural teachings.

Men were burned at the stake for sim-
ply o slight variation of belief. Along
the course of this religion, persecutions
and cruel tortures have been inflicted,
and only in comparatively recent times
has man dared to utter his honest convic-
tions,

In our own America witches have been

hung by order of the church, and men |

compelled by force to attend' their serv-
ices and bend their knee in submission.

Is it consistent to believe that a religion
emanating from a divine source would
enact such barbarities? Does not its long
course of error and imposition establish
beyond a doubt its barbaric origin?

Religion is too continually being re-
vised and illuminated to have any place
at all in modern enlightenment. Preach-
ers no longer confine themselves to doe-
trinal sermons. The only kind securing
any following at all are those in which
the religion is all left out, and siniply
good, practical morals enunciated, and
tiese morals have naturally evolved from
man’s gradual development.

At the present time the most attractive
clement pertaining to religious worship
is the social feature. Christians would
not adwit it, but others can see it.

Many religions have existed in the past
and have been proven after a time en-
tirely false, and been supplanted by new
ones, but the principles of Iuelid, dis-
covered over twenly centuries ago, re-
main unchanged, as exact, as in the long
ago. There is no opportunity for argu-
ment and speculation upon
science once discovered. It pertains to
phenomena which can be comprehended
without the aid of unnatural and forced
emotions. Heason, the highest source of
human action, and the source whence all
good has been transmitted to man, is the
source we must appeal to for all future
benefit,

Religions, dogmas, are but the remnant
of ancient superstitions and my theologi-
cal traditions, but it seems we are not yet
far enough advanced to lay aside those
ancient foibles and grasp the coming
philosophy.

We don’t say that we know the exact
truth. No one can positively detine that,
but we know that we come nearcr its ap-
proximation. I'he mora!s of man
are continually wundergoing change.

There is no tfixed moral code applicable |

to all conditions of men. ‘{'here are some
few iixed principles upon which alicivil-
ized nations are united, but the finer
points of morality must be determined
by the individual.

Professor Draper of the New York Uni-
versity sums up his great work on the
“Conflict Between Religion and »cience”
with the following: **As to the issue of
the coming conilict, can anyone doubt?

A hatever is resting on {riction and fraud
will be overthrown. Institutions that
organize impostures and sgread delu-

sions must show what right they have to |

exist. Jaith must render an account of
herself to Reason. Mysteries must give
place to facts. Religion must relinquish
that imperious, that domineering position
which she has so long maintained against
science. There must beabsolute freedom
for thought. The ecclesiastic must learn
to keep himselt within the domain he has
chosen and ccase to tyranuize over the
philosopher, who, conscious of his own
.xv.reus.{t}u and the purity of his motives,
will bear such interference no langer.
What was written by Esdras near the
willow-fringed rivers of Babylon, more
than twenty-three centuries ago, still
holds good: ‘*As for truth, it endureth
and is strong; it liveth and conquereth
for evermore.””’

murder near that place yesterday after-
noon, which will be read with special in-
terest by Sacramentans, for the reason
that one of the parties implicated was a

! an accomplice of the murderers of Robert
Allen in this city last year:

About 4:30 o’clock yesterday afternoon
an old man named Lucien Ferrett was
| picked up on the Feather River road,
[ 2bout nine miles from Marysville, in a
dying condition.

He was able to relate

that three young men whom he ha
| treated at a wayside saloona short time
{ before had overtaken him on the road,
|beat him on the head and robbed him
| of $60, which he had earned working in
the hay-fields.

He was brought inio the city and gave
a description of the young -men to the
police, who immediately set to work to
find them. On the diseription given the
officers soon had in eustody Edward Me-
Kaig, John MecKaig and Alfred Brown,
who were subsequently identitied by the
old man as his assailants. They also
learned that the three young men had
been out to the saloon indicated by Fer-
rett and had drank with the old man, who,
in paying for the drinks, exhibited his
money. He had only left the saloon
about fifteen minutes when he was over-
taken and assaulted. The police could
not learn of any one else being upon the
road at that time, and they think they
have a plain case on the parties arrested.

Ferrett, who is about 50 years of age,
now lies in a semi-conscious condition,
and the physicians do not think he will
live until morning. No charge will be
entered against the young men until the
result of the old man’'s injuries
known.
