The Time for Budding and the
Necessary Implements.

Items.

Ivits broad sense, the term crafting,
or graftajre, includes all there is to bud-
ding, for budding is simply grafting
while the tree is growing. But as gener-
ally used the term badding applies to the
process by which a bu-1 of the season is
removed Irum its parent and is induced
to grow upon some congenial stock. In
the Northern fttattm it is a method com-
monly practiced to change the h—Tim "f
all stone fruits, qoilK m, apples and pears,
all of yvhich tmd very easily. Many or-
namental trees and plants are propagated
by budding, as, lor instance, some varie-
ties of the elm, maple, poplar, birch, etc.

Budding is generally done on seedling
Stocks as near the ground M practicable,
but it may bo done on any growing part

where the bark is not too hard and stiM'to
bend easily. It is often used to change
the bearing of trees of medium size.

In a general way, budding may be
done at any time when the bark w ill peel
and the buds sunicienily matured <>n ih<;
new wood. The proper time will be in-
lluenced by the kind of stock used, the
Reason, and sometimes by the attacks of
insects and fangoi diseases. For in-
Btance, tho apple is best budded the latter
part Of August, but if the stocks ate
attacked by some Insect or fungus disease
that injures the foliage, ihc firstof Au-
gust growth of the stocks will besooD
chocked, and they must he budded at
once or not at all. A period of drought
may check grow th, and in a similar mun-
ner make early budding necessary. If
considerable pruning is nmmmiiji to
make a suitable place lor the bud. it
ishould be done at least two weeks before
budding is comm^noed, for if heavily
pruned at budding time the shook to the
stock is injurious and may atop its growth
mid prevent the success of the operation.
ii the stocks are growing very last, it is
often best to delay the operation until the
wood has become hardened.

A common shoe-knife, with the point
rounded off, is a very cheap ami >• : a
most oxoellent form <>t' budding-knife.
Tlaere are many kinds ofknives designed
lor this purpose on tho market, moil of
Cham with an ivory point or blade for
lifting the bark, but the rounded corner
of the shoe-kuile is Just as good as ;ho
boat ivory blade for thia purpose, and a
shoe-knife costs only fifteen cents at the
most, while commonly advertised bud-
ding-knives ook at least one dollar each.

A tying material called
ntphia is largely used for this purpose,
but I think <t not so good as baas mat-
ting, though I often use much of it. Tho
requisite iv good tying material is that
it shall not stretch or shrink when ox-
posed to the weather.

The conditions of success are: l. The
stock and scion should be perfectly
healthy and free from insects, and jjrow-
fng so that the bark will peel easily. -1.
Tho buds must be well matured, >>. Tho
knife must be sharp. 4. The work must
be done rapidly. 5. The buds must be
firmly and evenly bound into place. No
wax is needed.

When everything is ready for the work
prepare a lot of bud-sticks by cutting oil"
all but one-half inch of the leaf stock.
They should bo shoots ot the season's
growth that are not too succulent. The
buds about midway the length ofa shoot
are generally the best. These bud-slicks
should be carried in the field wrapped iv
moist cloth or oiled paper. Ifit is neces-
sary to store them after they are cut,
they should be kept in a cool place in
moist moss or sawdust, but not in water.

To insert the bud a smooth place should
be selected (on the small stocks about two
inches from tho ground; on the north
aide, as buds are less injured by freezing
on that tide. A cross cut should be made
at this point, and from ita longitudinal cut
about one and a halt inches long;, at the
name time the bark should be raised. A
bud-stick is then taken, and with the
sharp knife a cut is made just through
tlic nark about one-half inch above (lie
bud, taking out a thin piece oi wood with
the bark and bud. Tor peaches, the
Whole laid need not exceed one-half inch,
while for apples, etc., the bud should be
at least one inch long.

Alter the bud is cut oil' toe lower point
is inserted under the back at tho cross
cut. and gently pushed down by the leaf
utock. If the bark will not raise when
the bud is thus pushed down, the stock is
not in the best condition for budding,
and the bark may have to be raised a lit-
tle with the knife-blade.

Afterthe bud is in place it should be
wrapped firmly and evenly iuto place.
One end of the tyin^ material is held he-
low tho bud with the 101 lhand, and (lie
long end is wrapped, lirst upward and
then downward, over the bud, drawing it
into place: the ends are then tied to-

eether below the bud. The bands should
lio watched, and when they draw to
tight, loosened; when the bud is united,
the bands should be removed altogether.
The buds should remain dormant until
the following spring, when the part oi"
the stock above the bud .should be cut oft,
and the bud thus toroed iuto growth.—
1-arm and Fireside.

No one who
has investigated this matter as I hive, and
who knows positively that not one bottle
of still French wine in 500, which lands
in New York, has not been sophistical d
or tampered with in some insidious artis-
tic way. need !\u25a0« ashamed to entertain his
guests with the wines of America. Apro-
poa, it is a curious fact that during the I
years when so many thousands of vine- j
yards of France wore destroyed by the
pbj'lloxera, that country sent out increas-
ing quantities of wines.

A METHOI> OF KEKFXira GRAPES.
An Eastern grape-grower gives the fol-

lowing directions ibr preserving grapes
for winter use, also for shipping in bas-
kets to considerable distances. It is |
claimed that grapes may be kept in this
niauner from September until February
or March. 'Tick the clusters carefully,
place them in trays and let them stand In
the packing-house a few days to allow
the steins to wilt and the moisture to

evaporate. Line the basket with paraf-
fined paper SO that it will lap over the
top ofthe basket. Place the cover on and
fasten down tightly to exclude the air as
much as possible."

GREASE ON CHICKS.
Do not grease chicks ifitcan be avoided,

as too much grease is injurious, and never
use coal oil. Ifthe large lice are found,
use lard or sweet oil, the oil being pre-
farred. Ten drops of the oil of penny-
royal may be added to a large tablespoon-
ful of the oil, and with the tinger rub one
or two drops only of the oil well into tho
down of the ueck and head of each chick.

We are informed by tne
Commercial Bulletin that 9,442,701 pounds
of fruit were received there during the
first four months of the \ resent year, be-
ing 1,!*57,7w7 pounds more than for the
corresponding uiuinhs of last year.

Turkeys cannot he profitably fattened
in C n.iiiemeni: when they are cooped
up they almost invariably lose in weight.
The best way is to keep them growing
from the shell, an 1 when cool weather
comes in the fall give them extra rations
of mu-th made oi boiled potatoes and
cooked cornmeal, with plenty of whole
corn at ni^hi. Plenty ofsour milkhelps
the fattening process along wonderfully.
