A Fine Evening's Entertainment at
the Athletic Club.

The Third Series of Games Witnessed

by a "Large Audience—How the
Scores Stand.

• Quite a large gathering of ladies and
gentlemen witnessed the contests in the
handball tournament at tbe Sacramento
Athletic Club's rooms Last evening.
