The Week Closed Fairly Active at San
Francisco.

Dairy Produce and Ponltry Ooming in
Freely—Fruits More

Plentiful.

San Francisco. June 18, 1592.

The week closed on a fairly active, for the
season, trade In general merchandise. There
has been unusual steady prices, and from all
that can be learned there are not liable to be
many changes in prices under thirty days.
In farm products cereals have been inactive,
although toward the close mors was done in
new crop barley for July—August delivery.
The purchases were made for shipments to
Europe. England mail advices from London
Indicate another shortage in tbe bailey crop
In England aud France, which probably is
the cause for present buying. Seasonable fruits
have come in very freely and sold at much
better prices than ruled at this time in 1 891.
Heavy shipments are being made to Eastern
distribution points. The fruit this year
average larger size, firmer and more fruity
than did the fruit In 1891. fa seasonable
vegetables business has enlarged, under freer

In the local market there is continued com-

plaint of a glut of money, with very little de-
mand either for legitimate or speculative pur-

The dull times In this is reflected in
the weekly hank returns which show In com-
parison with like dates in 1891 a fallingoil,
and last year everything was generally dull.
Although money is in lain,-supply, yet only
borrowers who give gilt-edged security get
ready accommodations. At tbe savings banks
ltlsclaimed that loans are onlymade on realty
atabout Gopercentol its market (cash) value.
Inactive times larger accommodations are
made. It is now claimed that interest and
other bank dividends will be less for the first
half of this year than they were
for the corresponding time In* 1891.
In commenting on the money market
the Mtimui and Scientific .Press of even date
says that at New York money has never
been In such plentifulsupply as it is at pres-
ent. Not only is this the case at New York,
but itobtains in all the leading cities of this
country, and also at all European financial
centers. It looks as iftor some time tocome,
as it has tor some time past, the borrower will
be able to dictate his own terms. In New
York the rale for temporary use is below
2 per cent, per annum. In London it
has Mien to 3.4(i!;. per cent.on call and is
lending as low as 15-16 of 1 per cent, for as
long a period as tares months. The Hank of
England rate is down to two per cent below
Which it never reduces, and the Bank of
Ranee has bet n compelled to reduce its rate.
Snch a condition is unheard of. It conies,
too, at a time when there is no pressure to sell
American securite - .-. • as was the.

WHEAT—Receipts for the week, 81,536
centals. The market Is exceedingly quiet.
There is nothing doing either on call or in the
sample marki t. No basin* ss worm mention-
ing need be expected until after the Fourth of
July holiday. Crop prospects continue very
lhvorable and the chances are that not only
the crop of this State, but the crop of the en-
tire world willbe considerably larger than It
was last year. The cool, damp weather we
have been having for the past month rfls been
very favorable to growing grain, and the yield
will no doubt be larg< r than at first estimated.

BARLEY—Receipts tor the week, 17,509
centals. Although the offerings of the newcrop have been very light so far. and the sea-
son is about a month behind ordinary sea-
sons, the market Is nevertheless doll, weak
and on the down grade. The carry-over stock
ofBarley in Lhe State was unexpectedly irge
and the new crop willbe by no means small.
