
STINSON'S CHARGES.

He Tells of Trustee Green's Ante-
Election Promises.

Money "Was Given Out to "Treat the
Boys"—Tlio Trustee Takes

the "Witness-Stand.

Tho suit of Tra W. Stinson to oust Sec-
ond Trustee E. 11. Green from officewas
resumed In the Superior Court yesterday
morning, Judge Prewett ofPlacer County
presiding.

The courtroom was \u25a0well filled with
politicians, witnesses and interested spec-
tators all day, and the testimony never
lacked interest throughout the session.

Trustee Green occupied a seat near his
coun el. Grove L. Johnson, and Stinson
i ar his attorneys, Charles T. Jones and
?.!:itt P. Johnson.

stinson's stohv.
Tho contestant, Stinson, was the f.rst

rod on the stand. He testified
that he met Mr. Green a few days alter

the latter was nominated by the Repub-
Uam Convention. Green said: "Stin-
Bon, I have been put up to bo knocked
down. But I don't propose tobe knocked
down. I have a hard light, though, ;.i. i
Iwant you to help me." Witness said
he would help, and then Green promised
him that in consideration for his services
he should be appointed gardener, wi the
City I'la/A. "He told me," continued
Stinson, "tLai I shoul i be paid well; that
I was sure of tho job. 1 went over tho
city and urged my friends to vote for
Green. On the night before the election
Air. (jireen gave me MO. told me to use it
in securing votes, and said 1 could have
more if 1 wanted it. He had me work at
the polls on X street, between Seventh
and Kighth, and he came around at times
and asked me how things were running.
Iworked and voted lor Green."

WllV IIX WORK ED.

"Would you have so voted had not Greon
paid you or promised you that office?"
asked Mr. Jones.

<ireen's counsel objected to this ques-
tion, but the court overruled the ob-
jc a ion.

Stinson then said that he generally
votes tho Republican ticket, and natur-
ally supported Green. Ho would not
have given Green such active support,
however, except for the promise that was
made. Witness said there were Repub-
licans who did not want to vote lor
Green, and lie wei^t to such and braced
them up by asking them to vote lor
Green as a favor to Eim (Stinson). Wit-

uud he met Green on the evening of
(he day <>1 the election, and said: "well, i
IV!r. tireen, you are elected." He said
"Yes," and I asked: "I am to have that
job?" Green replied: "Of course; don't
you worry about that."

A week or so altcrward, said Stinson,
be was about to quit the employment he
was then engaged In and go to work at
the Plaza, but Green told him that other
arrangements would have to be made.
Stiuson says he became angry at tiie
Trustee, and told him he was not a man
of his word.

CROSS-EXAMINED.
Attorney Johnson cross-examined

Stinson at length. In answer to the
questions Stinson declared that he
Drought tho suit in good faith; he denied
that he had offered to compromise the
case for money, or had«ver told George
W . Nichols, J. B. McCoy or T. 11. Berkey
that Green had never promised him any
position.

Attorney Johnson wanted Stinson to
repeat all of the conversations ho had had
With Green, stinson proceeded to do so.
On one occasion, according to his state-
liien;, Green said: "1 have got to go
down and meet the Liquor Dealers' A-
ssociation." When Green came back he
remarked : "Things have been arranged
satisfactory to the association."

I out inning, Stinson said that on the
day alter Mr. Green took his seat he met
him in iront of the Golden Kagle Hotel.
V, itness said: "Mr. Green, i'want to
know what your going to do; I waut an
answer one way or another; I am tired of
being humbugged." Green replied:
'Such a pressure has been brought to
Lear on me that I must give way or re-
sign.1 I told him that if 1 were ho 1
would be one thing or another," said
{Stinson; "that I wouid be Trustee or get
out. Green said, 'Come to my oilice at 3
o'clock to-morrow.' Iwent there, stayed
an hour and a halt, but no Green. Imet
him iti the evening, spoke to him about
the failure to keep the appointment, and
he said: 'Come down to the Water
"Works building at 1U o'clock to-morrow
morning;' 1 went there, remained some
time, but no Green."

