Two Bad Plays That Will Not Succeed |

A.P. Dunlop, writing from New York
under date of June 18th, says:

“Whew! The weather has been so hot
that those nailed to the cross, like the |
wicked thieves, without even a vinegar-
souked sponge, and have to remain ag|
their desks instead o1 loitering by the
seaside, or enjoying bruised mint by the
babbling brook, are soured, and the sum- |
mer amusements come in for a certain |
awount of candor pever given when itis !
a joy and not a torture to go into a play- |
house. To be perfectly candid in eriti-
cism is, perhaps, alwaysdifficult, whether
it blows cold or blows warm—and to tell
the truth is always dangerous. KEven in
conversation, when only one person list-
ens, and the consequences of rash frank-
ness cau always be tempered by judicious |
denial, it requires much moral courage to
say exactly what one thinksabout any
play or any piclure or any person-— more |
especially when candor involves the ad- |
mission of some incapacity or personal
weakness, The amount of courage re-
guired is proportionately greater when
bne sets about being candid in black and
white, showing that the published words
rannot be recalled or wriggled out of, but
Wwill remain to makea solid basis for libel
suits or personal retorts. Iam therefore
rather thankful for the hot spell, and will
for once take ‘a header’ into candor, and
enjoy the luxury of telling the absolute,
eolid, naked, pure, beautitul, downright
truth, which is tihis, that absolutely
nothing new has agitated the theatrical
surface in Gotham during the week.

**Sydney Rosenfeld’s ‘Imagination’ and
Wm. Fleron’s ‘Elysium,” both failures,
but boomed into momentary success,
bave been withdrawn. They were of the |
same kind, but Rosenfeld only suggested |
adroitly that which Fleron actually put
on the stage. Both of them hug the idea
that they have written great plays, and
thatan ungrateful public refuses to re-
cognize their great genius. It isa fact
which no one will contest that great plays
are not always successful on first produe-
tion, but that they live despite iailure;
and that successful plays are not always
great, but that they die despite success. |
A great play,a great work of art, goes |
down beneath the soil of fashion, and has |
its foundations in the solid rock of un-
changing, vet ever changing nature, or
in the heart of humanity, which is pretty
much the same to-day when our young
men walk about the street in prelatically
long frock coats, as it was when their an-
cestors made themselves equally smart
after their own way in stripes of wood,
end so bedecked appeared infinitely less |
ridiculous to the then belles than the |
masheresque gentlemen would have done. |
These great plays appeal at once to those |
who bhave ears to hear, or eyes to see,
which so few of us have; and continue |
their appeal adown the generations. The
successful play which pleases at the mo-
ment is generally intepsely of its own
hour.
fined and characterized as ‘topicality.’ |
No other word so conveys the meaning,
but neither ‘Imagination’ nor ‘Elysium’
ever really even gained that kind of suec-
cess. Nothing so beastly immoral and
stupid as ‘Elysium’ has ever been
shoveled on the metropolitan stage, and
Rosenfeld’s flip attempt deserves to be
killed in the bud.”

the right to put its finger into other peo-
ple pies; but, in point of fact, it has no
such right. It manufactures opinions,
which are offered for sale as a tailor offers
a ready-made suit of clothes, and, like
the latter commodity, they find accept-
ance in proportion to their suitability to
the needs ot the community. A new play
is a matter of general interest, because
everybody may want to go and see it.
First-nighters of all kinds may form their
own opinion about it without assistance.
The great mass of the public are not, of
course, so fortunately situated; but they
like to know as soon as may be whether
the piece is good or bad, and for this in-
formation they naturally turn to their
vade mecum, the newspaper, their confi-
dence in the critic’s judgment being de-
termined by their previous judgment in
him or by thestanding of the journal of
which he writes,

Subseribers to the Paris opera are ad-
mitted ®ehind the scenes and the foyer of
the dance is generally their retreat dur-
ing the entre actes and sometimes during
the acts.

[It begins at San Juan del Norte on the
Atlantic side, following the San Juan
River channel as its %ll‘ﬂt section. It
comes out at Brito San Juan del Sur, on
the Pacific side, the canal being cut from
Lake Nicaragua to the Pacific. It is
1694 miles long, Of this but 26§ miles is
excavation, the remaining 142§ miles be-
ing Jakes, rivers and basins, with dams
and locks. The summit level or the area
traversed begins 12§ miles from the At-
lantic and extends to within 3% miles of
the Pacific. Of course Lake Nicaragua is
the summit, and it is 110 feet above the
sea. Of the 26§ miles of excavation 133
will be 100 feet wide at the bottom, and
the remainder from 120 to 150 feet. The
locks are 3 on the Atlantic side and 3 on
the Pacific side, in each case near the
ocean. The estimated transit of a ship
through the river, lake and canal is 2
hours. The estimated cost, with interest,
during construction, is $160,000,000. By
the canal the distance from San Francisco
to New York will be4,907 miles, asagainst
15,660 around Cape Horn.]

Eps. REcORD-UNTON : Just when did
Catholic missionary effort begin in the
Californias ?

[Scientists have differed on that. Emi-
nent zoologists have ranked them in the
class Zoophyta, but equally as good au-
thority classed them as of the vegetable
kingdom. Dr. Johnston held to the lat-
ter doctrine, because they are fixed, non-
irresistible and their movements are ex-
trinsical and involuntary,ete. Linnmus
changed his views several times on the
question, and finally leaned to the ani-
mal classification. Most advanced zoolo-
gists consider them as belonging to the
animal kingdom, and all botanists reject
them from the vegetable kingdom.]

Recorp-Un1oN: I saw a bittern
in Mexico last month. I met far-Eastern
people, out of the old country, who told
me the bitiern was an unlucky bird, one
of ill-omen. Some Yankees on the train
laughed at the idea, Then the debate
that I carried on as I traveled grew inter-
esting. I find people to differ; most do
not know the bittern. and most who do,
who come from over the Atlantie, have a
dread of the bird.

The truth is that the
bittern loves retired places because they
afford him food and protection. We in
the United States do not regard the bird {
with fear or superstition, because natur- |
alists teach us that the bittern is harmless
inany sense, Heis notan unlovely bird,
True, he is not of gaudy color, but his
shades of black, brown and yellow are
pretty, and the gloss of his feathers is un-
equaled. In the old countries heiscalled
a “pight raven,” and his note is dismal |
and hoarse certainly, and hence the
ignorant run when they hear ir, and
tremble with fear. The  Dbittern
eats frogs, snails, lizards and snakes,
and this makes him detested in some
parts; but that capacity in him
reveals itself to the naturalist as a wise
purpose for the good of man. When he
is shot and crippled he fights wvaliantly;
but does not man do so toward his enemy
in resisting capture? Sensible people do
not believe that the hoarse cry of the bjt-
tern foretells death or pestilence, but
among the ignorant of the old world that
is believed. In America we have never
heard of superstitious fear attaching be-
cause of presencd or ¢ry of the bittern.
There are several varieties of bitterns,
One variety in this country is called the
stake driver, from its note, Seldom are
bitterns found in these parts, and we
were not aware that they were to be
found often in Mexico, though plentiful
The Ameriecan bit-
tern’s note is quite difierent from that

hoarse, bellowing cry; ours is more like
the blow of an ax on a stake, and when
alarmed the bird gives a hoarse croak,
besides. ]