Attorney Johnson next asked the wit-
ness wh'ii it was that he made up his
Hand to commence suit to oust Green
from office.

•• i hat is my business, Mr. Johnson,"
replied Stinson.

'Who furnished you tho money to pay
your lawyers."' asked the attorney.

'To this Mr. Jones objected.
Mr. Johnson declared that if permitted

he would prove that the case has been in-
spired and instigated by would-be Re-
publican bosses, Ho promised that if
Air. .tones would withdraw the objection
Ik would prove that assessments had been
levied to pay the expenses of the suit; he
\u25a0would give names and amounts, and
wouid show that the action followed after
threats made against and to Trustee
Gn en.

Mr. Jor.cs said that Mr. Johnson did
not mean what he s.iid: that he was talk-
ing for the benefit of the gallery and the
rej otters.

On re-direct examination Stinson said

son. Finally the witness did so. in the
course of his conversation with Hiram,
tiic witness said, be told him that lie had
not been treated right by Green, but he
did not say that he '"wanted something."
Tl c witness umterstood that Touhey sent
him to see Hiram for the purpose of set-
tling the case. Hiram said he could do
nothing, and advised Stinson to talk to
bis father, Grove L. Johnson.

After County Clerk Khoads produced
the registration affidavits to show that
\u25a0?tiuson was a dulyqualified elector, st.n-
sou was excused from the witness-stand.

Ex-Supervisor Samuel Gottlieb was the

He testified that he met Mr. Green the

dr.y after the latter's nomination, and
congratulated him. Mr. Green thanked
him, and then proceeded to say that, as
Gottlieb was familiar with political meth-
ods and was well acquainted, he desired
liis assistance. Witness promised his as-
sistance. The next day they met again,
be said, and Green promised to reward
him for his services. He promised to
give him a uosition in the City Survey-

or's oilice. The witness said he then pro-
ceeded to exert himself in Green's behalf.
He importuned his friends and acquaint-
ances for their votes, and believed he did
a irreat deal of good for Green. On elec-
tion day he did duty at Ninth and I
Btreets, as Mr. Green said he had some-
body there whom he could not trust.

Therefore he could not keep his agree-
ment with the witness.

Mr. Gottlieb was then turned over to
Attorney Johnson for cross-examination.
Tho witness said he was a Republican,
and al\va\ s had been. He was a delegate
to the convention which nominated Mr.
Green. He did not vote .'or Mr. Green at
the convention, Mr. Frost being his
choice, lie also voted at tho primaries
and knew that there was a pledge requir-
ing all Republicans to support the nom-
inees of the convention.

The witness was asked if he had not
gone to one Gat:man and told him to
\otc lor (ireen, as Major McLaugniin,
the Democratic candidate tor beoond

; Trustee, had promised the witness a posi-
tion in the water works, and had gone
i back on liis promise. Gottlieb denied
I the conversation. He also denied that he
j told City Engineer Boyd that Green had

I gone back on his promise, and he in-
tended to get even with him.

Mr. Jones objected to this testimony.
Mr. Johnson said he wanted to show
that Gottlieb claimed to be a Republican,
but he had been working Doth sides lor
an appointment—he would have sup-
ported the Democratic candidate as well
as the Republican candidate. It made no
difference to him. The objection was
sustained, nevertheless.

Nor to v.v: QAJUBD FOB.
In answer to further questions Gott-

lieb said he had made a statement to At-
torney Jones regarding this case in K. T.
Devlin's oilice. Ho denied that in the
course of that conversation he had re-
fused to tell what he knew unless he was
guaranteed a position in the city govern-
ment in case Mr. Green was ousted. He
denied further that there was any person
present at that conversation who guar-
anteed that a position would be given
him should Green be ousted.

"Did you not tell me out in tho corri-
dor of tins Courthouse that you were
going to tell the truth in this case because
they had agreed to take care ofyou?"
asked Mr. Johnson.
"I did not—l simply told you that I

was going to tell the truth."
"You didn't say the rest of it?"
"Never said anything of the kind."
Gottlieb was then excused, and John

Mullins called. Mr. Mullins said he was
a gardener by occupation. He knew Mr.
Green forten years prior to the latter's
election, lie denied that he ever had any
conversation with Mr. Green in which
the latter promised to appoint him gard-
ener at the Piaza.

"Did anybody else make such arrange-
ments with you?"

Mr. Johnson objected.
Mr. Jones said he proposed to show

that (ireen promised Mullins tho position
by sending one of his representatives to
him. He would show this by the testi-
mony of others and by the actions ofMr.
Green on the board: that tho latter had
told the other Trustees that he had prom-
ised to vote for Mullins and wanted to
keep his word, but that the other mem-
bers should elect another man.

Tho objection was sustained, however,
the court remarking that Mr. Jones had
not laid the proper foundation for such
testimony.

RECEIVED JIONKV.
Mullins was withdrawn from the stand,

and Joseph W. Bailey was sworn. The
witness testified that he was a surveyor
in the employ of the city, and had been
such since the election of Mr. (ireen. He
denied that he had had any contract with
Mr. Green, or that the latter had paid
him any money before the election. Wit-
ness knew Mr. Green, and after the lat-
ter's nomination he told Mr. Green that
he would do all he could to elect him.
On electiou day he laid oil" from the em-
ployment ho was then engaged in, and
worked at the polls lor Mr. Green. On
election day Mr. Green drove up to the
polls, and asked the witness how things
were getting along. Alter a short talk
Mr. Green put his hand in his pocket and
gave tue witness several dollars—he did
not know how many—he thought it was
something like live or six dollars.

There were several other lellows
around at the time, said witness Bailey,
and they "struck' 1 Mr. Green for money.
Tue witness told Green not to give them
any money as they were " no good."
" Boney " Shields and several others
asked tne candidate for money.

TRUSTEE wkkkn TESTIFIES.
"E. H. <ireen,'' called Mr. Jones.
Mr. Green looked surprised, but arose

j from his seat beside Mr. Johnson and
! strode to the witness-stand.

Alter taking the oaih Mr. Jones asked
the Trustee to state what contract existed
between himself and H.F. Dillmanand
Robert Barnett I President and Seen tary
of the Liquor Dealers' Protective Asso-
ciation), with reference to his voting lor a
Low license, provided he received the
votes ol the membi rs of the association.

Mr. Johnson objected on the ground
that the question assumed that there was
a contract, and the objection was sus-
tained.

Then Mr. Jones asked the witness if he
j had not entered into a contract with the
i gentlemen named, not to vote for a higher
liquor license if elected.

'•There was no contract at all—nothing
said about such a thing," said Mr. Green.

"Well, what was there about the mat-
ter?"

"Why, Imet Mr. Barnett and Mr. Dill-
man in Mr. Dillman's saloon, and they
asked me how I stood on the license
question. I simply told them that I
thought the license was rather too high,
and that it should be equally divided be-
tween tiie city and county."

"You signed no paper?"
"Well," replied Mr. Green, "after I

had made that statement, Mr. Dillman
asked me it I was willing to put that
down in writing. I said I was. Dillmau
wrote it out and Isigned it."

"You entered into no agreement not to
raise the liquor license, then?"

"Not at all."
THK PAPER DISAPPEARS.

In answer to further questions from
Mr. Jones Trustee Green denied that
anybody else signed the paper. He said
he did not know where the paper was at
the present time. His impression was
that it had been destroyed shortly after it
was signed. He acknowledged" having
gone to Mr. Dillman's saloon the day the
suit was commenced. He went up-stairs
into Mr. Dillman's private house with
him and they talked about half an hour.
They did not talk about the paDer.

*'Did you offer any money for the
fjWnißlfHi of that paper?" asked Mr. j
Jones.
"Idid not," replied the witness.
"Did you pay any money lor it?"
"Idid not."
''Didn't you getpossession of that paper

after this suit was commenced and de-
stroy it?"
"fdid not."
"Did anybody elso offer to pay, or did

they pay anything lor that paper lor you?"
|*No, sir."
"Then there was no money ever offered

or paid tor it or its destruction, either di-
rectly or indirectly ?' r

"No, sir."
At this juncture the court took a short

recess. upon reconvening Mr. Green
! resumed the witness-stand, and in an-
swer to further questions propounded by
Mr. Jones, said there was m thing said by

| either Mr. Barnett or Dillman about the
j Liquor Dealers' Association when the
| paper was signed. They did not say that
jthey would present the document at a
meeting of the association and get the
Indorsement at the members and their
unanimous support for. him on election
day. There was nothing said about sup-
porting him at tho election, he said.

Reverting to the conversation he had
witii Mr. Dillman tho day the suit was
commenced Mr. Green said he did not
talk about tht' paper. Mrs. Dillman was
present during a portion of the conversa-
tion and they conversed about her rela-
tives.

Mr. Jones, "that yon thought that con-

i tract was torn up right alter it was Bigned,
tii.l you not?"

In reply he
said he gave Bailey several dollars on
election day at one- of tho polls to "treat
the boys" with.

"No," replied Mr. Green.
"Did anybody else ask you for any?"
"Yes; there were several fellows there

who wanted money."
"Did you give them any?"
"No."
"Why not?"
"Well, they were not doing me any

good."
"Oh, they were not getting votes for

you,eh?"
"Well, I knew they were not my

friends."
"Mr. Bailey told you that, didn't he?"
"Well, I believe he said something

about the matter."
Mr. (ireen denied that he had prom-

ised Mullins a position or had had any
understanding with him directly or in-
uirectly.

On cross-examination by Mr. Johnson,
Mr. Green said be gave noone any money
to be used to secure votes for him"; that he
never promised any positions to any-
body; and he denied generally all the al-legations of tiie contestant, Stinson. He
said ho had no intention of buying votes
—he did not approve of that kind of busi-
ness.

Itnow being quite late in tho afternoon,Judge Prewett suggested an adjourn-
ment. The attorneys found that their
engagements would interfere with thecase being resumed until next week, and
the matter went over until a week from
to-day.

The court reporters official transcript of

i the evidence in the ease has been tome
much more satisfactory than the state-
ment of the evidence made to the Su-
preme Court. 1 therefore read the entire
evidence given at the trial, the charge of

I the court, the transcript for the Supreme
I Court, and the opinion of that court, as

well as the dissentins opinion ot some of
the Supreme Justices. I have carefully in-
vestigated the refutation ami standing of

j each of the jurors who tried the case, and
I there can be but one opinion in regard to
I them, and that is that they are all honor-
jable, honest and intelligent men.

"Feeling keenly the great responsibil-
j ity resting upon me, I have communica-
ted with a very large number of leading
citizens in all parts of Sonoma County,
and am in rei eiut of letters from all whom
1 addressed, giving me very frankly
their views ot the case, as well as the rep-
utation of the applicant prior to the comm-
ission ot this crime. lam reliably in-
formed that every member of the jury
has been urged to sign the petition, or to
give some favorable expression for a

j commutation of sentence, yet but two ot
I them—Messrs. Koiil and Davidson—have
done so. The Judge who presided at the
trial and the District Attorney who pros-
ecuted Bruggy have not interfered in the
case. To my mind these three things
are very significant; for the Judge, the
District Attorney and thejurv have hail
opportunities to ascertain the facts in con-
nection with this unfortunate affair much
better than Ipossibly can have had.

"Itdoes not seem necessary for me to
go into details further, or to discuss at
length the evidence in the case. From
all that I have read and heard, and after
most deliberateand careful consideration,
1 am of the opinion that the- defendant,
Bruggy, has had a fairand impartial trial,
and 1 am unable to find any good reason
why 1 should interfere with the verdict of
the juryand the judgment aud sentence
of the court."
